The E.C. held its 10th meeting in Bonn on 9th and 10th of June
1987 with the following agenda:

1. Opening of the meeting

2. Approval of the agenda

3. Status of the project:

3.1. Project progress in relation to the approved time schedule

3.2. Financial evolution of distributed work packages

4. Supplement Agreements to contracts of Main Contractors

5. Measurement and Evaluation Phase (Clarifications, time sched-

9. Approval of Balance sheet and auditors’ report)

10. Any other business

1. Opening of the meeting .

Dr. Chr. Blaesing welcomed on behalf of the German Delegation
the members of the Greek delegation and declared the 10th Execu-
tive Committee officially opened. '

Before entering into the agenda, the E.C. members held a re-
stricted meeting. SVCo was asked to participate at a later stage.

The list of participants is attached as Annex 1. ‘

2. Approval of the agenda
_The E.C. approved the agenda mentioned above.

3. Status of the project

The manager of SVCo presented the project progress in relation to
the approved time schedule and with regard to, the financial evolution
of the distributed work packages. The report is attached as Annex 2.

During his presentation the manager of SVCo referred to the time
discrepancy of both contractors in relation to the Time Schedule pre-
sented commonly by them covering 42 months period as approved by
the 9th E.C. and explained, that according to his estimations at least
in some buildings minor delays may occur beyond the 42 months
construction period if Michaniki does not increase its work output.
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Refering to Interatom work, the SVCo manager stated that the de-
lays observed in the performance of functional tests in Region A, are
due to the fact that these tests are at present being performed by only
a small crew (provided by SVCo for training purposes).

Interatom stated that the ratio of the completion of their works indi-
cated in the report does not comprise deliveries of Interatom equip-
ment to the site, which was not yet installed. Therefore, according to
Interatom’s own evaluation, the ratio for the Interatom work package
“Non Conventional Part” is much higher (see Annex 3).

The President of MICHANIKI S.A. Mr P. Emfietzoglou reminded
that the basic delay of the works occurred due to delays ih receiving of
drawings and due to design changes of mistakes, and requested the
Committee to bear in mind the enormous financial losses which the
Company suffered due to the above mentioned reasons.

The E.C. pointed out that all this was taken into account when the
E.C. granted an extention to 42 months on the basis of Michaniki’s
request, as supported and proposed by SVCo.

In his report the president of “Michaniki”, confirmed that small
delays are expected only for some uildings, extending the construc-
tion phase by about one month, The main reasons for this delay are
due to force majeure, and in particular to strikes and the exceptional
cold and long winter. The delay concerns only minor items and will in
particular not affect Interatom’s work.

Therefore, from his today s point of view, no additional financial
consequences for the project are to be expected

Mr Emfietzoglou asked the E.C. to waive penalties a]ready im-
posed by SVCo for internal partial delays of some buildings in region
A, as these delays do not influence the common commissioning pro-
cedure up to now.

With regard to the functional tests and commissioning procedure
Interatom claimed, according to their understanding of the delivery
contract, the final operating electrical and water connections to the
different buildings having the necessary capacity. This is the main
reason why some delay (approximately 6 weeks) has occured in the
‘execution of the functional tests.

SVCo informed the E.C. that since the beginning of the construc-
tion works, SVCo fulfilled its contractual obligations with respect to
electrical and water site connections as per Annex 1 of the delivery
Contract.

The requirements for final operating electrical and water connec-
tions to each building for functional tests is not foreseen in the deliv-
ery contract. On this context Prof. Sotiropoulos pointed out that with
the existing provisional current and water connections it is.possible to
continue the functional tests and the common trial run.

After a long deliberation the committee decided that provisional
current with the necessary capacity should be installed as soon as
possible. In close cooperation between SCVo (Site supervision),
Michaniki and Interatom, a detailed plan has to be elaborated for the

‘proper execution of the functional tests including any estimated addi-
tional costs which the E.C. can approve through a written procedure
via SVCo.

The E.C. decided to waive the penalties for Michaniki with regard
to delays occurred in region A as long as the delay does not affect the
overall time schedule and in particular the common commissioning
procedure.

The committee asked Michaniki to include in its priorities the nec-
-essary completion of the flats, in which the “passive” instrumentation
has to be installed in a way that Interatom is able to install and test this
instrumentation during this year. A detailed time schedule of this pro-
cedure will be handed over by Interatom to Michaniki and SVCo as
soon as possible.

In addition, the E.C. asked Michaniki to complete one appartment
of each type as model appartments in order to show to candidates and
visitors. A detailed request will be sent directly from the sociological
team to SVCo.

Michaniki agreed to both requests.

At the end of its deliberation the E.C. stressed the necessity to both
contractors to do the utmost to meet the project completion time of 42
months as agreed upon during the 9th E.C, meeting. The E.C. re-
minded also, that even during the conctrution period the quality of
work and the outer appearance of the site should correspond to the
importance of the joint project for both sides.

- the Bilateral Agreement “any costs incurred for the project ...

4. Supplement Agreements to contracts of Main Contractors

The supplement agreements to the Interatom delivery contract No.
5, 6, 7 and 8 (see annex 4) and the additional budget for No. 9 (ex-
tension of the passive instrumentation) amounting to 1.330.000 DM
were approved by the E.C, For that amount 930.000 DM were al-
ready approved during its 9. E.C. meeting., The supplement agree-
ment No. 9 will be approved by the E.C. within three weeks through a
written procedure.

5. Measurement and Evaluation Phase

The E.C. stressed the importance of a joint proposal for the Meas-
urement and Evaluation Phase. It was, however, mentioned from the
German side, that some months ago the German proposal had already
been sent to SVCo. The German members of the E.C., therefore, re-

" quested the corresponding proposal from the Greek side.

The Greek side stated that the contents of a common proposal is
influenced by the decisions concerning the acceptance of the work of
the two contractors and therefore could not be formulated up to the
present.

The E.C. decided that in its next meeting all aspects of the Measur-
ing and Evaluation Phase should be discussed, on the basis a relevant
text to be prepared by SVCo and experts from both sides.

6. Report of the Socnologlcal Team and decisions for the imple-
mentation

The E.C. took note of the progress of the work of the sociological
team.

During the deliberations both sides acknowledged the importance
of the necessary social infrastructure as:

— municipal services

— schools

— day care centre

— telephone

— post office

— medical station

— sports facility

— additional shopping centre / meeting area.

The German side, however, referred to its previous statements at
various E.C. meetings that these social services are not part of the
joint financing, as it goes beyond the distributed work packages and
the technical annex of the Bilateral Agreement.

The Greek side stated, that according to Article 1 the social serv-
ices should be part of the project and according to Article 6 (1), b of
shall be
shared by the parties”.

On the basis of a proposal made by the sociological team the E.C.
accepted the guidelines as attached to the minutes as annex 5 and
asked SVCo to transmit these guidelines to OEK, stating that the E.C.
adopted them and included them in its minutes in accordance with
Art. 5, (1) of the Bilateral Agreement. In the cover letter SVCo should
inform OEK about the legal background for these guidelines, taking
into account the draft letter by the sociologists, which was handed
over during the meeting.

The E.C. instructed that in the process of further elaboration of the
energy Cost Accounting System the views of the Sociological Team
will be considered. The Sociological Team will contact the responsi-
ble expert, named by SVCo.

The E.C. appreclated the work done so far by the Soclologlcal
Team and expressed its intention that the team will participate in the
Measurement and Evaluation Phase. The E.C. instructed the sociolo-

- gists that their work should be submitted to SVCo and to OEK for

their consideration.

7. Acceptance for the works of the two main contractors

Reference was made to an expert meeting held in Bensberg at
11/12 May 1987 (minutes item 2 see annex 6).In the meantime both
sides have tried to clarify their positions.

The German side referred to the delivery contract of Interatom and -
its annexes, where for the delivery a reference is made to the DIN
standards. Therefore, the acceptance of delivery has to follow these
rules.

According to the DIN Standards Interatom has only to prove -a
proper functioning of the systems whereas a load run (performance.
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test) is not foreseen. The German side accepted a reference to Art. 12

of the delivery contract from the Greek side and agreed that the word-
ing of Art. 12 is not precise enough to solve the problem. However, if
an important deviation from the DIN-Standards had been intended on
both sides for this project it should have been mentioned explicitely in
this contract. The German side added that the Law of Switzerland,
valid for this contract, provides the same provisions for the accep-
tance as described in the DIN-Standards.

The Greek side expressed the view that no reference to the DIN-
Standards is made anywhere in the Interatom delivery contract itself
and that systems involved are relatively new and, therefore, every ef-
fort should be made to assure their proper and reliable function,

Both sides agreed that the following actions have to be executed:

1. Functional tests ‘

2. Tests of systems (including the regulation of valves of the heat
distribution in the flats) -

3. Common Trial Run _

4. Load run in empty flats - winter time (comparison with the val-
ues of the designed systems connected to DAS)

5. Energy balances of the DAS connected systems

6. Results available to the inhabitants.

However, the German side considers that only the first three items
have to be fulfilled before the acceptance is given to Interatom,
whereas items four to six are part of the Measurement and
Evaluation-Phase. .

The Greek side stated that according to Art. 12 of the Delivery
contract:

a) “SVCo shall sign a provisional acceptance protocol not later
than one week after the acceptance tests establishing that the work of
Interatom in respect of the relevant supply and service in general
meets the requirements set out in this contract”.

b) “The final acceptance protocol ... will be issued after the com-
missioning and successful plant start-up of the complete non-
conventional part of the SV-3”. :

c) “If a particular system has been completed in a season when it is

not possible to test the whole heating system, SVCo will sign the final -

acceptance protocol wih the reservation, that Interatom will test the
function of this system at a time to be agreed upon”.

Due ot the demonstration character of this part of the project,
called for that reason “non-conventional”, the various systems with
respect to their acceptance do not fall within the requirements of any
existing conventional standards. The acceptance should consequently
be made according to the State of The Art so that the performance of
each demonstration system is proved. For that reason all five activi-
ties mentioned before shall have to be part of the acceptance tests.

Due to the complex nature of that item and the existing interfaces
between the two main contractors no agreement was reached. The
E.C. decided to continue its deliberations at the next E.C. meeting.

8. Additional Contracts :

a) Contract of Operation and Maintenance Crew

The previous contract was approved with the following provisions
— this contract of SVCo’s operations and maintenance crew will be

valid only up to the final acceptance of Interatom’s work
— the contract will be consigned by Interatom “for information

only”.

Regarding the contractual situation of the operation and Mainte-
nance Crew after the final acceptance of Interatom’s work, a new con-
tract for the 12 months operation under Interatom’s responsibility
will be elaborated and mutually agreed by SVCo and Interatom.

b) Contract of E.C. ‘Advisors (Greek Side) :

This contract was presented on the basis of the E.C. decision in its
8th meeting according to which each side covers its own experts dur-
ing the preparation of the Measurement and Evaluation phase. The
E.C. agreed to approve this contract in a written procedure.

¢) Maintenance Contract of the DAS (Data-Acquisition-System),
which includes Siemens Computer

Interatom expressed the necessity to have a valid maintenance
contract with Siemens-Hellas immediately after the provisional ac-
ceptance of the above computer system for guarantee reasons; the

provisional acceptance from todays point of view is expected approxi- -

mately by mid September 1987. :
It was agreed that »
— SVCo will contact Siemens-Hellas regarding this item,

— ifis necessary for time reasons, SVCo will request from the E.C.,
an approval of this maintenance contract before the next E.C. meet-
ing. .

d) Delivery Contracts

The E.C. asked Interatom to present its proposal for spare parts

and maintenance contracts once again to SVCo, after having been
checked by KFA-PBE.

9. Approval of Balance Sheet and Auditors’ Report A

The balance sheets and the auditors’ report for the years 1984 and
1985 were approved (see annex 8). For the year 1986 they will be
approved in a written way before the next E.C. meeting.

10. Any other Business _

— The E.C. referred to its repeated requests at various E.C. meetings
to have in hand all documents and proposals to be discussed in the
E.C. meetings, at least 15 days before the meeting, according to
rules of procedure of the E.C. meeting (No. 5,3). Otherwise a
proper preparation and successful deliberations of the E.C. are not
possible.

— The E.C. asked SVCo convery more effort to the correspondence
with the contractual partners and other agencies and answer let-
ters from them in due time.

— SVCo presented an example of a new documentation to be used
for a proper presentation, in particular of the technical aspects of
the joint project. A rough estimate of the cost in valued amounts,
according to Prof. Sotiropoulos, to 100.000. - DM. The E.C. re-
garded this documentation to be of great interest for the project
and will take it into consideration within the budget of the Meas-
urement and Evaluation Phase.

— The next meeting will take place in Athens in the 41st of 42nd
week 1987 (7 to 9 October or 14 to 16 October, Wednesday to
Friday in both cases). -

By the end of April 1987 two progress reports were received,
one from IA and one from the Supervision Slte personnel
a) IA report (Table 2)

It is based on the principle that each activity is divided into
three sub-activities:

1) Delivery on site, with percentage ranging from 4-5 to 95% of
the respective activity.

2) Installation, with percentages ranging from 0 to 45% of the
respective activity.

3) Functional tests and commissioning, with percentages 3 to
5% for the main number of activities except for the D.A.S. for
which it is 10%.

b) Site Supervision (Table 3)

It is based on actual progress of construction works, “ignoring”
the value of materials on site which are thus certified only when
they are installed. This report therefore privides for two sub-
activities for each activity.

1. Installation: 90%

2. Fu-tests+commissioning: 10%

The supervision of site works as however follows-up the instal-
lation (as per 3.3.b. above).

-In order, therefore, to compare the two reports, the one sub-

mitted IA must be “converted” to the principle of §3.3.b.
The results of this conversion is shown in Table 4, in which also
the percentages of Table 3 are shown for easy comparison.
The average progress percentage of installation and fu-test
works are:

— as per 1A 61%

— as per site supervision 58%

Taking into account reports and data kept separately, we can
accept as percentage of progress the figure of 58% Corre-
sponding amount = 58% X 20117589 = 11668201 DM or

ANNEX 5

INSTRUCTIONS TO O.E.K. ACCORDING TO ARTICLE 5 OF
THE BILATERAL AGREEMENT (Creek Law 1310/82)

A. PREAMBLE

The work on the construction of the Solar Village is approaching
completion. By the last months of 1987, large sections of the seille-
ment will have already been finished. And it is estimated that all of the
technical works will be completed by next spring. We are thus nearing
the state of habitation of the settlement and the beginning of the
Measurements and Evaluations Phase (Phase 4) of the Programme,’
which also constitutes the purpose of the relevant Greek-German
Agreement and of the cofinancing of the project by OEK and the Min-
istries of Research and Technology of the Federal Repubhc of Ger-
many and of Greece.

It has in fact been jointly perceived by the Contracting Parlies that
the moment has come to fulfil the stipulations of the Bilateral Agree-
ment (which has the force of law in both countries) in order to ensure
the overall conditions which will make possible the unhindered imple-
mentation of this major phase of the Programme.

It is known that Article 1, §1 of this Agreement, referring to the
purpose of the Programme, stipulates that:

The Contracting Parties undertake...

a) to construct a village for Greek workers with intensive use of var-
ious active and passive solar and other advanced energy systems, tak-
ing the necessary measures which will ensure the quality of social lief
and environment within the community together with the acceptance
and use of the applied systems by the inhabitants;

b) to measure and evaluate the technical, economic and social pa-
rameters within this village. _ :

And Article 5, §1 of the same Agreement stipulates that:

OEK as the owner of the Solar Village, will be responsible for the
allotment of apartments. However, on the basis of guidelines issued
by the Executive Committee, OEK shall reserve for both parties those
rights vis a vis the future owners and inhabitants which are necessary
to carry out the project and ensure its acceplance.

Moreover, the Administrative Council of your Organisation has al-
ready addressed an official document to the SV Co in which it is re-
quested that the Executive Committee issue specific guidelines on the
basis of which OEK shall reserve for the two Contracting Parties those
rights vis & vis the future owners and inhabitanis which are necessary
to carry out the project and ensure its acceptance. Your letter also
emphasises that: »

-

...these rights must be specified with the greatest possible preci-
sion, and explained clearly and thoroughly to the Organisation’s eligi-
ble candidates who submit applications during the relevant census.

It also explains thal “the acceptance of these rights shall necessar-
ily consmute a prerequisite for the validity of the candidates applica-
tions”. .

Indeed, the very special nature of the Programme during the Meas-
urement and Evaluation Phase (which will lasifor four years from the
habitation of the village) makes it imperative to ensure cerlain basic
prerequisite conditions for carrying it out.

On a general, overall level, these prerequisite lerms consist of:

a) The existence of a normal social life in the settlement, without
serios problems of social dysfunction (fairly common in new planned
settlements, in particular during the first years of their habitation)
which could affect adversely the carrying out of the Programme: this
is also the meaning of Article 1 of the Bilateral Agreement which stip-
ulates the taking of the “necessary measures which will ensure the
quality of social life and environment in the community”. And

* b) The existence of some consensus among the residents of the set-
itlement in regards to the programme, or at least its unhindered imple-
mentation. This is the meaning of the stipulation both in Article 1 as to
the taking of the necessary measures to ensure “the acceplance and

“use of the applied systems by the residents”, and also in Article 5 re-

garding the reservation of “those rights vis a vis the future owners and
inhabitants which are necessary lo carry out the project and ensure its
acceptance”.

The Executive Committee cons1ders that the rights referred to in
Article 5 are those which are directly related to ensuring these gen-
eral prerequisite conditions.

From a practical point of view, this should be expressed in al leasl
three categories of specific measures:

I. The systematic informing of the candidat owners and inhabitants

_of the 8.V,

— on the special nature of the settlement and the Programme

— on the special legal obligations which must necessarily be re-
spected by those who live in the Village and

— on the specific consequences to violating owner-inhabitants of
failing to observe these legal obligations. (The Executive Committee
believes that this point will be very important in preventing the non-
fulfilment of these legal obligations).

11. The strict commitment by the candidate inhabitants during the
submission of their application, and as a precondition of its validity, to

respect absolutely:
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— the Operating Regulations of the settlement and of the blocks of -
flats and the obligation to pay common expenses absolutely regularly.

— the operating instructions for the energy systems and the

unhindered conduct of the technical and other measurements of the -

Programme.

The question of the sanctions to be imposed against the owner-

residents who do not fulfil their obligations in observing the Operating
Regulations, payment of common expenses elc. lies within the judge-
ment of the Greek Part, with the obvious criterion of ensuring the
greatest possible effectiveness of the measures to guarantee the
unhindered execution of the Programme. '
IIL. The filling out of a questionnaire by the candidate inhabitants
that will provide detailed imformation about their social situation.
This will make possible the elaboration of a special preparation pro-
gramme about the S.V. energy systems and life in the village, that will
be adapted to the social features of the future owner-residents.
" The content of these measures is conlained in a special note at-
tached herewith,

I1A’s responsibility under this contract is limited only to fulfillment
of its financial part and of the payment. -

Article 1

Aim of the contract

The aim of the contract is the implementation of the Decision of the
9th Session (23/25.4.1986) of the Solar Village Executive Commit-
tee, which approved the inclusion in the SOLAR VILLAGE Project
budget of an expenditure of DM 730,000 (see Annex I of the present
contract) to be paid by IA (see Article 5 para 1 of the present contract)
to cover sociological studies and social activities provided for by the
relevant Greek-German Agreement.

Article 2 »

Work assigned

2.1. In order to fulfill the above-mentioned aim, the SVCO has as-
signed the sociologists the joint responsibility of carrying out the soci-
ological research and studies in question and the activities of a social
nature in general, within the framework of and along the lines set out
by (a) the above-mentioned Greek-German Agreement which regu-
late all activities pertaining to the construction and operation of the
SOLAR VILLAGE and (b) the Minutes of the above-mentioned 9th
Session of the Executive Committee of the SOLAR VILLAGE (see
relevant extract in Annex II of the present contract). More particu-
larly, the content of the sociologists contractual responsibility is speci-
fied in the joint Report submitted by them to the above-mentioned
Session of the Executive Committee of the SOLAR VILLAGE (see
Annex II1 of the Present contract) and concerns, subject of pertinent
modifications following from discussions at the 9th EC meetings, the
solving of the following problems:

2.1.1. Composition of the population of the SOLAR VILLAGE.

2.1.2. Planning and organization of social and community services
and more generally of social and community life in the SOLAR VIL-
LAGE. :

2.1.3. Rational use and conseravtion of energy in the SOLAR VIL-
LAGE. '

2.1.4. Preperation of the future residents of the SOLAR VIL-
LAGE with regard to the setting up of normal community life, the ac-
ceptance of the energy systems and the unhindered conduct of the
relevant technical measurements.

2.1.5. The requisite preparation for the measurement of social pa-
rameters related to the acceptance of the energy systems by the resi-
dents and to the quality of social life within the community.,

2.2. The SVCO will be responsible for the general supervision of
the work  of the sociologists, for the receipt and verification of the
studies submitted and for the issuing of payment orders to cover the
expenses entailed in the above-mentioned programme of activities to
IA within the framework of the financial content of the present con-
tract.

2.3. Itis agreed that the responsibility to carry out this contract is
borne in common by the two sociologists. The responsibility, how-
ever, concerning the choice of the means to be used with regard to
whatsoever concerns activities to be carried out in the Federal Repub-
lic of Germany will be borne by Professor B. Joerges, while whatso-

ever concerns activities to be carried out in Greece will be borne by
Dr. Z. Theos.

Article 3

Duration® of the contract - Time schedule

3.1. This contract covers the period between 1st July 1986 and
December 1987 (a period of 18 months). )

3.2. The specific time scale of the sociological / social studies and
activities provided for in the 18-month period of the validity of the
contract is indicated in the joint Report of the sociologists to the
Greek-German Executive Committee of the SOLAR VILLAGE (see
Annex 111 to the present contract, page 16). Should, however, this
time schedule fail to be observed either in part or completely, the so-
ciologists will bear no responsibility insofar as this failure is not their
fault, but that of one of the contracting parties to the Greek-German
Agreement on the SOLAR VILLAGE, SVCO, IA, the Workers’
Housing Organisation or the Greek or German authorities.

3.3. If it is anticipated that the completion of the project or the car-
rying out of additional sociological / social activities will require time
beyond the date of expiry of this contact (31.12.87) for reasons which
are not the fault of the sociologists (in accordance with para. 3.2.
above), the period of validity of this contract will be extended for the
lenght of time agreed to be necessary by the two parties. Should this
extension concern activities which were to be carried out during the
18-month period of validity of this contract, the expenses entailed will
be covered by the budget alréady approved, except for the personal
fees of the sociologists, special mention of which is made in Article 5
(para. 2) of the present contract. Should an extension be made in the
duration of the validity of this contract which would involve eventual
additional sociological / social activities beyond those provided for in

_ the present contract, the sociologists must have submitted their pro-

posals to SVCO in good time along with the corresponding budget so
that these might be studied by the Executive Committee of the
SOLAR VILLAGE and the relevant decisions taken in time.

Article 4

Organization and execution of the assigned work -

4.1. The above-mentioned responsibility of Professor B. Joerges
and Dr. Z. Theos in understood to be that of senior sociologists and is
defined in their relévant Report to the Executive Committee of the
SOLAR VILLAGE, that is: Messrs. B. Joerges and Z. Theos will be
the chief consultants on SOLAR VILLAGE social matters and will
bear the overall responsibility for the sociological / social studies and
activities related to the aims of the SOLAR VILLAGE programme.
Within the framework of their overall responsibility they will choose
any other collaborators (persons or organisations) to be employed in
this sphere, will assign them individual parts of the project, and will
.guide and monitor their work. They will also secure the mutual ex-
change of information and views with sociological and scientific

. groups both in Greece and elsewhere, as well as the coordination be-

tween the team carrying out the sociological / social activities and the
other scientific and technical teams participating in the implementa-
tion of the Programme. The sociologists must also submit to SVCO a
summarized monthly report on the progress of the work and a sum-
marized quarterly report to the Executive Commitee.

4.2, It is more specifically agreed that when contracts between the
sociologists and third parties related to the realization of the object of
this contracl are signed, such contracts must also be counter-signed
by SVCO, whose liability is confined to the financial term alone.

Article 5

Payment

-5.1. All payments for the execution of the project will be made on
the basis of supporing documents - certificates, invoices and/or re-
ceipts for services rendered etc - to be given to SVCO by the sociolo-
gists. The respective payments will be made directly by IA to the in-
terested parties entitled to remuneration upon the pertiment instruc-
tions of SVCO. The relevant responsibility of IA regards solely and
exclusively the making of the above-mentioned payments from the
special allocation of DM 730,000 placed at its disposal by the joint
Greek-German Executive Committee of the SOLAR VILLAGE in im-
plementation of the pertinent Decision of its 9th Regular Session of
23/25.4.86 and with the explicit prerequisite that payment orders be
issued by SCVO.
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5.2, It is more specifically agreed that the total of the two sociolo-

_gists’ joint remuneration for carrying oul the above-mentioned work
for the 18-month period of the validity of this contract (from 1.7.86 to
31.12.87) is set at DM 132,000, as appears on the relevant budget
approved by the Greek-German Executive Committee of the SOLAR
VILLAGE. The sociologists may collect their fees in installments fol-
lowing submission to SVCO of an application which will determine the
portion of the total to be paid to each of the two sociologists. Should
the duration of the validity of this contract be extended for the reasons
set out in Article 3 of the present contract, the sociologists will be
obliged to continue to render their services for a period to be set by
SVCO with a monthly remuneration based on their above mentioned
personal fee, following a relevant E.C. decision.

5.3. Advance payments may also be collected by the sociologists
so that they may pay corresponding advance payments to third parties
for the realization of the relevant programme of activities.

Article 6

Demunciation of the contract — settlement of differences

The breach of any of the above terms entitles any of the parties to
the contract to demounce the contract. In this case the SV E.C. will
act as arbitrator between the parties. Should this arbitration fail the
courts of the Federal Republic of Germany are recognized to be com-
petent to settle differences, the contracting parties reserving any

rights of theirs which they consider to have been infringed by failure

to adhere to the contract.

This was agreed upon and mutually accepted by the contracting
parties and this contract was drawn up in good faith in four indentical
original copies, and signed following its reading and the verification of
its content, and each of the contracting parties received a copy.

This Contract has also been signed by a representative of

SOLAR VILLAGE S.A.
Michalakopoulou 2, 115 28 Athens,
mandatary of the Greek-German Executive Committee for the
Solar Village estate being built in Pefki (Lykovrisi) in Attica,
which will hereinafter be referred to as “the SVCo”,
with the specification that the exclusive object of the signing of this
Contract by SVCo is the execution of its financial terms.

Article 1

Purpose

The purpose of this Contract is to accomplish the work - sociologi-
cal research studies, information, public relations and other social ac-

tivities as determined in the following Articles 2 and 3 of the present
Contract and in the relevant Appendices - which is hereby entrusted
to the “Phaethon” Company by the Mandators, within the framework
of the latter’s responsibility to the Greek-German Executive Commit-
tee mentioned above, in order to realise the programme of sociologi-
cal studies and social activities which have been approved for the
“Solar Village” experimental housing estate.

Article 2

Practical Object

The practical object of the work consists of the Company providing
the Mandators with specific services, including sociological research,
studies, information, public relations and the organisation of other
forms of social activities, related to the social aspects of the Solar Vil-
lage (hereafter S.V.) experimental programme in Pefki, Attica. These
services will deal with the following matters:

2.1. The solution to the problem of the social composition of the
S.V. population and the procedure for determining it, as well as the
recording and analysis of the social features of the actual population
of the estate.

2.2. The timely and systematic preparation of the future S.V. resi-
dents both for the living conditions in the Village, with a view to pre-
venting as far as possible phenomena of social dysfuntion and to en-
suring a normal social life in the community (normal human interrela-
tions and regular local social services), and in particular in relation to
the solar energy systems which will be operating in the S.V. This will
have to do with the systems’ correct usage and respect for the techni-
cal rules for their normal operation, the conservation of energy, facili-
tating the technical measurements of the experiment and dealing with
bills to be paid by the residents for the consumption of heating and hot
water etc.

2.3. The solving of problems met in securing all public services re-
quired for normal daily life in a residential area: schools, public trans-
port, shops, athletic facilities, rubbish collection etc.).

2.4. The study, organisation and carrying out of the measurements
of the social parameters, as well as the analysis and processing of the
data concerning (a) the degree of acceptance of the energy systems by
the population and the possible problems which may occur, (b) the
changes (demographic, profenional e.t.c.) that occur in the social ap-
pearance of the population and (c) the quality of the social life and en-
vironment in the community (public services, ecological conditions,
quality of human relations, cultural activities by local groups ete.).

2.5. The systematic briefing of the press and other mass media and
of the public in general, as to the various aspects, in particular the so-
cial one, of the S5.V. experimental programme; as well as the pubhc
relations activities (recelvmg the public in the S.V.,, accompanying
guests, holding receplions, etc.) which will either be provided in the
permanent services supplied by the Company to the Mandators, or
which the Mandators will request from the Company in addition to
what is anticipated in the programme.

Article 3

Programme of Company Services relevant to the project

As regards the specific services to be provided by the Company to
the Mandators in the matters referred to in Article 2, agreement has
been reached on the following:

3.1. These services fall into two calegories:

3.1.1. The permanent services which will be a product of regular,
continuous, daily (on working days) activity by the Company - includ-
ing studies, communication with future residents, with the press etc.,
dealing with questions regarding public services and measurements
of the social parameters etc.

3.1.2. The extra services, requiring a limited amount of time,
which will be specially requested in each case by the Mandators, and
which will be in addition to thé permanent services, such as prepara-
tion and issuing of a special publication, an exhibition related to the
S.V., an audio-visual product; organizing a press conference, a meet-
ing of future residents of the S.V., a reception etc.

3.2. All services provided by the Company shall be absolutely in
accordance with the specifications determined by the Mandators.
These specifications for permanent services will be contained in the
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agreed programme of services. For exta services, the specifications
will be set down each time with the greatest possible accuracy in the
special instructions given by the Mandators for such services.

3.3. The content of the programme of these services to be supplied
by the Company to the Mandators, as well as the terms of the financial

recompense to be paid by the Mandators to the Company for these

services, are determined in Appendices I and Il of the present Con-
tract. ‘

3.4. 1t is also agreed explicitly that the Company will assign abso-
lute priority to the fulfillment of the present Contract over any other of

its activities and that in any event, any other Company activities what-

soever shall not delay or obstruet in any way the unhindered, normal
realisation of this work within the required time.

' Art.ivclé. 4

Personnel

4.1. To accomplish the above-mentioned work, the Company is .

committed to ensure the employment on a permanent or regular basis
and both the regular and temporary or extraordinary cooperation of
all the required scientific, technical and other specialized and nen-
specialized personnel. It should be made clear that the term “employ-
ment on a permanent or regular basis” means that irrespective of the

form of the contractual relation which this staff has with the Company, -

their occupation with the work of this Contract shall be on a daily bais,
and at least, on an average of seven hours a day of real work during a
. regular working day.

4.2. It is agreed explicitly that the personnel who will be dealing
with the work entrusted by the Mandators to the Company by this
Contract, must be absolutely approved by the Mandators. In case the
qualifications or the performance of one or more of those employed
by the Company does not provide complete satisfaction to the
Mandators, the Company will be obliged to replace them with other
personnel with the absolute approval of the Mandators. It should be
pointed out that in this case, the responsibility for the qualifications
and performance of these persons and for the corresponding results
in the accomplishment of the work, whether positive or negative, will
be borne by the Mandators themselves. .

4.3. The minimum number, the form of employment (permanent
or temporary etc.) and the specific scientific or other special
qualificatons of the people to be employed on the above work are pre-
cisely established in Appendix II of the present Contract. It is how-
ever agreed that in the course of the work, the Company shall hire or
otherwise employ any other personnel it shall request from the
Mandators, after of course the latter have agreed that the correspond-
ing amount of additional money be paid by the Mandators to the Com-

pany.
Article 5

_ Material Facilities

5.1. The Company shall also secure the necessary material facili- '

ties for the provision of the permanent services described in Par
3.L.1. of the present Contract, i.e. establishment of offices with the
necessary equipment including furniture, telephone, files, typewrit-
ers etc., as well as the necessary office supplies etc.

5.2. In case the Mandators ask the Company to use staff over and
above the minimum determined in Appendix II of this Contract, and if
this involves the use of additional facilities (offices, technical equip-
ment etc), the necessary additional expenditure shall be included in
the agreed amount to be paid by the Mandators to the Company.

5.3. Itis agreed in particular that apart from the office installations
which the Company shall have for its own personnel, it will also place
at the disposal of the Mandators a special, suitably furnished office
(two desks etc.) and access to the telephone.

Article 6

Amendments to the programme of permanent
services

During the time this Contract is in force, it will be possible to -
amend the programme of permanent services provided by the Com-

pany to the Mandators, but only if the Mandators request this in writ-
ing and with the consent of the Company. The time required for the
possible re-adjustment of the Compariy’s organisation in order to

" carry out the work will be included in the amendment. In‘particular, it

is agreed that:

6.1. The amendments which do not require additional expenditure
by the Company, that is those which are compatible with the existing
organisational ability of the Company to carry out the programme in
effect then, and which will involve a simple change of content, without
additional expense, will be accepted by a simple written request by
the Mandators, without any other special prodecure.

6.2. If however the amendments to the programme involve any ad-
ditional expenditure whatever for the Company, the amendments will
be accepted on condition that the corresponding additional amount

- required to be paid by the Mandators to the Company is also agreed in

writing.
Article 7

Duration - Extension

The period during which this Contract shall be in force is defined as
fifteen months, i.e. until 31 December 1987. It will also be possible
to extend it automatically, if one of the two contracting parties has not
sought its termination in writing by 30 September 1987 at the latest.
During the period of the extention of the Contract, each of the con-

_tracting parties may seek its termination in writing three months in

advance. :

Article 8

Representative of the Mandators

This Contract is signed by both of the two Mandators, prefessor Dr.
Bernward Joerges and Dr. Zissis Theos. However, during the dura-
tion of the Contract, the Company shall receive instructions from just
one authorized representative of both Mandators, whose name will be
made known to the Company by the Mandators within one month of
the signing of the present Contract.

Article 9

Denunciation of contract — Resolution
of differences

The violation of any of the terms of the above Contract (including
its Appendices) gives the right to each of the contracting parties to de-
nounce the Contract. It is however agreed explicitly that an effort will
be made to settle any differences between the contracting parties in a
friendly manner in order to preserve the smooth continuation of the
Contract. In case, finally of insurmountable differences and the de-
nunciation of the Contract, the provisions of the Civil Code “regarding
hire of work contract” shall apply, with the reservation of the con-
tracting parties as to their possible rights which they may consider to
have been prejudiced by the non-observance of the Contract. This has
been agreed and mutually accepted by the contracting parties and the
present Contract (and its three Appendices) has been drawn up in
good faith in four copies, all considered as originals. After these were
read, and the content thereof confirmed, they were signed and subse-
quently each of the contracting parties took one copy.

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APPENDIX 1

DERMANENT AND TEMPORARY SERVICES
FOR THE ACCOMPLISHMENT OF THE WORK

I.A. SERVICES PROVIDED BY THE COMPANY TO THE
MANDATORS (Par. 3.3. of the Contract)

. During the length of time the Contract is in effect, the Company
shall ensure the provision to the Mandators of services from the fol-
lowing departments: *

1.A.1. Department of Scientific Sociological Research and Studies
and Sociological Advice on subjects determined in Article 2 of the
Contract (“Practical object”). The sociological research, studies etc.
in question shall include both the searching for, gathering, statistical
processing, analysis and synthesis of all types of useful data, and the
drawing of the relevant conclusions on each of the specific subjects in
question. However, the total of this work shall take place under the
direct instructions of the Mandators (subject matter, priorities, gen-
eral and particular planning, choice of methods etc.) and menitored
by the Scientific Directorate of the Company. The relevant research
studies and consultation will take on those special forms which will
permit their direct practical utilisation in the particular sectors of ac-
livity referred to in Article 2 of the Contract, i.e. solving the question

of the social composition of the population (Par. 2.1.), preparing the,

future residents of the S.V. for the living conditions and energy sys-
tems there (Par. 2.2.), ensuring the necessary public services in the
Village (Par. 2.3.), measuring the social parameters relative to the ac-
ceptance of the energy systems by the population and relative to the
changes in its social aspects and to the quality of social life and envi-
ronment in the community (Par. 2.4.).

I.A.2. Social Services Department. This department will concern
itself in particular and exclusively with arranging public services in
the Village (Par 2.3.), i.e. schools for the children of S.V. families,
day care centres, health centre, sports and athletic facilities, play-
grounds, post office services, telephone, public transport, a bank,
rubbish collection, street cleaning, public lighting, shops, green
space, a cultural centre, management of the Village (common ex-
penses, maintenance etc.). It is understood that the solution of all the
above problems requires systematic steps and negotiations with the
various government agencies competent in each sector (such as min-
istries, public utilities and organisations), with the local municipality
(Pefki) and with the SVCo. It is explicitly agreed that this department
of the Company shall operate under the exclusive instructions and su-
pervision of the Mandators.

I.A.3. Department of Information, Communication, Press and
Public Relations (Par. 2.5.). ‘

1.A.3.1. This department shall be systematically employed:
a) With all matters pertaining to the necessary briefing of the future

S.V. residents both before and after the final composition of the Vil-
lage population is decided on and afterwards, and in general commu-

nication with them, in all possible useful forms: correspondence,

printed matter, exhibitions, audio-visual shows, lectures-discussions,
getting-acquainted meetings, cultural events, etc.

b) With keeping the press, the other mass media and the public in-
formed on the aspects of the S.V. experimental programme, in partic-
ular the social one, and also in all possible useful forms: press re-
leases, interviews and articles, press conferences, radio and TV pro-
grammes etc.

c) With public relations activities in general, such as welcoming the
public to the S.V., accompanying guests, planning receptions etc.

1.A.3.2. For all the above types of activities, this department shall
have the preeminent responsibility for producing the contents of the
required information, i.e. writing texts in the appropriate form, plan-
ning of exhibitions, working out programmes and other audio-visual
products, planning the content and delivery of speeches adapted in
each case to the special needs of the occasion, such as at press confer-
ences, meetings with residents, public meetings, public relations
events, elc.

1.A.3.3. The particular activities of this department, the content
and forms they will take will be determined each time on the basis of
the particular instructions given by the Mandators.

1.A.3.4. These activities shall take place in close cooperation with
the Company’s other departments employed on the assigned work,
i.e. the sociological research and studies department and the social

services department for the securing of the necessary data; the
Company’s secretarial department; and the organisation department
which will have the major responsibility for solving practical prob-
lems. .

I.A.4. Secretarial department for all needs related either directly
or indirectly to the accomplishment of the assigned work, i.e. tele-
phone calls, keeping notes and conveying messages; typing of all
kinds in Greek and English; photocopies; forwarding of both incom-
ing and outgoing mail; the rational classification of documents and
files related to the work; interpreting and translating simple texts both
to and from English etc.

I.A.5. Accounts department for the rapid issuing of the substantiat-
ing documents required on the basis of which payments will be made
by the Mandators to the Company, and for the possible supplying of

.complete facts regarding the course of payments by the Mandators to

the Company for the work carried out.

I.A.6. Organisation and work coordination department. This de-
partment will have both the total organisational responsibility for car-
rying out the work, for the activities of each of the individual depart-
ments (apart from the social sevices department which, as defined in
Par. I.A.2. of this Appendix, will operate under the exclusive instruc-
tions and control of the Mandators) and for coordination among them,
cooperation and mutual complementing of their activities, wherever
this is necessary. In this sense, the organisation and coordination de-
partment shall also be responsible for solving all problems in the exe-
cution of the work which cannot for whatever reasons be solved by the
other above-mentioned departments of the Company.

1.B. DISTINCTION BETWEEN PERMANENT AND
TEMPORARY SERVICES

The services which are defined in the above Chapter L.A. of this
Appendix shall be permanent, in the sense of Par. 3.1.1. of the Con-
tract, and whenever necessary, témporary in the sense of Par. 3.1.2.

L.B.1. It is agreed that permanent services by the Company to the
Mandators shall be considered those provided by the permanent daily
occupation with the work by the permanent or regular clerical or other
staff of collaborators with the Company, based on the definitions in
Article 4 and Appendix II of the Contract relative to the minimum
staff which will be employed in each one of the departments referred
to in Chapter I.A. of this Appendix.

I.B.2. Extra services shall be considered those services referred to
in Par. 3.1.2. of the Contract, i.e. those which will be in addition to
the regular services referred to in Par. 3.1.1. of this Appendix, i.e.
those whose provision will require either the additional (extra) use of
the existing Company staff beyond its permanent or regular employ-
ment, or the use of other additional staff, specialised or not, as well as
the use of extra, additional or special material facilities beyond those
defined in Article 5 of the Contract.

I1.A.1. Department of Scientific Sociological Research, Studies
and Advice: A sociologist selected by the Mandatories (Par. 4.1. of
the Contract) will be employed initially on a permanent basis in the
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sense of Article 4 of the Contract. Both the Scientific Directorate of
the Company and its Administrator Mr. N. Mantis in his scientific ca-
pacity as psychologist-sociologist will be employed in a consultative
position in the work of the same department. The latter will also be
responsible for the Company’s organisation and coordination depart-
ment activities, It is understood that during the course of the work,
and if requested by the Mandators, the Company will use for this serv-
ice any other specialized scientists or assistants as shall be needed
based on the arrangements provided in Articles 4 and 5 of the Con-
tract.

11.A.2. Social Services Departmerit. For this department, the Com-
pany will employ an appropriate person with the requisite high stan-
dard of special qualifications on a permanent basis, in the sense of Ar-
ticle 4 of the Contract, following agreement by the Mandators.

11.A.3. Department of Information, Communication, Press and
Public Relations. For this department, the Company shall employ
permanently in the sense of Article 4 of the Contract, a suitable jour-
nalist approved by the Mandators. This person will cooperate with the
other departments of the Company, and primarily with the
organisation and coordination department which will be co-
responsible for the activities of the information and press department.

11.A.4. Secretarial department. This department will employ at

" least one person with the specialised qualifications set out in Par.

1.A.4. of Appendix I of this Contract, and this person will be perma-

nent clerical staff present in the Company offices during normal
working hours on all working days. -

I11.A.5. Accounts Department. For this department, the Mandators
are solely concerned to ensure the terms of Par. I.A.5. of Appendix |
of this Contract, irrespective of how many or which special staff the
Company will use.

ILLA.6. Department of organising and coordinating the work. In
this department, the following will be employed: a) one person on a
permanent basis, in the sense of Article 4 of the Contract, and b) one
assistant-organiser. It is however understood that apart from the la-
bour provided by these two persons, the responsibility for the total
organisation of the Company’s activities in carrying out the work shall
be borne by the Company in the person of its Administrator, in the
sense of Par 1.A.6. of Appendix 1 of the Contract.

I1.B. AS REGARDS EXTRA SERVICES which the Mandators
may possibly request from the Company, as defined by Par. 3.1.2. of
the Contract, the following are accepted by both pafties:

11.B.1. If there are “products” involving the use of special techni-

11.B.2. If additional temporary staff participate in extra activities

III.A. FEE FOR CONTRACTING WORK

For the services to be rendered by the Company to the Mandators
as defined in Articles 3, 4, 5 and 6 and in Appendices | and II of the
Contract, a corresponding price will be paid (fee for contracting work)
as set out below: '

III.A.1. For the permanent or regular services which the Company
will provide to the Mandators and for the corresponding use of staff
and material facilities as defined in the Articles and Appendices of
this Contract, the Mandators will pay the Company the sum of
1.400.000 drachmas (one million four hundred thousand drs) per
month for the length of time this Contract is in effect. This payment
will be made at the end of every calendar month. The first monthly
payment will be at the end of October, 1986.

II1.A.2. For whatever additional or extra services requested by the
Mandators and provided by the Company (as defined by Par. 3.1.2,,
4.3.,5.2. and 6.2. of the Contract and Par. 1.B.2. and Chapter IL.B.
respectively of Appendices I and II) the fee for contracting work un-
dertaken will be agreed on separately in every individual case, by the
completing and signing of a special application by the two contracting
parties. This will be a type of Order Form on which will be recorded
all the specifications of the additional or extra services or products in
question which are requested by the Mandators from the Company, as
well as the respective terms of payment by the Mandators to the Com-
pany.

However, when there are extra services or products which do not
belong to the object proper of the work of the Company (in the sense
of Par. I1.B. of the Appendix I of this Contract) such as e.g. publica-
tions, exhibitions, audio-visual products, sound installations etc., and
whose production will be secured by the Company with the
cooperation of other specialist persons or firms, it is agreed that the
prices of these services or products proposed by the Company to the
Mandators, shall not surpass the average price level on the free mar-
ket for the same services or products. As an indication of respect for
this term, the Company shall accompany'its offer with prices from at
least two other companies or persons for precisely the same services
or products. The Mandators will retain the right to ascertain directly
the prices offered on the free market for the same item.

III.B. SUBSTANTIATING DOCUMENTS

All the payments by the Mandators to the Company for the services
offered as above will always be accompanied by substantiating docu-
ments (invoices or supply of service forms) authorized by the state tax
offices.

II1.C. MANNERS OF PAYMENT

Payments of the Company’s invoices etc. for services to the
Mandators will take place either through direct payments by the
Mandators themselves, or through remitiances from the German
company INTERATOM f{rom the Federal Republic of Germany di-
rectly to the “Phaethon” Company. These remittances will be for-
warded following an application by the Mandators to SVCo, which has
the necessary authorisation from the Greek-German Executive Com-
mittee of the S.V. and its corresponding order to INTERATOM.

November 1987 with the following agenda.

Before entering into the agenda, the E.C. members held a re-"

stricted meeting.

1. Opening of the Meeting

Dr. E. Carabateas welcomed on behalf of the Greek delegation the
members of the German delegation and declared the 11th E.C. meet-
ing officially opened. :

Dr. Chr. Blaesing introduced to the Greek delegation Mr. Maerke

(who is a candidate for the position of Liaison Officer.

The list of participants is attached as Annex 1.

2. Approval of the Agenda

The E.C. approved the agenda mentioned above.

3. Present status report by SVCo ‘

The manager of SVCo welcomed in turn the participants to the
11th E.C. meeting and proceeded with the presentation of his report
about the status of the project. The report is attached as Annex 2.

During his presentation the manager of SVCo indicated the pro-

gress of works of both Contractors in relation to the General Time
Schedule and stressed the necessity, that the time schedule, submit-
ted by both Contractors in September 1987 should be completed with

data referring to all interfaces including also the acceptance proce- -

dure.

" the sociologists and O.E.K.

The SVCo manager also reported, that based on the details ex-
tracted from the Time Programming Designer’s report as of end of
September, buildings in Region B might have a small delay.

Answering to a specific question by the E.C., Mr Kanaris stated
that this delay could be of 1 to 1? months.

Referring to the financial sheets accompanying his report, in which
all expenses incured for the Project by both sides are tabulated, he
clarified that these are being presented to the E.C. for consideration
only. The documents have to be completed and will be resubmitted
for the next E.C. meeting.

As for the special materials, the SVCo Manager requested the E.C.

- to endorse the already approved delivery Contract with Wieland
' Werke as well as the delivery contract with Hiippe GmbH.

The E.C. accepted the above request.

Regarding the payment of the additional amount to Michaniki (rel-
evant decision of the 9th E.C.), the Manager of SVCo described the

. detailed procedure followed to establish the new lumpsum prices of

buildings.

In view of the fact that the amount approved in the 9th E.C. has not
been exceeded, the E.C. approved the procedure described in the
SVCo report.

Refering to different problems on site, SVCo Manager stressed the
necessity for full application by both Contractors of their Cooperation
Agreement which forms part of their Contracts with SVCo.

The E.C. instructed the two Contractors to cooperate closely within
the frame of the approved Project Organisation Chart.

The E.C. reminded to the Project Management that it is responsi-
ble to the E.C. for the proper execution of the Project. This responsi-
bility includes rights and obligations versus the main contractors as
specified in the main contracts and their adenda. Therefore, the Man-

~ agement of the project has to play an active part in the solution of

problems which might occur in particular during the end of the con-
struction period between the two main contractors.

In relation to the hardware and software for the Cost Accounting
System, the E.C. approved the proposal by SVCo to assign this work
to a Greek Contractor. The Contract shall be based on the relevant
description of work included in IA delivery Contract (Annex 6 §6 at-
tached to the minutes as Annex 3). The budget volume shall amount
to 300.000DM as provided for this work in the A delivery Contract.
Interatom should provide the necessary data for the execution of this

. work.

The E.C. also instructed SVCo to ensure during the execution of
this contract a close cooperation of the Greek Main Contractor with

The E.C. instructed the SVCo to inform the Committee about exe-

" cution of the previous instructions.

Answering to relevant questions the SVCo Manager informed the
Committee about the present status of electricity on site, priority for
completion of highly passive buildings, submittal of sociologists

 guidelines to OEK, signature of Addendum No 9 and maintenance

Contract with Siemens Hellas.
Upon completion of the SVCo report the E.C. invited the two Con-

tractors to present their own positions on the project progress.

The President of Michaniki Mr. P. Emfietzoglou reported that in
spite of the technical difficulties due to the special character of the
Project, constructions proceed on schedule with the reservation that
the Project will be completed by the 20th of March 1988 due to force

majeure (strikes and exceptional hot summer).

He stated that recent problems have shown that a close cooperation
between the two Contractors is in the interests of the project and re-
quested that in the future the relevant Cooperation Agreement be ob-

served.

Referring to the common activities with IA for the acceptance tests,
he stated that many of these activities are not included in Michaniki’s
Contract with SVCo and consequently asked for extra compensa-
tion. :

Furthermore, he asked for the payment of the approved amounts
for category III Works, to be paid by Interatom from their relevant
contract. . - :

Interatom stated that

— regarding to the common time schedule, submitted to SVCo in
Sept. 1987, the only possibility IA has is just to follow changes in
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the time schedule of the work execution of the. Gontractor of the
conventional part.

— the ratio of the completion of their works indicated in the report
does not comprise the deliveries of IA equipment to the site, which
was not yet installed. Therefore, according to IA’s own evaluation,
the ratio for the IA work- package ‘Non Conventional Part” today
is more high (see Annex 4).

The E.C. asked Michaniki to maintain the priority for the comple-
tion of the flats in which the passive instrumentation is to be installed.

4. Acceptance procedure of the Works of the two Contractors

The SVCo Manager presented SVCo proposal for the procedure
for acceptance of the Works of the two Contractors, The SVCo pro-
posal is attached as Annex 5.

The E.C. accepted this proposal with the following modifications
and clarifications:

A Provisional Acceptance Committee (PAC) is to nominated.

The Greek members of the commitiee are indicated in Annex 3.

The German side does not intend to nominate additional members
for the PAC. However the Liaison Officer shall participate in all PAC
meetings.

— 37 Domestic Hot Water (D.H.W.) systems as indicated in Annex 5
shall be accepted on the basis of a three step procedure (steps
2.3.1, 2.3.2 and 2.3.3. in Annex 5).

The provisional Acceptance Protocol is to be handed over to

Interatom after the last step on the basis of a relevant request by

Interatom.

— 17 Pure Space Heating Systems (SH) and mixed D.H.W. and SH
systems shall be accepted on the basis of a 4-step procedure (steps
2.3.1-2.3.4.). However if the fourth step (2.3.4.) can not be com-
pleted due to the mild weather conditions until the 29th of Febru-
ary 1988 the provisional acceptance has to be given after step 3 on
the basis also of relevant request by Interatom.

The E.C. instructed the SVCo to ask from both Main Contractors to
submit a precise time schedule, indicating the starting date and possi-
ble duration of the provisional acceptance procedure for each system.

5. General Problems )

5.1. Damages of radiators in region A

After a long discussion on the subject the E.C. decided that:

a. Actions by either Contractor, which might affect the interfaces
shall be taken after consultation and prior arrangement between
both Contractors and the Supervision, so that all responsible par-
ties shall have full information of the circumstances related to each
action.

b. Experts designated by INTERATOM, Michaniki and SVCo shall
investigate the problems discussed during the meeting, related to
the district heating of region A, and submit immediately relevant
proposal to the E.C. for decisions to be taken by written procedure
as soon as possible.

c. A comprehensive report should be submitted to the E.C. in its next

meeting.
5.2. Expected General problems due to non inhabitation of the
Solar Village
Following discussions in the period between the 10th and the 11th
E.C. meetings between RFA/PBE and SVCo, the E.C. instructed
SVCo to submit its views up to the next E.C. meeting, in the following
subjects.
1. Solar Village security
2. Protection against quality decreasing of the buildings, flats, sur-
rounding, etc due to bad weather conditions, dust, humidity, dam-
aging by persons, animals, etc.
3. Continuous service (water, electricity, etc) for the complete vil-
lage.
4. Regulations for interested parties and visitors,

3. Expected Problems in Case of Non-operation of “Active Sys--

tems”.
In particular for subject No 5 the following measures should be
taken into account.
— covering of all collectors against sun-radiation when not in opera-
tion.
— continuous mrculanon of all systems (with or without heat source)
if possible on “automatic”.

— continuous checking of the systems by the operation crew.

— immediate closing of the roof-stations as protection against the in-
fluences of rain water, humidity, birds, dust and frost.

— continuous circulation and exiraction of domestic hot water during
frost-periods to protect the cold DHW-income pipe.

— extraction of domestic hot water in all systems from tlme to time to
avoid corrosion problems in the systems

— continuous maintenance of all systems.

— existance of maintenance contracts (Slemens, MAN) and availabil-
ity of spare-parts.

5.3. Miscellaneous :

— Answering to relevant questions, the SVCo Manager informed the

Committee that, up to the end of October 1987, the situation re-
garding electricity and water connections to the buildings of Solar
Village was as shown in the table prepared by the Supervision and
attached to the minutes as Annex 6.
Due to peaks in the demand of water, SVCo manager informed the
E.C. that an agreement was reached between the two Contractors
1o add one more central connection to the Solar Village water net-
work.

— Referring to the roof stations, the SVCo Manager informed the
E.C. that the Architect ordered flat coloured Aluminium sheets in-
stead of corrugated ones provided in the design and that these
have been ordered already and are to be installed by the middle of
December.

-— The E.C. instructed SVCo to organise regular weekly meetings on

the site with the participation of the two Contractors and the Super-

vision team. Relevant protocols of these meetings will be prepared

by the Supervision team and submitted to SVCo, signed by all par-
ties.

~ The E.C. instructed SVCo to supply KFA/RBE with copies of the
issued substantial completion certificates for bunldmgs and sys-
tems.

SVCo requested that both Contractors should submlt at least two
weeks before the E.C. meeling a report with subJects they wish to
raise within the meeting.

The E.C. accepted above SVCo request. *

6. Claims by both Contractors

6.1. Claims made by Michaniki -

a. Immediate payment of outstanding amount of DM 284047 for
category 11 works completed on Sept. 1987 and certified with the
relevant substantial completion certificate (14.10.87):

b. Additional remuneration for activities related to the interfaces
arisen from functional tests, common trial run and common com-
missioning prodecure. This remuneration refers to activities al-
ready executed and to activities for the future and not included in
the original Contract.

6.2. Claims made by 1A
a. Contract Addendum No 9. Request for modification of terms. Re-

quest for additional remuneration (1A letters 14.9.87, 22.10.87).
b. Provisional acceptance for regions A and G. Relevant guarantee

" period. .

On above claims by the two Contractors the E.C. made the follow-
ing decisions.

1. On claim 6.1.a, the E.C. instructed IA to proceed with payment
of the amount of DM 284.047 to Michaniki.

2. On claim 6.1.b, the E.C. instructed SVCo to negotlate with
Michaniki and to inform the E.C. accordingly through written
procecure.

3. On claim 6.2.a, the E.C. instructed SVCo to hand over to IA the
version of the Addendum as approved by the 10th E.C. meeting. Re-
ferring to the request for modification of terms and additional remu-
neration, the E.C. instructed SVCo to negotiate with IA, after prior
checking of these requests by KFA/RBE, and inform the E.C. ac-
cordingly through written procedure. The E.C. further instructed the
SVCo to take into consideration in their negotiations with IA, that

— provisional acceptance tests for DASyslem will be executed after

the completion of installation of passive instrumentation. The
guarantee period for the DAS Computer, already installed, will be
up to end of November 1988, the maintenance contract between
SVCo & Siemens, however, should be concluded till the end of No-
vember 1987 with immediate effect from that date.
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— final acceptance protocol for the whole object of the delivery con-
tract will be issued after provisional acceptance of DASystem.

4. On claim 6.2.b, the E.C. instructed SVCo to fulfill their obliga- -

7. Work statement of M+E phase

The E.C. took note of the common proposal submmed by the
Greek and German teams on the measurement and evaluation phase.

A total budget of approximately 17 MioDM for four years (1988-

1991) is mentioned, (598 million drachmas for the Greek teams and’

9 MioDM for the German teams).

The E.C. although appreciating the importance of the Measure-
ment and Evaluation phase found this budget to be on the high side
and will examine it in detail in its next meeting.

The E.C. instructed SVCo, Interatom and the Greek consultants
involved, that they should proceed with the examination of the possi-
bility to submit a proposal for obtaining funding from the E.E.C.
Demonstration program (DG XVII) which will be announced by the
end of the year for the Measurement and Evaluation Phase.

In order SVCo 1o be able to cover financially activities related with

the preparation of the M+E phase as well as the acceptance proce- -

dure, the E.C. extends its previous decision, taken in the 8th E.C.

meeting (point 5), according to which “each side will provide for its

own experts” (or contractors) until a final decision for the M+E phase
is reached in the 12th E.C. meeting”.

Until such decision is reached, the E.C. decided that the Greek side
will put at the disposal of the project an amount of 100 MioDrs, while
the German side will put at the disposal of the project an amount of
1,5 Mio DM.

8. Any other business

The sociologists are instructed to prepare for the next E.C. meeting
in cooperation with O.E.K. a proposal for the Organization type and
the rules to which the inhabitants must subscribe in order to deal with
common problems of the community as well as inside the housing
units.

The E.C. also approves the contract concluded between SVCo and
the four Greek consultants

The E.C. approved the extension of the contract for the sociologists
with the same terms and conditions up to the next E.C. meeting.

With all above provisions, the E.C., by approving the
Cooperation Agreement as an indispensable part of the con-
tracts between SVCo and each Contractor, has excluded the
possiblity any of the two Contractors to rise claims against
SVCo in case his part of the work is delayed as result of de-
lays the other Contractor has in his own part of the work.

The above are being mentioned here in relation to a series
of actions by the two Contractors resulting from problems in
the construction of the healing circuits of Region A.

The two Contractors have discussed these problems but
they are not in agreement, and, as can be seen from the rel-
evant correspondence, they try to render the Cooperation
Agreement uneffective and present this problem as being a
problem between each one of them and SVCo.

The SVCo requests the E.C. to take a decision on all neces-
sary actions which will assure the full activation of the
Cooperation Agreement, only through which the delivery of
the complete integral Object is possible.

The SVCo requests also such measures to be taken so that
any action which would lead to acceptance of single parts of
the Object and not of the integrated energy systems (active
and passive) be excluded.

The SVCo taking into consideration the relevant meetings
on this subject and the final position of 1A, has decided to
assign the continuation of this work to the Greek main Con-
tractor who has also prepared in the past the corresponding
preliminary design.

The Greek Main Contractor will take into consideration the
requirements of OEK, the relevant poposals by the sociolo-
gists and the tasks described in para 6 of Annex 6 of the 1A
delivery contract.
