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PROGRAMME

ON CO-OPERATION IN THE FIELDS OF SCIENCE, EDUCATION AND
CULTURE BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF AZERBAIJAN
FOR THE YEARS 2011:2012-2013

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Republic of
Azerbaijan hereinafter referred to as “The Parties”, desiring to develop their cultural,
scientific and educational relations on the basis of Article 12 of the Agreement on
Cooperation in the fields of Education, Culture and Science between the Government of
the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Republic of Azerbaijan, concluded on
April 11, 1997, in Baku, have agreed upon the following Programme on Scientific,
Educational and Cultural Cooperation for the years 2011-2013.

1. SCIENCE AND EDUCATION
ARTICLE 1

The Parties shall encourage the direct co-operation between their institutions of science
and higher education, according to the national legislation of each country.

ARTICLE 2

The Parties shall facilitate the participation of scientists in seminars, conferences,
symposia etc organised in each country.

ARTICLE 3

The Parties shall exchange annually two (2) members from the Academies of
Sciences and/or Higher Education Institutions teaching staff for the purpose of
exchanging experience, scientific publications, organizing joint research projects and
delivering lectures in the other country for a period of up to eight (8) days each.
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ARTICLE 4

The Parties shall promote their co-operation in the framework of European projects.

The Parties express their satisfaction for the co-operation launched between Greek
Universities (Ionian University and University of Ioannina), Baku State University and
Azerbaijan State Musical Academy, in the framework of the EU programme TEMPUS.

ARTICLE §

The Parties shall annually offer each other scholarships for postgraduate studies or
research, as well as scholarships for summer language courses.

The number and duration of scholarships shall be agreed upon between relevant
organizations or through diplomatic channels.

ARTICLE 6

The Parties shall exchange, upon request, information and documentation in order to
get acquainted with the educational system of the other country.

ARTICLE 7

The Parties will encourage the exchange of information and documentation in order to
facilitate the competent authorities for the recognition and equivalence of diplomas,
certificates and scientific degrees in accordance with the national legislation of each

country.

ARTICLE 8

Each Party shall create conditions for the promotion of the knowledge of language,
history and culture of the other Party.
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ARTICLE 9

a. The Greek Party informs the Azerbaijani Party that the Ministry of Education,
LifelongLearning and Religious Affairs of the Hellenic Repuclic has established an
examination system for the evaluation and certification of Modern Greek.

The examination leads to the acquisition of a State Certificate of Competence in
Modern Greek. The Greek Ministry has officially assigned the Centre of Greek Language
in Thessaloniki to conduct the exams for the State Certificate.

b. The Greek Party informs the Azerbaijani Party that the Ministry of Education,
Lifelong Learning and Religious Affairs of the Hellenic Republic has established an
examination system for the evaluation and certification of knowledge of Modem
Languages.The examination leads to the acquisition of a State Certificate of Language
Proficiency. The aim is to unify the certification system of language knowledge in
Greece and the other European countries.

These exams are conducted by the competent Directorate of the Ministry of Education,

Lifelong Learning and Religious Affairs of the Hellenic Republic.
ARTICLE 10

Both Parties express their satisfaction for the establishment of the Centre of Modern
Greek Language and Culture at the Baku Slavic University in 2004 and its successful
operation.

Both Parties also express their satisfaction for the adoption of the Memorandum of
Cooperation between the Hellenic and the Azerbaijani Authorities, regarding the
operation of the Centre of Modern Greek Language and Culture at the Baku Slavic
University. (Annex 2). '

II. GENERAL STATE ARCHIVES AND PUBLIC LIBRARIES

ARTICLE 11

The Parties shall encourage co-operation between the public libraries and general
State archives of both countries, especially in the field of new technologies, as well as the
mutual exchange of books according to their national legislation. The Parties shall
examine the possibility of exchanging one (1) librarian or one (1) archivist for a period of
up to ten (10) days for the purpose of exchanging experience and information.
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III. CULTURE
ARTICLE 12

The Parties shall exchange once a year two (2) archaeologists and two (2) architects
for a period of up to seven (7) days each, in order to exchange experience in the fields
related to their specialty.

ARTICLE 13

The Parties shall exchange archaeological publications.
To that purpose, the Greek Party shall transmit publications of the Archaeological
Receipts Fund.

ARTICLE 14

The Parties shall encourage closer cooperation between their competent Authorities
and various Institutes in the field of Cultural Heritage ‘(preservation and restoration of
monuments and cultural goods, etc.) as well as in the field of non-material cultural
heritage (regional ethnography, folklore and mastership) and establishment of bilateral
relations between museums of both countries and - implementation of exchanging
exhibitions.

ARTICLE 15
The Parties shall exchange two (2) experts in conservation, for a period of up to seven
(7) days each, in order to exchange experience in the field related to their specialty.
ARTICLE 16
The Parties shall exchange 4-5 experts for a period of up to seven (7) days each, from
every field of contemporary or tradional art, such as music, theatre, dance, cinema,
folklore, etc in order to exchange experience in the field related to his/her specialty.
ARTICLE 17
The Parties shall exchange one exhibition of contemporary or folk art, or one

exhibition of photography, the subject of which shall be specified through diplomatic
channels. :
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ARTICLE 18

The Parties shall encourage direct co-operation and joint initiatives between their
respective Institutions (Book Centres, Publishing Houses, Associations of Writers, etc.),
such as participation in International Book Fairs to be held in both countries, translations

of modern literature of the other country etc.
To this end the Parties shall exchange 1-3 writers or translators or publishers for a

period of up to seven (7) days each.

ARTICLE 19
The Parties shall encourage direct cooperation between orchestras, theatres, dance
companies, and other cultural institutes of both countries.
ARTICLE 20
Each Party shall encourage participation of artistic groups of the other country in
international festivals and cultural events held in its country.
ARTICLE 21

The Parties shall encourage the co-operation between their competent authorities in
the field of cinema, film archives, audio visual and multimedia productions.

The Parties shall promote the mutual exchange of film weeks/ productions, in direct
cooperation between relative institutions.

ARTICLE 22

The Parties shall continue to cooperate and establish joint projects in various fields of
public and private sector (such as Cultural Tourism and Cultural Routes) in the
framework of UNESCO, Council of Europe, Organization of Black Sea Economic
Cooperation as well as in the framework of other regional and international cultural

organisations.
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IV.  MASS MEDIA
ARTICLE 23

The Parties shall encourage the exchange of radio and television programmes related
to the culture of the other country, so as each people get acquainted with the various
aspects of life of the other and in order to promote mutual understanding and expand

human values. _ _
The Parties shall encourage co-operation between their state radio and television

organisations.

V. YOUTH
ARTICLE 24

The Parties shall endeavour for the realization of mutual exchange of delegations
composed of representantives of governmental and non-gonernmental organizations
specialized in the field of youth in order to exchange experience in the field of youth
policy, to get acquainted with programmes aimed to comprehensive development of
youth, to promote the establishment of relations among non-governmental youth
organizations.

" VL. SPORTS
ARTICLE 25

The Parties realize the importance of sport for the strengthening of peace in the world,
the promoting of brotherhood and friendship among peoples and individuals, as well as
the important educational, social and entertaining role of sport, also its special
contribution for health.

To this end, they will seek to encourage broader cooperation in the field of sports and
physical education, so as to establish direct contact between state organizations in both

countries.

The Parties shall promote the organization of the joint training sessions on kinds of
sports of mutual interest as well as realization of the sport specialists exchange.
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VII. MISCELLANEOUS
ARTICLE 26

The provisions of the present Programme do not preclude the realisation of other
exchanges in the fields of education, culture and science, provided that they are agreed
upon through diplomatic channels.

ARTICLE 27

The attached Annex I, concerning general and financial provisions, constitutes an
integral part of this Programme.

ARTICLE 28

The present Programme shall enter into force on the date of receiving by the Party of
the last written notification confirming the completion of their respective internal
procedures required for the entry into force of this Programme and it shall remain valid
until December 31, 2013 In case of postponement in the signing of a new Programme,
this Programme shall remain valid until the signing of the new one.

ANNEX I

A. GENERAL PROVISIONS FOR SCIENCE AND EDUCATION, LIBRARIES
AND ARCHIVES

a) Exchange of persons

The candidates to be exchanged, within the provisions of this Programme, shall
be nominated by the sending Party which will notify the receiving party two (2) months
before the candidates’ proposed departure date.

The sending Party shall present to the receiving Party personal particulars
informing about specialisation, professional qualifications, academic titles, languages
spoken (English, French or the language of the host country), programme of the duration
of stay of those persons to be exchanged, as well as other useful information.

The receiving Party will notify the sending Party of its consent at least one (1)
month prior to the proposed date of visit.

Upon receipt of the consent of the receiving Party, the sending Party shall
communicate the exact date of departure, at least fifteen (15) days.in advance.

b) Exchange of Scholarships

1. The Party granting the scholarship shall send its offers annually not later than
January 31%. |
2. The sending Party shall forward to the receiving party the candidates’ file not later
than March 31% of the same year.
3. The candidate’s personal file must contain:
-curriculum vitae
-certified copies of diplomas
-programme of planned research or studies
-health certificate
4. The receiving Party shall announce the definite acceptance of the scholarship holder
not later than June 30™ .
5. The candidate receiving scholarship must speak either the language of the receiving
country or English or French.
In particular, candidates for post-graduate studies in Greece must have a fair
command of the Greek language and must have been accepted in a post-graduate
programme of studies.

c¢) Summer Courses , '

The sending Party shall forward to the receiving Party the candidates’ files not
later than March 31¥. The receiving Party shall announce its final acceptance of the.
candidates not later than May 31°%.
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As far as summer courses candidates are concerned, elementary knowledge of the
language of the receiving country is indispensable. In the end of the seminar, scholars
must deliver a written essay concerning their stay.

B. FINANCIAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELDS OF SCIENCE AND
EDUCATION.

a) Exchange of persons

I. The sending Party shall cover the cost of travelling for specialists sent under this
Programme to the receiving country’s capital and back.

2. The Greek Party shall provide:

-110 euros daily allowance for hotel accomondation, meals and domestic travel

€expenses.

3. The Azerbaijani Party shall provide:.

Accomodation charges, daily and other expenses related to business trips of people
visiting Azerbaijan shall be born in accordance with the existing norms on business trip
expense payment approved by the Government of the Republic of Azerbaijan.

4. In case of emergency, medical assistance, in a public hospital, will be provided by the
receiving Party, for persons arriving under the provisions of this Programme.

b) Exchange of Scholarships

1. Scholaship holders of both Parties shall themselves provide round trip transportation
between the two countries.

2. The Greek Party shall grant:

A monthly allowance of 550 euros.

A one-time only allowance of 500 euros for those settling in Athens or 550
euros for those settling in other regions. Those whose scholarships have been
renewed are not entitled to this sum.

A one-time only allowance of 150 euros for travel expenses within the country
provided that there is educational purpose certified by the supervising professor.

In case of emergency, medical assistance, free or charge, in a public hospital.

In order to be exempted from tuition fees, candidates should apply for a tuition-
free postgraduate course. A list with all the free postgraduate courses (marked
“state budget”) as well as the Circular Letter of each academic year, can be
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found at the website of the Ministry of Education, Lifelong Learning and
Religious Affairs of the Hellenic Republic, www.minedu.gov.gr following the
path: International Relations-Scholarships-Scholarships granted by the Gr
government to foreign citizens.

Postgraduate students or researchers who wish to attend courses of Greek
language are not exempted from the relevant tuition fees.

Those interested must submit all the documents/certificates mentioned in the
Circular Letter of scholarships of the relevant academic year. All documents
should be translated in the language of the receiving country or English. The
Circular Letter is published by December of the previous academic year and is
sent to the Embassy of the Hellenic Republic in Baku, the Embassy of the
Republic of Ajerbaijan in Athens, while it is also uploaded on the website of the
Ministry of Education, Lifelong Learning and Religious Affairs of the Hellenic
Republic.

The Greek Party reserves the right to make ‘changes regarding the
aforementioned provisions, depending on the current socio-economic
conditions. The Greek Party must inform the competent authorities of any such
change.

3. The Azerbaijani Party shall grant:

the exemption from tuition fees, the right of use of libraries, as well as other
rights defined for Azerbaijani students and post-graduate students.

4. In case of emergency, medical assistance, in a public hospital, will be provided by the
receiving Party, for persons arriving under the provisions of this Programme.

¢) Summer Courses

1. The scholars themselves shall provide round trip transportation between the two

countries.

2. All remaining expenses shall be covered by the organisers of the summer
courses/seminars in the receiving country.

C. GENERAL PROVISIONS FOR CULTURE

a) Exchange of Individuals

Persons to be exchanged within the provisions of this Programme will be nominated
by the sending Party, which will notify the receiving Party of his nomination three (3)
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months prior to the proposed departure date. The sending Party will also supply the
receiving Party with all necessary information on the academic and professional
qualifications, as well as the proposed working programme, duration of stay and any other
information that might be useful.

The receiving Party will notify the sending Party of its decision, at least thirty (30)
days prior to the proposed departure date. Upon receiving the consent of the receiving
Party, the sending Party will communicate the exact date of departure, at least fifteen
(15) days in advance.

Visitors exchanged within this Programme in the field of cultural co-operation will be
required to have a good command of the language of the host country either English or
French.

b) Exchange of Exhibitions

The sending Party will inform the receiving Party at least twelve (12) months in
advance about the dates and the theme of the exhibition under preparation. To make
proper arrangements for the exhibition the sending Party will provide essential
technical information on the intended exhibition as well as material indispensable. for.
the printing of the catalogue (preface, list of objects, photographs, etc), at least three (3)
months before the opening. Exhibits will reach the place of destination at least fifteen
(15) days before the opening. '

D. FINANCIAL PROVISIONS FOR CULTURE
a) Exchange of Individuals

Cost of travel and reception of persons arriving under this Programme will be covered

as follows:
1. The sending Party will bear the cost of international travel to and from the capital of

the receiving Party.

2. The Greek Party shall provide:
- 120 euro per day for hotel and living expenses
- a lump sum of 120 euro, upon arrival, per visit to cover costs of travels within

Greece.

3. The Azerbaijani Party shall provide
- Hotel accomodation and daily expenses
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One or two days travelling expenses to visit the historical places or
archaeological sites.

4. In case of emergency, medical assistance free of charge will be provided by the
receiving Party, in public hospitals, for persons arriving under the provisions
of this Programme.

b) Exchange of exhibitions

1. The sending Party will bear costs of transportation of exhibitions to and from the
capital of the receiving country (nail to nail). The way of covering the costs of
transportation of exhibitions within the territory of the receiving country, in case they will
be organised in more than one town, will be regulated by a special agreement between the
institutions concerned of the Contracting Parties.

2. The receiving Party will bear costs of the organisation of the exhibition, including
costs of renting halls, security, technical assistance (storage facilities, installation
arrangements, lighting, heating, dismantling and printing of publications, such as posters,
catalogues and invitations). The receiving Party will also provide publicity for the
exhibition.

3. The sending Party will bear costs of insurance of the exhibits during the transportation
and holding of the exhibition. In case of damage, the receiving Party will supply the
sending Party free-of-charge with complete documentation referring to the cause of
damage, in order to facilitate the sendirig Party to claim damages from the Insurance
Company. The receiving Party is not authorised to restore the damaged exhibits to their
original state without the consent of the sending Party.

4.  Expensés connected with the visit of a commissioner and, when necessary, of
persons, whose attendance will be required for the installation and the dismantling of the
exhibition, will be regulated according to the financial provisions of the present
Programme.

The Parties will agree upon the number of persons accompanying the exhibition and upon
the duration of their stay.
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ANNEX II

Memorandum of Cooperation between the Greek and the Azerbaijani Authorities
regarding the operation of the Centre of Modern Greek Language and Culture at
the Baku Slavic University.

1. Both Parties acknowledge the establishment of the “Centre of Modern Greek
Language and Culture”- henceforth mentioned as “the Centre”- at the premises of the
Baku Slavic University in 2004.

2. The Greek Party shall make every possible effort to ensure the secondment of a Greek
Language and Literature teacher to the Centre.

3. The Azerbaijani Party shall provide the necessary human resourcer for the Centre’s
administrative operation and shall cover all its current operating costs, including
electricity, heating and air conditioning, office consumables, etc.

4. The Greek Party shall make every possible effort to provide, through the Embassy of
the Hellenic Republic in Baku, all the necessary education and printed material.
Donations may also be foreseen

5. The Supervision of the Centre is assured by a Committee, consisting of three members
as follows:

a) From the Azerbaijani Party:

-Rector of the Baku Slavic University as President

-Pro-rector of the Baku Slavic University as member
b) From the Greek Party:

- a representative of the Embassy of the Hellenic Rebublic in Baku, as
member, assisted by the teacher of Greek Language and Literature, seconded by
the Hellenic Authorities to the Centre.

The President names the secretary of the Committee. The Committee meets at least
three times each year. The deliberations take place in English. The decisions are
taken by consensus and are reflected in a protocol, in English, signed by the three
members and kept by the Director of the Centre. A certified copy of each protocol
is communicated to the Embassy of the Hellenic Republic in Baku.
