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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
. BETWEEN

THE MINISTRY OF FOREIGN AFFAIRS OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND
THE MINISTRY OF FOREIGN AFFAIRS OF THE REPUBLIC OF ARMENIA
ON EUROPEAN UNION RELATED MATTERS

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of the Republic of Armenia (hereinafter referred to as “the Parties”)

Having in mind the excellent relations existing between the Hellenic Republic and the
Republic of Armenia;

Emphasizing that European values and principles, in particular democracy, the rule of
law and the respect for human rights and fundamental freedoms underpin bilateral

relations;

Recalling that the Republic of Armenia is a partner within the European
Neighborhood Policy (ENP) and within the Eastern Partnership; '

Noting the commitment both of the Republic of Armenia and the EU to provide new
and additional impetus to the strengthening of the Republic of Armenia-EU relations,
through concrete cooperation, under the current framework or any relevant future
regional framework, including the negotiations of the Republic of Armenia-EU
Association Agreement, with Deep and Comprehensive Free Trade Area (DCFTA) as

an integral part of it;

Recognizing the roie and significant experience of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of
the Hellenic Republic regarding the functioning of EU Institutions and implementation

of EU Policies;

Considering the desire of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic to
contribute to the successful imptementation of the reform process the Republic of
Armenia has undertaken aiming at bringing the country closer to the EU;

Acknowledging the European aspirations and the European choice of the Republic of
Armenia and its commitment to build a deep and sustainable democracy;

Recalling the Protocol on Cooperation between the Parties, signed on 25 May 1993;

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1

The Parties shall work together with the aim to contribute to the strengthening of
political association and economic integration between the Republic of Armenia and
the EU. The Parties shall cooperate to improve the activities aimed at full exploitation
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of the possibilities for the Republic of Armenia in the context of enhancing its
relations with the European Union.

The Parties shall develop co-operation and encourage such co-operation among
their respective National Authorities and institutions, with a view to bringing the
Republic of Armenia closer to the EU, including through exchange of experience,
expertise and know-how in the implementation of the EU policies;

The Parties shall, in particular, cooperate in the following areas:

1. Implementation of the Armenia-EU Association Agreement, inciuding Deep
and Comprehensive Free Trade Area,

2. Implementation of the Visa Facilitation and Readmission agreements between
the Republic of Armenia and the EU, as a first step toward visa liberalization in
due course anrd in a well-managed and secure mobility environment,

3. Effective implementation of the Eastern Partnership muitilateral dimension,

4. Strengthening the institutional structure through administrative capacity
building, i.e. sharing of experience in reform process and training of state
officials on EU matters,

5. Harmonization of legislation of the Republic of Armenia with that of the
European Union,

6. Public diplomacy and developing communication strategies to enhance EU's
visibility in Armenian society,

7. Regular consultations on issues related to the EU, also hetween the diplomatic
missions of the Parties accredited to the European Union,

8. Encouraging cooperation among representatives of Civil Society
Organizations and academic institutions of both countries.

Article 2

For the development and implementation of this Memorandum the Parties shall first
exchange ideas and proposals during the last semester of every year, and shalil
consequently establish mutually agreed annuai schedules which will describe the
specific activities to be undertaken the foilowing year.

The Parties are also willing to hold regular meetings, at appropriate level, in order to:
a) prepare the aforesaid activities; b) monitor the implementation of the cooperation
programs and c) resolve eventual issues which may arise during the implementation
of the cooperation programs.

Communication between the Parties shall take place through diplomatic channels.
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Article 3

The Parties will examine the possihility for funding the Cooperation Programs and
action plans by using the mechanisms of institutional cooperation and funding which
function in the framework of the European Union or by their respective national
budgets.

Article 4

This Memorandum shall enter into force on the date of the last notification by which
the Parties inform each other, in writing, through diplomatic channels, of the
compietion of their relevant necessary internal procedures for its entry into force.

This Memorandum shail remain into force for an indefinite period of time, uniess
terminated by either Party by giving the other Party a six (6) months prior written
notice of termination.
