SUPPLEMENTARY CONTRACT FOR CONSULTING
SERVICES FOR THE UNDERGROUND RAILWAY
PROJECT FOR ATHENS (METRO)

The present Contract has been drawn up in Athens
on this 12th of December of the year 1974, by and
between the Greek Government (hereinafter referred
to as the Greek State) duly represented by the Minister
of Coordination and Programming. Mr Panaghio-
tis Papaligouras as the first party, in compliance
with the terms of Legislative Decree 916 / 1971, Ar-
ticle 7 and the Joint Venture (hereinafter refer-
red to as «Consultantr) of DE LEUW, CATHER
INTERNATIONAL, INC., Consultant Engineers estab-
lished according to the laws of the State of Illinois,
U.S.A., head office address 165, West Wacker Drive,
CHICAGO, TLLINOIS, duly represented by Mr. PAUL
H. STRAHM, and WILBUR SMITH AND ASSO-
CIATES INC., Consultant Engineers established accord-
ing to the laws of the State of Delaware, U.S.A., head
office in Columbia, S.C. 29202, U.S.A., 4500 Jackson
Boulevard, duly represented by Mr. JAMES D.DECKER
as the other contracting party.

WHEREAS the Greek State has already called for

the services of the Consultant following the Contract
executed on May 7, 1973, for consulting services required
for the design and construction of a system of under-
ground railway in Athens (METRO) and the preparation
of a Feasibility Study together with a Master Plan,
inclusive of the relative investigations (hereinafter
called the «Workn»).
. WHEREAS the Greek State, considering the Work
1s urgent and considerable, wishes that it be given
every possible attention in view of the technical pro-
gress reached in the domain of public transport, desires
that all designs and plans be established on the basis
of the most recent technical methods.

WHEREAS during the first phase of services rendered
by the Consultant, delays have occurred due to dif-
ficulties in obtaining suitable offices for the Consultant
as well as difficulties in staffing said offices, and,
WHEREAS the Consultant requested for an extension
of their Contract for completion of the work entrusted
to him, for the second phase of the Project covering
the central network of the Athens r:nderground railway
(METRO).
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NOW THEREFORE
The following have been agreed and covenanted :
Article L.

The validity of the Contract executed on May 7,
1973, by and between the above-mentioned two con-
tracting parties 13 extended up to the 30th April 1975,
inclusive, all terms and conditions referred to in the
Contract of May -7, 1973, remaining fully valid, as
they are supplemented and covenanted in the following
Articles hereinbelow.

This supplementary Contract shall become valid as
from the date of its signature.

Article II.

In view of the extension hereby granted, the following
Articles of the Contract dated May 7, 1973, are hereby
specifically supplemented and agreed on the basis
of the provisions of the original Contract.

APPENDIX II

SPECIAL CONDITIONS

1. Services to be rendered during the duration of
this Supplementary Agreement shall consist of work
tasks related to the Central Area of Athens, specifically
authorized by the Ministry of Transport within the
framework of Aiticle 1.5 and especially of Articles
1.5.5 and 1.5.6. Appendix II, of the original Contract
signed May 7, 1973. Should authorized work tasks
require more time than allowed for in this Supplemen-
tary Agreement, this will be futher extended under the
provisions of the original Contract signed May 7, 1973.

2.6. The duration of this Supplementary Agreement
starts from December 12, 1974 and expires April 30,
1975, unless further extended as per above.

5. Compensation of Consultant and Mode of Payment

5.1. The extra compensation of Consultant for the
work to be performed during the time extension,
object of this Supplementary Contract, is based on the
provisions of the original Contract and is defined as
follows :

5.4.1. The lump sum as fixed fee covering the work
is hereby set at U.S. Dollars 22,114.80 (twenty-two
thousand one hundred fourteen and 80/100 dollars)
and which shall be paid on April 30, 1975. This fixed fee
includes the compensation to Consultant for the
provision of one (1) man-month of services by Technical
Experts of the Head Office of Consultant m addition
to the five (5) man-months of such services called
for in the Contract executed May 7, 1973, expenses of
Consultant for services to be provided in the Work which
are not reimbursable to Consultant within the terms
of this Contract, as well as any fee of Consultant for
making available the services of the Project Manager
during the extended period of the Work. The lump sum
fee to be in U.S. Dollars payable through the Bank of
Greece to Head Office in Chicago of Continental Illinois
National Bank and Trust Company of Chicago and can
be exported in free exchange.

5.5. Miscellaneous expenses of the Project Manager
and of the other Technical Experts.

5.5.1. Airway tickets (to and from the Head Office
of the Consultant), tourist class :

I. This Article is supplcmented to read as follows :
«Two for the Project Manager, as provided for in
original Contract, one of which shall be made available
for use during his earned leave and shall be authorized
at any time during the period of this Supplementary
Contract».

II. One for each expert flying to Athens from abroad.

5.5.2. Lodging facilities in Greece, living allowance
and transportation expenses in Athens. This Article
is hereby confirmed and continues to apply in its
entirety.

5.5.3. This Article is supplemented to read as follows:
«The period of leave of the Project Manager originally
fixed at one month is hereby increased to an aggregate
of 33 working days and shall be taken, at the option
of the Project Manager, during periods when either the
local Senior Engineer or a Technical Expert shall be
present in Athens to substitute for him. No replace-
ment shall be authorized for the exclusive purpose of
fulfilling the function of the Project Manager during his
absence other than as provided in this Article».

5.6. Partial payments to Consultant for the Project
Manager, the Technical Experts and the direct project
expenses. The direct project expenses specifically
retmbursable shail be those which, within the terms

‘of the original Contract, have previously been authorized

by Hellenic State.

Article III.

All provisions of Articles 5.2 and Articles 5.6 regarding
methods of payment are hereby confirmed and shall
continue to apply, together with all other provisions
of the original Contract dated May 7, 1973, which are
not modified by the present supplementary Contract.

Article IV.

The present Supplementary Agreement was drawn
up in four (4)original copies of which two are in Greek
language and two are in English language, each one

"of the contracting parties hereof having been handed

one original in Greek and one in English duly signed
by the two contractual parties. In the event of discrep-
ancy between the two texts, the prevalent and valid
is the Greek text.

In view of the above, this document has been signed
by the contracting parties on the aforementioned date.
