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COMPLEMENTARY CONTRACT

For the Amendment of the Contract Signed on the
4.6.1977 (Government Gazette No 183/1/28.6.77)
for the Performance of the Preliminary Study for
the Construction of Athens Metro Central Network.

The present Complementary Contract is made in
Athens on 31th Marchof the year 1980, between, the
Greek Government duly represented by the Minister
of Communications Alexander Papadongonas, by virtue
of the decision No 11914/72/31.3.1980 of the Ministers
of Coordination, Public Works and Communications,
and legally issued in yhe Government Gazette (No 332B/
31.3.80) and hereinafter referred to as «The Employer»
as the first party, and the Consortium of the French
Comnsulting Firms,

a) SOFRE TRANSPORT URBAINS S.A. (SOFRE-
TU) with Headquarters in Paris, 12 — 14 Jules Cesar Str.

b) SOCIETE GENERALE DE TECHNIQUES ET
D’ ETUDES (5.G.T.E.) S.A., with Headquarters in
Puteaux, 33 Quai National.

¢) SOGELERG S.A., with Headquarters in 94 Che-
villy - Larue, 25 Pont des Halles Str.
as well as the cooperating with the above foreign Firms,
Greek Consulting Firm «A.D.K. ARONIS - DRETTAS
— KARLAFTIS» — Consulting Engineers (R.N. 23) with
Headquarters in Athens, 106 Themistocleous Str., as
results from the submission of the original Consortium
agreement duly represented by:

1. Raymond Arasse, President - General Manager
for SOFRETU, in virtue of the given by the Board of
Directors mandate at the meeting of 28.6.1977 which
meeting’s duly sealed extract of the Minutes has been
submitted.

2. Bernard Fauconnier, Deputy General Manager
for S.G.T.E., in virtue of the special letter of procura-
tion dated 27.5.1977, duly sealed, renewed on 21.3.1980
and submitted.

3. Pierre Saintier, Director for SOGELERG, in virtue
of the specific procuration dated 1.10.1979 and given
by Jacques Bachelez, President - General Manager of
the Society, who has been duly enpowered.

4. Georges M. Karlaftis for «ADK - ARONIS -
DRETTAS - KARLAFTIS Consulting Engineers» in
virtue of the under No 21834/22.1.1973 letter of procu-
ration of the Notary of Athens Efrosini Milof.

As the second party called hereinafter «The Design
Consultant». BECAUSE the amendment of the Con
tract for the performance of the Preliminary Study for
the Construction of Athens Metro Central Network
signed on the 4th June 1977 (called hereinafter «the
Contract») was considered necessary by both Parties.

WHEREAS :

a) The Ministry of Communications (Employer)
through decision No 19809/129/27.7.1978 has approved
the General Report anticipated in article 5 paragr. 5.3.
of the Contract and in article 4 paragr. 4.1.2. of the
Terms of Reference and which was submitted on time
by the Design Consultant.

b) The Ministry of Communications (Employer)
through letter No 26691/131/31.7.1978 to the Design
Consultant

aa) has defined (refer to the attached drawing 046/
ATH-MIS-EG-EN 001) the General Layout of the
Metro Network consisting of two lines A and B with to-
tal length of approximately 28,2 Kims, characterizing
line B as of first priority and line A as of second priority.

bb) has ascertained the necessity, due to the increase
of the length of the network to be studied as anticipated
by the Contract from approximately 18,7 Klms to
approximately 28,2 Klms, the change of the network’s
composition proposed by the Design Consultant and
the necessity of carrying out an Economic Study con-
cerning this network, to amend the Contract taking
into consideration the terms of its articles 6 and 7.

c¢) The contracting parties have mutually ascertained
that there exists the possibility to complete the Preli-
minary Study for part of the network hereinabove de-
fined with total length equal to the one anticipated in
the Contract, which includes:

aa) Line B, of first priority, which starts from Sepolia
and following the course Attiki - Larissa Str. - Deliyanni
- Omonia - Syntagma - Olympion - N. Kosmos - Ana-
latos - Ag. Ioannis ends at Daphni.

bb) Section A.1. of line A, of second priority, (herei-
nafter called «Section Al») which starts from the west
edge of Keramikos station and following the course Mo-
nastiraki - Syntagma - Evangelismos - Mavilli - Ale-
xandras Ave. - Panormou - Erythros Stavros ends at
the east edge of Cholargos station (A5).

d) The contracting parties have agreed on the perfor-
mance of the Preliminary Study for the extenstons of
Line A (hereinafter called «Section A2») to the west to
station Egaleo 2 (hereinafter called «Section A2 West»)
and to the north east to Gerakas Attikis (hereinafter
called «Section A2 East») which constitutes additional
work, for which an amendment to the Contract is re-
quired, taking into consideration articles 6 and 7 of the
Contract.

e) The contracting parties have agreed on the perfor-
mance of the following supplementary studies herei-
nafter called the «supplementary studies»:

aa) The Design Consultant has been obliged to carry
out additional technico — economic analysis of alterna-
tive schemes relating to various aspects of the work, over
and above those anticipated in the Contract.

bb) The Design Consultant has been obliged to carry
out additional work necessary as a result of the coordi-
nation of metro, with other recently planned major pro-
jects, in the Athens area.

cc) Control and checking within forty five (45) ca-
lendar days of the Employer’s request of the final draft
in English. of the technical specifications of the ISAP
new rolling stock, with a view to permit their harmo-
nization with the rolling stock which will be used for the
metro.

The studies referred in the two subparagraphs aa and
bb of the present paragraph have already been perfor-
med and those referred in the last subparagraph (cc)
are to be performed.

f) The Design Consultant at the Employer’s request
has already performed an Economic Study, hereinafter
referred to as the «Economic Study».

The contracting parties have agreed that the work
referred to in paragraphs (e) and (f) above, constitutes
additional work, in accordance with Article 6 of the Con-
tract.

THEREFORE

The {followings were agreed:

Article 1.

The subparagraphs from a to g together with the pre-
ceding passage from the paragraph a of part 1, titled
«Project Descriptionn, of the Terms of Reference, which
are attached and form an integral part of the Contract,
are replaced by the following:
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The metro to be studied extends over approximately
28,2 Klms and includes:

a) Line A, with a length of approximately 18,7 Klms
extending from Egaleo (Station Egaleo 2) to Geraka.

b) Line B, with a length of approximately 9,5 Kims,
extending from Sepolia to Daphni.

¢) Stations, appurtenant service connections, rolling
stock, storage yards and maintenance facilities linking
and serving the above mentioned lines A and B exclu-
ding any linking between ISAP line and Gerakas work-
shops. The study to be remitted by the Design Consul-
tant, does not include any study related to ISAP line,
except the task previously described in paragraph e, cc
hereinbefore, in the preamble.

The studies comprise also:

d) «Supplementary Studies» hereinabove defined in
paragraph e of the preamble.

e) The Economic Study hereinabove defined in para-
graph f, of the preamble.

Article 2.

Paragraph 2.2. and 2.3. of part 2 titled «Organisation,
Management and Direction», of the Terms of Reference,
are replaced by the following:

«2.2. Supervision of the Preliminary Study.

The responsability for the supervision of the Preli-
minary Study is assigned to the Organisation of Urban
Transport (0.A.S.), who is obliged to contrel and report
on the work submitted by the Design Consultant, before
its final approval by the Employer.

2.3. The Employer after propesal by O.A.5. may en-
gage special consultants for helping O.A.S. in the per-
formance of the supervision of the Preliminary Study».

Article 3.

1. The last three paragraphs of article 4, titled «Obli-
gation of the Employer» of the Contract are cancelled.

2. The present complementary contract shail enter
into force when the following conditions are fulfilled:

a) Publication of the present complementary con-
tract in the Government Gazelte.

b) Notification to the Design Consultant of the Emplo-
yer’s decision concerning:

aa) the general location of the general overhaul shop,
and of light repairshop for line A for the rolling stock,
together with the remittance of the corresponding topo-
graphic maps, at the seale of 1 : 1000, or aerial photo-
graphies and the necessary parameters.

bb) Electric power supply, ventilation and air condi-
tioning. If the Employer takes a decision different {rom
the recommendation stated in the General Report, the
necessary supplementary work would be treated as
extra-work as per article 6 of the Contract.

cc) The horizontal alignment and longitudinal pro-
file of line B.

¢) Following payment:

Fifteen percent (15%) of the contract amount in
Drachmas, referred to hereinafter in the subparagraph
d of paragraph 1 of Article 7 of the present complementa-
ry Contract, together with the interest at the rate of
eleven percent (11%) per year from October 1st 1979
until the date of instruction of payment given to the
Bank by the Employer.

In case these conditions a, b and ¢ have not bheen
fulfilled within three months after the signature of
the present complementary Contract, the Design Con-
sultant may terminate the Contract aceording to the
last provisions of paragraph 15.4. of Article 15 of the
initial Contract.

3. Payment of the following fees shall be made to
the Design Consultant within a maximum period of
fortyfive (45) days from the date of the signature of
the present complementary Contract, failing which the
Design Consultant may apply the last provisions of
paragraph 15.4 of the initial Contract, notwithstanding
the application of paragraph 11 of Article 7 of the pre-
sent complementary Contract.

a) the part of the additional fees referred to in the
subparagraphs a of paragraph 3 and paragraph 4 of
Article 7 of the present complementary Contract.

b) the «supplementary feen referred to in paragraph
5 of Article 7 of the present complementary Contract.

¢) the fee for the Economic Study, referred to in para-
graph 6 of Article 7 of the present complementary Con-
tract.

4. The time schedule concerning the studies of the
Design Consultant for line A (Section Al and Section
A2) and for the overhaul repairshop and for the light
repairshop of line A, will start in any case, after the
payment of the above three fees.

Article 4.
The time schedule for line A shall be as follows:
a) Section A1l

Within one month of the date of entry into force of
the present complementary Contract ,and upon the
Design Consultant proposal with respect to the ali-
gnment of this section pursuant to discussion of the re-
lative parametres, the Employer will render his decision
for the horizontal alignment and the longitudinal pro-
file.

b) Section A2 East

aa) Upon the date of entry into force of the present
complementary Contract, the Employer shall remit to
the Design Consultant the location of the corridor and
the parameters affecting the horizontal alignment and
longitudinal profile, including topographic maps at
the scale of 1:1000. Should those maps and informations
prove to be unsatisfactory , the Design Consultant will
immediately request from the Employer complementary
information, which shall be provided within 15 days.

bb) Within 2 months from the date upon which
the Employer has remitted all the information re-
ferred to in the previous subparagraph, the Design
Consultant shall remit the horizontal alignment and
the longitudinal profile at the scale of 1 : 1000.

cc) Within a maximum period of 30 days from the
date of the remittance of the documents referred to in
subparagraph (bb) hereabove, the Employer shall com-
plete his review of these documents remitted by the De-
sign Consultant and come to a decision concerning the
horizontal alignment and the longitudinal profile.

Should no decision be taken within such a period, the
delay granted to the Design Consultant for the remit-
tance of the study related to line A section A2 East shall
be extended for a period equal to the supplementary
number of days necessary to take such a decision.

dd) Within 60 days [rom the remittance of the docu-
ments referred to in subparagraph bb hereabove, the
Employer shall remit the topographic maps together
with the soils data (horeholes every {40() m).

ee) Within 1 month from the remittance of the to-
pographical maps and soils data (hergmabove subpara-
graph dd), the Employer shall remit complementary
soils data (boreholes every 200 m) unless there 1s an
agreement to the contrary resulting from the nature of

the work.
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¢) Section A2 West

Within one month from the date of entry into force
of the present complementary Contract the Employer
shall notity his decision concerning the horizontal ali-
gnment and the longitudinal profile. Should the Emplo-
yer choose an alignment other than the one for which the
Design Consultant has already the topographic maps
and the geotechnical survey, the time required to com-
plete the necessary surveys would be added to the time
limit defined hereinafter in subparagraph d of para-
graph 2 of Article 5 of the present complementary Con-
tract.

d) General overhaul repairshop and light repairshop
of line A:

a) Within 15 days, starting from the date of entlry
into force of the present complementary Contract, the
Design Consultant shall remit a map delimiting the
area for which topographic maps are required.

b) Within 1, 5 month starting from the date of re-
mitting by the Design Consultant of the map referred
hereabove in a, the Employer shall remit topographic
maps at the scale of 1:200 for the general overhaul re-
pairshop and light repairshop of line A. In case of delay
for the remittance of these documents this supplementa-
ry period of time would be added to the time limit pro-
vided in subparagraph (f) of paragraph 2 of Article 5
of the present complementary Contract.

Article 5.
1. Paragraph 5.3. of article 5 of the Contract tittled

«Initiation date and duration of the Contracty» is cancel-
led.

2. The Design Consultant shall remit to the Employer
its studies in English language within the following time
Iimit, the studies in Greek language being remitted 1
month later:

a) for line B: 7.5 months starting from the date of
entry into force of the present complementary contract.

b) for section Al: 9 months starting from the date
uponwhich the Employer has made the notification re-
ferred to in subparagraph a of Article 4 of the present
complementary Contract. Section A.1 of Line A will not
be studied as an operational section but as a part of the
whole line A. The equipments of line A shall be studied as
a whole, the corresponding studies being remittance
of the same time as the other studies related to in
Section A2 West or A2 East, whatever are remitted the
latest. Should the Employer decide to have a part of
line A studied as an operational section, the studies to
be implemented would then be treated as an extra work
as per article 6 of the Contract.

¢) for section A2 East: eight (8) months starting from
the date of the decision referred to in subparagraph cc
of paragraph b of article 4 of the present complementary
Contract.

d) for the section A2 West: ten (10) months, starting
from the date upon which the Employer has notified
its decision referred to in paragraph c¢ of Article 4 of
the present complementary Contract, or has remitted to
the Design Consultant the surveys mentioned in para-
graph ¢ of Article 4 of the present complementary Con-
tract.

e) for light repairshop of line B: seven and half (7,5)
months starting from the date of entry into force of the
present complementary Contract.

f) for overhaul repairshop and light repairshop of
line A, within the time limit which is mentioned in
subparagraph ¢ of the present paragraph for section
A2 East.

g) for rolling stock: three (3) months and fifteen (15)
days, starting from the date of entry into force of the
present complementary Contract.

Article ©.

1. The paragraph 9.1 of article 9 of the Contract is
replaced by the following:

«9.1. The Design Consultant’s fee for the Prelemi-
nary Study for the performace of the work, according
to this proposal submitted in September 1976, and
thereafter agreed between him and the Ministry of
Communications, called hereinafter «initial fee» cover-
ing all the works of the Preliminary Study of Line B,
and of Section A1 of Line A including the repairshops,
1s defined as following (value under economical circum-
stances prevailing in December 1976): Lumpsum
10.708.700 FF (ten million seven hundred eight thousand
seven hundred french francs). Also lumpsum 66.917.400
Drs (sixty six millions nine hundred seventeen thous-
and four houndred drachmas). The above sums are
paid in Instalments and according to the article 7 of
the present complementary Contract. The above sums
cover fully all the Design Consultant’s expenses, such
as for actual wages, salaries, allowances, accomodation
and transportation, for fringe benefit, overhead, in-
cluding liability and professional insurances, profit,
as well as other expenses and charges, resulting from
the performance of the work, and in general, from the
provisions of the Contract. The foreign currency por-
tion of the Design Consultant’s initial fee shall be in
unblocked funds and shall be freely exportable and it
will be chargeable to the Public Investment Budget.
This portion of the Design Consultant’s initial fee may -
be subject to the terms of the French Greek economic
protocol valid from Decemher 21, 1975, after the ag-
reement of the interested French and Greek Autho-
rities».

2. The first subparagraph of paragraph 9.2 of
Article 9 (escalation in local currency) of the Contract
1s replaced by the following:

«The part of the lumpsum fee of the Design Consul-
tant payable in local currency which also derives from
the Public Investment Budget, shall be subject to es-
calation, but only up to eighty percent (80 %) of its
value, by multiplying that percentage by the ratio
R/Ro in which Rois the National Employment Colle-
ctive Contract in force on the date of signature of the
Contract (June 1977) and R is the National Employm-
ent Collective Contract in force on the date of submis-
sion of the invoice of periodic payment».

3. The Design Consultant’s fees for the Preliminary
Study of line A section A2 called in the present com-
plementary Contract «Additional fee»is defined as fol-
lows (value under economical circumstances prevailing
in December 1976): Lumpsum 3.533.871 FF (three
million five hundred thirty three thousand eight hun-
dred seventy one french francs) and lumsum 22.082.742
Drs. (twenty two million eighty two thousand seven
hundred forty two Drachmas). Ninety percent (90 %,)
of each instalment to be paid in french francs shall be
subject to escalation by application of the ratio S/So
as provided in article 9.2.b of the initial Contract.

Eighty percent (809,) of each instalment to be paid in
Drachmas shall be subject to escalation as provided
in paragraph 2 of the present Article. The foreign cur-
rency portion of the Design Consultant’s additional
fee shall be in unblocked funds and shall be freely
exportable and it will be chargeable to the Public In-
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vestment Budget. This portion of the Design Consul-
tant’s additional fee may benefit from the favourable
terms of the third French Greek economic Protocol
date from March 17th, 1979 after the agreement of
the interested French and Greek Authorities.

4. The Design Consultant’s fees for the services
referred to in subparagraph d of Article 1 of the present
complementary Contract, hereinafter called «supple-
mentary fee» shall be: Lumpsum 1.178.500 FI° (one
million one hundred and seventy eight thousand and
five hundred French Francs) and Ilnmpsum 3.427.800
Drs. (three million four hundred twenty seven thou-
sand and eighl hundred Drachmas).

(Value under economical circumstances prevailing
in December 1976 and to be escalated as provided in
paragraph 3 of article 6 of the present complementary
Contract.

5. The Design Consultant’s fees for the lconomie
Study referred to in paragraph e of Article 1 of the
present complementary Contract shall be. himpsum
500.000 FF (five hundred thousand French [Franes)
and 500.000 Drs (five hundred thousand Drachmas).
These last fees are not subject to escalation.

Article 7

The Article 10 of the Contract is replaced by the
following:

«Article 10
Terms of Payment

1. Initial Design Consultant’s fee in local currency:

The agreed sum which represents the inilial fee in
local currency will be paid as following:

a) Twenty percent (20 %) of the agreed initial fee
in Drachmas as prepayment against an equivalent
letter of guarantee of an approved Bank in Greece.

b) Fifteen percent (159%,) upon submission of the
General Report in English Language.

¢) Ten percent (10%) upon final approvai of the
General Report in Greek Language.

d) Fifteen percent (15%) at the end of the sixth
month from 1st April 1979 against an equivalent letier
of guarantee of an approved Bank in Greece which
will be returned upon submittal of the Preliminary
Study of Line B in English Language.

e) Ten percent (10%) upon submission of the Pre-
liminary Study of Line B in English Language.

f) Ten percent (10%) upon the final approval of
the Preliminary Study of Line B in Greek Language.

g) Five percent (5%) upon the submittal of the
Preliminary Study for repairshopsin English Language.

h) Five percent (5%) upon submission of the Pre-
liminary Study of section Al in English Language.

i) Ten percent (109%) upon final approval of Lhe
Preliminary Study of Section Al in Greek Language.

2. Initial Design Consultant’s fee in foreign corrency:
the agreed sum which represents the initial Tee n fo-
reign currency (FF) will be paid as following:

a) 209, of the total of the agreed initial fee in french
franes will be paid as prepayment, as soon as the Con-
tract will be valid after being subdued to the French -
Greek Finance Protocol of the 21.2.75, npon delivering
the followin. documents:

aa) Acquittance receipt in two copies.

bb) Letter of Guarantee corresponding to the ammint
of the prepayment.

cc) Good performance guarantee.

The above letters of guarantee must be of a bank
and issued by an approved Bank in Greece. Especially,
regarding the letter of guarantee of prepayment, the
conditions defined in paragraph 9 of the present Arti-
cle will apply. The payment will be elfectnated in
french franes in the headquarters of the Design Con-
sultant, using the loan provided to the Bank of Greece
by the CREDIT NATIONAL according to the Franco-
Hellenic Protocol dated 21.2,1975,

b) The reimbursernent of the remaining 800, of
the initial fee to the Design Consultant will be settled
in cash, by using Buyers Credit (CREDITACHETEUR)
consisting the object of eredit opening (OUVERTURE
DIEE CREDIT) following the undersigned Agreement
of Finaneing (ACCORD DE FINANCEMENT) between
Lhe Bank of Greece. (Athens) and the group of French
Banks directed by CREDIT LYONNAIS, Paris, as
follows,

aa) Fifteen peveent (15 9%) upon submission of the
General Report in Knglish Language.

bb)Ten percent (109,) upon final approval of the
General Report in Greek Launguage.

ee) Fifteen percent (15 95) al the end of the sixth
month from 1st April 1979, against an equivalent Jetter
of Guarantee of an approved Bank in Greece. which
will be returned apon submittal of the Preliminavy
Study of Line 13 in English Language.

dd) Teu percent. (10°4) upon subnmittal of the Pre-
Himinary Study of Line B in English Language.

ee) Ten pereent (1094) upon the final approval
of the Preliminary Study of Line B in Greek Language.

4. Design Consultant’s additional fee in foreign cur-
rency: the agreed sum which represents the additional
fce of the Design Consultant in foreign currency (FF)
will be paid as following:

a) 20 % of the agreed additional fee in Irench.
Franes as prepayment as mentioned in paragraph 3a
of Article 3 of the present complementary Contract
after being subdued to the French Protocol of Financ-
ing dated March 17th 1979 or another Protocol pro-
vided there is a surplus left upon presenting the fol-
lowing documents:

aa) Acquittance receipt in two copies.

bb) Letter of gunarantee corresponding to the sum of
prepayment.

ce) Letter of guarantee of good performance.

The above mentioned letters of guarantee must be
of a Bank and issued by an approved Bank in Greece.
Especially regarding the letter of guarantee of prepay-
ment the provision defined in the parag. 9 of the pre-
sent. Article is valid, The payment will be effectuated
in French Francs in the Headquarters of the Design
Consultant using the loan provided to the Greek State
by the French State according to the Franco-Hellenic
Protocol dated March 17th 1979 or another Protocol.

b) The reimbursement of the remaining 80 % of
the total sum of the «additional fee» of the Design Con-
sultant will be settled in cash by using a new «CRE-
DIT ACHETEUR» consisting the object of the «OQU-
VERTURE DE DREDIT» following a new undersigned
Agreement of Financing « ACCORD DE FINANCEM-
ENT» between the Bank of Greece — Athens and the
Group of French Banks as follows in detail:

-

aa) (seven point five percent) 7,5 % at the decision
by the Employer mentioned in paragraph ¢ of Article
4 of the present complementary Contract for section
A2 West.

bb) (seven point five percent) 7,5 % at the decision
by the Employer on the alignment of section A2 East
mentioned in subparagraph cc of paragraph b of Ar-
ticle 4 of the present Complementary Contract.

ce) (fifteen percent) 15 % at the end of the sixth
month after the date of entry into force of the present
complementary Contract against an equivalent letter
of Guarantee being returned to the Design Consultant
at the submittal of the Preliminary Study in English
Language of section A2 West.

dd) (fifteen percent) 15 9/ at the submittal of the
Preliminary Study of section A2 West in English Lan-
guage.

ee) (fifteen percent) 15 °/ at the submittal of the
Preliminary Study of section A2 East in English Lan-
guage.

ff) (ten percent) 10 °; at the final approval of the
Preliminary Study of section A2 West in Greek Lan-
guage.

gg) (ten percent) 10 9 at the final approval of the
Preliminary Study of Section A2 Fast in Greek Lan-
guage.

5. The Design Consultant’s supplementary fee as
defined in paragraph 4 of Article 6 of the present com-
plementary Contract shall be paid as indicated in pa-

ragraph 3 of Article 3 of the present complementary
Contract upon submission by the Design Consultant,
to the Employer of the letter of guarantee of one year’s
duration by an approved Bank in the amount of 50.000
FF (fifty thousand French Francs). This letter of
guarantee shall be returned to the Design Consultant
upon completion of the services referred to in paragraph
d of Article 1 of the present complementary Contract,

6. The Design Consultant’s fee for the Economic
Study as defined in paragraph 5 of Article 6 of the
present complementary Contract shall be paid as in-
dicated in paragraph 3 of Article 3 of the present com-
plementary Contract.

7. The fees referred to in paragraphs 5 and 6 of the
present Article will be financed in the same manner
as the additional fees referred in paragraph 3 of Article
6 of the present complementary Contract.

8. As it is analysed in particular, in the hereinafter
article, the percentage of 10 9/ will be weithheld from
every bill of the Design Consultant for the initial and
the additional fee, which represent an additional gua-
rantee of good performance of the work assigned by
the Contract and the present complementary contract.
This percentage may be substitued by equivalent Let-
ter of Guarantee of an approved Bank in Greece, during
the reimbursement of each bill. The above mentioned
reimbursements are to be settled by presentation to
the Leader of the Group of French Banks via the Bank
of Greece of the relative certification of the Emloyer
which shall verify the fulfilment of the Design Con-
sultant’s obligations. The Design Consultant shall
handle to the Leader hereabove mentioned an acquit-
tance receipt in two copies. In order that the Creditor
Banks compute the beginning of the prepayment of
the above provided loan for the settlement of the Em-
ployer’s obligations to the Design Consultant in fo-
reign currency, it is defined that the completion of
the contractual obligation of the Design Consultant
is effectuated upon the submittal of the total of the
Study.

9. The sum mentioned in the above letters of gua-
rantee of prepayments will be automatically reduced
alter each payment of an amount equal to20 % of
the corresponding payment.

10. Invoices will be payable within thirty days (30)
after the date of their submission to the Employer.

11. In the event that payment of the Design Consul-
tant’s invoices are delayed beyond the defined date,
they become overdue and bear a rate of interest of
11 9% per year until such time as they are discharged».

Article 8

The paragraph 14.1 and the 14.2 of article 14 of the
Contract are replaced by the following:

«l14.1. The Design Consultant at the signature of
the Contract delivered to the Employer the following
letters of guarantee covering a sum equal to the ten
percent (10 9;) of the total sum of the initial fee as
defined in paragraph 9.1. of Article 9 of the initial
Contract as replaced by Article 6 of the present com-
plementary Contract.

a) Letter of guarantee No 03268/77/FI of the Bank
Credit Lyonnais Paris 1.070.870 FF (one million seven-
ty thousand eight hundred and seventy French Franes)
and 978.440 Drs. (one hundred seventy eight thousand
and four hundred forty Drachmas) and
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b) Letter of gnarantee No 243054/243056, 243057 —
243750 of TSMEDE 1.500.000 - 1.500.000 - 1.715.000
+ 1.000.000 Drs. These letters of guarantee form the
Design Consultant’s Good Performance Bond of the
Project for the accurate, timely and faithful performan-
ce and fulfillment, by the Design Consultant of all his
obligations deriving from the Contract and the present
complementary Contract. The Employer will withhold
from each account of the Design Consultant inilial
fee a sum equal to its (ten percent) 10 %, which also
forms additional Good Performance Bond of the Pro-
ject assigned by the Contract which sum may be sub-
stituted during the payment of each bill by an equi-
valent letter of guarantee of an approved Bank in
Greece, The above letters of guarantee and the each
time withheld sum of ten percent (10 %) as additional
Bond on equivalent letter of guarantee shall remain
free of interest in the hands of the Employer until the
whole of the Preliminary Study of the Line B, Section
A1, Rolling Stock and repairshops, is fully approved,
and anyway no later than 5 months following the sub-
mittal of the corresponding Preliminary Study whereu-
pon they will be returned, since the Design Consultant
has fulfilled all his corresponding obligations resulting
from the Contract and the present Complementary
Contract. All the above mentioned letters of guarantee
have to be prolongated or renewed upon signing of
the present Complementary Contract.

14.2. The Design Consultants delivers today to the
Employer the No 14247/80/F1/31-3-80. Letters of Gua-
rantee for a sum of 353.387 F.F. and 571.666 Drs of
the Credit Lyonnais Bank, and the No 284256/31-3-80
letter of Guarantee for a sum of 1.636.608 Drachmas
of the TSMEDE. These Letters of Guarantee cover a
sum equal to ten percent (10 %) of the additional fee
specified in the present complementary Contract.
These Letters of Guarantee form the Design Consult-
ant’s Good Performance Bond of the Project for the
accurate, timely and faithful performance and fulfil-
Iment by the Design Consultant of all his obligations
deriving from the present complementary contract.

The Employer will withhold from each account of
the Design Consultant’s additional fee a sum equal
to its ten percent (10 °;) which also forms additional
Good Performance Bond of the Project assigned by
the Contract and the present complementary Contract.
which sum may be substituted during the payment of
each bill by an equivalent letter of guarantee of an
approved Bank in Greece. The above letters of guaran-
tee and the each time withheld sum of ten percent
(10 %) as additional Bond or equivalent letter of gua-
rantee shall remain free of interest in the hands of the
Employer until of the whole of the Preliminary Study
of A2 West and A2 East, is fully approved and anyway
not later than 5 months following the submittal of the
corresponding Preliminary Study, whereupon they
will be returned, since the Design Consultant has ful-
filled all of his corresponding obligations resulting from
the Contract and the present complementary Contract»

Article 9
1. In the event that the time limits mentioned in the
present complementary Contract could not be met

bv the Design Consultant for any reason whatsoever
which would not be attributed to his fault such time

limits shall be extended accordingly for a period of
time equal Lo the delay occured,

2. In the event that completion of all the studies
mentioned in the Contract and in this complementary
Contract including the Employer final approvals, was
delayed beyond July 1st 1981 for any reason (occured
during the course of the studies or even for the last
phases of final approvals) which would not be due to
any fault of the Design Consultant or of any of its
subcontractors a supplementary remuneration shall
be paid to the Design Consultant at the rate of 29,
of the initial fee (mentioned in paragraph 9.4, of Article
O of the initial Contract as replaced by paragraph 1
of Article 6 of the present Complementary Contract)
per month of delay, distributed between French IFranes
for 75 %, and Drachmas 25 9,.

Such, supplementary fees shall be paid monthly  to
the Design Consultant and shall be escalated as men-
tioned in article 9 of the Contract. Though in the case
the Design Consultant is in charge of the final design
for the construction of the project or of part of it, these
supplementary fees will not be paid to it during any
period of delay oceuring within the time of execulion
of the final design for the construetion.

After six months, if all the final approvals are not
yet been given, the Design Consultant shall be entitled
to terminate the Contract and the Gomplementary
Contract with the consequences defined in paragraph
15.4 of Article 15 of the Contract.

3. 1t s clanified that:

a) the Tinal approvals are given to the Design Con-
sultant if the Bmployer considers thalt the work sub-
mitted by the Design Consultant is in conformity with
the terms of the contract and takes in account the in-
strnctions given by the Employer to the Design Con-
sultant in respect with his own obligations.

b) the paragraph 5.5. of the Article 5 of the Contract
does not apply for the final approvals.

Article 10

All the clauses of the Contract signed on the 4th
June 1977 which are not modified by the present com-
lementary contract remain valid and the article 17
of the Contract also applies for the present complemn-
tary Contract.

Also anyv contradiction, omission, invalidity, or ile-
gality in any provision of this contract will not affect
or invalidate any other provision of it, and/or ensuing
disputes as to its interpretation as a whole and/or
relative to any of ils terms and conditions will be in-
terpreted and clarified as to their meaning by appli-
cation of the rules of good faith and honest commercial
customs.
