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TERAMS CF REFIRINCI CF THE INTEPNATICNAL TIN STUTY GRCLP

Establishzent

1. The International Tin Study Group is hereby established to adainister the
provisions and supervise the operation of these terms of reference.

Objective

2. The objective of the Group shall be to ensure enhanced international
co-operation on issues concerning tin, by improving the information available
on the international tin economy and by providing a forum for
intergovernmental consultations on tin.

Definitions

3. (a) "The Group” means the International Tin Study Grcup as coastituted
in these terms of reference.

(b} “"Tin" means tin metal. any other refined tin. secondary tia., or the
tin content of concentrates or of tin ore wnich has been extracted from its
natural occurrence. and of such tin products as the Group may determine. For
the purposes of this definition. "ore- shall be deemed to exclude (1) material
which has been extracted from the ore body for a purpose other than that of
being dressed, and (1i) material which is discarded in the process of dressing.

(c) "Memders~ means all States and intergovernmental organizations as
provided for in paragragh 5 which have notified their acceptance pursuant to
paragraph 21.

Functions
4. The Group shall have the following functions:

(a) To establish the capacity for and to undertake the continued
monitoring of the world tin economy and its trends. particularly by
establishing. maintaining and continuously updating a statistical system on
world production. stocks. trade and consumption of all forms of tin, as well
as disseminating. as appropriate. the information thus generated;

(d) To conduct consultaticns and exchanges of information on
developments and trends related to the production, stocks, trade and
consumption of all forms of tin: '

(c) To undertake studies as appropriate on a broad range of important
1ssues concerning tin. in accordance with the decisions of the Group.
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Hembecship

5. Membecrship ¢f the Group shall be cpen te all States which ar= interested
in the prcduZtion or consuzpticn of. ¢r lnternational trade in., Xin. and to
any lntergovernnental organizaticn having responsibilities in respect of the
negotlatica. conclusion and appiication of international agreements. ia
particular commodity agreements.

Povers of the Group

6. (a) The Greoup shall exercise such jcwers and take action or arrange for
action to be taken as may be necessary to carry out and ensure the opplication
of the provisions of these terms of reference

(b} The Group shall not have the power, directly or indirectly, to enter
into any contract for the purposes of trade {n tin ctr in any other commodity
or product., or any contract for futures transactions; nor shall it have the
power to enter into any firancial obligations for such purposes.

{c) The Group shall adept such rules as are considered necessary to
carry out its functions and which shz:1ll be subject to, and not 1nconsisten§
with, these terms of reference.

(d) The Group shall rot have the power and shall not be taken to have
been authorized by 1ts members to incur any obligation outside the scope of

these terms of reference or the rules of procedure.

Headquarters

7. The Headquarters of the Group shall be at a locatlion selected by it {n -~
.the territory of a member State, unless the Group decides otherwise. The
Group shall negotiate a Headquarters Agreement with the host Government to be
concluded as soon as possible after these terms of reference have entered into
force.

Decision-makin

8. (a) The highest authority of the Group established under these terms of
reference shall be vested in the General Session.

(b) The Group., the Standing Committee referred to in paragraph 9, and
such committees and subsidiary bodies as may be estadlished, shall take
decisions by consensus and without a vote. except in the case of decisions for
which a specific voting majority is specified in these terms of reference or
in the rules of procedure.

(c) Each member State shall be entitled to one vote.
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standing Comitcee

9. (a) The Group shall establish a Standing Comittee which shall consist
of those members of the Group which have indicated their desire to participate
in {ts werk.

(b) The Standing Committee shall undertake such tasks as may be assigned
to ti by the Group and shall report to the Group on completion, or on the
pregress, of its work. ' :

Committees and subsidiary bodies

10. The Group may establish an industry advisory committee to monitor the
evolution of the tin industry. The Group may also establish other committees
or subsldiary bodies. in addition to the Standing Committee, on such teras and

conditions as it may deteraine.
Secretariat

11. (a) The Group shall have a secretarlar consisting of a Secretary-General
and such staff as may be required.

(b) The Secretary—General shall be the chief administrative officer of
the Group and shall be responsible to it for the administration and cperation
of these terms of reference in accordance with the decisions of the Group.

- Co-operation with others

12. (a) The Group may make arrangements for consultations or co-operation
with the United Nations. its organs or specialized agencies, and with other
intergovernmental institutions. as appropriate.

(b) The Group may also make arrangements as it considers appropriate for
ma’ 'zalning contact with interested non-participating Governments, with other
in ernational non-governmental organizations, or with private sector
ins.itutions, as appropriate.

(c) The Group may invite any non-sember State and any appropriate
intergovernmental or non-governmental organization substantially interested in
tin problems to be represented at its meetings by an observer, on the
understanding that such organization will extend similar rights to the Group.
Unless the Group decides otherwise, such observers may attend all meetings of
the Group in respect of the whole or any part of a particular meeting or

series of meetings. but may not attend meetings of the Standing Committee or
-of any committee or sub-committee on which not all members of the Group-are

represented, :

(d) The Chairman may invite observers to participate in the Group's
discussions. but they shall not have the right to vote or to submit proposals.
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Reiaticnship with the Common Fund

13. The Group may apply tc be designated as an International Commodity Body
(ICB) under article 7 (9) of the ARgrzement establishing the Common Fund for
Commodities., for the purpose of sponsoring., on such terms and conditions as
the Group may determine only by consensus, pcojects on tin to be financed by
the Fund through its Second Account. The Group shall not, however, incur any
financial obligaticns in respect of such projects: nor shall it act as
executing agency for any such project.

Legal status
14. (a) The Group shall have international legél personality.

(b} The status of the Group in the territory of the host Government
shall be governed by 2a Headquarters Rgreement between the host Government and

the Group.

(c) The Group shall rave the legal capacity to exercise its functions
and, in particular, but subject to paragraph 6 (b) above, the capacity to
enter into contracts, to acquire and to dispose of movable prenerty, and %o
institute legal proceedings.

Budqget contributicns

15. (a) Each member sha.. contribute to an annual budget approved by the
Group. The contritution of each member to the budget shall consist of an
equal share of 50 per cent of the budget. the balance to be apportioned among
member StateS in proportion to thelr shares in the total trade of member
States in primarv tin metal and tin-in-concentrates. consisting for producing
countries of total exports less total imports and. for consuming countries, of
total imports. For this purpose., countries whoss production of
tin-in-concentrates exceeds thelr reported consumption of primary tin metal
shall be classified as producing countries. and countries whose reported
consumption of primary tin metal exceeds their production of
tin-in-concentrates shall be classified as consuming countries. The
calculation shall be on the basis of the latest three calendar years for which
statistics are availabdble. )

(b) The Group shall determine the contribution of each member for each
financlal year in a single currency to be decided by the Group and in ~
accordance with the provisions for contributions specified in the rules of
procedure. The payment-of the contribution by each member shall be made in
accordance with its constitutional procedures.
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statistics and information

16. (a) - The Group shall collect, collate and make available to members such

statistical information on production, trade, stocks and consumption of tin as
it deems appropriate for the effective operation of these terms of reference,

a- 271 as the information referred to in subparagraph (b) below.

(b) The Group shall make such arrangements as it considers appropriate
by which information may be_exchanged with interested non-participating
Covernments and with appropriate non-governmental and intergovernmental
crjanizations in order to ensure the availability of recent and reliable data
or. production, consumption., stocks. international trade, internationally
recognized published prices of tin, and on other factors that influence the
demand for and supply of tin.

(c) The Group shall endeavour to ensure that no information published by
1t shall prejudice the confidentiality of the operations of Governments or of
persons or enterprises producing, processing. marketing or consuming tin.

Annual assessment and reports

17. (a) The Group shall undertake an annual assessment of the world tin
situation and related matters in the light of information supplied by members
and supplemented by 'information from all other relevant sources. The annual
assessment shall include a review of anticipated tin production capacity for
futur~ years and an outlook for tin production., consumption and trade for the
following calendar year, for the purpose of assisting members {n their
individual assessments of the evolution of the international tin economy.

(b) The Group shall prepare a report incorporating the results of the
annual assessment and distribute it to members. If the Group deems it
appropriate. this report. as well as other reports and studies distributed to
mambers., may be made available to other interested parties in accordance with
the rules of procedure.

S;udies

18. (a) The Group shall undertake or, make appropriate arrangements to
undertake ad hoc studies related to the international tin economy. including
studies on speclal problems or difficulties which exist or may be expected to
arise.

(b) The 3tudies may contain general recommendations or suggestions, but
such recommendations or suggestlions shall not derogate from the right of every
member to manage all aspects of its domestic tin economy and shall be without
prejudice to the competence of other international organizations in matters
falling within their jurisdiction.
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Shiaaacicns of memcears

19. Members shall use <heir best endeavours to co-operate and ¢o promote the
attainment of the objective of the Group. in particular by providiag the data
on the tin economy referred to in paragraph 16 (a).

Armendment

20. These terms of referanca may be amendad only by consnsus of the Group.

Entry into force

21. (a) These terms c{ re2ference snall enter inio force when States together
acccunting for a. 'zzst 7D per cent of trade in tin, as set out in the annex
to these terms of raferance, rzve notifled the Secretacy-~General of the United
Naticns (hereinafter r=.:7-2d to 2s "the depositary”) pursuant to subparagraoh
(b) below cf their accec:anc

(D) Any State or any inter 'ergmsntal organization referred to in
paragraph 5 which desires tc becdes a member of the Group shall notify the
depositary that it acceptis these terms cf reference either provisionaliy.
pending the conclusion of 1ts internal procedures, or definitively. Any State
or intergovernmental orgznization which has notified its provisional
acceptance of these termws of refzrence shall endeavour to complete its
procedures as quickly es scssible and shall notify the depositary of their
complecion

(z) If the rzquirements {or entry into force of these terms of reference
have r.ot been met on 31 December 1989, the depositary shall invite those
States and intergovernmental cr3aenizations that have notified their acceptance
of these terms of reference pursuant to subparagraph (b) above to decide
whether or not to put these terms of reference into force among themselves.

{b) withdrawal shall be without prejudice to any financial obligations
already incurred by the withdrawing member and shall not entitle it to any
iebate of its contribution for the year in which the withdrawal occurs.

(¢) withdrawal shall become effective 30 days after the notice is
veceived by the deposita;y.

(d) The Secretary—General of the Group shall promptly notify each member
of any notification received under this paragraph.

Termination

23. (a) The Group may at any time decide by a two-thirds majority vote of
member States to terminate these terms of reference. Such termination shall
take effect on such date as the Group shall decide.

(b) Notwithstanding the termination of these terms of reference., the
Group shall continue in being for as long as it is necessary to carry out its
liquidation. including the settlement of accounts.

Reservations

24. No reservations may be made to any of the provisions of these terms of
reference.

- Article 2 ‘
Promotion and Protection of Investment

1. Each Contracting Party promotes in its territory
investments by investors of the other Contracting Party
and admits such investments in accordance with its
legislation.

2. A possible change in the form in which the
investments have been made does not affect their
substance as investments, provided that such a change
does not contradict the laws and regulations of the
relevant Contracting Party.

3. Returns from the investments and, in cases of
reinvestment, the income ensuing therefrom enjoy the
same protaction as the initial investments.

Articie 3
Most favoured-nation and National Treatment
) Provisions

1. Neither Contractmg'Party shall subject investments
in its territory owned or controiled by investors of the
other Contracting Party to treatment less favourable
than that which it accords to investments of its own
investors or to investments of investors of any third
State.

2. Neither Contracting Party shall subject investors of
the other Contracting Party, as regards their activity in
connection with investments in 1its terntory, to treatment
less favourable than that which it accords to its own
investors or to investors of any third State.

3. Such treatment shall not relate to privieges or
advantages which either Contracting Party accords to
investors of third States:

a) on account of its membership of, or association
with, a customs or economic union, a common market,
a free trade area or similar institutions.

b) by virtue of a double taxation agreement or other
agreements regarding matters of taxation.

Article 4
Expropriation

1. Investments by investors of either Contracting Party
shall enjoy full security in the territory of the other
Contracting Party.

2. Investments by investors of either Contracting Party
shall not be expropriated, nationalized or subjected to
any other measure the effects of which would be
tantamount to expropriation or nationalization in the
territory of the other Contracting Party under the
following conditions:

a) the measures are taken in the public interest and
under due process of law,

b) the measures are clear and not descriminatory,
and

c) the measures are accompanied by provisions for
the payment of prompt, adequate and effective
compensation. Such compensation shall amount to the
market value of the investments aHected immediately
before the measures reffered to above in this paragraph
occured or became public knowledge and it shall be
freely transferable in convertibie currencies from the
Contracting Party, at the official rate of exchange
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pravailing on the date used for the determination of
value. The compensation shall be transferable without
delay in a fresly convertible currency. The compensation
shall include interest until the date of payment at an
appropriate commercial rate as determined by the
Central Bank of the Contracting Party, and its amount
 shall be subject to review by due process of law.

Article 5
Compensation for Losses

Investors of one Contracting Party whose investments
in the territory of the other Contracting Party suffer
losses owing to war or other armed conflict, revolution,
a state of national emergency or other exceptional
situations in the territory of the latter Contracting Party
shall be accorded by the latter Contracting Party
treatment. as regards restitution, indemnification,
compensation or other settlement, no less favourable
than that which the latter Contracting Party accords to
its own investors or to investors of any third State.
Resulting paymants shail be freely transterable.

Article 6

Repatriation of Investment and Returns

1. Each Contracting Party shall guarantee, in respect
of investments of mnvestors of the other Contracting
Party, the unrestricted transfer of the investment and
its returns.

The transfers shall be effected, without delay, in a
freely convertible currency to be agreed upon between
the investor and the Contracting Party concerned and
at the rate of exchange applicable on the date of
transfer.

2. Such transfers include in particular, though not
exclusively:

a) capital and additional amounts to maintain or
increase the investment:

b) profits, interest. dividends and other currentincome:;

¢) funds in repayment of loans;

d) royalties and other fees;

e) proceeds of saie or liquidation of the whole or any
part of the investment.

Article 7
Subrogation

if the investments of an ivnestor of one of the
Contracting Parties are insured under a tegal system of
quarantee, any subrogation or the insurer or re-insurer
into the rights of the said investor pursuant to the terms
of such insurance shall be recognized by the other
Contracting Party.

Article 8
Appiication

This Agreement shall also apply to investments made
prior to its entry into force and after 1.1.1950 by investors
of either Contracting Party in the territory of the other
Contracting Party consistent with the latter's legislation.

Article 9
Disputes between the Contracting Parties

1. Any dispute between the Conlracting Partjgg
concerning the interpretation or application of thig
Agreement shall, if possible, be settled throygy
diplomatic channels. B

2. if the dispute cannot thus be settled withinisgi
months from the beginning of the negotiations, it shaf
upon the request of either Contracting Party hg
submitted to an arbitration tribunal.

3. The arbitration tribunal shall be constituted ad hog
as follows. Each Contracting Party shall appoint ong
arbitrator and these two arbitrators shall agree upony
national of a third State as chairman. The arbitratérs‘
shall be appointed within three months, the chairmag
within five months from the date on which eithi
Contracting Party has informed the other Contraéﬁﬁg
Party that it intends to submit the dispute to“%
arbitration tribunal.

4. If within the periods specified in paragraph 3 of thig!

Party, or to an international arbitration tribunal. E2
Contracting Party herewith declares its acceptanc
such an arbitration procedure. in the latter case:

D
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ovisions of article 9, par. 3-8 shall be applied mutatis
mutandis. Nevertheless the President of the Court of
the International Arbitration of the International Chamber
of Commerce in Paris shall be invited to make the
necessary appointments whereas the arbitration tribunal
shall determine its procedure by applying the UNCITRAL
Arbitration Rules, as then in force. The award shall be
pinding and enforced in accordance with domestic law.

3. During arbitration or the enforcement of an award,
the Contracting Party involved in the dispute shall not
raise the objection that the investor of the other
Contracting Party has received compensation under an
jnsurance contract in respect of all or part of the
damage.

4. In case both Contracting Parties have become
members of the Convention of 18 March 1965 on the
settlement of Investment Disputes between States and
nationals of the Other States, disputes between either
Contracting Party and the investor of the other
Contracting Party under the first paragraph of this Article
may, at the request of the investor concerned, be
submitted for settltement by conciliation or arbitration to
the International Centre for the Settlement of Investment
Disputes.

Article 11
Application of other Rules

If the provisions of law of either Contracting Party or
obligations under international law existing at present
or established hereafter between the Contracting Parties
in - addition to the present Agreement contain. a
regulation, whether genera!l or specific, entitling
investments by investors of the other Contracting party
to a treatment more favourable than is provided for by
me present Agreement, such regulation shall, to the
extent that it is more favourable, prevail over the present
Agresment.

Article 12
Consuitations

Representatives of the Contracting Parties shall,
whenever necessary, hold consultations on any matter
affecting the implementation of this Agreement. These
Consultations shall be held on the proposal of one of
the Contracting Parties at a place and at a time agreed
Upon through diplomatic channals.

Article 13
Entry into Force-Duration-Termination

1. This Agreement shall enter into force one month
after the date of exchange of the Instruments of

ratification. it shall remain in force for a period of 10
years.

2. Unless notice of termination has been given by
either Contracting Party at ieast six months before the
date of expiry of its validity, this Agreement shall be
extended tacifly for periods of 10 years, each
Contracting Party reserving the right to terminate the
Agreement upon notice of at least six months before
the date of expiry of the current period of validity.

3. In respect of investments made prior to the date
of the termination of this Agreement the foregoing
Articles shall continue to be effective for a further period
of 10 years from that date.
