AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is entered into this 29th day of May
1990
BETWEEN 4
. THE INTERNATIONAL OLYMPIC COMMITTEE,
Chéateau de Vidy, 1007 Lausanne, Switzerland
(hereinafter referred to as the "IOC")
-and-

A) THE GREEK STATE

Legally represented by the Minister of Finance Mr. loannis
Palaiokrassas

B) BANK OF GREECE
Banknote Printing Works, Minting Section,
341, Messogion Ave, 15231 Athens, Greece

Represented by the Governor Mr. Demetrios Chalikias.

The above Minister of Finance of the Greek State as party
hereto, in his capacity and according to paragraph 2 of article
45 of Greek Law 1473/1984 (Govt Gazette 127 A), assigns
hereby to the Bank of Greece which is also a party hereto,
to strikein the Minting Section of its Banknote Printing Works
the commemorative coins stated in the present Agreement,
in which the technical specifications and the sale procedure
ofthe coins are also stated, while the Bank of Greece accepts
the above assignment.

(The Greek State and the Bank of Greece will hereinafter
be jointly referred to as the "Mint").

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS pursuant to the Olympic Charter (as herein-
after defined), the 10C govermns the Olympic Movement and
owns all rights over the Otympic Games;

AND WHEREAS I0C owns and controls the most widely
recognized symbol of the Olympic Movement, the five inter-
laced rings (the "Olympic Symbol);

AND WHEREAS the IOC wishes to implement the 10C
Centennial Coin Programme (as hereinafter defined) inorder
to commemorate the centenary of the modern Olympic
Games;

AND WHEREAS the Mint desires to be one of the five

*mints selected by the IOC to strike and deliver coins for the
I0C Centennial Coin Programme,

AND WHEREAS the 10C and the Mint are interested in
increasing awareness and support for the Olympic Move-
ment through the sale of Olympic-related coins;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and
mutual agreements hereinafter set forth, the IOC and the
Mint agree as follows:

1. DEFINITIONS

1.1. 1OC Centennial Coin Programme"” shall mean the
coin programme sponsored by the |0C, commemorating the
centenary of the 10C and the modern Olympic Games, con-
sisting of one gold and two sitver legal tender coins struck
by each Participating Mint to constitute a series totalling
fifteen coins, each bearing the Olympic Marks and which will
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3¢ available from 1992 to 1996. The Programme shall com-
nence with a 1992 issue by the Royal Canadian Mint fol-
lowed by a 1993 issue by the Royal Australian Mint: a 1994
'ssue by the French Ministére de I' Economie, des Finances
a3t du Budget, Direction des Monnaies et Médailles; a 1985
issue by the Miinze Osterreich; and a final issue in 1996 by
the Greek State through the Bank of Greece, Banknote Prin-
ting Works, Minting Section. Each Participating Mint shall
oe responsible, in accordance with the terms of this Agree-
ment, for all aspects of the issus, distribution and sale of the
©oins to be struck for the year of the Programme allocated
to it. Also, each Participating Mint shall continue to strike,
distribute and sell Coins of the year of issue allocated to it
under the IOC Centennial Coin Programme from 1 stJanuary
of the year of issue until the fulfiliment of all the Mints' obli-
gations under this Agreement. The details regarding the me-
tallic content, thickness, diameter, mintage, design, packa-
ging and other relevant data pertaining to such coins are set
forth in Appendix 1 attached hereto.

1.2, "Participating Mint(s)" shali mean any or all (as the
context requires) of the five mints selected by the 10C to
strike the coins included in the 10C Centennial Coin Pro-
gramme, currently, and in the intended order of release of
the Coins, the Royal Canadian Mint, the Royal Australian
Mint, the French Ministére de I' Economie, des Finances et
du Budget, Direction de I' Administration des Monnaies et
Médailles, the Mlenze Osterreich and the Greek State
through the Bank of Greece, Banknote Printing Works, Min-
ting Section.

1.3. “Coins" shall mean, as the context requires, any or
all of the coins bearing the Olympic Marks that are included
 the 10C Centennial Coin Programme.

1.4. "Product(s)" shall mean the Coins listed below and
their packaging (including items such as presentation cases,
capsules, product cards, booklets, outer boxes and the like),
ax the context requires:

(i) the series of 5 goid and 10 sitver Coins

-the "Complete Series Set",

{ii) the series of 10 silver Coins

- the "Silver Series Set",

{iii) the series of 5 gold Coins

- the "Gold Series Set",

{iv) the set of one gold Coin and two silver Coins

- the “National Set".

{v) the single set of one gold Coin,

{+1) the single set of two silver Coins,

{vii) the single set of one silver Coin.

1.5. "Products Sold" shall mean the Products sold and
cielivered by the participating Mints.

{.6. "Dealer Price" shall mean the recommended list price,
in US dollars, approved by the Executive Committee less
the dealer’s discount as also approved by the Executive
Cormmittes.

1.7. "Executive Committee” shall mean the group of per-
sonz responsible for making the policy decisions and giving
dirsstions to the PMG relating to the 10C Centennial Coin
Frogramme and its membership shall be made up in accor-
dance with the requirements of Subsection 6.1..

1.8. "Programme Management Group” or "PMG" shall
mean the group of persons who, reporting to the Executive
Committee and subjecttothe direction of the Executive Com-
mittee, carries out the day-to-day administration of matters
partaining to the I0C Centennial Coin Programme.

1.9. "IOC Centennial Coin Programme Trust Account” or
“*1st Account” shall mean the account, established on be-

half of the IOC and the Participating Mints, into which certain
payments and revenues will be directed for the purpose of
implementing and promoting the IOC Centennial Coin Pro-
gramme.

1.10. "Olympic marks" shall mean the Olympic Symbol,
the word "Olympic", the motto "Citius, Altius, Fortius", the
reference "1896-1996" and other Olympic-related designs
or words which are selected by the IOC to be included within
this definition and which conform, to the 10C Graphic Stan-
dards Manual, a copy of which has already been delivered
to the Mint.

1.11. "Olympic Charter" shall mean the 1990 edition of the
Olympic Charter, including its Rules and Bye-Laws.

1.12. "NOCs" shall mean the National Olympic Commit-
tees recognized as such by the I0C under the provisions of
the Olympic Charter, as listed in the 1990 edition of the
Olympic Movement Directory.

1.13. "Territory" shall mean all territories included within
the jurisdiction of the NOCs.

1.14."Levy"shall meanthe percentage of the Dealer Price
of each coin sold and delivered which shall be paid into the
trust Account, in accordance with Subsection 5.8, (a) of this
Agreement, for the purposes of, among other things, offset-
ting advertising, promotional and administrative costs of the
PMG and for providing working capital for the PMG.

1.15. "Royalty” shall mean the consideration payable to
the 10C, in accordance with Section 11 of this Agreement,
in return for the rights being granted to the Mint by the 10C.

2. GRANT OF RIGHTS

2.1. Subjectto the terms and conditions ofthis Agreement,
the I0C hereby grants to the Mint the rightto use the Olympic
Marks on the Products and in the sale, advertising and pro-
motion thereof plus as part of the official sign-off line of all
its promotional material for other products;

2.2. The exercise by the Mint and the 10C of the rights
and opportunities hereunder shail at all times be in a manner
consistent with the good name, goodwill, reputation and
image of the 10C, the Participating Mints, the NOCs, the
Olympic Movement, the Qlympic Marks and the Olympic
Charter.

2.3. All rights and opportunities not expressly granted to
the Mint pursuantto this Agreement are reserved bythe lOC.

3. WARRANTIES AND REPRESENTATIONS

3.1. The I0C warrants that it has the authority to enter into
this Agreement and that, except as otherwise provided here-
in, it shall not grant to any other party during the term of this
Agreement any right to use the Olympic Marks on legal
tender coins.

3.2. The Mint acknowledges and accepts that the Orga-
nizing Committees for the Olympic Games have the right to
have their own respective Olympic-related coin program-
mes and that such Organizing Committees may use their
Olympic emblems (which consist of the combination of the
Olympic Symbol together with another distinctive sign) in
connection therewith. The I0C undertakes to exercise its
reasonable best efforts to ensure that the Olympic-related
coin programmes of the Organizing Committees for the
Olympic Games and the IOC Centennial Coin Programme
are coordinated in a manner designed to maximize their
respective successes.

3.3. The Mint acknowledges and accepts that the NOCs
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have the right to implement their own Olympic-related coin
programmes using their respective Olympic emlems. The
10C undertakes to exercise its reasonable best efforts to
discourage the NOCs from implementing such coin pro-
grammes.

3.4. The Mint warrants that it has the authority to enter into
this Agreement and that it has undertaken, or shall under-
take, the necessary steps to carry out all its obligations pur-
suant to this Agreement.

4. 10C'S OBLIGATIONS

The 1OC shail:

4.1, -grant to the Mint the right to use the Olympic Marks,
in accordance with Subsection 2.1., for purposes of the I0C
Centennial Coin Programme

4.2, -provide such facilities in Lausanne as may be re-
quired for the needs and operations of the PMG

4.3. -provide advertising and promotional support in rela-
tion to the IOC Centennial Coin Programme

4.4, -provide financial and legal assistance for the PMG
and otherwise as may be determined by the Executive Com-
mittee ‘

4.5, -establish and maintain the Trust Account in accor-
dance with the decisions of the Executive Committee

4.6. -cause an annual financial audit to be carried out in
accordance with internationally accepted auditing standards
in respect of the Trust Account and activities of the PMG by
a major international accounting firm selected by the Execu-
tive Committee

4.7. -with respect to the Trust Account, maintain financial
systems and records and produce reports in accordance
with generally accepted accounting principles

4.8. -encourage NOCs to play an active role in support of
the 1I0C Centennial Coin Programme in their territories, in
order to maximize sales of the Coins

4.9. -provide access to sponsor workshops coordinated
by the 10C to promote sales of the Coins through promaotions
and other activities of IOC sponsors

4.10. -ensure that all agreements and amendments there-
to between the IOC and Participating Mints, with respect to
the 10C Centennial Coin Programme, shall have the same
terms and conditions, and distibute a copy of such agree-
ments and amendments to the order Participating Mints

4.11. -if required by the Executive Committee for the
benefit of the I0C Centennial Coin Programme, advance
loans of money to the PMG, up to five million dollars Cana-
dian (hereinafter reffered to as "Seed Capital") provided,
however, that the maximum amount of any such loans out-
standing at any time shall not exceed the sum of five million
dollars Canadian

- 4.12. -pay into the Trust Account all funds received for the
sale of Coins sold by the IOC except the dealer discount
approved by the Executive Board.

The parties agree that the value of the aforementioned
services (excluding the grant of rights in Subsection 4.1.),
for purposes of the I0C Centential Coin Programme, shall
be deemed to be five million doliars Canadian.

5. MINT'S OBLIGATIONS

5.1. The Mint shall select at least three designs per Coin
(1 gold and 2 silver) and submit such designs, no later than
1st June 1990, to the Executive Committee for approval.
The Executive Committee may accept or reject such de-

signs. Should the Executive Committee reject such designs,
the Mint shall, within three months of being notified of such
rejection, resubmit new designs to the Executive Committee
for the latter’'s approval. The Mint shall use the designs that
are selected by the Executive Committee.

If the Executive Committee selects designs that are sub-
mitted to it by the Mint, the Mint shall forthwith assign to the
10C the copyrights in such designs for the full duration of
such copyrights.

The I0C agrees thatthe Mintmay usethe designs (referred
to in the previous paragraph) in the exercise of the Mint's
rights under this Agreement.

5.2. All promotional material (whether domestic or inter-
national) relating to the 10C Centennial Coin Programme
shall be submitted by the Mint to the PMG for prior approval.
The Mint shall aiso submit to the 10C, for prior approval, all
use which the Mint wishes to make of the Olympic Marks,
including the official sign-off which the Mint wishes to use
onits promotional material for other products. itis understood
the approval of promotional materials by the I0C repre-
sentative(s) on the PMG shall be considered as approval by
the 10C.

5.3. The Mint agrees that the Coins shall not be marketed
or sold as part of or in direct association with, or where the
Mint knows or ought to know that the Coins may become
used in association with any other goods, items, products
or services so that such other goods, items, products or
services are in any manner, directly or indirectly, associated
with the IOC or the Olympic Movement, unless the Mint has
obtained the prior consent of the IOC. The Mint shall insert
the necessary provisions into its contracts with third parties
in order to ensure the foregoing. Not withstanding the fore-
going, the |IOC hereby agrees that the Mint may market or
sell Coins to the sponsors of the I0C and the respective
NOCs provided that such sponsors may only assaciate the
Coins

i) with the product or service category,

ii) in the territory gnd

i) during the term

for which such sponsors have been granted Olympic spon-
sorship rights by the 10C or the NOCs.

5.4. The Mint shall cooperate fully with the 10C and the
other Participating Mints in order to promote the overall suc-
cess of the I0C Centennial Coin Programme.

5.5. The Mint shall actively promote and market the Coins
in accordance with the marketing strateqy as decided by the
Executive Committee.

5.6. Except as agreed otherwise by the I0C with respect
to the sign-off line that the Mint may use in relation to its
other products, the Mint shall not position nor associate other
coin issues with the I0C Centennial Coin Programrne.

5.7. The Mint shall designate its Chief Executive Officer,
or another officer of the Mint, as its representative on the
Executive Committee.

5:8. The Mint shall pay into the Trust Account, on @ montly
basis:

(a) the Levy on the sale of its Coins sold and delivered
which shall be equal to 10% of the Dealer Price of the Coins
(in US dollars) or such other amount as may be fixed by the
Executive Board Committee pursuant to Subsection 6.6. of
this Agreement, and

(b) the Dezler Price of all Coins sold prior to the year of
issue.

5.9. The Mint shall have the obligation to fill orders for
Coins placed by Participating Mints and/or the PMG at the
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Dealer Price determined by the Executive Committee as
applicable to the time such Coins are sold.

5.10. The Mint agrees that should the 10C not recover all
the Seed Capital, as well as the interest which the I0C either
had to pay, or lost, as a result of putting up such money
(hereinafter referred to as the *Seed Capital interest"), from
‘the sums accruing to the Trust Account by the end of the
IOC Centennial Coin Programme, the Mint shall pay to the
IOC one fifth of such outstanding amount.

6. EXECUTIVE COMMITEE

6.1. The Executive Committee shall consist of the follow-
ing voting members;

- the Chairman of the I0C Commission for New Sources
of Financing or his representative, and

- the Chief Executive Officer ("CEQ"), or another officer of
the Mint as his representative, of each of the Participating
Mints

as well as the following non-voting member;

- the CEO of the PMG.

The Chairman of the Executive Committee shall be the
Chairman of the IOC Commission for New Sources of Fi-
nancing or such other person as may be appointed from
time to time by the 10C President.

6.2. The Executive Committee shall be responsibie for the
administration and implementation of the 10C Centennial
Coin Programme. The Executive Committee shall, inter alia,
be responsible for making the policy decisions relating to
the following: )

6.2.1. the selection of the designs to be used on the Coins;

6.2.2. the responsibilities of the PMG and the marketing,
sales and advertising plans of the PMG:

6.2.3. the manner in which the Coins are packaged, pro-
moted and distributed;

6.2.4. the financial transactions of the Trust Account;

6.2.5. the establishment of procedures to be followed by
the PMG for the use and accountability of funds from the
Trust Account;

6.2.6. the purchase of gold and siiver {whether physically
or by other means) required to fill orders for which the Trust
Account has received payments for a guaranteed sales
price, as described in Subclause 8.1.3. below, and the for-
warding, of the precious metal and the remaining agreed
upon funds to the appropriate Participating Mint on a sche-
dule that will allow the Product to be delivered:

6.2.7. in accordance with IOC guidelines and procedures,
the selection of personnel and conditions of hire of personnel
that will comprise the PMG, as required;

6.2.8. in the event of a default of a Participating Mint, the
selection of other mint(s) to participate in the I0C Centennial
Coin Programme;

6.2.9. other matters related to the I0C Centennial Coin
Programme such as:

- the levy on the Coins

- the guarantee of supply of the Coins

- marketing exclusivity

- pricing structure

- discounts

- disposition of unsold Products

- selection criteria for distributors

- Product launch dates

- hedging policies.

6.3. The Executive Committee shall meet a minimum of
four times per year.

6.4. Thequorumfora meeting of the Executive Committee
shall consist of the representatives from at least three Par-
ticipating Mints plus the Chairman of the Executive Commit-
tee or his representative. |

6.5. Any member of the Executive Committee may partici-
pate in a meeting of the Executive Committee by means of
telephone or other communication facilities permitting all
persons participating in the meeting to hear each other. A
member participating in a meeting by these means is
deemed to be present at such meeting.

6.6. All decisions of the Executive Committee shall be
taken by a majority vote of the representatives present at
the meeting. In the case of a tie, the vote of the Chairman
of the Executive Committee, or his representative, shall pre-
vail. Notwithstanding the foregoing, any decision of the Exe-
cutive Committee regarding the amendment of the amount
of the Levy upon each Coin to be paid as provided in this
Agreement is channeled into the Trust Account shall require
the unanimous decision of the Executive Committee.

7. PROGRAMME MANAGEMENT GROUP ("PMG")
7.1. Itis hereby agreed that the CEO of the PMG shall be

Mr. Robert J. HUOT. Any repiacement for Mr. Huot shali be
appointed by the I0C, in consultation with the Executive

- Committee,

7.2. The PMG shall, inter alia, be responsible for the fol-
lowing:

7.2.1. - the day- to - day implementation of the policy deci-
sions taken by the Executive Committee; .

7.2.2. - the implementation of a worldwide advertising and
public relations campaign in support of the 10C Centennial
Coin Programme;

7.2.3. - the development of new markets in support of the
sales efforts of the Participating Mints;

7.2.4. -the purchase of gold and silver in accordance with
the policy decisions of the Executive Committee, as referred
to in Subclause 6.2.6 above;

7.2.5. - the negotiation of prices for materials to the bene-
fit of all Participating Mints, if requested by the Executive
Committee, it being understood that any resulting contrac-
tual obligations would be between the suppliers and the
respective Participating Mints.

8. I0C CENTENNIAL COIN PROGRAMME TRUST
ACCOUNT (“TRUST ACCOUNT")

8.1. The Trust Account shall consist of the following:

8.1.1. the Seed Capital;

8.1.2. the Levy;

8.1.3. payments made pursuant to Subsections 4.12 and
5.8(b) by the |OC, the Participating Mints or their respective
agents;

8.1.4. the interest accruing to the Trust Account;

8.1.5. any other sums of money which the I0C and the
Participating Mints may, from time to time, mutually agree
to pay.

8.2. The IOC Centennial Coin Programme Trust Account
shall be used to finance the following:

8.2.1. the repayment to the IOC of the Seed Capital as
well as the Seed Capital Interest;

8.2.2. the advertising and the promotion of the Products;

8.2.3. the salaries and expenses of the PMG;

8.2.4. the purchase of gold and silver (whether physicaily
or by other means) required to fill the orders for which the
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Trust Accounthas received payments for a guaranteed sales
price, as described in Subclause 8.1.3 above;

8.2.5. the payment of the Dealer Price (in US dollars) to
the Participating Mints, on a monthly basis, for orders which
the Participating Mints or the IOC will be fulfilling in the fol-
lowing month and for which the Participating Mints or the
I0C made payments into the Trust Account pursuant to Sub-
clause 8.1.3 of this Agreement;

8.2.6. the travel and accommodation expenses for each
member of the Executive Committee to attend the Executive
Committee meetings;

8.2.7. any other purpose which the Executive Committee
may, from time to time, decide.

8.3. All policy decisions pertaining to the Trust Account
shall be the responsibility of the Executive Committee; the
accountability for the Trust Account shall lie with the CEO of
the PMG.

8.4. In the event that the Mint does not make payments
into the Trust Account in accordance with this Agreement,

8.4.1. the I0C shall forthwith give notice of default to the
Mint and shall inform the other Participating Mints of such
default;

8.4.2. the Executive Committee shall be entitied to apply
any funds in the Trust Account which might otherwise accrue
trom time to time to the Mint against such contribution due
from the Mint, provided that while such default continues,
the representative of the Mint on the Executive Committee
shall not be entitled to vote at the Executive Committee
meetings;

8.4.3. should any non-payment continue for a period of
thirty days, the IOC shall be entitied to terminate this Agree-
ment without further notice;

8.4.4. should this Agreement be terminated, the Mint shall
forthwith cease to be associated with the I0C Centennial
Coin Programme and, subject to Subsection 14.4 below,
cease all distribution of the Coins;

8.4.5. In the event of any such termination the Mint shall
be fully responsible for any claims or damages which may
result from the default giving rise to the termination as weli
as in respect of failure to comply with orders and contracts
entered into as part of the IOC Centennial Coin Programme;

8.4.6. All amounts, due to be paid under this Agreement,
which are not paid on their due date shali bear interest from
the date such amounts are due at the rate of three percent
(3%) above the prime rate as determined, in the currency of
the Participating Mint from whom such amounts are due, by
the Crédit Suisse Bank.

9. AUDIT

The PMG shall prepare financial reports on a quarterly
basis and shall see to it that audited financial statements
are prepared annually on the basis of a calendar year-end.
The Mint shall submit to the 10C, annually on the basis of a
calendar year-end, financial statements, certified as to their
accuracy by a third party acceptable to the 10C, regarding
that years sales and royalties in relation to the I0C Centen-
nial Coin Programme.

10. DISTRIBUTION NETWORK

10.1. Except with respect to sales within the country of the
Mint, the Mintundertakes to utilize exclusively the distribution
network established by the Executive Committee. The Mint
shall introduce, where necessary, flexibility into its current

network of distribution in order to allow for a common dis-
tribution network, along with the other Participating Mints,
for the IOC Centennial Coin Programme.

10.2. The names of the buyers qf the coins, which names
have resulted from the PMG direct advertising, support ma-
terials.or public relations shall be provided to all Participating
Mints and the IOC. The exceptions to this are mallings toa
Mint's existing list and mailings through third partios’ mailing
lists if the resulting customers’ names remain proprietary to
the third party by agreement.

10.3. Whenever the Mint or the 10C enters into contracts
with third parties using a third party's mailing list, the Mintor
the [OC shail use its best efforts to ensure that tho resulting
customers’ names will not remain proprietary to such third
party in order that they may be provided to Participating
Mints and the 10C.

11. CONSIDERATION

11.1. As consideration for the rights being granted by the
IGC, the Mint shall pay the 10C a Royalty of ten percent
(10%) of the Dealer Price (in US dollars) of each Coin sold
and delivered by the Mint.

11.2. This Royalty shall be paid directly by the Mint, to an
account(s) specified by the 10C, not later than tho last day
of the calendar quarter fallowing the quarter in which the
sales and delivery of the Coins have occurred. Each Royalty
payment shall be accompanied with a detailed report indi-
cating the type of Coin sold and the Dealer Price and broken
down on a country-by-country basis. Furthermoro, the Mint
shall exercise best efforts so that the breakdown on a
country-by-country basis is established in terms of the end-
user countries,

11.3. The Mint and the IOC agree to supply to one another
data related to the IOC Centennial Coin Programme and to
supply to one another, upon request, reports related to sales
and Royalty computations, certified as to their aocuracy by
a third party acceptable to the other.

11.4. The I0C shall be responsible for communicating with
the NOCs with respect to enquiries pertaining to royatties
and for paying, from its share of the Royalty received, the
appropriate share of the IOC Centennial Coin Programme
to the respective NOCs, in accordance with the provisions
of the Olympic Charter.

12. PROTECTION OF THE OLYMPIC MARKS

12.1. The Mint acknowledges and agrees that it has no
right, title or interest in the Olympic Marks except the use of
the same as herein setout and that nothing in this Agreement
shall be construed as an assignment or grant to the Mint of
any right, title or interest in or to the Olympic Marks or inany
copyright, trademark or industrial design of the I0C and the
Mint shall not take any action to the detriment of the rights
orinterests ofthe I0C with respect to the above, either during
the term of this Agreement or thereafter. The Mint shall not,
and shall not cause, influence, assist or procure in any man-
ner whatsoever, any other person or entity, at any time, to
assert the invalidity of the Olympic Marks or contest the
I0C's ownership of the Olympic marks or any of the IOC’s
rights in respect of the Olympic Marks.

12.2. if, during the term of this Agreement, any unautho-
rized use or misuse of the Olympic Marks occurs in the
territory in connection with legal tender coins, the Mint shall,
immediately upon learning thereof, promptly notify the I0OC
in writing setting forth the facts in reasonable detall. The Mint
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agrees that the IOC shall have the sole right to determine
which action shouid be taken to terminate such unautho-
rized use or misuse or to settle any action, proceeding or
claim reiated thereto. in the event that the IOC elects not to
take any action the Mint may request, but not compel, the
10C to undertake such action at the Mint's expense. The
Mint shall be entitied to recover such expenses from any
monetary recovery.

13. TERM OF THIS AGREEMENT

This Agreement shall come into effect upon the date of
signature and all rights granted herein by the IOC shall expire
on 31st December 1996. ltis understood, however, that this
Agreement shall remain in effect, to the extent necessary,
untit the fulfiliment of all obligations relating to the IOC Cen-
tennial Coin Programme as contemplated herein.

14. TERMINATION

14.1. Either party may terminate this Agreement forthwith
by written notice in the event that the other party fails to
comply with any of its material obligations hereunder and
does not remedy such failure within sixty (60) days after
being called upon to do so by written notice.

14.2. Termination hereunder shall be without prejudice to
any existing rights and/or claims that either party may have
against the other, and shall not relieve such other party from
fulfilling the obligations accrued prior to such termination.

14.3. Subject to Subsection 14.4, upon the expiration or
earlier termination of this Agreement for any reasons what-
soever, all the Mint’ s rights and opportunities hereunder
shall forthwith terminate and the Mint shall forthwith discon-
tinue all use of the Olympic Marks.

14.4. In the case of early termination of this Agreement
due to a default by the Mint occuring after the Mint has struck
and issued Coins, the Mint shall nevertheless strike and
deliver such further Coins, as requested by the IOC, as may
be required to complete the I0C Centennial Coin Pro-
gramme, and, in such event, the Mint shall be entitied to the
payment pursuant to Subclause 8.2.5.

15. WIND UP

All business, financial reports and audits shall be con-
cluded not later than 31st March 1997.

Atthattime any surplus in the Trust Account will be divided
equally among each of the Participating Mints and the I0C.
Any remaining assets purchased by the IOC on behalf of
the PMG using Trust Account funds shall be dealt with as
determined by the Executive Committee.

16. ASSIGNMENT

The rights granted hereunder are personal to the Mint and
shall not be assigned nor sublicensed by the Mint without
the prior written approvai of the I0C.

17. RELATIONSHIP. OF THE PARTIES

This Agreement does not constitute any party hereto the
agent of the other nor does it create a partnership or similar
relationship between the parties. Neither party shall have
the power to obligate or bind the other in any manner what-
soever,

18. WAIVER

Any waiver by any party hereto of abreach of any provision
of this Agreement shall not operate as or be construed to be
a waiver of any other breach of such provision or of any
breach of any other provision of this Agreement. Any waiver
must be in writing. Failure by any party hereto to insist upon
strict adherence to any term of this Agreement on one or
more occasions shall not be considered as a waiver nor
deprive such party of the right thereafter to insist upon strict
adherence to that term or any other term of this Agreement.

19. SEPARABILITY OF PROVISIONS

The determination that any provisions of this Agreement
is void or invalid or unenforceable shall not affect this Agree-
ment, all of said provisions being inserted conditionally on
their being considered legally valid and in compliance with
the Olympic Charter and this Agreement shall be construed
and performed in all respects as if such void or invalid or
unenforceable provision(s) were omitted insofar as the pri-
mary purpose of this Agreement is not impeded.

20. CONFIDENTIALITY

Except as between the Participating Mints, the parties
agree that the specific contents and especially the financial
details of this Agreement shall be confidential and therefore
agree to undertake whatever measures are reasonably
necessary to preserve its confidentiality unless disclosure
is required by law. Consequently, the contents of all press
announcements regarding any of the details contained in
this Agreement shall be agreed upon between the |0C and
the Mint prior to being released or published. No party hereto
shall unreasonably withhold its agreement to an anounce-
ment.

21. ENTIRE AGREEMENT

This Agreement contains the entire understanding be-
tween the parties relating to the subject matter contained
herein and supersedes all prior oral and written under-
standings, arrangements, agreements between the parties
relating thereto. Any amendment to this Agreement must be
in writing, signed by both parties. All appendices shall be a
part of this Agreement.

22. NOTICES

All notices to be made under this Agreement shall be given
atthe respective addresses of the parties as set forth above,
uniess notification of a change of address is given in writing.

23. HEADINGS

The headings of the sections in this Agreement are for
convenience only and shall not effect in any way the meaning
of the provisions to which they refer.

24. FORCE MAJEURE

No failure or omission by the parties hereto in the perfor-
mance of any obligation of this Agreement shall be deemed
abreach of this Agreement nor create any liability if the same
shall arise from any cause or causes beyond the control of
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the parties, including but not limited to the following: acts of
God, acts or omissions of any foreign Government, fire,
storm, flood, earthquake, acts of public enemies, war, rebel-
lion, insurrection, riot, invasion, strikes or lockouts. In the
eventofa strike orlockout that affects the delivery of Product,
the Mint shall have the obligation to subcontract its obliga-
tions in order to perform under this Agreement.

25. GOVERNING LAW/ARBRITATION

This Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in
accordance with the Law of Switzerland. Any dispute arising
from or in connection with the execution or interpretation of
this Agreement or breach thereof which cannot be settled
amicably, shall be finally settled in accordance with the rules
of the Swiss Intercantonal Arbitration Convention of March
27 / August 28, 1989. The seat of the board of arbitration
shall be in the Hague, Netherlands. The language of arbi-
tration shall be English.
