OF THE MEETING OF THE JOINT HELLENIC - GEORGIAN TRANSPORT
COMMITTEE

Thilisi 12-14 May, 2004

The meeting of the joint Georgian — Hellenic Transport Committee took place in Tbilisi
from May 12 to 14, 2004.

The Georgian delegation was headed by Mr. Gia Shengelia, Chairman of the Road
Transport Administration. The Hellenic delegation was headed by Mr. Vassilios
Kallivokas, Director of the Freight Transport Administration.

Attached is the list of the Georgian and Hellenic delegation members as Annex I of the
present protocol. )

The items discussed during the joint committee negotiations were the following:
I. Road Transport of Goods

2. Road Transport of passengers

3. Miscellaneous.

As a result of the bilateral negotiations the two delegations reached the following
decisions and conclusions:

I. Road Transport of Goods

Both sides exchanged information regarding transport of goods between and through the
two countries and stated their desire to continue fruitful cooperation in this field.

The Greek side proposed the Georgian side to increase the number of permits on
international good carriages to 500 so as to allow better and more dynamic organization
of the freight transport market in the two countries.

The Georgian side pledged the Greek side that in case the need of additional permits
arises during the year on the part of Georgian and Greek carriers the Georgian side will
consider issuing additional permits.

The two sides agreed the permits to be valid until the 31" of January of any following
year.
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II. Road Transport of Passengers

The Greek side proposed to decrease the currently existing regularity of 6 routs per week
due to unsustainable conditions according to statistical data on passenger transport
frequency.

The Georgian side categorically disagreed with the proposal of the Greek side concerning
the artificial reduction of the number of routs and raised the issue of canceling the
limitation of performing 6 routes per week from January 1%, 2005 and considered
reasonable to liberalize this field of carriages based on healthy competition and parity
principles

The Georgian side offered to introduce strict customs control in both countries on
accurate performance of regular passenger carriages and noted that this measure would
ensure automatic regulation of market of international regular passenger transport.

The two sides agreed to set up the regularity issue, so as the timetable of the route of each
carrier would be written in the attached page of he relevant authorization.

Both sides stressed the need to strictly follow the procedure agreed concerning the issue
of authorization. Furthermore, it was pointed out that such procedures should be
concluded within two month’s time after the receipt of the necessary documents. In case
no reply has been given within the mentioned period of two months the authorization is
considered issued.

The two sides agreed that for road safety reasons parcels and luggage carried by buses
should be put in the storage sector of the vehicle, without occupying space in the
passenger cabin.

The Hellenic side’s view regarding the term “regularity of the route” is that one route
must be operated on a specific day of the week, on a specific time by one specific carrier
or a joint venture of carriers, following always the same frequency.

Referring to the definition of terms related to the international regular passenger carriages
which are provided in the intergovernmental bilateral Agreement on International Road
Transport of Passenger and Goods between Georgia and Greece the Georgian side states
that the definitions stipulated in the mentioned ageement are fully acceptable for them.

. The Georgian side expressed its willingness to maintain the existing number of routs
and extend validity of existing authorization until December 31 of the year 2004.

The Hellenic side reserves itself to examine the Georgian proposal concerning the
definition of the term “regularity”.

The Greek side asked more information concerning the agent of the Georgian carrier in
Greek territory.
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The Georgian side explained to the Greek side that according to information available to
us Greek firms cooperating with the Georgian carriers under the relevant contracts are
registered in the Greek territory in compliance with the Greek legislation. They pay taxes
in Greece as required by the Greek legislation in force.

The Georgian side agreed to send a catalogue with the requested information through
correspondence.

The two sides stressed the need to respect the terms and conditions for insurance of the
bilateral intergovernmental agreement on international road transport, referring to Article
16.

The sides agreed to exchange information regarding any infringements, which may occur

during international regular passenger carriages and measures taken in response to the
given infringement.

III. Miscellaneous
The negotiations of the present protocol were accomplished in a friendly atmosphere and
both sides expressed their happiness for the good conditions of this cooperation.

The Greek side proposed the next meeting of the joint committee to be held in Athens in
the first trimester of the year 2005.
