REGARDING

THE COOPERATION IN THE
MILITARY-MEDICAL FIELD
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The Ministry of National Defense of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of
National Defense of Romania, hereinafter referred to as the “Contracting Parties”,

Taking into consideration the provisions of the “Agreement among the States
parties to the North Atlantic Treaty and the other States participating in the
Partnership for Peace regarding the status of their forces and the Additional protocol,
done in Brussels, on June 19, 1995”, (SOFA/P{P), to whom both states are parties,

Expressing their interest in establishing the cooperation in the military-medical
field,

Have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE 1
PURPOSE

The purpose of the present Agreement is to create the legal framework
necessary to the cooperation between the Contracting Parties, in the military-medical
field.

ARTICLE 2
COMPETENT AUTHORITIES

The authorities responsible for the implementation of the provisions of the
present Agreement, hereinafter referred to as the Competent Authorities, are:

a) on behalf of the Greek Contracting Party: The Medical Branch of the
Hellenic National Defense General Staff:

b) on behalf of the Romanian Contracting Party: the Medical Directorate of
the Ministry of National Defense of Romania.

ARTICLE 3
FORMS AND FIELDS OF COOPERATION

(1) The cooperation between the Contracting Parties will be accomplished by:

a) experience exchanges between the military medicine doctors and
pharmacists of the two Contracting Parties in troops medical support and hospital
management field; '

b) experience exchanges in different military-medical, dentistry,
pharmaceutical, veterinary and medical specialties;

b) improvement stages for doctors, pharmacists and nursing personnel;

d) once a year visits of delegations of the medical services of the two
Contracting Parties for mutual documentation, alternatively in Romania and the
Hellenic Republic;

e) granting, free of charge, of outpatient or inpatient care in the medical
institutions of the host Contracting Party, on the basis of reciprocity, for the medical
personnel of the other Contracting Party, participating in the bilateral activities, set
forth in the present Agreement;

f) granting, free of charge, of dental care, by general conservation treatments.
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(2) The following services do not make the object of the present Agreement:

a) outpatient care at civilian doctors and dentists;

b) inpatient care in civilian hospitals;

¢) medication and dressing prescribed by civilian doctors;

d) medical transports not done with transportation means of the Contracting
Parties;

€) curative treatments at spas or sanatoriums;

f) optical and acustical auxiliary means;

g) orthopedical and prothetical means, as well as other auxiliary means;

h) individual dental crowns, dental prothesis, as well as services of dental
laboratories.

ARTICLE 4
THE CONTRACTING PARTIES OBLIGATIONS

(1) Each Contracting Party shall make available for medical personnel of the
other Contracting Party, participating in bilateral activities set forth in the present
Agreement outpatient or inpatient care in its medical and dental institutions, free of
charge.

(2) The medical institutions of the Contracting Parties make available the
health care stipulated by the present Agreement according to their regulations and the
availability of funds for such purposes.

(3) When inpatient care in the medical institutions of one of the Contracting
Parties is granted to the medical personnel of the other Contracting Party,
participating in the bilateral activities set forth in the present Agreement, the meals
are free of charge.

ARTICLE 5
IMPROVEMENT STAGES, VISITS AND EXPERIENCE EXCHANGES

(1) Each Contracting Party may send postgraduate doctors and nursing
personnel, for short time improvement stages, up to 30 days, in varied specialties, in
medical institutions of the other Contracting Party.

(2) The specialties in which the improvement stages will be carried out, as
well as the details related to the organization of these improvement stages, visits and
experience exchanges, shall be mutually agreed by the Competent Authorities, the
year prior to the year of the carrying out of these activities.

(3) The improvement stages shall be carried out in accordance with the
regulations in this field of the receiving Contracting Party, in the best conditions of
training possible.

(4) The doctors and nursing personnel at the improvement stages may assist,
as observers, at the carrying out of the medical act, having no responsibility resulting
from the medical deonthology.

(5) The receiving Contracting Party provides to the personnel sent by the
other Contracting Party accommodation, meals, medical emergency care. books,
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access in its medical institutions and libraries, as well as the transport on its state
territory which is related to the activities set forth in the present Agreement.

(6) Each participant must have an official health certificate, mentioning his/
her health status. -

(7) The improvement stages, visits and experience exchanges will be carried
out in the English language and each participant must have a good knowledge of this

language.

ARTICLE 6
FINANCIAL ASPECTS

Each Contracting Party bears its own expenses resulting from the
implementation of the present Agreement, except those stipulated by Article 5,
paragraph (5), Article 4 paragraphs (1) and (3).

ARTICLE 7
LEGAL ISSUES

Any other legal issues arising of the present Agreement, will be addressed
according to the SOFA/PP.

ARTICLE 8
SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

Any dispute regarding the interpretation or the implementation of the present
Agreement shall be solved by consultations between the Contracting Parties,
without being submitted to any national or international court or to a third party to
be settled.

ARTICLE 9
FINAL PROVISIONS

(1) The present Agreement comes into force on the date of the receiving of the
last written notification by which the Contracting Parties notify each other of the
completion of the internal legal procedures necessary for its coming into force.

(2) The present Agreement is concluded for a 5 year period. Its validity is
automatically prolonged for new 5 year periods, unless either of the Contracting
Parties notifies the other Contracting Party, in written, of its intention to denounce it.
The validity of the present Agreement shall cease ninety days from the date of the
receipt of the denunciation notification and the ongoing activities are continued until
the end of the period previously agreed.

(3) Amendments at the present Agreement can be done by the written consent
of both Contracting Parties. The amendments come into force in accordance with
paragraph (1) of the current article.
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Signed in Bucharest, on 12052003 and in Adhens  on 03032003,

two original copies, each in Greek, Romanian and English languages, all texts being
equally authentic. In case of differences of interpretation, the English text shall

prevail.
