In accordance with the provision of article 9 of the Agreement on
cooperation in the field of Tourism signed in Damascus on February 22th
2003 between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the
Government of the Syrian Arab Republic, the first Session of the Greek-
Syrian Joint Commission on Tourism was held in Athens on the 17" of
December 2003.

The Greek Delegation was headed by the Minister of Development Mr.
Apostolos — Athanasios Tsohatzopoulos and the Syrian Delegation was
headed by the Minister of Tourism Dr Saadalla Agha Al Kalaa.

The meeting was presided over by Mr Tsohatzopoulos as the Head of the
delegation of the Host country.

The two Parties agreed on the following agenda:
1. Exchange of information on the development of Tourism in the
two countries. |
2. Review of the bilateral relations in the field of tourism.
3. Measures to be taken for the promotion of tourism cooperation
between the two countries.
4. Place and date of the 2nd session of the Committee.

ITEMI1 on the Agenda

The Heads of the two Delegations proceeded to an exchange of
information regarding the development and trends of tourist flows in the
two countries as well as the progress in expanding and modernising their
tourist infrastructure and presented their respective policies in this field.

Particular mention was made by the two sides of the possibilities for the
development of increased tourist traffic not only to Greece but also to
Syria on the occasion of the Olympic Games of 2004 in Athens.
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ITEM 2 on the Agenda

Both Parties expressed their satisfaction for the signing in Damascus on
the 22™ of February 2003 of the new agreement on tourism cooperation
between the two countries which will provide the legal framework for
undertaking specific actions for the increase of the tourist flow between
the two countries. _

The two Parties referred in particular to the holding of the Greek-Syrian
Forum on Tourism, held in Athens on the 16" of December 2003, as a
specific example of the cooperation of both the public and the private
tourist sector of the two countries in the field of promotion, investment
and education.and they endorsed its conclusions.

ITEM 3 on the Agenda

Both Parties taking into consideration the importance of implementing
the Agreement effectively and obtaining concrete results by way of
introducing the necessary measures, have agreed as follows:

1. The two Parties will pay special attention tothe development and
strengthening of the tourist relations between the two countries
with a view to encouraging tourist flows between Greece and Syria
and facilitating their tourist cooperation in accordance with their
national legislation and without prejudice to their international
obligations.

2. The two Parties will recommend their national air carriers and
transport companies to discuss the possibility of offering special
prices for tourist groups in order to increase the tourist exchanges
between the two countries.

3. The two Parties will exchange their experiences in the field of
tourist promotion, planning and tourist marketing activities, as
well as tourist information materials, such as posters, slides, video
and CD, films and new publications, when they are issued.

4. The Syrian Party invited to Syria a number to be specified of
Greek tourist journalists for the second quarter of 2004.

5. The two Parties will examine the possibility of organizing a Syrian
tourist week in Greece during the second quarter of 2004 and a
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Greek tourist week in Syria during the second quarter of 2005 and
will assist each other in these events.

. The two Parties will encourage their national associations of travel

and tourism agencies and transport companies to get in direct
contact and to form a joint committee, holding annual meetings in
the two countries alternately, with a view to cooperating in
organizing mutual tourist programs to exchange tourist groups
between the two countries and to offering common programs for
attracting tourists from third countries.

. The two Parties will exchange information on their national

legislation concerning the incentives for foreign capital
investments and joint ventures in the field of Tourism in their
respective countries as well as on the guarantees for the protection
of the foreign capital imported for investments.

The two Parties will also exchange information on the
opportunities for such investments existing each time in the two
countries and on projects where the participation of foreign capital
is desirable, will encourage direct contacts of businessmen from the
two Parties interested in investing in the two countries and will
encourage the businessmen of both sides to form a Joint Committee
of tourism investors..

. Each Party will endeavour to host, in accordance with its financial

and technical possibilities, officials from the other Party in the
fields of training, promotion and marketing, tourist statistics,
regional planning, tourist sites management and tourist investments
at a time to be fixed by common agreement

. The two Parties will exchange, during the first quarter of 2004,

training programs and study curricula applied in tourism and hotel
training schools, organizations, institutions and centers in the two
countries.

The Greek Party has expressed its willingness to elaborate a study
on the upgrading of Tourism vocational training in Syria.

The Greek Party is ready to organize a one-week training program
for 5-10 cadres of the Syrian tourism educational system who will
then be able to disseminate in Syria the Greek experience in the
field of vocational training in tourism. '

In the field of training and exchanging experiences the sending
Party will bear the travel expenses from and to its country and the
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host Party will bear the accommodation and internal
transportations expenses.

The two Parties will encourage the formation of a tourist education
and training joint committee made up of representatives of the
Organization of Tourism Education and Training (OTEK) on the
Greek Side and the Department of Training and Formation on the
Syrian Side.

ITEM 4 on the agenda

The Parties agreed that the 2™ Session of the Greek -Syrian Joint
Commission on Tourism will take place in Syria at a date, which will be
mutually agreed upon by correspondence.

The Syrian Delegation expressed its appreciation for the warm hospltahty
extended to them by the Greek Side.

In accordance with the provision of article 9 of the Agreement on
cooperation in the field of Tourism signed in Damascus on February 22"
2003 between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the
Government of the Syrian Arab Republic, the second Session of the
Greek-Syrian Joint Commission on Tourism was held in Damascus on
the 25" of September 2004.

The Greek Delegation was headed by the Minister of Tourism Mr.
Dimitris Avramopoulos and the Syrian Delegation was headed by the
Minister of Tourism Dr Saadalla Agha Al Kalaa.

The meeting was presided over by Dr. S.A. Al Kalaa as the Head of the
delegation of the Host country.

The two Parties agreed on the following agenda:
1. Exchange of information on the development of Tourism in the
two countries.
2. Review of the bilateral relations in the field of tourism.
3. Measures to be taken for the promotion of tourism cooperation
between the two countries.
4. Place and date of the 3rd session of the Commission.

ITEMI on the Agenda

The Heads of the two Delegations proceeded to an exchange of
information regarding the development and trends of tourist flows in the
two countries as well as the progress in expanding and modernizing their
tourist infrastructure and presented their respective policies in this field.
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Particular mention was made by the two sides of the possibilities for the
development of increased tourist traffic not only to Greece but also to
Syria due to the extended promotion of the whole Eastern Mediterranean

area by the international mass media on the occasion of the Olympic
Games 2004in Athens.

ITEM 2 on the Agenda

Both Parties expressed their satisfaction fo- the signing in Athens on the
17™ of December 2003 of the Protocol of the First Session of the Greek-
Syrian Joint Commission on Tourism which defines specific actions for
the increase of the tourist flow between the two countries and for
attracting tourists from third markets.

The two Parties referred to the participation of the Syrian Ministry of
Tourism in the 19" International Tourism Exhibition “PHILOXENIA”
2003 and the Greek-Syrian workshop that took place on the 17" of
December 2003 in Athens, with the attendance of the President of the
Hellenic Republic and the President of the Syrian Arab Republic.

The two Parties referred in particular to the “Silk Road Festival” which is
being organized in Syria from the 27" to the 30™ of September with the
participation of the Greek Folk Dance Group of the Lyceum of Greek
Women sponsored by the Greek Ministry of Tourism as a specific
example of the cooperation of both the public and the private tourist
sector of the two countries in the field of cultural tourism.

ITEM 3 on the Agenda

Both Parties taking into consideration the importance of implementing
the bilateral Agreement on Tourism Cooperation - and - the
recommendations contained in the Protocol of the first session of the
Joint Greek-Syrian Commission on Tourism effectively and obtaining
concrete results by way of introducing the necessary measures, have
agreed as follows:

1. With a view to encouraging tourist flows between Greece and
Syria the two Parties will continue to facilitate their tourist
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cooperation with the assistance of their Embassies in Athens and -
Damascus respectively, in accordance with their national
legislation and without prejudice to their international obligations.

. The two Parties will encourage direct contacts between their

national air carriers and transport companies (particularly cruises)
to discuss the possibility of establishing direct connections and
offering special prices for tourist groups in order to increase the
tourist exchanges between the two countries. '

With a view to sharing their experiences in the field of tourist
promotion, planning in its fields , marketing and tourist sites
management , the two Parties will examine the possibility of
exchanging experts in these fields. The necessary details will be
fixed by correspondence between the two Parties in accordance
with their technical and financial possibilities.

. Each Party, in order to make better known to the public of the

other Party its tourist attractions, will proceed:

e To the exchange of tourist information materials
To the exchange of travel journalists

e To the organization of tourist weeks in Greece and Syria
respectively.

The exact dates and practical details of the above actions will be
determined by correspondence between the two Parties in
accordance with their technical and financial possibilites.

. The two Parties expressed their satisfaction for the participation in

the Second Session of the Greek-Syrian Joint Commission on
Tourism of representatives of their national private tourism
organizations, such as chambers of tourism, associations etc.
which gave them the opportunity of their second direct contact.
The two Parties recommend to the above private tourism
organizations to hold a third meeting in Damascus for examining
the modalities of the formation of a joint committee in accordance
with the relevant provision of the Protocol of the First Session of
the Greek-Syrian Joint Commission on Tourism and for
considering the exchange of familiarization trips between their
members.
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Each Party will communicate to its professional associations of
tourist entrepreneurs any information on the national legislation of

 the other Party concerning the inceniives and the opportunities for

foreign capital investments and joint ventures in the field of
tourism and will encourage them to exchange visits of potential
investors. '

The Greek Party reiterated its willingness to elaborate a study on
the upgrading of Tourism vocational training in Syria.

The Greek Party will organize during the year 2005 a one-week
training programme for 5-10 cadres of the Syrian tourism
educational system, provided that the relevant funds will have
been approved by the Greek Ministry of Foreign Affairs within the
framework of its programme of technical assistance to foreign
countries. In that case the sending Party will bear the travel
expenses from and to its country and the host Party will bear the
accommodation and internal transportations expenses.

The two Parties will continue to support the formation of a tourist
education and training joint committee made up of representatives
of the Organization of Tourism Educational and Training (OTEK)
on the Greek Side and the responsible Authority of General
Assembly of Tourism and Hotel Training from the Ministry of
Tourism on the Syrian Side.

10. Taking into consideration the long-standing historical and cultural

bonds between the two countries and their rich heritage in
archaeological and religious monuments, the two Parties will
promote the development of cultural and religious tourism
between them..

Finally, the two Parties will exchange their experiences as well as
tourist information materials on the WTO projects for the
promotion of the Old Silk Roads, of which project both are
members. ’
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ITEM 4 on the agenda

The Parties agreed that the 3™ Session-of the Greek -Syrian Joint
Commission on Tourism will take place in Greece during the first
semester 2005, at a date which will be mutually agreed upon by
correspondence.

The Greek Delegation expressed its appreciation for the warm hospitality
extended to them by the Syrian Side.

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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

On the occasion of the celebrations for the “Silk Road
Festival”organized by the Syrian Tourist Authorities, the Minister of Tourism
of the Hellenic Republic Mr. Dimitris Avramopoulos, upon the invitation of
the Minister of Tourism of the Syrian Arab Republic Dr. S.A. Al Kalaa, paid
an official visit to Damascus from 23-26 September 2004.

During his stay in Syria the Greek Minister of Tourism had a working
session with his Syrian counterpart during which they had the opportunity to
exchange views on strengthening and further enhancing their cooperation in
the field of Tourism.

The two Ministers made specific reference to the fact that the “Silk
Road Festival” will be culminated on the 27th of September, the “World
Tourism Day”, the theme of which this year is “Sport and Tourism”, a
particularly pertinent subject, taking into consideration that the year 2004 is
the year of the Olympic Games in Athens and that such mega events build
bridges of understanding between different cultures, lifestyles and traditions
and promote peace and good will among nations.

The two Ministers underlined with satisfaction the cooperation of their
countries in the framework of the World Tourism Organization project for the
revival and tourist promotion of the ancient Silk Roads.

Taking stock of the bilateral Agreement on Tourism Cooperation
which was signed between the two countries on the 220d of February 2003 in
Damascus as well as of the Protocol of the First Session of the Joint
Commission on Tourism held in Athens on the 17t of December 2003, the two
Ministers declared their common will to open a new era and further promote
their bilateral relations in the tourist sector.

To this end, they will encourage their travel agencies and other
enterprises and organizations operating in the tourist sector to establish
partnerships for increasing the bilateral tourist flow as well as for investing
and establishing joint-ventures in the field of Tourism of the two countries in
accordance with their national legislation.

The two Sides will also urge their competent authorities to come in
direct contact in order to examine the possibility of organizing tourist weeks
in the two countries respectively, of exchanging tourist staff and of
cooperating in the field of Tourism education and training.
