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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING ON COOPERATION
BETWEEN
THE ROMANIAN DIPLOMATIC INSTITUTE OF THE

The Romanian Diplomatic Institute of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of

Romania
Diplomatic Academy of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic

Republic
Hereinafier referred to as the “Parties”

Wishing to establish and develop cooperation in training and advanced
training of their diplomatic staff and within the framework of strengthening relations
between the diplomatic services of Greece and Romania,

Have agreed on the following terms:

Article 1

The purpose of this Agreement is to create conditions for the establishment of regular
contacts and cooperation between the Parties in exchange of experience, information
and documentation within the scope of their programmes and on topics of mutual

interest.

Article 2

The primary fields of such cooperation shall be the elaboration and introduction of
modern methods in the professional training. for employees of the respective Ministry
of Foreign Affairs, as well as the development of public activities.

Article 3

The Parties shall cooperate on programmes of basic and specialized courses and
exchange information about manuals and training aids destined to further develop the
professional knowledge and skills in the field of diplomacy.

Article 4

The Parties may exchange teaching materials, lecturers and participants in their
courses of study with a view of upgrading their professional qualifications. The
Parties shall share their experience concerning work organization in libraries,
research, educational and other institutions. Forms, time limits and financial
conditions for the above exchanges shall be the subject of further written agreement

between the Parties.
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Article 5

The Parties shall undertake the joint organization of conferences, seminars or round
tables on foreign policy issues as to promote closer relationship between
representatives of the diplomatic and other state services in both countries. The
Parties shall encourage the holding of public lectures and presentations by officials of
both Ministries of Foreign Affairs on issues of mutual interest.

Article 6

The Parties shall exchange their own publications on foreign policy, international
relations, international law, international economic relations, political sciences and
other subjects.

The Parties may take arrangements for their experts to attend conferences, symposia
and round tables, informing each other of théi{ respective activities in a timely

manner.

This Memorandum of Understanding shall come into force on the date of the written
notification by which the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Hellemic Republic
informs, through diplomatic channels, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of
Romania about the completion of the relevant internal procedures regarding the
Hellenic Republic. 1t is concluded for a period of three years upon expiry of which it
shall be renewed for subsequent one-year periods unless either Party informs the other
in writing about its intention to terminate the Memorandum of Understanding at least
ninety days before the expiry of its initial or any subsequent period of validity.
