Between

the Hellenic Republic and the State of Israel

Jerusalem, 6 June 2007

The 1st Session of the Joint Ministerial Committee between the Hellenic Republic
and the State of Israel was held on June 6", 2007.

The Hellenic Delegation was headed by H.E. Evripidis Stylianidis, Deputy Minister
for Foreign Affairs.

The Israeli delegation was headed by H.E Eliyahu Yishai, Deputy Prime Minister
and Minister of Industry Trade and Labor.

The composition of both delegations is presented in the Annexes I and II
respectively to this Protocol.

The 1st Session of the Committee approved the Agenda in Annex III to this
Protocol.

The results of the deliberations of the Joint Ministerial Committee are summarized
as follows; '

1. TRADE AND ECONOMIC COOPERATION BETWEEN GREECE AND
ISRAEL

a) Overall assessment of economic and trade relations- Future prospects

Both Sides exchanged information on their current economic and trade relations,
the legal and institutional framework regulating these relations, as well as the economic
policy measures in the two countries, which can facilitate and further strengthen their
development.

Both Sides expressed satisfaction with the long standing and dynamic evolution of
the economic cooperation between the two countries.

In 2006, the trade volume between Greece and Israel reached 513.3 million dollars
USA, representing an increase of almost 50% in relation to the previous year.
Nevertheless, both Sides expressed their willingness to further develop and diversify their
bilateral trade.
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With a view to fostering the bilateral trade and investment relations, the relevant
authorities in both countries envisage to maintain a close dialogue, at ministerial and
expert level, as well as to organize a series of promotional events, such as business
missions and participation in exhibitions, both in Israel and Greece.

b) Bilateral trade related issues

Both Sides agreed to continue their consultations, in order to clarify the reasons for
some statistical data discrepancies regarding the bilateral trade.

2. ENHANCING COOPERATION IN PRIORITY SECTORS
a) Research and Technology

Both Sides welcomed the entry into force of the bilateral Agreement on Research and
Development which will allow industrial research and development cooperation in the
sectors of technology, industry, economy and trade.

Both Sides shall encourage joint activities and contacts between Hellenic and Israeli
R&D performing industry, academia and techno-parks within the EU Framework
programs, Eureka and I[RC networks as well as science and research related
Mediterranean programs of the EU.

Matimop and the Office of the Chief Scientist of the Israeli Ministry of Industry
Trade and Labor invite the Hellenic Side to enter detailed discussion on the actual model
of implementation of the R&D cooperation agreement. Since both Sides are active in
European programs it is suggested to use existing European R&D frameworks e.g.
Eureka, for this task.

b) Standardization

The Hellenic Side informed that the Hellenic Organization for Standardization
(ELOT), aiming at the promotion of the technical and scientific cooperation, in the fields
of Standardization, Conformity Assessment and Testing, the elimination of barriers to
trade and the strengthening of the economic relations between the Hellenic Republic and
Israel, has proposed to the Israeli Side the signing of a Cooperation Agreement with the
Standards Institution of Israel (SII).

The Israeli Side expressed the willingness of SII to reach such a Cooperation
Agreement with ELOT. Such an agreement would promote the good relations between
the two bodies.

Both Sides welcomed the intention of SII and ELOT to continue their fruitful
negotiations with an aim to sign a Cooperation Agreement during SII’s visit to Greece by
the end of 2007.
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c) Agriculture

Both Sides expressed their satisfaction from the bilateral relations in the agricultural
sector, which reflect the common efforts for promoting sustainable and competitive
agriculture to the benefit of the farmers of both countries.

Both Sides welcomed the reactivation of the agricultural cooperation, notably
through the 2™ meeting of the Greek-Israeli Joint Committee of agricultural experts (Tel
Aviv, July 10-12, 2005), giving a new impetus to the bilateral relations in the agricultural
sector.

According to the Agreed Minutes of the Joint Committee, both Sides discussed
issues of common interest, focusing on issues of land reclamation, fishery and
aquaculture, plant protection, organic agriculture, forestry and agricultural research and
agreed to promote their cooperation in the above mentioned areas through the exchange
of scientific information, experts, organization of training visits etc.

The Hellenic Side also expressed its interest in promoting the cooperation between

the competent services and bodies of both countries on the following issues:

a) Exchange of information on animal husbandry, in particular on the
organization arid management of livestock businesses, livestock integrated
management systems, classification of carcasses, traceability and labeling
of livestock products, quality of honey bee, Common Agricultural Policy
and Common Market Organization. '

b) Exchange of information on organic products, products of Protected
Designation of Origin (PDO) and Protected Geographical Indication (PGI)
and promoting of their trade exchanges.

¢) Application of F.A.O principles concerning responsible aquaculture and
application of ICCAT recommendations and resolutions. The Israeli Side
expressed its interest in promoting the bilateral cooperation within the
framework of East-Med program under FAO-GFCM.

d) Compilation of multi thematic forestry maps on a large scale using
satellite images.

Furthermore, the Hellenic Side informed the Israeli Side that the National Agricultural
Research Foundation (N.AG.RE.F.) stated its readiness to cooperate in:

1. management of soil erosion and desertification, 2. Soil Science and water management,
3. reuse of municipal wastewater for irrigation purposes, 4. processing, preservation and
quality control of agricultural products, 5. greenhouse crops and manufacturers, 6. crop
protection and phytosanitary issues, 7. management of veterinary, fishery and natural
resources, 8. rural economy and sociology issues.

The Israeli Side sees great importance in cooperation with the Hellenic Ministry of
Rural Development and Food and N.AG.RE.F. and endorse the list of topics for
cooperation proposed by the Hellenic Side. The Israeli Side will encourage
A.R.O(Agricultural Research Organization) scientists to visit Greece, discuss and identify
with their counterparts of N.AG.RE.F. the options of forming joint research networks
funded by the E.U research programs.
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The two Sides proposed that the Third Meeting of the Hellenic-Israeli Committee of
Agricultural experts will be held in Athens by the end of 2007.

d) SMEs and Entrepreneurship

The Hellenic Side expressed its willingness to further enhance cooperation on
issues related to SMEs matters and stated that the Hellenic Organization of Small and
Medium Sized Enterprises and Handicraft SA (EOMMEX) is the principal Organization
responsible for the support of small and medium sized enterprises (SMEs) providing a
favorable and sustainable business environment for information, support and
development of Greek SMEs.

EOMMEX is interested in establishing a close cooperation with its Israeli
counterpart: ISMEA, the Israeli SME's authority, which is the authorized organization for
the development of SME's in Israel. The two Institutions could co-operate in the fields of
developing entrepreneurship subcontracting, exchange of information, experience,
technology and know-how, promotion of joint ventures and other areas of potential co-
operation apart from direct exports.

The Israeli Side expresses its willingness to cooperate with EOMMEX in the
above mentioned fields, as well as to promote the exchange of trade delegations in the
SME sector. '

e) Transport

-Land Transport

Both Sides see great importance in the cooperation in the field of transport. Both Sides
are interested in the further enhancement of relations in this field and decided to create a
bilateral working group aimed at targeting the relevant topics for cooperation. Both Sides
declare their intention to initiate the work of this group during the fourth trimester of
2007.

-Maritime Transport

Both Sides believe that a bilateral Maritime Agreement could provide a solid legal
framework for further strengthening and promoting bilateral cooperation in the maritime
field. The Hellenic draft and the Israeli draft may be used as the basis of future bilateral
negotiations for the conclusion of such an agreement.

-Air Transport

Both Sides affirmed their long-standing cooperation and excellent relations in the field of
air transport, as well as their commitment to further enhance their aviation ties. Both
Sides agreed to continue their cooperation in the framework of bilateral meetings
between the Aeronautical Authorities.
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f) Tourism

In reference to the Agreement on Cooperation in Tourism signed between them in 1980,
both Sides underlined the importance of further strengthening their relations in the field
of tourism and reiterated their willingness to enhance their cooperation, in particular as
far as cultural, eco-tourism, rural, athletic and curative tourism are concerned.

The Hellenic Side proposed that Israel participates in the Filoxenia fair for tourism and
any other tourism fairs held in Greece.

Both Sides will endeavour to arrange for a meeting of their Ministers of Tourism in order
to discuss the means of implementation of their intentions.

g) Customs

The Sides held extensive and productive discussions on a text for an Agreement on
Mutual Assistance and Cooperation in Customs Matters. They have reached a high level
of mutual understanding as to each other’s view points and have finalized a large part of
the text. Both Sides expressed their desire to continue the negotiations with the view of
completing the text as soon as possible.

h) Water supply matters

As both the Hellenic Republic and Israel, are interested in contributing to every effort
for the protection of the environment, both Sides have offered to exchange experience
and information in the field of environment protection and to support a dialogue on Water
Supply and Sanitation and especially on Water Resource Management.

As Athens Water Supply and Sewerage Company (EYDAP) is the largest
company in Greece operating in the water market and as The State of [srael, due to its
limited natural resources and by intensive investment in research and development, has
developed advanced and innovative water solutions both Sides agree, as to the
importance of conducting cooperation between the EYDAP and the Israeli industry in the
water technologies and environmental sector.

Cooperation is to be in diverse matters related to environmental solutions and
water supply solutions among which are the following:

1. Operation and maintenance of potable water and wastewater
treatment plants

Management on the potable water distribution network

Leakage control

Desalination plants

Recycling of treated sewage

Both Sides have agreed to assign contact persons to be in charge of implementing further
means for cooperation.
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3. IMPROVEMENT OF THE BILATERAL BUSINESS AND
INVESTMENT COOPERATION

Both Sides agreed that investments in technology intensive sectors
(telecommunications, information technologies, biotechnology etc), as well as in sectors
of worldwide interest (e.g. environment) would be particularly welcome.

Both Sides encouraged their respective business communities to cooperate
actively in third countries, in areas such as Southeast Europe and Black Sea. Such
cooperation could eventually cover countries of other regions as well.

4. A.O.B.

Development Assistance

Although Israel is not an ODA recipient country under OECD/DAC rules, the
total Greek bilateral Official Development Assistance (ODA), allocated to Israel for the
period 1997-2004, amounted to € 2.064.688. This assistance was channeled to
beneficiaries in Israel, in sectors such as humanitarian assistance, environment, education
and the strengthening of Public Administration and Civil Society.
