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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN
THE MINISTRY OF TRANSPORT AND COMMUNICATIONS
OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND
THE MINISTRY OF INFORMATION AND COMMUNICATION
OF THE REPUBLIC OF KOREA
ON COOPERATION IN TELECOMMUNICATIONS/ INFORMATION AND
COMMUNICATION TECHNOLOGIES (ICT)

The Ministry of Transport and Communications of the Hellenic Republic and the
Ministry of Information and Communication of the Republic of Korea (hereinafter

referred to as the Parties),

Considering that the development of information and telecommunications is
a major factor in the promotion of trade and technical exchanges as well as the
economic and social development of the two countries in the 21st century,

Recognizing the importance of developments in the various areas of
telecommunications/information and communication technologies (hereinafter
referred to as the “ICT”), to the benefit of both countries, especially in the

conduct of international business,

Recognizing the neceséity of mutual cooperation for the development of existing
communications services, the modermization of communications networks, the
promotion of Intemet usage, the conduct of e-commerce and software
development, the exchange of information technologies and the improvement of
the quality and range of services for their consumers of the two countries

through more effective competition,

Guided by the mutual benefit and interest of both Parties in encouraging and
supporting partnerships, research and development in e-commerce,
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e-government, e-knowledge and in information and telecommunications
technologies and services,

Hoping to promote reciprocal investment, technical development and expansion
of markets in ICT sector, and

Desiring to enhance cooperative relations in the international area and
information society,

Have agreed on the following:
1. Basic Principles

The purpose of this Memorandum of Understanding (hereinafter referred to as
the "MoU") is to encourage cooperation between the Parties in the ICT field in
accordance with the relevant laws and regulations of each country and with the
responsibilities and functions of the Parties on the basis of equality, reciprocity

and mutual benefit.

The Parties will encourage the development of cooperation and exchanges
between business, research and educational institutions, government policy and
regulatory agencies and other organizations of the two countries.

2. Scope of Co-operation

Recognizing the rapid change in the various fields of ICT, the Parties have
identified the following areas of telecommunication and information technologies,
facilities and services of common interest for cooperation:

a) Broadband networks and services;

b) Digital broadcasting and DMB (Digital Multimedia Broadcasting) and
multimedia broadcasting applications and services;

¢) Technical standardization and certification within the relevant international
organizations;

d) Wireless communications;
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e) Spectrum management and the licensing of radio-communications;
f} Information security technologies; _
g) Other areas of information technology and communications as mutually

agreed upon by the Parties.

3. Cooperative Activities

The cooperative activities under this MoU will take the following forms:

a) Exploring business opportunities in the ICT sector in both countries;

b) Exploring and supporting research and implementation needs in the fields of
innovation incubation, venture financing and infrastructural development for
ICT; .

c) Facilitation of joint projects and encouragement of liaison with other
government agencies, industrial, academic and professional organizations to
promote areas of mutual interest and cooperation;

d) Development skills through exchange programs of experts, professionals,
delegations and visits and through joint organization and sponsorship of
conferences, workshops, study visits, training programs and seminars;

e) Networking of private and public bodies acting in Greece and in Korea in the
considered sectors, in order to foster the implementation of pilot projects and
the development of partnerships and joint activities;

) Any other forms of cooperation agreed upon by the Parties.

4. Coordination of Cooperation

In order to ensure the implementation of the present Memorandum of
Understanding and to enhance its efficiency, the Parties agree to establish a co-
ordination body, designated as “the Joint Committee”, which will be in charge of:

- Preparing and following up of the jointly decided co-operative activities,

- Examining the on-going activities and projects,

- Exchanging mutual information on the evolutions of the sectors, covered
by the present Memorandum of Understanding in both countries.
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The Joint Committee will meet, as mutually agreed, aiternatively in
Greece and Korea, annually or according to the periodicity as deemed the more
appropriate by the Parties.

The representatives of the Parties to the Joint Committee will associate
to the meetings, as needed, representatives of the public and private sector,
research and academic community of both countries, mutually identified as
relevant for the issues under discussion.

5. Legal Framework

All cooperative activities under Article 2, 3, and 4 of this MoU will be conducted
in accordance with the applicable laws and regulations of each country and in
accordance with applicable international conventions and agreements, binding
upon both Parties to this MoU. In applying this agreement, the Hellenic Republic
shall respect its obligations arising from its membership to the European Union.

6. Funding

All cooperative activities under Article 2, 3, and 4 of this MoU will be subject to
the availability of funds and other resources of the Parties. The cost of
cooperative activities will be shared by the Parties in a manner to be mutually

agreed upon.
7. Release of Information

Neither Party will disclose nor distribute to any third side any confidential
information transmitted by the other Party in the process of cooperative
activities under this MoU, except as and to the extent authorized in writing to do

so by the other Party.

8. Amendments

This MoU may be revised or amended by the mutual written consent of the
Parties. Any such revision or amendment will enter into force in accordance with
the provisions of Article 10 of this MoU.
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9. Dispute Settlement

Any disputes between the Parties conceming the interpretation and/or
implementation of this MoU will be settled amicably through consultations
between the Parties.

10. Entry into force, duration and termination.

This MoU will come into effect on the date of the last notification by which the
parties inform each other, through diplomatic channeis, that their respective
national requirements for the entry into force of this MoU have been fulfilled and
will remain in effect for a period of five (5) years. It will be automatically renewed
for a period of five (5) years unless either Party notifies the other Party of its
intention to terminate this MoU by giving six (6) months prior written notice.

The termination of this MoU will not affect cooperative activities under Article 2
and 3 which are already in progress.
