The second session of the Joint Intergovernmental Committee on
Economic, "Technological and Scientific Cooperation between the Hellenic
Repubhc and the Republic of Moldova was held in Chisinau on November 25
2011, in accordance with the provisions of the “Agreement on Economic,
Technologlcal and - Sc1ent1ﬁc Cooperatlon” 31gned on March 23, 1998 in
Athens. Coa : R .,

During the meeting of the J oint Intergovemmental Committee on
Economic, Technological and Scientific Cooperation, which was conducted in
an atmosphere of mutual understanding and friendship, both sides presented an
overview of current developments in their economies, reviewed their bilateral
economic relations and stated their readiness to take all necessary measures, in
order to improve them, on the basis of mutual interest.

During the session, the following issues were discussed by the Committee:
1. BILATERAL ECONOMIC AND TRADE COOPERATION

Both sides discussed the prospects regarding the development of trade and
economic cooperation.

Both sides stated that the further development of economic and commercial
ties, as well as the promotion of investments and trade between the Hellenic
Republic and the Republic of Moldova constitutes the shared objective of the
two Governments. They acknowledged that the current bilateral trade flows do
not reflect the existing potential of both countries and they stressed the need to
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increase the volume of bilateral trade. Consequently, both sides reaffirmed
their mutual interest to boost their bilateral trade through additional
entrepreneurial undertakings at a bilateral and multilateral level.

Furthermore, both sides agreed to intensify cooperation between the
Chambers of Commerce and Industry, as well as other agencies, to present
their products at local and international Fairs, to create possibilities to enhance
economic and commercial cooperation in new sectors and inform the business
community about the opportunities existing in their respective countries.

Both sides noted the importance of establishing joint ventures, organising
training courses, exchanging experience and holding business missions.

Both sides decided to exaniine the p0551b111ty to orgamse in 2012 a business
mission from the Hellenic Repubhc to the Repubhc of Moldova as well as a
business event named “Days of the Republic of Moldova m the Hellenic
Republic. ' : .

Appre01at1ng the support of the Hellemc Repubhc for startlng the Deep and
Comprehensive - Free Trade Area (DCFTA) as part of EU- Moldova
Association Agreement negot1ations by the end of th1s year, provrded sufficient
progress has been achleved by Moldova ‘in fullrlhng remaining key
recommendations, the two sides agreed to exarnme the possibilities for
organizing training seminars and trammg courses, as well as exchange of
experience, expertise and know-how for the personnel of the relevant
institutions involved, on topics related to the Deep and Comprehensive Free
Trade Area

2. ENHANCING COOPERATION IN PRIORITY SECTORS
a) Agriculture

The Ministry of Rural Development & Food of the Hellenic Republic and
the Ministry of Agriculture & Food Industry of the Republic of Moldova
expressed their mutual interest in promoting their bilateral cooperation.

Both sides agreed upon the activation of the Agreement on economic,
scientific and technical cooperation in the field of Agriculture and Food
Industry, as well as the Agreement for collaboration in the Veterinary and
Sanitary Sectors, both signed on 01/09/1999, as they offer great potential for
collaboration in many different sectors.
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In this regard, both sides agreed to exchange information, expertise,
experience and visits of experts and consultants, particularly in the fields of
food quality improvement programs, standardization, quality standards and
control, land improvements (small irrigation devices, irrigation systems, etc),
organization and functioning of agricultural markets, modern production
technologies, organic farming, protection of geographical indications,
veterinary issues, women’s cooperatives and farming consulting services.

Moreover, both sides agreed that the Hellenic side will provide information
and experience regarding the EU legislation, especially in the field of animal
health, food safety and quality of agricultural and food products.

Both srdes shall encourage promotron 1n1t1at1ves m both countrles as well
in both countnes in order to further enhance therr brlateral trade in agricultural
and food products ' :

The Moldovan s1de expressed its interest in the exammatron of the
possibilities of attractlng Hellenic investments’ in Moldovas wrne fruit and
vegetables and anrmal husbandry sectors ; :

b) Standardizatlon‘ and Certlﬁcatlon

Both sides stated that‘ after the. srgmng of the Cooperatron Agreement
between the Hellenic Organization for Standardrzatlon and the, Department of
Standardization and Metrology of the Républic of Moldova since 2007, the
signatory parties didn’t initiate any action to implement the previsions of the
Agreement. In this context, both sides proposed to take actions to implement
and to expand the provisions of this Agreement.

¢) Tourism

Both Parties attribute great importance to further developing their bilateral
relations in the field of tourism. To this end, they reiterate their willingness to:

1. Encourage the participation of the Hellenic Republic in the International
Specialized Exhibition «Tourism Leisure Hotels» held annually in
Chisinau, Moldova as well as the participation of Moldova in the annual
International Tourism Exhibition «Philoxenia», held annually in
Thessaloniki, Greece.

2. Examine the possibility of organizing familiarization trips for tourism
professionals and travel journalists from the two countries.

3. Further promote their cooperation through the exchange of know-how in
the field of Special Interest Tourism (e.g. wine tourism, rural tourism and
religious tourism).
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d) Transport and Communications

The Hellenic side pointed out that after the conclusion of the last Protocol
between the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Moldova in the sector of
road transport (Chisinau, 30 June 2007), a significant increase has been noted
both in freight and in passenger transport flows between the two sides. In
parallel, several technical - administrative issues, as well as the effective
enforcement of transport legislation should be mutually examined.

To that reason, the Hellenic side expressed its intention to organize the
forthcoming Joint Committee of Road Transport in Athens. The precise date
would be agreed through dlplomatrc channels The ‘Moldovan side agreed to
the Hellenic side pr0posal : e e

Both sides welcomed the 1n1t1ahzmg on 26 Octo I 2011 by the Republic of
Moldova and thé European Union of the Common Aviation Area Agreement
which — upon its entry will prevail over the exrstrng brlateral air services
agreements between the Repubhc of Moldova and EU Member States.
However, exrstmg trafflc “rights, * which - orrgmate from these bilateral
agreements and are ‘not covered under this Agreement w111 continue to be
exercised. ‘ R SEl :

In order to 1mp1ement th1s Agreement as well as other EU legal acts 1n the
create a compatible legal framework with EU standards in matter of air
transport safety and security; in the fields of road and maritime transport,
environmental and consumer rights protection. In this context, the Moldovan
side called on Hellenic side support (consultancy and technical assistance,
exchange of experience) to implement the European Union acquis in the
transports sector. The Hellenic side stated that they are ready to provide such
assistance if requested so.

Both sides proposed to open negotiations between the Hellenic Post and the
Moldovan Post in order to sign two bilateral agreements regarding the
compensation of parcels between the two countries, at lower remuneration
dues than those provided by the UPU (Universal Postal Union), and the
development of the electronic postal payment services (electronic postal
money orders).

e) Industry and foreign investments
The Republic of Moldova is interested in attracting foreign capital and is

ready to facilitate negotiations between stakeholders. In this purpose, the
Moldovan authorities respectfully asked the assistance of the Hellenic side in
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the promotion and dissemination of promotional materials about the
investment climate in Moldova, free economic zones, industrial parks and
asked to inform the Ministry of Economy of the Republic of Moldova on the
interest of Hellenic businessmen in these matters.

The Moldovan side has informed the colleagues from the Hellenic Republic
about the projects and the legal framework concerning the creation and
development of the industrial parks in different regions of Moldova, in order to
attract Hellenic economic agents (residents) in these zones.

The Hellenic side is mainly interested in enhancmg bilateral cooperation at
building-up modern Moldovan infrastructures, such as road networks, water
pipelines, sewerage, ICT intérconnections etc, by prov1dmg know-how,
technology transfer and entrepreneunal act1v1ty -

f) Cooperation in the field of Science, Technology and Innovation

The strengthening of the cooperation in the field of Science, Technology
and Innovation between the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Moldova
will be implemented through the following mechanisms:

1) The development of a Bilateral Cooperation Programme in the field of
Science, Technology and Innovation, including mainly the
implementation and financial support of joint research projects, coming
from scientific institutions, universities, research centers and private or
public enterprises;
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2) Cooperation agreements between prestigious research institutions from
the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Moldova in identified topics of
common interest;

3) Establishing a chair of Greek language and culture at the University of the
Academy of Sciences of Moldova (UnASM);

4) Starting negotiations between the Agency for Innovation and Technology
Transfer of the ASM and Science and Technology parks from Greece, in
order to benefit from the outstanding Greek experience in this area;

5) Organizing video-conferences, seminars and round tables with the
participation of experts from both countries, in order to identify research
topics of common interest;

Both parties stressed the 1mportance of ‘the part1c1pat10n of industry in the
bilateral programmes and agreed’ to provide _assistance- to the 1nterested
stakeholders to estabhsh the necessary network of contacts _

g) Consumer nghts Protectlon |

Both sides expressed their 1nterest to sign an mteragency Memorandum in
the field of consumer rights " protectron between the authorrzed national
Hellenic and Moldovan bodres ‘ S '

h) Cooperation in the ﬁeld of Small and Medlum s1zed Enterprlses and
the Entrepreneurshlp 2 T

Taking 1nto consrderatron the role of Small and Medium Sized Enterprises
(SMEs) in the development of national ecomomy, in increasing of the
population’s living standards and in provision of social and political stability
both sides expressed their satisfaction regarding the existing cooperation
between the Hellenic Organization of Small and Medium Sized Enterprises
and Handicraft (EOMMEX) S.A. with the Ministry of Economy and the
Organization for Small and Medium Enterprises Development of the Republic
of Moldova to the mutual benefit of the SMEs in both countries.

Both sides e)rpressed their desire to continue and extend the cooperation in
the following fields:

- facilitation of the exchange of best practices, experience related to the
legislative framework and policies to assist the development of small and
medium-sized enterprises;

- exchange of experience regarding the establishment, development and
internationalization of SMEs; the services and facilities granted by the
authorities and also the strategies adopted by the Governments in this
respect;

- provide information concerning fairs and exhibitions;
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- arrange mutual business missions to improve commercial relations of
SMEs;

- encourage successful joint ventures;

- inform each other about the business opportunities related to SMEs in their
regions;

- promote the cooperation between other competent bodies of the two
countries, such as business associations and chambers that promote and
support SMEs;

- introduction of international reporting standards for SMEs;

- exchange of information, experience and best practrces regarding credit
guarantees for SMEs

The Moldovan side ‘propose'd to support the return of migrant workers from
the Hellenic Republic to the Republic of Moldova and to stimulate the
investment of remittances in‘the Creation of new or development of existing
businesses through “PARE 1417 project 1mp1ementat10n as well as to seek the
European Commlssmn assistance to finance “PARE 1+1” _project. The
Hellenic side agree;l to support the. Moldovan efforts towards receiving the
above mentloned European Comm1ssmn assrstance : '

i) Cooperatlon in the field of blodlver51ty lprofectlon and sustainable use

Both sides decrded 1mp1ement the measures on strengthemng the
cooperation in the Black Sea Econormc Cooperatron Organization (BSEC), in
the field of environmental protectiof, biodiversity conservation and sustainable
use of natural resources etc.

Both sides agreed that the cooperation will be performed in the form of
experience exchange in adjusting national legislation on the protection,
sustainable use of natural resources and establishing fees for their use (flora,
fauna, subsoil, household hunting and fishing, etc.) to the EU legislation and
the establishment and management of the state protected areas, especially
national parks and organization of trainings for Moldovan specialists in a
national park in Greece.

j) Cooperation in the field of Construction and Regional Development

Both sides decided to take the following actions in the mentioned areas:

1) Collaboration in Architecture and Design:
- organisation of international exhibition of achievements in architecture;
- share of experience, collaboration for training of students, young
professionals and architects in both countries, through their training
inside the institutions of both countries;
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organisation of mutual visits in order to familiarize with modern objects,
built or under construction.

2) Collaboration in Urban and Regional Planning:

examination and exchange of acts used in the Hellenic Republic in this
area;

implementation of modern technology for urban-technical
communications utilities and other facilities in towns.
