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AGREEMENT

'BETWEEN

MUTUAL PROTECTION OF
CLASSIFIED INFORMATION
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The Government of the Hellenic Republic
And

The Government of the Russian Federation

Hereinafter referred to as "The Parties",

Striving to ensure in accordance with the laws and other regulations of the State of
ich Party mutual protection of Classified Information transferred to the other Party, as
ell as generated in the process of bilateral cooperation,

Desirous to set forth the terms and provisions, which are necessary to ensure the
rotection of Classified Information,

Have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE |
DEFINITIONS

The terms used in the present Agreement shall mean the following:

1. "Classified Information" means information expressed in any form and protected in
iccordance with the laws and other regulations of the State of each Party transferred
and/or received according to the procedure established by each Party and the present
Agreement, as well as generated in the process of cooperation between the Parties,
~vhose unauthorized dissemination and/or disclosure might damage the security or
interests of the Russian Federation and/or of the Hellenic Republic.

2. "Classified Information Carriers" for the Russian Federation and "Classified
Documents" for the Hellenic Republic, hereinafter referred to as "Classified Information
Carriers", mean material objects or documents, including physical fields, which contain
Classified Information in the form of symbols, images, signals, technical solutions,
processes or in any other form.

3. "Security Classification Category" means requisite elements, indicated on the
classified information carrier itself, if it is possible and/or in its accompanying
documentation, that indicates the level of classification of the information contained on its

carrier.

4. "Security Clearance” means a procedure for granting an individual the right
to access classified information, and in respect of organizations, the right to work using

such information.

5. "Organization" means a public authority or another legal entity participating in
international cooperation authorized in accordance with the laws and other regulations of
the State of each Party to transfer, receive, store, use classified information and take

responsibility for its protection.
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|

6. "Contract” means a civil law agreement, concluded between organizations, which
orovides for the transfer and/or generation of Classified Information in the process of
cooperation.

ARTICLE Il
COMPETENT SECURITY AUTHORITIES

1. The Competent Security Authorities responsible for the implementation of th
present Agreement, hereinafter referred to as the Competent Authorities, shall be:

a. For the Hellenic Republic

Hellenic National Defence General Staff

Military Intelligence Joint Directorate

(HNDGS/MIJD)
b. For the Russian Federation

Federal Security Service of the Russian Federation

2. Depending on the nature of cooperation, the Parties may designate oth
Competent Authorities and shall notify each other through diplomatic channels thereof.

ARTICLE Il
CLASSIFICATION COMPARABILITY

1. In accordance with the laws and other regulations of their States, the Parties here
establish that the classification levels and appropriate security classification categor
shall be compared as follows:

Information, originated by the Hellenic Party, classified as "EMITIZTEYTIKO” ¢
"ANOPPHTOQO" and transferred to the Russian Party shall be marked by the latter as

"CEKPETHOQO".
Information, originated by the Russian Party, classified as "CEKPETHO"

transferred to the Hellenic Party, shall be marked by the latter as "A[TOPPHTO".
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2. Information, marked by the Hellenic Party as "MEPIOPIZMENHY XPHZHX" shall
oe marked by the Russian Party as “[iJ1A CITYXKEBHOIO MNOJIbS3OBAHUA".

Information, marked by the Russian Party as “4J1A CITY>KEBEHOTIO MOJNb3OBAHUA”
shall be marked by the Hellenic Party as “NMEPIOPIZMENHZ XPHZHZX".

ARTICLE IV
PROTECTION OF CLASSIFIED INFORMATION

1. In accordance with the laws and other regulations of their States, the Parties shall
undertake:

a. To protect Classified Information.

b. Not to change the Security Classification Category given by the Originating
Party without the written consent of that Party that has transferred it.

c. To protect Classified Information in the same way as they protect their own
Classified Information of the same level of classification, comparable according to Article
Il of the present Agreement.

d. To use Classified Information received from an Organization of the other Party
exclusively for the purposes for which it was transferred.

e. Not grant access to Classified Information to a third party without the prior

written consent of the originating Party.

2. Access to Classified Information shall be granted only to individuals who need it to
perform their official duties, for the purposes for which it was transferred and who have an
appropriate Security Clearance.

ARTICLEV
TRANSFER OF CLASSIFIED INFORMATION

1. If an Organization of one Party intends to transfer Classified Information to an
Organization of the other Party, it shall request in advance from its Competent Authority a
written confirmation that the Organization of the other Party has an appropriate Security
Clearance.

2. The Competent Authority of one Party shall request a written confirmation from the
Competent Authority of the other Party that the Organization of the other Party has an
appropriate Security Clearance.

3. The decision to transfer Classified Information shall be taken on a case-by-case
basis in accordance with the laws and other regulations of the State of each Party.

4. The transfer of Classified Information shall be carried out through diplomatic
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channels or any other means in accordance with the arrangements between the Parties.
"he receiving organization shall acknowledge the receipt of Classified Information.

5. In order to transfer Classified Information Carriers of considerable volume, the
Jrganizations shall agree on the mode of transportation, route, escorting modalities in
accordance with the laws and other regulations of the States of the Parties.

ARTICLE VI
HANDLING OF THE CLASSIFIED INFORMATION

1. The Organization shall additionally mark the received Classified Information
Carriers with a comparable Security Classification category according to Article Ill of this

Agreement.

The requirement for marking the Security Classification Categories shall apply to
the Classified Information Carriers generated in the process of cooperation between the
Parties and as a result of its translation, duplication or replication.

The Classified Information Carriers generated on the basis of the received
Classified Information shall be marked with a Security Classification Category not lower
than that of the transferred Classified Information.

2. Classified Information shall be handled, registered and stored in accordance with
the requirements applicable to one's own Classified Information.

3. Classified Information Carriers shall be returned or destroyed upon the written
consent of the Organization of the transferring Party.

Destruction of Classified Information Carriers shall be documented, and the
destruction process should exclude the possibility of its reproduction and/or retrieval.

4. The Organization, which transferred the Classified Information shall notify the
relevant Organization of the other Party of the change of the Security classification
category of the Classified Information or its cancellation.

ARTICLE Vil
CONTRACTS

Contracts concluded by the Organizations shall contain a separate section, which

specifies:
a. A list of Classified information and its Security Classification Categories.

b. Any special requirements for Classified Information protection.

c. The procedure for dispute resolution and reimbursement for possible damage
caused by unauthorized disclosure of Classified Information.
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ARTICLE Vil
VIOLATION OF REQUIREMENTS FOR CLASSIFIED INFORMATION PROTECTION

1. In case of breach of security that results in a certain or suspect compromise of
Classified Information, the competent authority or organization of the Party on the territory
of the State where the violation occurred shall immediately notify the competent authority
or organization of the other Party, and conduct an investigation.

Based on investigation results the person at fault shall be held responsible in
accordance with the laws and other regulations of their State.

2. The Competent Authorities shall notify each other on investigation results and
measures taken thereof.

ARTICLE IX
EXPENSES

Each Party shall independently bear its own expenses related to the
implementation of this Agreement.

ARTICLE X
VISITS

1. Visits to the Organization located in the territory of the State of the other Party
concerning access to Classified Information, shall take place with the prior written consent
of the Competent Authority of the host Party.

2. Avisit request should be received by the Competent Authority of the host Party at
least thirty (30) days before the expected date of the visit. The request shall be submitted
through channels specified in paragraph 4 of the Article V of this Agreement.

3. The request should be prepared according to the rules existing in the State of the
host Party and contain the following information:

a. Surname, first name, date and place of birth, nationality of the visiting individual,
passport number.

b. Place of employment, occupation or position of the visiting individual.

c. Information that the visiting individual has the appropriate Security Clearance for
access to classified information.

d. Name and address of the Organization to be visited, full name and position of
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the individual to be visited.

e. Purpose of the visit.

ARTICLE XI
CONSULTATIONS
1.The Competent Authorities shall exchange information on relevant laws and other

-egulations of their States concerning the protection of Classified Information, which are
1ecessary for the implementation of this present Agreement.

2.In order to ensure cooperation in the implementation of-this Agreement the
Competent Authorities shall hold joint consultations at the request of either of them.

ARTICLE Xl
RELATION TO OTHER AGREEMENTS

1. The agreements concluded earlier between the Parties regulating the protection of
Classified Information shall continue to be in effect if their provisions do not contradict this

Agreement.

2. The present Agreement shall not affect the implementation of obligations of both
Parties under other international treaties.

ARTICLE Xl
DISPUTES RESOLUTION

1. Any disputes concerning the interpretation or the application of the provisions of
the present Agreement shall be resolved through consultations between the Competent
Authorities, without recourse to outside jurisdiction or third party.

2. In the process of resolving disputes the Parties shall continue to fulfill all their
obligations under the present Agreement.
ARTICLE XIV
FINAL PROVISIONS
1. The present Agreement shall enter into force on the date of receipt of the last

written notification that the Parties have fulfilled all internal procedures which are
necessary for its entry into force and shall be of unlimited duration.

2. By mutual agreement of the Parties amendments may be made to the present
Agreement in the form of separate protocols, which shall enter into force in accordance
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with Paragraph 1 of this Article.

3. Each Party may terminate the present Agreement by notifying its intention to the
other Party in writing through diplomatic channels. In such case the present Agreement
shall be terminated upon expiration of six months from the date of receipt of the said
notification.

4. In case of termination of the present Agreement the measures for the protection of
Classified Information provided for in the present Agreement shall remain applicable to
Classified Information transferred or generated during its validity unless its Security
Classification Category is canceled.

Done at Athens on 13th October 2010
in two copies, each in the Greek, Russian and English languages, all texts being
equally authentic.

In case of divergence concerning the interpretation of the provisions of this Agreement
the English text will prevail.
