AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF TURKEY

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Republic of

Turkey (hereinafter referred to as the Parties);

Keeping in mind the Joint Declaration of the Minister of Infrastructure, T}ansport and
Networks of the Hellenic Republic and the Minister of Transport and Communication
of the Republic of Turkey in the fields of Information and Communication

Technologies and postal services signed in Athens on the 14" of May 2010.

Realizing the importance of the development of Information and Communication

Technologies (ICTs) for the benefit of the two countries in various fields,

Keeping in mind that Information and Communication Technologies and postal
¥

services are fundamental factors for improving the commercial and technical

cooperation of the two countries in the 21st century as well as for their economic and

social development,

Recognizing the importance of mutual cooperation for the development of latest
communication services, modernization of information and communication networks,
increase usage of the Internet, management of software development, exchange of
information technologies and improving the quality and content of the services

offered to citizens through efficient cooperation,

Twinning the mutual benefits of the Parties with encouraging and supporting the
cooperation in the fields of Information and Communication Technologies and postal
services and services in the area of e-trade, e-government, étc., commercial initiatives

and research and development activities,
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Encouraging mutual investment cooperation, techgicail' development and expansion of

markets in the Information and Cormnunication"Te"chno]ogies sbctér,

Desiring to strengthen the collaborative relations in international fora and information

society;

Recognizing the importance of frequency coordination between the Parties for the
harmonic development of high quality ‘broadband and broadcasting services in both

countries,

Stressing that radio spectrum coordination is critical for co-existence of the digital
terrestrial television and broadband electronic communications in the 800MHz band

(digital dividend), without harmful interference.

Recognising that the two countries have obligations under the “GENEVA - 2006
Agreement for digital terrestrial TV (Final Acts of the Regional Radiocommunication
Conference of the International Telecommunication Union (ITU) Geneva, 2006, for
the design of digital terrestrial broadcasting service in parts of Regions 1 and 3 in the

frequency bands 174-230 MHz and 470-862 MHz).

Have agreed upon the following:

Article 1

Basic Principles

The aim of this Memorandum of Understanding is to encourage cooperation between
the Parties in the fields of Information and Communication Technologies and postal
services in the framework of equality, reciprocity and common interest in accordance
with the legislation and regulations of each country and the provisions of this

Memorandum of Understanding.
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The Parties will encourage further cooperation and exchange of information among
the business, research and training institutions; state policy-makers, regulatory

authorities and other organizations.

Article 2

Scope of the Cooperation

The Parties have specified the following areas of common interest for cooperation,

where applicable:

1) Cybersecurity,

2) E-Signature and registered electronic mail,

3) Postal services,

4) Planning and installation of ICT infrastructures,

5) ICT policy making and regulation,

6) ICT services for broadband and other internet accesses,

7) Digital Technologies, broadcasting and applications,

8) Technical standards and speciﬁéations, '

9) Satellite and wireless communications,

10) ‘Spectrum management policy,

11) Software and implementation development,

12) Applications such as e-government, e-trade, e-health, and e-education,
13) Integrated e-government systems,

14) Information security technology and applications,

15) Geographical Information systems,

16) Human recourses in the field of ICTs,

17) International activities and cooperation in the field of ICTs,

18) Other issues in ICTs as may be mutually agreed.
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Article 3

Cooperation Activities g
Cooperation activities will be as follows:

1) Making use of possibilities and experience of the Parties in the planning and
construction of the information and communication technologies infrastructure
facilities,

2) Facilitating and supporting common projects,

3) Mutual visits of delegations and experts,

4) Promotion of mutﬁal relations of academic and state institutions and relevant
companies,

5) Promotion of activities such as seminars, symposia, exhibitions and fairs,

6) Promotion of the other forms of cooperation as may be mutually agreed by the

Parties.

In the context of the cooperation between the two countries in the field of ICTs and
postal services, the parties shall encourage their relevant institutions and companies

for further cooperation.

¥
The two parties shall consult each other within the framework of the International
Telecommunication Union (ITU), the Universal Postal Union (UPU), the European
Conference of Postal and Telecommunications Administrations (CEPT), in order to

investigate the potential for mutual support in issues of common interest.

Article 4

Joint Committee

1. In order to ensure the implementation of the present Memorandum of
Understanding and to enhance its efficiency, the Parties hereby establish a
coordination body, designated as “Information and Communication Technologies
Joint Committee” (hereinafter called the Committee). This Committee will be

composed of an equal number of representatives from bdth Parties, and will be in

charge of:
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- Deciding the annual program of cooperation

- Preparing and following up the'jain{ly decided doop‘erative activities

- Examining the ongoing activities and projects

- Exchanging mutual information on the evolutions of the sectors,
covered by the present Memorandum of Understanding in both

countries.

2. In order to coordinate the cooperation activities, each Party will designate a
representative in charge of defining particular aspects of cooperation, organizing the
Committee and the operation of the entire cooperation and the mutual exchange

activities.

3. The Committee will meet, as mutually agreed, alternatively in Greece and Turkey,
annually or according to the periodicity deemed as the more appropriate by the

Parties.

Article 5

Legal issues and Funding

1. The implementation of cooperation will be conducted in accordance with the
applicable laws and regulations of each country, and in conformity with international

commitments taken by Greece and Turkey.

2. Cooperation activities under this Memorandum of Understanding shall be subject to
the availability of funds and other resources of the Parties. Each Party shall undertake

the expenses of its own activities which are established in accordance with the

provisions of this Memorandum of Understanding.
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Article 6

Information Conﬁdgr;tiality

Information acquired under mutual cooperation shall not be disclosed to third parties

without the prior written consent of the Party from which it has originated.

Article 7
Settlement of Disputes

The Parties shall settle amicably any dispute arising from the intérpretation or

implementation of this Memorandum of Understanding through negotiations

Article 8

Final Provisions

1. This Memorandum of Understanding shall enter into force upon the date of receipt
of the latter of the two notifications, by which the Parties shall inform each other,
through diplomatic channels, of the completion of their relevant internal procedures
for its entry into force. It shall remain in force for one year and, upon expiry of this
period, it shall automatically be renewed for further periods of one year unless either
Party notifies the other in writing, through diplomatic channels, of its intention to

terminate it six months prior to the date of expiration of its initial or any subsequent

period of validity.

9. This Memorandum of Understanding may be amended by mutual written consent

of the Parties. Any such amendment shall enter into force in accordance with the

procedure prescribed in paragraph 1 of this article.

Done in Istanbul, on 4 March 2013, in two originals, each in Greek, Turkish, and

English languages, all texts being equally authentic. In case of occurrence of any
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divergence of interpretation of this Memorandum of Understanding, the English text

shall prevail.
