of the 4™ Session of the Joint Intergovernmental Committee
on Economic, Industrial and Technological Cooperation
between the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Azerbaijan
(Athens, May 27, 2016)

The 4™ Session of the Joint Intergovernmental Committee on Economic, Industrial and
Technological Cooperation between the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Azerbaijan was
held in Athens, on May 27, 2016, in accordance with the provisions of the Agreement on
Economic, Industrial and Technological Cooperation, signed between the two countries in Baku,
on July 26, 1994.

Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs, Mr. Dimitrios Mardas, headed the Hellenic
Delegation.

Minister of Energy, Mr. Natig Aliyev, headed the Azerbaijani Delegation.

The lists of the Participants of both delegations of the Session are attached to this
Protocol, as Annexes I and II respectively.

1. Adoption of the Agenda
The draft Agenda was adopted and is attached to this Protocol as Annex III.

2. Introductory Remarks

During the meeting of the Joint Intergovernmental Committee on Economic, Industrial
and Technological Cooperation, which was conducted in a friendly atmosphere of mutual
understanding, both Sides, presented an overview of current developments in their economies
and reviewed their bilateral economic and commercial relations, since the 3™ Session of the
Committee, held in Baku, on February 2, 2011. Both Sides stated their readiness to take relevant
measures, in order to improve their bilateral relations, on the basis of mutual interest.

3. Bilateral Economic, Trade and Industrial Cooperation
Both Sides exchanged information regarding economic policy, with a view to enhance
and strengthen the development of bilateral economic and trade cooperation.

According to the Hellenic Statistical Authority, during 2015, the value of Hellenic
exports to Azerbaijan reached 7,87 million Euros and the Azerbaijani exports to Greece reached
1,617 billion Euros, consisting in the most part of oil exports.

Both Sides agreed on the following with a view to strengthen and develop bilateral
economic relations, attract foreign direct investments and increase the volume of trade turnover:

. Exchange of information on export-potential products in order to increase trade turnover
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and expand business ties between entrepreneurs;

. Regular informing entrepreneurs and business circles of the two countries on
conferences, seminars, business fora, fairs, exhibitions and other economic events to be
held in Greece and Azerbaijan;

. Stimulating joint activities between economic entities of both countries with a view to

increase export opportunities to close markets;

v Expanding cooperation between the Trade and Industrial Chambers, business
associations and other business organizations of the Sides;

. Exploring new opportunities of cooperation in the fields of ship repairing, shipbuilding

and transportation,
@ Promotion of attracting mutual investments in non-oil sector;
. Involvement of Greek companies specialized in the fields of chemicals and

petrochemicals, construction industry chemistry, agricultural chemistry, electronics and
household chemistry to Sumgait Chemical Industrial Park with a view to realize
investment projects;

. Exchange of information in order to explore current investment opportunities and
potential export markets in both countries;

The Sides noted the importance of exchange of experience and technical assistance,
organizing training courses, as well as establishing joint ventures in the fields weaving and
leather manufacture.

The Sides mentioned the importance of industrial and business cooperation, establishing

joint ventures and mutually attracting investments, and agreed to develop cooperation in these
fields.

The Sides stressed particularly the role of small and medium-sized enterprises for the

development of trade relations and economic growth, and agreed to expand their cooperation in
this field.

Both Sides, recognizing the importance and mutual benefit deriving from their
cooperation in the industrial field, expressed their readiness to develop and strengthen such
cooperation, through the encouragement of entrepreneurship, the promotion of business
cooperation, the enhancement of internationalization, the establishment of joint ventures and the
attraction of investment in the manufacturing sector with the aim to take advantage of investment
opportunities, as well as the overall promotion of innovation and sustainable industrial
development.

The Sides reiterate that their bilateral relations are based on fundamental norms and
principles of International Law, including respect for the territorial integrity and sovereignty of
the States and in this regard agree to encourage their natural and legal persons to act in
accordance with these principles and the national legislation of the respective party.

In this framework the Hellenic Republic shall respect its obligations arising from its
membership to the European Union.
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4. Enhancing Cooperation in Priority Sectors

4.1 Energy o ‘

The Sides, emphasizing the existence of an intensive cooperation in the field of energy in
the subsequent period from the 3rd session of Joint Intergovernmental Commission held in Baku
on February 2, 2011, noted the followings:

On the initiative of the President of the Republic of Azerbaijan [lham Aliyev and with the
support of the Vice-President of the European Commission, in charge of the Energy Union,
Maro§ Sefcovic, the first meeting of the Advisory Council on the Southern Gas Corridor took
place in Baku, on February 12 2015, with the participation of the energy ministers of the
countries concerned with the realization of the Southern Gas Corridor. The Hellenic Republic
was represented by the Minister of Restructuring of Production, Environment and Energy,
Panagiotis Lafazanis who was received by the President of the Republic of Azerbaijan, Ilham
Aliyev and met with the Minister of Energy Natig Aliyev.

Participants at the first session of the Advisory Council agreed to establish a working
level consultations format on a bilateral and multilateral basis, open to future participants in the
Southern Gas Corridor, to address all outstanding matters as they may emerge during the
realization of the Corridor in the most practical and timely way.

On February 3, 2016, a meeting was held at the Ministry of Energy of the Republic of
Azerbaijan, with a delegation led by the Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic,
Nikos Kotzias, who stressed the importance of the Shah Deniz 2 gas field for the implementation
of the Southern Gas Corridor.

The second session of the Advisory Council of Southern Gas Corridor held in Baku on
February 29, 2016, was attended by the Secretary General for Energy and Natural Resources of
the Hellenic Republic, Michael Verroiopoulos. The Secretary General stressed Greece’s
commitment to the implementation of the Southern Gas Corridor and reaffirmed the significance

of promoting the diversification of routes and sources of energy supply from Azerbaijan to the
European markets.

The opening ceremony of the Trans Adriatic Pipeline (TAP), which enables the direct
flow of Azerbaijani gas to Europe via Greece took place on May 17, 2016, in Thessaloniki,
Greece. The Prime Minister of the Hellenic Republic, Alexis Tsipras, and the First Deputy Prime
Minister of the Republic of Azerbaijan, Yagub Eyyubov, the Minister of Environment and
Energy of the Hellenic Republic, Panos Skourletis and the Minister of Energy of the Republic of
Azerbaijan, Natig Aliyev, the CEO of DEPA, Theodoros Kitsakos, the Executive President of
DESFA, Sotiris Nikas, the CEO of DESFA, Konstantinos Xifaras and the President of SOCAR,
Rovnag Abdullayev, attended. The TAP Project constitutes a major direct investment,
contributing fundamentally to the economy and the energy security of Greece as well as of the
broader region while its budget will be approximately 2 billion euros, resulting in generation of
around 10.000 direct and indirect jobs and high amount contracts that are being concluded by
Greek companies operating either as contractors or sub-contractors.

On June 11th of 2013, the State Oil Company of the Republic of Azerbaijan (SOCAR)
was awarded the tender for acquisition of 66% of the Hellenic Gas Transmission System
Operator (DESFA) for 400 million euros. On December 21st of 2013, the corresponding Share
Purchase Agreement (SPA) was signed among SOCAR, Hellenic Petroleum and Hellenic
Republic’s Asset Development Fund (HRADF).
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On July 27th of 2014, the Directorate-General for Energy of the European Commission

‘issued a positive opinion of the acquisition, based on which the Hellenic National Energy

Regulator (RAE) certified the transaction on September 25th of 2014, granting DESFA the status
of Independent Transmission Operator (ITO).

Taking into account recommendations of the European Commission, the Sides have
agreed to continue consultations to find ways for successful finalization of this transaction,
including the divestiture of a part of DESFA’s shares to another party.

Both Sides confirm their commitment to fulfill relevant obligations under the existing EU
Legislative Framework and the SPA and their intention to work closely together for the
successful finalization of the acquisition.

The Public Gas Corporation of the Hellenic Republic (DEPA) and the State Oil Company
of the Republic of Azerbaijan (SOCAR) have been working closely together with the objective
of developing the Southern Gas Corridor.

DEPA signed a Sales Gas Agreement with the Shah Deniz Consortium on 19 September
2013 for the supply of natural gas through the Southern Gas Corridor.

On May 2013, the Hellenic Centre for Renewable Energy and Saving (CRES) and the
State Agency of Alternative and Renewable Energy Sources of the Republic of Azerbaijan
(AREA) have successfully implemented the project “Greening Public Buildings in Azerbaijan:
Promotion of Energy Efficient Materials and Technologies” in two school buildings one in Baku
and another in Turkan settlement. The Project was funded by both the Black Sea Economic
Cooperation Hellenic Development Fund (BSEC-HDF) and the State of Azerbaijan and its scope
was to promote the idea of green, energy efficient public buildings in the Republic of Azerbaijan
through the pilot implementation of renewable and energy efficiency retrofitting interventions in
public schools.

CRES have expressed their will to undertake a Program on enhancing the administrative
capacity of the Azerbaijani State Agency of Alternative and Renewable Energy, jointly with
European partners acting as a consortium, as well as on the development of know - how
technologies for the implementation of the renewable energy policy in the Republic of
Azerbaijan. Such desire is based on the fact that Greece and Azerbaijan share the same climatic
conditions. In addition, CRES have rich experience in supporting the creation of such Agencies
in Eastern European and Arab countries. The above-mentioned Program can be funded by EU
funds, which have been intended for activities in the energy sector.

The Hellenic Republic can provide Renewable Energy (RE) and Energy Efficiency (EE)
services to the relevant Azerbaijani public sector agencies and companies through the CRES,
which is the body responsible for RES and EE in the Hellenic Republic and AREA, which is the
body responsible for RES and EE in the Republic of Azerbaijan.

Such services can lead to investment opportunities in Renewable Energy and Energy
Efficiency through market analysis studies. CRES together with AREA can provide support on
Energy Legislation Harmonization and Regulatory Framework development as well as
development of Renewable Energy and Energy Efficiency support mechanisms. It can also
undertake the development of Renewable Energy and Energy Efficiency Action Plans. CRES
can also export its experience in building energy analysis, dynamic thermal simulation, building
retrofitting, RES integration into buildings while conducting environmental studies to assess the
impact from RES installation in environmental sensitive areas.
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Other areas of collaboration comprise pilot implementation of RE and EE projects for
public awareness, capacity building of Azerbaijani staff in ministries and state agencies
regarding Renewable Energy and Energy Efficiency as well as RE potential measurements and
assessment, RE systems design, implementation and monitoring.

The Hellenic Republic can also capitalize the experience of CRES in the Black and
Caspian Sea Region in pilot projects implementation, as also done in the past in the Republic of

Azerbaijan.
Both Sides agreed:
* to continue high level negotiations, with the aim of creating a solid basis of cooperation

between both countries in various energy sectors, particularly in the gas and oil sectors,
so that the Republic of Azerbaijan becomes a substantial energy supplier of the Hellenic
Republic;

= to establish cooperation for studying technical, commercial, economic-financial aspects
and risks involved, regarding the transportation of the Azerbaijani gas;

« to promote investment opportunities in the energy sector both in Greece and Azerbaijan,
to be carried out by respective companies;

. to continue to cooperate closely with a view to ensuring that the Southern Gas Corridor is
completed efficiently and on time;

* to expand cooperation in the field of renewable energy sources and energy efficiency,
including the implementation of pilot projects.

4.2 Health
Both Sides noticed it would be beneficial to enhance their cooperation in the field of
health. In this respect, both Sides proposed to strengthen cooperation in the following fields:

. Communicable diseases and Public Health
. Non Communicable Diseases
. Disease surveillance and countermeasures

« Cooperation in the Pharmaceutical Sector

4.3 Agriculture

Both Sides reiterated their mutual interest in promoting cooperation in the agricultural
sector.

In this regard, they agreed on the importance of fully activating the Agreement on
Cooperation in the Field of Agriculture, as soon as it enters into force.

Both Sides, taking into consideration their international obligations, agreed that their
cooperation in the fields of agriculture, food industry, crop production, olives and olive oil,
tobacco, cotton, vegetables and fruit growing, viticulture and wines, seeds, animal breeding and
husbandry, fodder, plant protection and pest control, veterinary issues, post-harvest processing,
operation, management and supervision of agricultural cooperatives, food safety, formulation of
nutrition policy shall be implemented through:
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‘e exchange of scientific and technical information and documentation;

. exchange of genetic and biological material, for scientific purposes, both from plants and
animals;

. exchange of scientific-research information and experience;

. exchange of information on irrigation techniques, water supplying systems and modern
technologies;

. exchange of visits of experts and consultants;

B organization of extension and training programmes, seminars, conferences, exhibitions,

fairs and meetings in either of the two countries;

o exchange of information and experience in the fields of quality standards and controls,
labeling, marketing, organic production, protection of geographical indications, agro-
environmental issues, land management and cartography;

. trilateral cooperation (with other countries, the European Union, and/or international
funding agencies) to develop market-oriented farm and sub-regional projects, covering
production, post-harvesting proceeding and marketing systems;

e encouragement of joint ventures for collaboration between the cooperative and private
sectors of both countries, including both within and external markets.

The two Sides agreed on the importance of promoting cooperation between scientific
* research institutes of the two countries, in the fields of:

. plant genetic resources / crop production;
o livestock production / veterinary research;

° food safety and food quality;

“ forestry and environmental protection;
. soil water resources management;
s fishery and aquaculture;

- certified quality products (organic, PDO, PG, etc).

4.4. Tourism

Both Sides expressed their satisfaction over the progress achieved so far in their bilateral
cooperation in the field of tourism and in particular, over the operation of direct charter flights
from Baku to Rhodes for the summer season 2014 and the participation of the Greek National
Tourism Organization in the 13th Azerbaijan International Travel & Tourism Fair (AITF), held
in Baku on April 3-5, 2014 and the B2B LUXURY & MICE Workshop, held in Baku on April
12-14, 2016.
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With ‘a view to further intensifying the bilateral tourist flows, both Sides agreed to
encourage the tourism private sector representatives in their respective countries to collaborate in
" joint projects and initiatives.

They also expressed their willingness to promote their cooperation through the exchange
of know-how and practical experience in the field of Special Interest Tourism, with an emphasis
on cultural tourism, winter tourism, thermal-therapeutic tourism, rural tourism and mega event
tourism.

They also agreed to enhance their cooperation in the framework of the Commission for
Europe of the World Tourism Organization (UNWTO) and the Working Group on Cooperation
in Tourism of the Organization of the Black Sea Economic Cooperation (BSEC).

4.5. Transport
The Sides will continue cooperation in this field within the framework of the

"Intergovernmental Agreement on International Road Transport" signed in Baku on 21 June
2004."

The Sides expressed their mutual interest on holding the first meeting of the Joint
Commission established in accordance with article 12 of the Agreement. The Greek Side
expressed its willingness to hold this meeting in Athens and inform the Azerbaijani Side on the
dates of the meeting, through diplomatic channels.

The Sides agreed to consider the issue of increasing the number of Permits at the meeting
of the Joint Commission in order to ensure international road transport between the two
countries.

The Sides agreed to explore possible ways to further promote their bilateral aviation
relations by creating an expanded and liberalized framework for the establishment of direct air
links between their two countries.

The Sides expressed their willingness to ensure the implementation of the institutional
framework of bilateral maritime cooperation and further promote their cooperation on the basis
of the agreement in force between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the State
Maritime Administration of the Republic of Azerbaijan, signed in Baku on 5 April 2011.

The Sides agreed to examine the possibilities for cooperation in the field of international
maritime transport, including within the context of relevant regional and international fora, such
as the Organization of the Black Sea Economic Cooperation (BSEC) and the International
Maritime Organization (IMO).

The Sides supported the consideration of a potential mutual recognition of seafarers’
certificates with a view to develop in the future an undertaking between the Ministry of Maritime
Affairs and Insular Policy of the Hellenic Republic and the State Maritime Administration of the
Republic of Azerbaijan, concerning the recognition of training and certification of seafarers for
service on board vessels registered in Greece and Azerbaijan, according to the International
Convention on “Standards of Training, Certification and Watchkeeping of Seafarers”
(S.T.C.W.), 1978, as amended, and in particular Regulation 1/10 thereof, taking also into account
the provisions of Directive 2008/106/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council (as
amended by Directive 2012/35/EU, on “the minimum requirements of seafarers’ training”.
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‘4,6 Communication and Information Technologies _
Both Sides agreed to implement all necessary measures in order to further develop their
ccoperation in the field of communication and information technologies.

An Agreement on cooperation in the field of communication and information
technologies was signed between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government
of the Republic of Azerbaijan in Athens, on February 16, 2009. The Hellenic Side reiterates that
it meets its obligations arising from its status as a member state of the European Union, as
mentioned in the Article 4 of the Agreement.

The Hellenic Side proposes the following;

» Harmonization of the Azerbaijani ICT regulatory framework with that of the EU, as well

as:
. Development of infrastructure and of a robust, quality and fast broadband environment;
B Development of e-governance;
- Creation of a safe and secure internet environment;
‘e Strengthening the e-skills of citizens and employees;
. Support start-ups using new ICT’s as leverage.

Both Sides agreed to implement all necessary measures in order to further develop their
cooperation in the field of information and communication technologies (ICT), including:
commercial satellite and mobile services, mobile application development and enterprise
solutions, software, microchips and equipment providers, services dedicated to mobility as well
as organizations in adjacent industry sectors. They also agreed to cooperate in the area of

- electromagnetic compatibility (EMC) issues, covering notification of accredited bodies to the
. European Committee, for the evaluation of Technical Documentation of electric and electronic
* | appliances.

! The two Sides agree to develop co-operation in the sectors of electronic technology,

- communications, and electromagnetic compatibility undertaking relevant measures aimed at

- supporting — encouraging enterprises to use relevant European standards for design, production
and certification of their products and services.

The two Sides also agreed to the following:

o Cooperation between the technoparks of the Sides for the development of high
technologies and innovation ecosystem;

; ) Organization of exchange of experience between the Sides in the field of e-government;

e Consideration of possibility to use the geostationary (“Azerspace-17) and a low-earth-
orbit (“Azersky”) satellite services offered by the Republic of Azerbaijan, as well as
satellite services operated under the Greek geostationary filings (“HELLAS-SAT”,
“HELLAS-SAT-2G”, “GRC15002”, “HELLAS-SAT-3G”, “HELLAS-SAT-4G™) or/and
to be offered by future satellite systems,
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The Aczerbaijdni Side reminded the Hellenic Side of the illegal roaming partnerships of
companies in Greece with the so-called "Karabakh Telecom", which illegally operates on the
occupied territories of the Republic of Azerbaijan. The Azerbaijani Side considers these
partnership relations as contradicting to the principles of respect for sovereignty, territorial
integrity and inviolability of internationally recognized borders, which constitute the basis of
friendly Azerbaijani-Hellenic relations.

Taking into account that this issue is of grave concern to the Republic of Azerbaijan, the
Azerbaijani Side requested the assistance of the Hellenic Side on this issue.

Both Sides agreed to encourage legal entities operating in their telecommunication sector
to refrain from any illegal investment and service activities in their respective markets.

4.7 Cooperation in the Field of Quality Infrastructure

The two Sides, wishing to create favorable conditions for the development of
technological cooperation, aiming to facilitate bilateral commercial transactions, to establish
closer economic relations, to eliminate technical barriers and to develop “quality policies” within
the manufacturing sector, agreed to broaden the cooperation between the two countries in the
field of quality services, in particular in Standardization, Accreditation, Certification, Metrology,
Laboratory Testing and Conformity Assessment.

The cooperation could include the exchange of good practices and information on
technical legislative issues and standards as well as the provision of expertise and know-how on
business innovation issues.

The Hellenic Side, through the respective Public Institutions and Bodies, could also
provide to the Azerbaijani Side any required information and support about the EU Aquis and the
harmonized European Community legislation for industrial products.

Furthermore, the cooperation in the field of Standardization could include the exchange
of experience, best practices, standards, management systems and laboratory testing
methodologies for specific areas of mutual interest.

The two Sides will consider the possibility to sign Memoranda of Understanding in the

abovementioned fields, between the respective National Bodies of the two countries.

5. Education, Culture and Science
Both Sides express their interest in renewing the legal basis of cooperation in the field of
education and culture.

The Sides encourage the development of direct cooperation and academic exchange
between educational institutions of both countries.

The Sides are interested in exploring opportunities for research collaboration between
higher education institutions.

The Sides promote greater engagement among higher education institutions under the
Erasmus Plus scheme.

The Sides support information exchange in the field of educational resources.
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6. Cooperation in the fields of Youth and Sports o
The Sides recognize the importance of sports as a means of consolidating world peace
and promoting solidarity and friendship among nations and individuals.

They also recognize the significant educational, social and recreational aspect of sports as
well as its particular contribution to public health.

Due to the above reasons, they shall pursue to encourage a wider cooperation in the field
of sports and physical education, for the purpose of establishing direct contact between the sports
organizations in both countries.

The content and details of such cooperation between sports organizations of both Sides
shall be determined directly between the competent state institutions.

The Sides will take joint initiatives and will shape common ground as regards the relation
matters between national governments and international sport federations, in order to enhance
transparency and democratization.

A “Memorandum of Understanding between the Ministry of Culture and Sports of the
Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of Youth and Sports of the Republic of Azerbaijan, on Co-
operation in the field of Sports™ was signed on April 20, 2016, in Athens, Greece.

The Sides will promote youth events like conferences, symposia, seminars, competitions,
exhibitions, meetings, fora involving the participation of young people from both Sides and also
the interest for the implementation of projects in the field of youth policies.

7. Multilateral Cooperation

7.1 European Neighborhood Policy (ENP)

The Hellenic Side stated its full support to the reviewed ENP and especially the tailor-
made approach of the EU towards its partners.

The Azerbaijani Side appreciated the role of the Hellenic Republic in supporting the
enhanced co-operation of the Republic of Azerbaijan with the EU. It also stressed the importance
of this co-operation based on the principles of equal partnership and mutual benefits. The
Hellenic Side agreed to actively contribute towards the prompt adoption by the EU Council of
the negotiating mandate for the new EU-Azerbaijani Agreement.

The Sides expressed their willingness to cooperate in implementing the targets set at the
Eastern Partnership Summit (Riga, 21-22.5.2015) for progress on concrete sectors such as trade
opportunities, mobility and people to people contacts as well as transport and energy
interconnections by making full use of programs offered by the European Neighbourhood
Instrument (ENP).

The Hellenic Side expressed its interest to cooperate with the Azerbaijani Side within the
framework of the EU Twinning and TAIEX projects in sectors such as agriculture and food
safety, transport and infrastructure, or any other sector of common interest.

It was stated that a twinning project of “Capacity Building in Implementation of
Copyrights and Related Rights in Azerbaijan”, beneficiary Copyright Agency of the Republic of
Azerbaijan, has been successfully implemented during 2011-2013 by the consortium of Greece,
Germany and Spain.
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| 7.2 Cooperation within the Organization of Black Sea Economic Cooperation (BSEC)
_ Both Sides recognized the importance of the regional cooperation in particular
* within the framework of the Organization of the Black Sea Economic Cooperation.
Both Sides underlined the increased geo-strategic and economic importance of the BSEC region
~ and reiterated their political will to support the reforms needed in order to increase visibility and
efficiency of the BSEC Organization in view of the forthcoming 25th Anniversary in 2017.

In this regard, both Sides reaffirmed also their readiness to undertake joint practical
" initiatives and to enhance their cooperation in sectors of high priority and common interest
- through project implementation, making the best use of financial capabilities and mechanisms set
~up in the BSEC framework as well as those in other international organizations, mainly the
. United Nations Development Program (UNDP) and in the European Union.

In this respect, both Sides agreed that the enhancement of the BSEC-EU interaction is of
high importance and renewed their joint commitment to work together closely with the relevant
- EU institutions exploring fields of mutual interest for cooperation within the framework of the

- Black Sea Synergy.

In this framework, both Sides acknowledged the valuable contribution of the
International Centre for Black Sea Studies (ICBSS) to the working priorities of the BSEC
' Organization, in its capacity as a related body; the Hellenic Side requested from the Azerbaijani
' Side to proceed to the ratification of the relative “New Article 24” of the BSEC Charter, which is

 still pending on behalf of the Parliament of the Republic of Azerbaijan.

! The Sides offer to strength cooperation in the field of environment protection:

. exchange of experience on environmental impact assessment;
. mitigation and adaptation of climate change;

. protection of biodiversity and management of protected areas;
® management of forests.

The Hellenic Side stated that during the five year period 2010-2014 and despite the
unfavorable fiscal situation, the total bilateral assistance allocated by Greece to Azerbaijan
amounted to 0,40 million Euros, which was primarily channeled to the sector of education. To
the extent that Greece’s budgetary capacity would allow, efforts will be undertaken to formulate
an improved framework of development cooperation between the two countries.

Both Sides agreed that the 5™ Session of the Joint Intergovernmental Committee will take
place in Baku. The precise date will be agreed upon through diplomatic channels.

Done in Athens on May 27, 2016 in two original copies in Greek, Azerbaijani and
English languages. Both copies are equally authentic. In case of divergence in interpretation, the

English text shall prevail.
