PARTIES:
L. The HELLENIC REPUBLIC, represented by the Minister of Marine and Insular Policy,

and the Minister of Finance, hereinafter referred to as the Hellenic Republic;

I1. IGOUMENITSA PORT AUTHORITY S.A. («Opyaviopog Aypévog Hyoupevitoog A.E.»),
registered with the general commercial register (I.E.MH.) under number 019617428000 and
represented by its Managing Director, Mr. Athanassios Porfiris, hereinafter referred to as IPA
(and, together with the Hellenic Republic, the Parties and each a Party).

WHEREAS:

(A) This Agreement relates to the cluster of port facilities comprising the port of the city of
I[goumenitsa (the Main Port), the Sagiada Fishing Shelter, the Plataria Fishing Shelter and the
Syvota Pleasure Boat Shelter, each as defined below (together, the Port of Igoumenitsa and each
a Constituent Port).

(B) The Main Port is the largest port of Epirus and a gateway of Western Greece con tributing
to the transit of commodities from and to the countries of Western Europe and the Western
Balkans. It has been characterized as a Port of International Interest (category K1) in the
Country's  Coast-guard System (Joint Ministerial Decision 8315.2/02/07//02.02.2007
Government Gazette B’ 202/16.2.07). The Main Port comprises 1800 meters of available quay
space mostly for the accommodation of passenger ferries, an additional 700 meters of quay space
which is currently under construction, administrative and technical support buildings, special
equipment and other installations.

(© IPA is the legal entity entrusted with the administration and operation of the Port of
Igoumenitsa. IPA resulted from the transformation of the Igoumenitsa Port Fund into a stock
corporation (société anonyme) by virtue of the twenty first article of Law 2932/2001
(Government Gazette A’ 145/27.6.2001).

(D) In furtherance of the twenty-forth article of law 2932/2001, the Hellenic Republic and
IPA entered into a concession agreement dated 3 February zooz (the 2002 Agreement), which
was subsequently ratified by virtue of article 1 of law 4597/2019 (Government Gazette A’
35/28.02.2019). Pursuant to the 2002 Agreement, the Hellenic Republic granted IPA the
exclusive right of use and exploitation of the land, buildings and infrastructure comprising the
Main Port, as well as of: (1) the fishing shelter of Sagiada, situated approximately 21 kilometres
north of the city of [soumenitsa (the Sagiada Fishing Shelter); (2) the fishing shelter of Plataria,
situated approximately 15 kilometres south of the city of Igoumenitsa (the Plataria Fishing
Shelter); and (3) the pleasure boat shelter of Syvota, situated approximately 24 kilometres south
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of the city of Igoumenitsa (the Syvota Pleasure Boat Shelter and, together with the Sagiada
Fishing Shelter and the Plataria Fishing Shelter, the Additional Facilities) for an initial term of
forty (40) vears and subject to the terms and conditions more fully set out therein. By virtue of
article 12 of law 4664/2020 (Government Gazette A’ 32/14.2.2020), the term of the 2002
Agreement was set at sixty (60) years as of its execution, thus expiring on 3" February 2062,
The 2002 Agreement, as amended pursuant to the foregoing and in force today, is hereinafter
referred to as the Existing Concession Agreement.

(E} Pursuant to article 2 of Law 3986/2011 of the Hellenic Republic (Government Gazette
152A/1.7.2011), as amended and currently in force, in conjunction wilh decision under number
222/05.11.2012 (Government Gazette B’ 2096/12.11.2012) of the Inter-ministerial Committee for
Restructuring and Privatisations, the entirety (100%) of the shares in IPA were transferred, free
of consideration, from the Hellenic Republic to the Hellenic Republic Asset Development Iund
S.A. (HRADF). By means of a decision taken on 18 May 2020, the HRADF’s board of directors
resolved and approved the proposed sale of shares in IPA (corresponding to 67% of the existing
share capital in IPA) in an international, competitive tender process comprising two phases (the
Privatisation Process). In the context of the Privatisation Process, and based on the procedural
requirements governing the selection of the future majority shareholder of IPA, the HRADF
identified the consortium “GRIMALDI EUROMED S.p.A, MINOAN LINES SHIPPING SOCIETE
ANONYME and INVESTMENT CONSTRUCTION COMMERCIAL & INDUSTRIAL SOCIETE
ANONYME” as the preferred investor (the Preferred Investor). Following satisfactory
completion of the review of the pre-contractual legality of the Privatisation Process before and
by the Hellenic Court of Audit, the latter issued a ruling finding in favour of the legality of, and
permitted the HRADF’s entry into, a share purchase agreement for the sale and purchase of six
million five hundred fifty two thousand six hundred (6,552,600) shares (equating to a 67%
shareholding) in IPA (the SPA) to “ETAIREIA SYMMETOCHON LIMENOS IGOUMENITSAS
SOCIETE ANONYME” («ETAIPEIA SYMMETOXON AIMENOE HIOYMENTTYAY ANOQNYMH
ETAIPEIA»), a Greek corporation (société anonyme) established as a special purpose subsidiary
of the Preferred Investor, registered with the General Commercial Register (I'eviko Epmopika
Mntpdo) under number 68898507000 (the Purchaser), as well as the Shareholders’ Agreement
(as defined in the SPA). The consummation of the transactions envisaged by the SPA is stated to
be conditional, inter alia, upon the Parties hereto entering into this Agreement (as defined below)
and the due ratification of this Agreement by law enacted by the Parliament of the Hellenic
Republic (the Parliament).

(F) Against the background of the ongoing Privatisation Process, the Hellenic Republic
engaged in good faith negotiations, resulting in the finalisation and conclusion of this agreement
(together with its Annexes, the Agreement).

(G) In negotiating this Agreement, it has been the Parties’ understanding that the provisions
of the Existing Concession Agreement required to be updated, clarified and supplemented, for
the purpose of:

(a) segregaling any regulatory competencies and other public interest powers from
IPA’s activities pertaining to the operation of the Main Port and the Additional Facilities between
[PA and the Hellenic Republic and abolishing certain rule-making prerogatives of 1PA, so as to
align the Existing Concession Agreement with the assumption of control of IPA by a private
economic operator, to the effect that [PA operates solely as a private sector commercial company;

/ A
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(b) introducing more detailed parameters, standards and specifications, as well as
an overall performance regime in respect of IPA’s ongoing investment and maintenance
obligations, as well as obligations to provide, host and / or support a range of port services and
activities within the Main Port and the Additional Facilities;

(c) consolidating updates deriving from legal developments subsequent to the entry
into force of the Existing Concession Agreement, as well as generally accepted practice in
comparable concession agreements;

(d) redetermining the Concession Area, rationalizing the footprint of the Port of
Igoumenitsa and clarifying IPA’s role as the operator of the Port of Igoumenitsa taken as a whole;

(e) preserving the position and role of the Main Port and the Additional Facilities;

(3] encouraging sustainable development and responsible operation of the Main
Port and the Additional Facilities as well as investments in new infrastructure and in the
maintenance of existing infrastructure, adoption of “green” technologies and sustainable
solutions aiming to protect the natural environment and social prosperity;

() detailing an appropriate process for the determination of tariffs in general,
which may include (without limitation) a process for approval by the Hellenic Republic of tariffs
relating to the ferry and coastal shipping activity, taking into account the national, social and
demographic dimensions; and

(h) introducing supervision, inspection, control and reporting mechanisms, as well
as remedies and sanctions that better suit an arrangement between economically independent
counterparties.

(H) By virtue of its resolution dated 27 March 2023, in conjunction with a letter having the
same date and addressed by the Fund to the Board of Directors of IPA, the latter granted its
special permit and approval, in accordance with article gg et seq. of law 4548/2018 (Government
Gazette A’ 104/13.06.2018), for IPA’s entry into this Agreement. The above resolution was duly
published at the online database of the General Commercial Registry, as required by article 101§2
of law 4548/2018.

ey} The Hellenic Republic acknowledges IPA’s right to operate as a commercial profit-
oriented company in the course of conducting its activities, without prejudice to the terms more
fully set out in this Agreement.

m In relation to the Designated Sub-Concession (as defined in Section 3.4) to the Hellenic
Coast Guard, in accordance with the provisions of Secticn 3.5 and Annex 3.5, the Hellenic
Republic, as lawfully represented, enters into this Agreement in the capacity of a sub-
concessionaire,

IT IS AGREED:

1. CONDITIONS PRECEDENT, EFFECTIVENESS AND CONSOLIDATION

1.1 This Agreement shall come into force upon the date of satisfaction of all of the following
conditions precedent (the Conditions):

(a) enactment by the Parliament of one or more laws (taken together the Ratification Law)
ratifying the provisions of this Agreement and otherwise giving effect to the provisions
of the draft ratification law substantially in the form attached hereto as ANNEX 1.1(a)
(the Draft Ratification Law);

(b) publication of the Ratification Law in the official Government Gazette of the Hellenic
Republic;

(c) delivery by IPA to the Hellenic Republic of the Performance Guarantee (as defined in,
and in accordance with the requirements of, Section 18), in the form set out in
ANNEX 18.1; and

(d) occurrence of the Closing Date as defined in the SPA.

1.2 The date of actual or deemed satisfaction of all the Conditions specified in Section 1.1
shall be referred to as the Effective Date.

1.3 Following the signing of this Agreement, the Hellenic Republic shall submit this
Agreement without undue delay for ratification to the Parliament, and shall handle all procedures
and prepare all documents necessary for fulfilment of the Conditions set out in Section 1.1(a) and
1.1(b). For the avoidance of doubt, IPA acknowledges and accepts that:

(a) the provisions of the Ratification Law to be enacted are subject to technical and
legislative review and may undergo the necessary editing prior to presentation to the
Parliament, as part of the prescribed constitutional law-making process of the Hellenic
Republic;

(b) accordingly, the Hellenic Republic gives no assurance that all or part of the draft
Ratification Law will eventually be enacled specifically in the form envisaged in
ANNEX 1.1(a); and

(c) the Ratification Law may be enacted collectively or partially, at such times and intervals
as they may be presented for debate before Parliament,

provided, in each case, that the impact of the foregoing (whether individually or collectively)
shall not materially affect the substance of the provisions of the Draft Ratification Law or
prejudice the rights and entitlements of IPA or increase its obligations hereunder.

1.4 In the event that the Conditions have not been satisfied or waived by the Closing
Longstop Date (as defined in the SPA) and subject to any further extensions as may be agreed by
the Parties in writing, this Agreement shall be null and void and no Party will have any claim of
any nature whatsoever against the other Party, while the Berformance Guarantee that may have

0
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been delivered to the Hellenic Republic, shall be returned to IPA without delay. The Parties
acknowledge and accept that the consummation of the transactions envisaged by the SPA is
subject to satisfaction of a number of conditions precedent, including, inter alia, the entry into
this Agreement and the ratification hereof by means of the Ralification Law in accordance with
the foregoing.

1.5 If, as a result of lapse of the time limit envisaged in Section 1.4, this Agreement does not
take effect, the continued effect and validity of the Existing Concession Agreement shall not be
affected in any respect.

1.6 This Agreement constitutes a modification of the Existing Concession Agreement.
Accordingly, as of the Effective Date, the terms and conditions of the Existing Concession
Agreement shall be amended, superseded, supplemented and consolidated by the provisions of
this Agreement, such that the Existing Concession Agreement in its entirety shall be fully restated
and replaced by this Agreement and, from the Effective Date, this Agreement shall be the only
agreement governing the ongoing relationship between the Parties regarding the Right as
defined in Section 4 and the concession for the Port of Igoumenitsa.

i On the Effective Date:

(a) save as specifically envisaged in this Agreement, IPA shall be subject to the provisions of
this Agreement and to all laws, regulations and ordinances generally applicable to ports
within the territory of the Hellenic Republic from time to time, including for the time
being, but without limitation, the provisions of Law 2g971/2001 (Government Gazette A’
285/19.12.2001), Law 3622/2007 (Government Gazette A’ 281/20.12.2007), the Code of
Public Maritime Law (Legislative Decree 187/1973, Government Gazette A’ 261/1973),
Law 4150/2013 (Government Gazette A’ 102/29.4.2013) and Law 438¢/2016
(Government Gazette A’ 94/27.5.2016), each as in force from time to time;

(b) subject to Section 1.7(c), any provisions of law or any regulations specifically applicable
to IPA, which afford to IPA the right to establish, issue, enact or modify rules, regulations
and administrative acts in general, shall be deemed repealed, abolished and invalidated,
whether or not such abolition is specifically confirmed by the Ratification Law envisaged
in Section 1.1(a); and

(c) until such time as revised regulations (including, without limitation, tariff regulations)
are issued in respect of the Main Port and the Additional Facilities in accordance with
this Agreement by the competent body of IPA following the Effective Date, only those of
the port regulations listed in Part Il (Surviving Regulations) of ANNEX 1.7 (the Existing
Port Regulations) shall continue to apply and shall remain in full force and effect.

1.8 The conclusion and entry into force of this Agreement shall not affect the validity or
enforceability of regulations adopted by resolutions of IPA’s Board of Directors and relating to
the internal organisation and operation of the business (with the exception of any provisions
applying exclusively on public entities), which shall apply until revised or replaced by virtue of
resolutions of IPA’s Board of Directors pursuant to the provisions of applicable law in force from
time 1o time in respect of private enterprises and undertakings.

1.9 By entering into this Agreement, the Parties confirm that:
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(a) on the date of this Agreement, no notice of termination or notice of intention to
terminate has been given by either Party under or in respect of the Existing Concession
Agreement;

(b) on the date of this Agreement, the Hellenic Republic is not aware of any breaches of the

Existing Concession Agreement that could result in any compensation being due and
payable by IPA to the Hellenic Republic or any third party and

(c) to the extent that infringements of the Existing Concession Agreement may have
occurred within a period of five (5) years prior to the Effective Date (Prior
Infringements), such Prior Infringements may not lead to any claim for compensation
or the imposition of ather sanctions under the Existing Concession Agreement, unless
such Prior Infringements are identified in detail and in writing by the Party invoking
them, in a timely manner and in any case no later than by the second (2"") anniversary
of the Effective Date, whereupon any and all Prior Infringements not so notified shall be
deemed irrevocably ceased.

2 PORTS REGULATORY FRAMEWORK

2.1 By virtue of article 2 of Law 4150/2013 (Government Gazette A’ 102/29.4.2013), as in
force, the Minister of Marine and Insular Policy has authority to supervise all aspects of the
management, activities and operations of the Main Port, the Additional Facilities and IPA. Such
authorities are complemented by those envisaged in the Code of Public Maritime Law (Legislative
Decree 187/1973, Government Gazette A’ 261/1973), as in force, and elsewhere in applicable
legislation. Furthermore, enactment of the Ratification Law is expected to result in a full transfer
of certain pre-existing governmental powers and administrative, normative and rule-making
authorities from IPA to an HR Governmental Body (as defined in Section 2.4 below), in
furtherance of the objectives identified in the Recitals of this Agreement.

2.2 In addition to the rule-making authorities mentioned in Section 2.1, by virtue of article
108 of Law 4389/2016 (Government Gazette A’ 94/27.5.2016), an economic regulator with the
authority to regulate certain aspects of the Greek port system (including the Main Port and the
Additional Facilities), namely, the Ports Regulatory Authority (the PRA), was established. The
PRA has received the powers and competences envisaged in Law 4389/2016, as in force, and its
implementing legislation.

2.3 Without prejudice to IPA’s rights and entitlements under this Agreement, each HR
Governmental Body may at any time and shall at-all times, during the term of this Agreement
retain the faculty and discretion to:

(a) enact, repeal or amend laws governing or affecting any aspects of the operation of the
Main Port and/or the Additional Facilities including, without limitation, the
establishment and appointment at any time of any public law entity, supervisory body
or organisational structure to assume all or any part of the role of a port authority and/or
harbour master and/or to take over all or part of the public administrative functions and
roles relevant to the operation of the Main Port and/or the Additional Facilities (the Port
of Igoumenitsa Authority);
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(b) establish any authority in respect of the ports sector, which may (but need not) include
the Port of Igoumenitsa Authority, the PRA and/or any successor thereof (each and
collectively the Port Authority);

(c) empower the Port Authority with any or all of the public regulatory and administrative
competences, powers, functions and authorities (the Regulatory Powers):

(i) identified in this Section 2.3;

(i) required from time to time to be entrusted to a regulatory authority
pursuant to the laws and regulations of the European Union (EU Law);
and/or

(iii) envisaged in article(s) 2 and/or 6 of the Draft Ratification Law;

(d) request IPA to operate for the sake of transparency in a way that ensures it is able to
account separately for the different categories of services and functions undertaken by
IPA in all material respects;

(e) demand from IPA a separation of accounts to appropriately monitor and reflect the cost
and revenues to IPA of maintaining infrastructure as against those relating to the
provision of all categories of port services, respectively;

(f) require IPA to comply with any of the foregoing; and/or

(g) issue rules, ordinances, guidelines and decisions in respect of any of the foregoing
matters (the Regulatory Rules).

2.4 Any reference within this Agreement to an HR Governmental Body shall be a reference
to the Hellenic Republic and/or (as the case may be) each respective body, force, agency or
authority of the Hellenic Republic responsible under the laws and administrative regulations of
the Hellenic Republic for the respective measure, function, competence or regulatory power
and/or being competent in the regard referred to in the relevant laws or regulations, as in force
from time to time. Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, any such reference shall be
understood as a reference to the Minister of Marine and Insular Policy, the PRA, the Port
Authority, the Ports Planning and Development Commission established pursuant to Law
2932/2001 (Government Gazette A’ 145/27.6.2001) (ESAL) or any other authority competent
pursuant to statutory law, as the case may be, and their respective successor authorities. Within
six (6) months after the Effective Date, the Hellenic Republic shall submit to TPA a comprehensive
list identifying all responsibilities in respect of the rights and obligations of the Hellenic Republic
pursuant to this Agreement and the responsible body, agency or authority and shall update such
list whenever changes occur in relation to its initial content (and a reference to the responsible
HR Governmental Body shall be to the HR Governmental Body identified pursuant to this Section
2.4), provided that no failure or delay by the Hellenic Republic to deliver or update such list shall
excuse any failure by IPA to comply with any provisions of this Agreement and/or any applicable
law.

2.5 Neither the establishment of any Port Authority or other HR Governmental Body, nor
any measure undertaken by an HR Governmental Body in accordance with this Section 2 for the
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purpose of implementing the provisions of the Ratification Law inaccordance with ANNEX 1.1(a),
shall constitute a Change of Law as defined in Section 22.1.

2.6 1PA shall have the exclusive responsibility and obligation, at its own cost, to arrange for
lighting of all publicly accessible areas, as well as for garbage and waste disposal within the area
comprising the Concession Assets within the Port of Igoumenitsa, Consequently, no HR
Governmenlal Body, municipal authority or subdivision of any of the foregoing shall have the
authority or entitlement to impaose and/or levy reciprocal duties of any nature or description in
respect of areas comprised within the Concession Assets, whether pursuant to Article 25,
paragraph 12 (re: the “uniform reciprocal duty of sanitation and lighting”) or paragraph 14 (re:
“potential reciprocal duties”) of Law 1828/198g, Article 82, paragraph 2 of Presidential Decree
30/1996, Article 83, paragraph 1 and 225, paragraph 5 of Law 3463/2006 or otherwise.

3. AREAS OF THE MAIN PORT AND THE ADDITIONAL FACILITIES AND CONCESSION ASSETS

3.1 The Port Land Zone of the Port of Igoumenitsa consists of the total of lerrestrial
(sheltered and outdoors) areas within the designated port land zone of each of the Constituent
Ports, each as was designated pursuant to the administrative decisions listed in ANNEX 3.1, and
shall be redefined by the Ratification Law according to the provisions of ANNEX 1.1(a), in each
case including areas from and including the seafront to and including the boundary of the Port
Land Zone, the shore (auyiahdc) and the necessary adjacent areas, quays and quay walls. The
port land zones of each of the Main Port, the Plataria Fishing Shelter and the Syvota Pleasure
Boat Shelter extend today significantly beyond the functional port areas.

32 The Port Land Zone of the Main Port is envisaged to have a mixed use and shall
accommodate both commercial and passenger vessels along its quays. By reference to the
activities to be conducted in the Main Port and the Additional Facilities, the following dislinct
zones of the Port Land Zone (the Sectors) are identified:

L. Main Port

(a) 0ld Port Quays located on the north part of the port and which shall serve domestic
ferry routes (mainly to Corfu).

(b) New Port Quays (Phases A&B) located south of the old Port Quays which shall serve
international ferry routes and any polential cruise traffic,

(c) New Port Quays (Phase C) located on Lhe south end of the port, are currently under
construction and, upon their completion, shall offer additional Ro-Ro ferry berths.

() Future Marina which has been provisioned and is under licensing on the northern most
part of the lgoumenitsa city limits (close to the city’s stadium).

IL. Sagiada Fishing Shelter

The Sagiada Fishing Shelter’s port land zone consists of the peninsula with a N-5 direction in the
Sagiada area. The fishing shelter aims to serve commercial fishing boats mainly on the east side
of the facility but can also accommodate incoming pleasure boats in the basin which has been
formed by the shelter’s quays and moles.
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III. Plataria Fishing Shelter

The Plataria Fishing Shelter’s port land zone may be divided in two distinct zones, following the
layout of the two different basins which have been formed from the construction of the three
different moles. In both basins, mostly pleasure boats are accommodated.

Iv. Syvota Pleasure Boat Shelter

The Syvota Pleasure Boat Shelter’s port land area includes the newer basin which has been
formed by the construction of the moles on the northwest side of the bay as well as the quays
which have been constructed along the bay’s shoreline.

3.3 The Concession (as defined in Section 4) is in respect of the following areas,
infrastructure, superstructure and buildings (together the Concession Assets or the Concession
Area):

(a) the entirety of the terrestrial areas of the Port Land Zone of each of the Main Port and

the Additional Facilities identified in the topographic diagrams attached in ANNEX 3.3(a)
and depicted as the areas contained between the blue colour line and the natural or
artificial coastline (the Concession Land Perimeter);

(b) subject to the limitations set out in Section 4.3, the Port Sea Zone, i.e., for the purposes
of this Agreement, the combination of:

(i) the total area of water adjacent to the Port Land Zone of the Main Port
and each Additional Facility, as determined pursuant to article zo of
Law 2971/2001, including without limitation berths, boat slips, docks
and the marine portion of port works, infrastructure, superstructure
and installations constructed in accordance with applicable law; and

(if) the approximately 2o00-meter long and 170-meter wide navigation
channel to and from the Main Port (the Navigation Channel);

(c) save for any infrastructure, superstructure and buildings demolished in accordance with
the terms of this Agreement, all infrastructure, superstructure and buildings existing
now or in the future within the Concession Land Perimeter (above or below ground),
including without limitation the buildings listed in ANNEX 3.3(a);

(d) but, in each of the foregoing cases, excluding the areas, infrastructure, superstructure
and buildings that are required for the accomplishment of the tasks of public agencies,
enterprises and organisations and are identified as excluded areas in ANNEX 3.3(d) (the
Excluded Areas and Assets).

3.4 The Concession Assets include certain sub-concession agreements relating to areas
within the Concession Land Perimeter approved, authorised and/or entered into by IPA in
respect of the areas specified, and made to the persons, listed in ANNEX 3.4 (the Designated
Sub-Concessions, which term shall also import any extensions or renewals thereof). IPA shall at
all times during the continuance of this Agreement be bound to:
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(a) comply with its contractual obligations in respect of the Designated Sub-Concessions;
and
(b) subject to the relevant counterparty not being in material breach of the relevant

Designated Sub-Concession and having requested an extension subject to and in
accordance with the relevant Designated Sub-Concession, renew and consent to the
extension of each Designated Sub-Concession as provided for in the respective
agreement and within the limits of Section 12, unless IPA and the responsible HR
Governmental Body have expressly agreed to the contrary.

3.5 Particularly as regards the Designated Sub-Concession of the Building under nr. 7
(Passenger Terminal T2) to the Coast Guard Authorily, in accordance with the provisions of
ANNEX 3.5, it is hereby agreed that it shall be terminated if the relevant agencies of the Hellenic
Coast Guard are not relocated, solely due Lo their own fault, to the above Concession Assets, al
the lalest within thirty (30) months from the Effective Date. The above building will also host
the Public Port Authority.

3.0 In relation to the parking area depicled in ANNEX 3.3(a) under nr. P2, it is agreed that
IPA shall make available, throughoul the Concession Term, the entirety of the existing parking
spaces sel out in the plan attached hereto as ANNEX 3.6 (Outdoor Parking Area P2 Diagram),
for the free of charge parking of the inhabitants and the public in general, and shall not be entitled
to alter in any way its use as free-of-charge public parking area. Throughout the Concession
Term IPA shall be responsible for the maintenance of said area in accordance with the provision
of Section 8 below.

i For the purpose of this Agreement, the Port Land Zone, the Port Sea Zone, the
Concession Land Perimeter and the Concession Assets shall be only the corresponding areas as
expressly described in this Section 3 and the corresponding Annexes to which this Section 3
expressly refers.

4. SUBJECT-MATTER OF CONCESSION

4.1 The Hellenic Republic hereby grants to IPA the exclusive right to possess, use, manage,
maintain, improve and exploit the Concession Assets and performing Works (as defined in
Section 7.2) thereupon (the Right) for the Concession Term (as defined in Section 4.5) subject
to the terms and conditions set out in this Agreement (the Concession).

4.2 The Right consists of the entitlement of IPA, throughout the Concession Term, to
possess, use and exploit the Concession Assets subject to the terms and limitations under this
Agreement. Subject to the provisions of this Agreement (including, without limitation, Sections
4.3, 4.4, 6, 7, 9 and 10), the Right shall in particular, but without limitation, entitle IPA to:

(a) take physical possession of, and exercise primary physical empowerment over, Lhe
Concession Assets;

(b) subject to Sections g and 11.3, exclude third parties from the Concession Assels;

(c) access and use areas of the Port Sea Zone, for the purpose of exercising its rights or
complying with its obligations under this Agreement;
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utilise the Concession Assets for IPA’s activities and the furtherance of IPA’s business
and operations in relation to the provision of port services and amenities;

demolish existing infrastructure, superstructure and buildings or otherwise dispose of
them, provided that such actions are conducted in accordance with applicable laws and
requisite administrative permits and are undertaken in the ordinary course of IPA’s
business or have been identified in the Master Plan (as defined in Section 6.2 (a)), in
effect from time to time;

effect capital investments in infrastructure and superstructure, according to the
requirements hereof, for the support of new, or the expansion or continuation of IPA’s
business and operations;

grant sub-concessions to third parties, in accordance with and subject to the terms and
conditions as set out in Section 12;

subject to complying with the provisions of this Agreement and applicable laws
(including, without limitation, in respect of the Master Plan any environmental
approvals and obligations, appropriate planning, safety and works permits), construct
port-related infrastructure and superstructure at appropriate locations within the Port
Sea Zone, with due regard to marine safety and security of navigation; and

collect all revenues (including the Port Tariffs) arising from the exploitation of the Right.

Without prejudice to any other provision in this Agreement and to the extent relating

specifically to the Port Sea Zone, the Right shall at all times remain subject to the following
limitations and parameters:

(a)

(b)

(c)

(d)

the Right shall not be opposable to, or operate to limit, any sovereign rights of the
Hellenic Republic;

save as: (i) may be incidental to or necessary in the construction or maintenance of
marine works carried out in accordance with this Agreement and applicable laws; (ii)
required for dredging all berths and port basins, as well as maintaining the appropriate
current or future design depth (currently -10.5m) of the Navigation Channel; and/or (iii)
necessary to enable IPA to exercise its rights and comply with its obligations hereunder,
the Right shall not give rise to any entitlement to IPA to access any underwater areas or
the seabed of the Port Sea Zone;

save as envisaged in Sections 21 and 22 hereof, the Hellenic Republic shall not, during
the continuance of this Agreement, consent to the grant of any exclusive rights to any
person over or affecting waters comprised in the Port Sea Zone (including, but without
limitation, any hydrocarbon exploration or similar rights) in circumstances that could
obstruct the traffic of ships to and from the Main Port and the Additional Facilities at
commercially navigable depths; and

IPA shall not maintain or assume or be deemed to have maintained or assumed any right
or power of public or administrative nature by reason of grant of the Right in respect of
the Port Sea Zone.
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4.4 Without prejudice to any other provision in this Agreement, the Right shall at all times
remain subject to the following limitations:

(a) neither the granting or existence of the Right nor any aspect or manifestation of the
Right shall affect the legal status of the Port Land Zone as public property in common
use (kotvéypnoto Snudoto mpdyua), in accordance with laws applicable to port zones,
including the provisions of Law 2971/2001, as amended,;

(b) IPA shall exercise the Right in the capacily of a private port developer and shall cbserve
and comply with all duties, responsibilities and requirements incumbent upon or
attaching to such capacity, as envisaged or prescribed from time to time under laws of
general application to ports in the Hellenic Republic;

(c) the Right does not canfer upon IPA any Regulatory Powers, any status as a Port Authority
or any powers, authorities, rights, duties, functions or privileges similar or equivalent to
any of the foregoing, save that IPA may adopt from time Lo time such internal rules and
regulations as it may consider necessary relating to the use, maintenance and operation
of the Main Port and the Additional Facilities, provided that such rules and regulations
are consistent with, and shall at all times remain subject to the provisions of, applicable
laws and the provisions of this Agreement;

(d) the Right includes the right to exploit the Concession Assets for or by means that are not
a port-related activity such as (but not limited to) non port-related real estate, industrial
ar commercial development, development for cultural or general tourism activities
{Other Activities), under the condition, though, thal such Other Activities:

(i) shall remain consistent with the nature of the Port Land Zone and are
justified notwithstanding limited availability of land areas within the
Concession Land Perimeter; or

(i) shall have been specifically permitted as part of a Master Plan duly
approved in accordance with Section 6; and

in each of the foregoing cases, shall not limit the ability of IPA to provide the Core Services (as
defined in Section 11.1) in line with the requirements of this Agreement and shall not breach
applicable laws and/or the principles set out in Section g.1;

(a) neither the Right, nor any manifestation of the Right shall limit:

(i) the Hellenic Republic and its agencies, departments, instrumentalities
and controlled persons, whenever exercising sovereign duties and/or
functions entrusted upon them under applicable laws and regulations
of general application or rights reserved under this Agreement;

(i) the right of users of the Main Port and/or the Additional Facilities and
the means of navigation to access the Concession Assets, to the extent

required or permitted under applicable law; and/or

(iii) any provider of port services with a right of access and/or license to
provide such services within the Main Port and/or the Additional

%
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Facilities from benefitting from that right and/or a license under any
applicable law, including without limitation any providers of port
services as may be licensed from time to time by the competent HR
Governmental Body,

provided that nothing in this Agreement shall require IPA to knowingly violate
its obligations relating to compliance with the Port Security Norms (as defined
herein below) and/or to mandatory health and safety regulations having the
force of Law; and

(b) the Right granted pursuant to this Agreement shall not extend to any properties located
outside of the Concession Area (whether or not owned by IPA).

4.5 The Right shall exist for a period (the Concession Term) ending on 3 February 2062,
being the sixtieth (60") anniversary of the 2002 Agreement, subject to early termination
pursuant to Section 25, with the possibility of an extension, following the submission of relevant
request from IPA and the approval thereof, at its free judgement, by the Hellenic Republic.

4.6 The Hellenic Republic will, to the extent necessary, render support to IPA to defend its
interests in the Concession Assets and the rights granted to IPA under this Agreement in respect
of the Concession Assets against any person claiming any interest in the Concession Assets.

5. GENERAL OBLIGATIONS AND LIABILITY OF IPA

5.1 Taking into consideration the long-term nature of the Agreement and acknowledging
the complexity of the subject-matter of the Concession, IPA shall take all reasonable steps within
its control to ensure that all of its operations, activities and dealings undertaken pursuant to this
Agreement are conducive to:

(a) the implementation of “green port” policies, which will contribute, among others, to the
protection of environment, the mitigation of climate change, the proper management of
resources, the protection of biodiversity and marine ecosystems and will encourage
sustainable investments and operations of the Main Port and the Additional Facilities;

(b) the increase of economic activity at the Port of [goumenitsa and adjacent areas;

(©) leveraging the geographic location of lgoumenitsa and the value of the infrastructure
within and around the Port of Igoumenitsa for the benefit of the city of Igoumenitsa, the
Region of Epirus and Greek national economy;

(d) extending the geographical footprint of the areas served by the Port of Igoumenitsa and
enhancing its commercial significance for these arcas;

(e) the offering of quality port services; and

() contributing to the increase of employment in the activities of the Port of Igoumenitsa
and those of the industries and businesses related with the Port of Igoumenitsa.
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5.2 IPA shall perform its obligations under this Agreement in compliance with all applicable
laws, regulations and ordinances of general application, including but not limited to the
provisions of the Code of Public Maritime Law (Legislative Decree 187/1973, Government Gazette
A" 261/1973), Law 2g71/2001 (Government Gazette A’ 285/19.12.2001), Law 3622/2007
(Government Gazefte A’ 281/20.12.2007), Law 4150/2013 (Government Gazette A
102/29.4.2013), Law 4389/2016 (Government Gazette A’ 94/27.5.2016), each as in force,
applicable laws in respect of health, safety and the environment, the Ratification Law, as well as
laws and regulations pertaining to the protection and preservation of archaeological monuments
and cultural heritage, each as applicable from time to time, and any and all rules and regulations
enacted in furtherance thereof. To the extent that, immediately prior to the Effective Date, 1PA
has not been conducting its business in compliance with all applicable laws in all respects then,
without prejudice to the consequences as may be envisaged or imposed pursuant to such
applicable laws, IPA shall not he in breach of its corresponding obligations pursuant to this
Section 5.2 for a remediation period of up to twenty four (24) months from the Effective Date,
but only insofar as:

(a) IPA has notified the Hellenic Republic in writing promptly upon becoming aware of any
such non-compliance and has disclosed areas of non-compliance in reasonable detail in
each case nol later than twelve (12) months following the Effective Date;

(b) IPA has promplly following so becoming aware initiated and thereafter consistently
pursued diligent efforts to rectify any non-compliance by reference to a documented
resolution plan duly approved by the responsible HR Governmental Body; and

(c) IPA has promptly following so becoming aware complied fully with any duties under
applicable laws to report any such non-compliance to the competent judiciary and/or
law enforcement authorities and has facilitated and cooperated in the conduct of any
associated investigation.

5.3 Subject to Section 5.2 above, IPA shall procure the issuance of, maintain, hold at all limes
and comply in all material respects with the terms of all permits, consents and approvals
(including, without limitation, environmental apprevals) that may be required from time to time
in order to operate the Concession Assets in compliance with this Agreement and applicable laws.
By way of exception, IPA shall not be liable if the competent, [rom time to time, HR Governmental
Bodies delay the issue or renewal of said permits, consents and approvals, provided that IPA had
previously proceeded to all actions required for their issue or renewal, including to the timely
and proper submission of the necessary applications and related supporting documentation.

5.4 IPA shall, at all times, and in all respects, observe the Regulatory Powers. IPA shall
comply with the Regulatory Rules granted or implemented in respect of the Main Port and/or
the Additional Facilities and, without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing, cooperate fully,
proactively, transparently and efficiently with the appropriate HR Governmental Bodies as part
of the exercise of their respective competences and legislated functions in respect of the Main
Port and/or the Additional Facilities in accordance with applicable laws.

5.5 Without prejudice to the generality of Section 5.4 and applicable laws, TPA shall ensure
that the representatives of cach HR Governmental Body having competence from time to time
for purposes of this Agreement (the HR Representatives) are granted with as extensive access
to the Concession Assets as is reasonably necessary to enable them to properly discharge their
duties and functions (including but not limited to contract §nd performance monitoring under

y
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Section 14) in accordance with applicable laws, at all reasonable times and on reasonable prior
notice, but also without prior warning. No delay or failure on the part of the Hellenic Republic,
any HR Governmental Body and/or any HR Representatives to conduct any inspection of any
operations, works, sites or other matters relevant to this Agreement shall:

(a) release or discharge IPA from its obligations or liabilities under this Agreement in respect
thereof:;

(b) constitute an approval or confirmation on the part of the Hellenic Republic that IPA
and/or any such operations, matters, works or sites comply with applicable laws; and/or

(c) be deemed to constitute a waiver of any of the rights of the Hellenic Republic under this
Agreement or applicable law.

References in this Section 5.5 to the HR Representatives shall apply mutatis mutandis to the
Independent Engineer.

5.6 IPA shall operate the Main Port and the Additional Facilities and perform its obligations
under this Agreement in compliance with the Standards and Specifications in every respect. For
the purposes of this Agreement, Standards and Specifications shall mean practices, methods,
techniques and standards and specifications outlined in ANNEX 5.6, as amended, supplemented
or updated from time to time, as well as all other technical standards, specifications, safety and
security requirements that are generally applicable to and/or generally accepted for use in
international port construction, development, operations and maintenance, with due regard to
any special factors or conditions prevailing in the Main Port, the Additional Facilities and/or
Greece (including without limitation provisions in regard to labor laws, health and safety,
environmental protection, sustainability, protection of the insularity condition, compliance with
the standards of sustainable entrepreneurship and the criteria relating to environmental
sustainability, social responsibility and corporate governance. In that context, IPA shall prepare
and publish an annual corporate responsibility and sustainable development report in line with
internationally recognized guidelines and standards (such as, indicatively, the global reporting
standards of the organisation “Global Reporting Initiative”), in which its strategy will be linked
to the global goals for sustainable development set by the United Nations Organisation). At the
latest by the first (1) anniversary of the Effective Date, IPA shall be certified - or, in case it has
already been certified, shall maintain in force such certification- by an independent certification
body accredited by the Hellenic Accreditation System (E.Z.Y.4) and shall operate in accordance
with (a) Quality Management System ISO goo1:2015 or equivalent standard, (b) Environmental
Management System 1SO 14001:2001 or equivalent standard and (c) Health and Safety
Management System OHSAS 18001:2007 or 1SO 45001/2018 or equivalent standard.

5.7 Subject o Section 12, IPA shall procure that its contractors, Sub-Contractors,
Sub-Concessionaires (excluding for the avoidance of doubt, IPA’s counterparties under the
Designated Sub-Concessions and any agents of the Hellenic Republic or any HR Governmental
Body), sub-lessees and all third-party agents of the above-mentioned parties comply with all
applicable laws and the Standards and Specifications.

5.8 Unless expressly otherwise stipulated in this Agreement (including without limitation
Section 17), IPA shall:
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(a) throughout the continuance of this Agreement assume the full risk and responsibility for
all Concession Assets and shall be liable towards the Hellenic Republic, in ils capacity as
owner of the Concession Assets, for any destruction, damage or loss (including
demolition, save to the extent such demolition is required as part of an approved Master
Plan and benefits from all requisile statutory approvals) of or affecting the Concession
Assets or any part thereof, save to the extent any such destruction, damage or loss
resulted from a breach by the Hellenic Republic of its obligations under this Agreement
and/or under applicable laws;

(b) indemnify and held the Hellenic Republic and each HR Governmental Body harmless
from any claim by or liability to any third party arising from any act or omission of IPA
which is in violation of applicable laws or this Agreement, in connection with the use,
exploitation, maintenance and (if applicable) demelition of any of the Concession Assets
and/or any activitics undertaken by IPA pursuant to this Agreement; and

(c) fulfil all its obligations under this Agreement through its own resources, at its own risk
and cost and no compensation or reimbursement shall be paid to IPA by the Hellenic
Republic in consideration of or to reward IPA’s compliance with the terms of this
Agreement; provided however, that this paragraph (c):

(i) shall not restrict IPA's right to obtain external funding or bank
financing at its own risk and cost in compliance with the provisions of
this Agreement; and

(i) shall be without prejudice to Section 26.1g or any other provision
hereol requiring the Hellenic Republic lo pay compensation to IPA
under this Agreement.

5.9 Unless otherwise stated in this Agreement or regulated by law and regulations, IPA shall
be solely responsible for undertaking (by itself or by third parties for which it is responsible) all
measures and actions required in order to operate and maintain (or, as the case may be, have
operated and maintained) the Concession Assets as laid down in this Agreement and satisfying
or exceeding the Minimum Service Levels (as defined in Section 8.2). In any event, IPA is
exclusively liable towards the Hellenic Republic for the actions or omissions of the Sub-
Concessionaires, the Sub-contractors or any third party, including the Affiliated Companies of
IPA, engaged by IPA, in respect of the obligations arising from this Agreement.

510  IPA shall provide all reasonable assistance Lo each responsible HR Governmental Body
in relation to security and law-enforcement matters within the areas of the Main Port and the
Additional Facilities. Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing, in the event of
accidents or other incidents which affect or are likely to affect the safety and use of the
Concession Assets and/or IPA’s services, IPA shall use all reasonable endeavours Lo initiate and
miaintain contact with the emergency services of the Hellenic Republic with a view to minimising
disruption Lo traffic by providing a rapid and effective response to accidents or incidents.

5.11 Without prejudice to the provisions of Sections 11 and 12, [PA shall employ and maintain
a workforce that is sufficient in number and qualifications to enable IPA to duly and timely fulfil
all liabilitics, duties and obligations under this Agreement. 1PA shall furthermore take
appropriate measures to ensure that its staff is familiarised with [PA’s obligations under this
Agreement. At all times, [PA shall maintain a non-discrimil\atory, safe, efficient, and modern
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working environment. Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, IPA shall comply with all
provisions and requirements of applicable laws and regulations relating to employment, as well
as health and safety at the workplace.

5.2 Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, IPA shall comply with (and procure that
its contracters, Sub-Contractors and Sub-Concessionaires shall comply with) all applicable
obligations in the fields of environmental, social and labour law established by EU law, national
law, collective agreements or by the international environmental, social and labour law
provisions listed in Annex X of Law 4413/2016 (Government Gazette A’ 148/08.08.2016), as in
force. In case of breach of any of the above obligations, without prejudice to the consequences as
may be envisaged or imposed pursuant to such applicable laws, the Hellenic Republic shall have
the right:

(a) to demand from IPA to cure such breach within thirty (30) Banking Days from the receipt
by IPA of the relevant written notice of the Hellenic Republic referring to such breach;
and/or

(b) in case the breach was caused by a contractor, Sub-Contractor or Sub-Concessionaire of
IPA, to demand that IPA takes, within the aforementioned deadline, all appropriate
measures against such contractor, Sub-Contractor or Sub-Concessionaire, including its
replacement; and

(c) in case IPA does not proceed to the actions described under paragraphs (a) and (b) above,
to terminate this Agreement.

5.13 IPA shall seek to conduct itself as a prudent and responsible employer in all material
respects and shall commit its best efforts in preserving as many jobs as possible.

5.14  IPA shall contribute to the implementation of emergency handling policies in relation to
the Part of Igoumenitsa, by collaborating with the competent agencies of the Civil Emergency
Planning Division of the Hellenic Republic, including by providing necessary resources.

6. MASTER PLAN

6.1 In carrying out its obligations under this Agreement, IPA shall at all times comply in all
material respects with:

(a) IPA’s master plan in respect of the Main Port, as approved and currently in force
pursuant to article 15 of 1. 4081/2012 and as prepared, updated and approved in
accordance with Section 6.2 (the Main Port Master Plan); and

(b) all applicable laws, rules, regulations, standards, permits, licenses and approvals,
including for the time being the environmental approvals listed in ANNEX 6.1(b), as
amended, supplemented or updated from ftime to time (the Environmental
Requirements).

each as in effect from time to time and in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement.
Rules and guidelines regarding master planning are further set out in ANNEX 6.2(Db).
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The following rules and procedures shall apply to any master plan:
IPA shall:

(i) within nine (g) months after the Effective Date (the Initial Master
Plan Date), prepare, update and submit for approval in accordance
with this Section 6.2 an updated Main Port Master Plan in accordance
with the following paragraphs of this Section (together, the Initial
Master Plan), which shall be effective for the period ending on the
tenth (10th) anniversary of the Effective Date (the Initial Port
Development Period); and

(ii) af the latest by the commencement of each successive ten (10) — year
period following the Initial Port Development Period (cach a Port
Development Period), prepare and submit an appropriately revised,
updated and/or restated Main Port Master Plan (each an Updated
Master Plan, and the Initial Master Plan and the Updated Master Plan
as in force from time to time, together being the Master Plan),
satisfying the standards and conditions et out in this Section.

Each draft Master Plan shall set forth IPA’s specific commitments for the implementation
of Works and/or other initiatives to develop the Port of Igoumenitsa over the relevant
Port Development Period. Each draft Master Plan shall be reviewed by the Independent
Engineer who shall be entitled to suggest changes where appropriate.

When preparing a draft Master Plan, IPA shall:
(i) shall have regard to:

(A) the extent to which carrying out the draft Master Plan would meel the
present and reasonably foreseeable future requirements of users of the
Port of Igoumenitsa for service quality and facilities relating to the Port
of lgoumenitsa;

(B) the effect that carrying out the draft Master Plan would be likely to have
on the Port Land Zone and areas surrounding it;

(C) the views of the PRA, the Navy General Staff or/and the Hellenic Coast
Guard or/and any other competent successor authority, to the extent
they relate to security, safety and operational aspects of the draft Master
Plan;

(ii) ensure that the Initial Master Plan and each Updated Master Plan is a
comprehensive plan addressing the operations and requirements of the
relevant Constituent Port(s) and complies in all material respects:

(A) with all laws and regulations of general application, and all applicable
Regulatory Rules;

in considering and reviewing any draft Master Plan, the responsible HR
Governmental Body shall seek to establish its compliance (or
otherwise) with the requirements and criteria set out in applicable law
and this Agreement, but shall not be entitled to re-assess the underlying
commercial rationale or business merits thereof;

in any event, if ESAL (or the each time responsible HR Governmental
Body) does not reject in writing all or any part of the original or the
revised Master Plan within ninety (go) days of:

the date of the positive recommendation (approval) of the responsible
HR Governmental Body in respect of the strategic environmental
impact assessment study which shall accompany it; or
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(B) where the preparation of a strategic environmental impact assessment
study is not required under applicable law, the date of submission of
the draft Master Plan,

it shall be presumed that ESAL (or the each time responsible HR
Governmental Body) does not have any further remarks and any
required, in accordance with applicable law, opinion or other act of the
above in respect of the submitted Master Plan shall be deemed granted;

(vii) decisions of the responsible HR Governmental Body rejecting all or any
part of a draft Master Plan shall provide reasoning in reasonable defail
for the reason(s) for rejection.

6.3 Without prejudice to the provisions of the previous paragraphs, subject to any delays
falling within IPA’s control, the each time responsible HR Governmental Bodies:

(a) shall submit a recommendation for the issue of a presidential decree within a maximum
period of twenty four (24) months of the due submission of the draft Master Plan, in
cases where the preparation of a strategic environmental impact assessment study is
required under applicable law for its approval, or

(b) in case the issue of a presidential decree is not required under applicable law for its
approval, shall approve the (original or, as the case may be, revised) draft Master Plan
within a maximum period of twelve (12) months of its due submission.

6.4 For the avoidance of doubt, prior to the approval of the Initial Master Plan, IPA shall not
be precluded from carrying out Works (as defined in Section 7.2 below) in accordance with the
Main Port Master Plan that is approved pursuant to article 15 of L. 4081/2012, as long as the
terms and restrictions ol any subsequent decisions of ESAL are not hreached.

6.5 IPA underiakes to organise and maintain, ag a as a non-marketable asset, the historical
archive of the Port of Igoumenitsa, hosting it in a suitable place which shall be accessible for
scientific/research purposes. The operating and maintenance costs shall be borne by IPA.

7. WORKS, STATE WORKS AND INVESTMENTS

il IPA shall undertake all works and investments necessary for the ongoing operations of
the Port of Igoumenitsa in compliance with this Agreement and, in particular, in compliance with
the Minimum Service Levels at its own cost and risk.

7.2 With the exception of the State Works (as defined in the Definitions and Interpretation
Section) and/or as otherwise provided in this Agreement, IPA shall be solely respensible for the
design, financing, construction, commissioning and operation of all works within the Concession
Area (the Works), including without limitation:

(a) any works to be initiated by IPA for the enhancement or expansion of existing
infrastructure (the Enhancement Works); and

() the Remedial Works (as deflined in Section 8).
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7.3 IPA shall ensure that all Works:

(a) are consistent with the Master Plan (other than Works relating only to the Sagiada
Fishing Shelter, the Plataria Fishing Shelter and/or the Syvota Pleasure Boat Shelter) in
effect from time to time;

(b) comply with all applicable laws and regulations;
() comply with the Standards and Specifications;
(d) are constructed on the basis of, and in accordance with, all required licenses and permits

(including, without limitation, environmental permits);

(e) shall be tendered and awarded by IPA pursuant to procedures satisfying the
requirements of Section 12; and

() without prejudice to paragraph (e) above, shall constitute private works and need not be
tendered or awarded in adherence to formal public works and/or procurement rules and
regulations.

7.4 In addition, IPA shall ensure that:

(a) Remedial Works comply with the requirements of the relevant Facilities Remedy Plan
that has been approved, if requested by the Responsible Agency, by the Independent
Engineer; and

(b) Enhancement Works or Remedial Works involving a budget in excess of EUR Five
Hundred Thousand (€500,000) (the Major Works) are constructed on the basis of
designs for the relevant Works approved by the Independent Engineer (Designs), and
are supervised by the Independent Engineer in accordance with Section 27.

7.5 IPA warrants that all Works shall be fit for the purpose for which they are intended, as
determined or reasonably results from the foregoing.

7.6 IPA shall procure, in accordance with the principles envisaged in Section 12 of this
Agreement, for the preparation and delivery of designs in respect of all Works, as well as, in
respect of the Major Works, for the preparation and delivery of draft Designs to the level of detail
reasonably required by the Independent Engineer for the purpose of enabling the Independent
Engineer to review and approve them and supervise the relevant Major Works. IPA shall ensure
that each draft Design has been compiled in accordance with the Standards and Specifications.
IPA shall not permit any construction activity in respect of Major Works to commence unless and
until the relevant draft Designs have been approved in accordance with the requirements of this
Section 7.

.7 The Independent Engineer shall check and approve all Designs in respect of Major Works
in accordance with this Agreement and the Independent Engineer’s Agreement. The Independent
Engineer shall be responsible for:

(a) reviewing and checking the extent to which such Designs meet the Standards and
Specifications and ordering any supplementary design necessary for the compliance of
the Designs to the Standards and Specifications;

(b) verifying (based on respective evidence) that each draft Design includes, in respect of
the relevant Major Works, the envisaged construction method, the description and
sequence of each phase of construction works in sufficient detail to enable the
Independent lingineer to supervise construction thereof in line with the Standards and
Specifications;

(c) verifying the alignment of Designs with IPA’s approved Master Plan (unless the relevant
Major Works relate to the Sagiada Fishing Shelter, the Plataria Fishing Shelter and/or
the Syvota Pleasure Boat Shelter), approved environmental terms and the Standards and
Specifications;

(d) approving the schedule of inspections and tests in the Concession Area, checking their
adequacy and sufficiency for design purposes and providing a copy of this approved
schedule to 1PA and the Responsible Agency;

(e) auditing, checking and approving the quality control manuals and design quality
assurance ordering modifications or additions (as required) and monitoring their
implementation;

() imposing any necessary measurements of structural behaviour and reviewing their
resulls; and

(g) regularly reporting to the General Directorate of Ports, Port Policy and Maritime
Investments of the Ministry of Maritinie and Insular Policy or such successor agency as
the Hellenic Republic may designate in writing from time Lo ime (the Responsible
Agency) and 1PA in respect of the foregoing in the manner envisaged in the Independent
Engineer’s Agreement.

7.8 IPA shall forward each draft Design in respect of any Major Work to the Independent
Engineer, Logether with all accompanying diagrams and ancillary documentation, as reasonably
required for the Independent Engineer to conduct its review in accordance with Section 7.7. The
Independent Engineer shall review and check cach draft Design so submilted and shall deliver
its conclusions to the Responsible Agency and 1PA as soon as reasonably practicable and in each
case nol later than by the date being forty-five (45) days following submission of a drafl Design.
If the Independent Engineer has failed to deliver its conclusions by the above-mentioned date,
the draft Design shall be deemed to have been approved.

7.9 IT a Design is approved or deemed to have been approved by the Independent Engineer
in accordance with Section 7.8, the Independent lingineer shall issue a certificate (a Design
Approval Certificate) and deliver a copy thereof to IPA and the Responsible Agency,
accompanied by the Design to which it relates. Upon delivery of a Design Approval Certificate:

(a) a Design shall be deemed approved;

(b} subject to Section 28, the Independent Engineer’s approval shall be final and binding
upon the Parties; and

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7.10  1f, by the date specified in Section 7.8, the Independent Engineer has issued comments
to IPA, IPA shall promptly cure any deficiencies identified in a draft Design, make such
modifications as reasonably deemed necessary by the Independent Engineer and re-submit the
same to the Independent Engineer for approval.

] Sections 7.7, 7.8 and 7.9 shall apply mutatis mutandis to:

(a) any draft Design re-submitted to the Independent Engineer pursuant to Section 7.10;

7.12  During the construction period of Major Works, the Independent Engineer shall
supervise those construction works in accordance with this Agreement and the Independent
Engineer’s Agreement. In particular, the Independent Engineer shall perform the following
duties in respect of Major Works:

(b) inspect the Major Works and ensure compliance of the construction work, materials,
workmanship and the quality of the Major Works with this Agreement, the Standards
and Specifications, all relevant permits and licenses and the relevant approved Design(s)
(including any agreed amendment thereto);

(©) monitor the application of the approved environmental terms and IPA’s compliance with
the Environmental Requirements;

(d) check that the progress of Major Works complies with the construction works program
(including, in respect of Remedial Works, the relevant Facilities Remedy Plan);

(e) ensure that the contractors for Major Works establish and maintain an effective quality
assurance procedure for the Major Works and report on its operation;

(f) assist in all aspects of completion testing and taking over of the Major Works, including
(without limitation) certifying whether the tests on completion and other required tests
have been satisfied, issuing the Substantial Completion Certificate according to the
procedure in this Section 7, assisting IPA in taking-over the completed Major Works;

(g) keep full and proper records of all meetings and discussions conducted by the
Independent Engineer; and

(h) prepare reports for presentation to IPA and the Responsible Agency (such reports to
include details as to quality, time and, if necessary, the cost of Major Works).

7.13  For the avoidance of doubt, IPA's responsibilities in respect of any Works shall not be
reduced or otherwise affected by:

(@) the Independent Engineer’s approval of any Designs;
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(b) the performance of the Independent Engineer’s duties regarding supervision of any
Major Works (including, but withoul limitation, the issuance of any Substantial
Completion Certificate or other confirmation); and/or

{c} any breach by the Independent Engineer of its duties under the Independent Engineer’s
Agreement,

714  Assoon as IPA considers {acting reasonably) that any Major Works have been completed
in all material respects in accordance with the relevant Design(s) and the requirements of this
Agreement and that they are ready for operation, IPA shall give notice in writing to the
Independent Engineer, inviting the Independent Engineer to inspect the relevant Major Works
for the purpose of ascertaining their completion. Within twenty (20) days of receipt of such
notice, the Independent Engineer shall commence its inspection.

7.15  The Independent Lngineer, IPA and representatives of the Responsible Agency will
inspect, in the presence of the relevant contractor, the Major Works for which a notice has been
given pursuant lo Section 7.14, to check that such Major Works have been substantially
completed in all material respects, in accordance with the relevant approved Designs, Lhe
Standards and Specifications and all other requirements of this Agreement and that they are
ready for operation. [PA shall grant to the Independent Engineer all requisile access to the sites
of the relevant Major Works and Lo the relevanl contractor(s) and their staff. The period of such
inspection may not exceed ten (10) consecutive days. IPA may carry out minor works during this
procedure,

716 If, following an inspection pursuant to Section 7.15, the Independent Engineer is able to
confirm that the relevant Major Works are substantially complete in all material respects in
accordance with the relevanl approved Designs, the Standards and Specifications and all other
requirements of this Agreement and that are ready for operation, the Independent Enginecr shall
issue a substantial completion certificate (the Substantial Completion Certificate)} to confirm
so, within a deadline of thirty (30) days of conclusion of the inspection. For the purposes of
issuing the Substantial Completion Certificate, the Independent Engineer shall consider
fulfilment of the criteria set out in this Section 7. The Independent Engineer shall not withhold
or delay the issuance of a Substantial Completion Certificate, notwithstanding the observance of
minor defects that are of a temporary nature, are minor in scope and importance and (either
individually or in conjunction with each other} would not materially impair the safety or
functionality of the Major Works or the ability of IPA and/or users of the Port of Igoumenitsa lo
use the resulting facilities on a commercial scale (the Snagging Items). If the Independent
Engineer identifies any Snagging Items, together with issuing the Substantial Completion
Certificate, the Independent Engineer shall compile a list of Snagging Items (the Punch List).
The Independent Engineer shall deliver a copy of the Substantial Completion Certificate and (if
applicable) the Punch List to IPA and the Responsible Agency, I within the above thirty-days
deadline from conclusion of the inspection, the Independent Engineer has neither issued the
Substantial Completion Certificate and (as the case may be) the Punch List, nor informed IPA in
writing of its decision to not issue the Substantial Completion Certificate, the Major Works shall
be deemed provisionally accepted by the Independent Engineer,

7.17 IPA shall ensure thal any Snagging Items or other defects, deficiencies or shortcomings
in respect of any Major Works identified in the Punch List are fully cured as soon as possible and,
in each case, within ninety (go) days of the date of issuance of the corresponding Substantial
Completion Certiticate.

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718  The Independent Engineer shall issue a final completion certificate (a Completion
Certificate) in respect of any Major Works for which the Independent Engineer has issued a
Substantial Completion Certificate or which are deemed provisionally accepted by the
Independent Engineer in accordance with the provisions of Section 7.16 herein above:

(a) on the date being thirty (30) days following the issuance of the relevant Substantial
Completion Certificate or the deemed provisional acceptance by the Independent
Engineer if:

(i) no Punch List has been issued in respect of such Major Works; and

Engineer’s determination or deemed provisional acceptance pursuant

(b) on the date being thirty (30) days following the Independent Engineer’s verification that
IPA has remedied the Snagging Items in accordance with the relevant Punch List in their
entirety or substantially in their entirety in accordance with applicable laws, this
Agreement and the Standards and Specifications, if:

(i) the process envisaged under Section 7.15 has been followed mutatis
mutandis in respect of such verification, unless waived by the
Independent Engineer with the consent of IPA and the Responsible
Agency; and

(ii) neither IPA nor the Hellenic Republic have contested the Independent
Engineer’s determination pursuant to Section 28 hereof or the
objections of IPA and/or the Hellenic Republic have been dismissed by
the arbitral tribunal or the Technical Disputes Resolution Panel; or

(c) within twenty (20) days of issuance of a ruling of the arbitral tribunal or Technical
Disputes Resolution Panel pursuant to Section 28 if such ruling directs the issuance of a
Completion Certificate.

719 In addition to the permits and licenses required under generally applicable laws, any
demolition of existing infrastructure or superstructure within the Concession Assets that has not
been provided for in the Master Plan shall require the prior written consent by the responsible
HR Governmental Body upon the submission of an appropriately substantiated request, such
consent being deemed as received by IPA if the responsible HR Governmental Body does not
respond to a request for consent from IPA within one hundred twenty (120) days of such request.
The consent may only be withheld if the envisaged demolition:

520  The Hellenic Republic shall procure for the State Works (as defined in the Definitions
and Interpretation Section) in accordance with the State Works Contracts (as defined in the
Definitions and Interpretation Section) and ensure that such works are completed in accordance
with the standards and specifications set out in the relevant State Works Contract on or before
the relevant completion dates set out in Part 1 (State Worlks) of ANNEX 7.20. The provisions of
Part 11 (Provisions on State Works) of ANNEX 7.20 shall apply to State Works. For the avoidance
of doubt:

(a) the duties of the Independent Engineer pursuant to Section 27 (Independent Engineer)
shall include the duties deriving from Part 11 (Provisions on State Works) of ANNEX 7.20;

(b) the dispute resolution provisions of Section 28 (Geverning Law and Dispute Resolution)

7.21 IPA may, if it so elects, with the consent of and on terms agreed with the IHellenic
Republic, perform some or all of the State Works and any other works that the Hellenic Republic
is required to perform er procure pursuant to the lerms of this Agreement on behall of and at
the cost of the Hellenic Republic.

8. MAINTENANCE

81 [PA shall at its own risk and cost be responsible for the maintenance of the Concession
Assets:

(a) in accordance with the terms and conditions set out in this Agreement;

(b} in compliance in all material respects with all applicable laws, legal requirements,

applicable technical, environmental and satety standards and the Standards and
Specifications; and

(c) such as to ensure the continued ability of IPA to support port users, the safety of users
and workers exposed to the activities undertaken in the Concession Assets, and the
uninterrupled operation of the Main Port and the Additional Facilities in general.

8.2 Subject only to Section 8.3, IPA shall ensure that the Concession Assets are maintained
in such condition as to consistently enable IPA Lo provide the services and operations required to
meet the standards, specifications and targets described in ANNEX 8.2 (the Minimum Service
Levels).

8.3 In the period commencing on the Effective Date and ending on the date being twenty-

four (z4) months following the Effective Date (but not at any subsequent time), IPA’s failure to
meet the Minimum Service Levels shall not trigger paymgnts of Liguidated Damages or lead to a
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termination of this Agreement. For the avoidance of doubt, this Section 8.3 shall not affect IPA’s
obligations under this Agreement:

(a) regarding monitoring and/or reporting on its performance in respect of the Minimum
Service Levels by reference to any period of time within the said twenty four-month
period; and/or

(b) to meet all Minimum Service Levels as provided for in this Agreement at any time
following the date being twenty-four (24) months following the Effective Date.

8.4 1PA shall compile and submit to the Responsible Agency and the Independent Engineer
on an annual basis a report (the Facilities Condition Assessment Report), describi ng in
reasonable detail the physical condition of the Concession Assets, their state of repair, details of
any significant damage beyond normal wear and tear, as well as any problems or shortcomings
of or affecting the Concession Assets that prevent or are likely to prevent IPA from continuin gto
meet the Minimum Service Levels. Fach Facilities Condition Assessment Report shall have the
minimum content set out in ANNEX 8.4. The first Facilities Condition Assessment Report shall
be submitted within ninety (90) days of the Effective Date and each subsequent Facilities
Condition Assessment Report shall be submitted within ninety (go) days of each anniversary of
the Effective Date.

8.5 The Facilities Condition Assessment Report shall be accompanied by a remedy plan (the
Facilities Remedy Plan) setting forth IPA’s proposed response to any shortcomings or problems
identified in the Facilities Condition Assessment Report, including (without limitation) IPA’s
suggestions for the implementation of repair and maintenance works required to reinstate the
Concession Assets and/or restore IPA’s ability to meet the Minimum Service Levels, observe the
Standards and Specifications and otherwise comply with the requirements of this Agreement
(the Remedial Workes), together with IPA’s proposal for the timeframe of implementation of
Remedial Works, as well as an update on the progress of Remedial Works already underway.

8.6 Within thirty (30) days of their delivery, as well as at any other time, the Independent
Engineer shall be entitled to conduct an on-site inspection of the Port of Igoumenitsa for the
purpose of verifying the findings of the first Facilities Condition Assessment Report and/or
evaluating the first Facilities Remedy Plan. The Responsible Agency may (but shall not be
required to) request the Independent Engineer to assess and confirm the findings of any
subsequent Facilities Condition Assessment Report and evaluate any subsequent Facilities
Remedy Plan, other than the first one. Without limiting any other provision hereof, IPA shall
grant to the Independent Engineer all access and assistance reasonably required by it to properly
conduct such on-site investigation.

8.7 By the later of:

(a) the date being thirty (30) days of receipt by the Independent Engineer of the annual
Facilities Condition Assessment Report and corresponding Facilities Remedy Plan; or

(b) if applicable, the date being twenty (20) days following completion by the Independent
Engineer of its on-site investigation pursuant to Section 8.6,

the Independent Engineer shall notify in writing IPA and the Responsible Agency of any
comments regarding the Facilities Condition Assessment Report and corresponding
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Facilities Remedy Plan. If, by the above date, the Independent Engineer has not provided
any comments, the Facilities Condition Assessment Report and corresponding Facilities
Remedy Plan shall be deemed to have been approved by the Independent Engineer. If,
by the above date, the Independent Engineer provides comments, IPA shall promptly
and, in each case, within twenty (20) days of receipt of such comments, revise the
Facilities Condition Assessment Reporl and corresponding Facilities Remedy Plan in line
with the Independent Engineer’s comments and re-submit the same to the Independent
Engineer and the Responsible Agency. Any objection of IPA to the comments of the
Independent Engineer may be referred for resolution to the Technical Disputes
Resolution Panel.

8.8 Subject to Section 28, a Facilities Condition Assessment Report and corresponding
Facilities Remedy Plan shall be deemed to be final and binding following the lapse of thirty (30)
days:

(a) from the notification to the Responsible Agency of the approval decision of the

Independent Engineer or their deemed approval by the Independent Engineer in
accordance with Section 8.7; or

(b) if comments have been provided by the Independent Engineer, from the notification to
the Responsible Agency of the approval decision of the Independent Engineer to the
updated, following proper incorporation of its comments, Facilities Condition
Assessment Report and updated Facilities Remedy Plan, or their deemed approval by the
Independent Engineer in accordance with Section 8.7.

The Responsible Agency shall be entitled to raise objections for reasons of non-compliance with
the applicable legislation or the terms of this Agreement.

8.9 IPA shall implement all Remedial Works and take other appropriate action in the manner
and at the times specified in the Facilities Remedy Plan each time in effect.

810  If, as a consequence of any maintenance, repair or replacement measures required in
respect of any Concession Assets, any Minimum Service Levels are unlikely to be met for three
{2) or more consecutive days by IPA, these measures must be:

(a) scheduled so as to reduce their impact to the grealest extent economically and
operationally reasonable;

(b} to the fullest extent relating to services related to international and domeslic passenger
and car ferry traffic (the Ferry Services), - undertaken only with the consent of the
responsible HR Governmental Body and in a manner so as to continuously ensure that
at least a minimum service is provided on all of the ferry lines;

{c) undertaken together with any other routine planned or preventative measures of
maintenance, repair or replacement, which, if omitted, would otherwise be expected Lo
lead to further inability of 1PA to fully meet the Minimum Service Levels within the
following six (6) months, unless separating the maintenance, repair or replacement
tasks would reduce the aggregate period in which the Minimum Service Levels are not
met; and
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(d) to the extent possible, reflected in the relevant Facilities Remedy Plan.

8.11  Without prejudice to the foregoing sub-sections of this Section 8, within one hundred
twenty (120) days as of the Effective Date, IPA shall prepare and implement a maintenance
programme (the Minimum Maintenance Programme) which shall be in line with the
specifications and requirements described in ANNEX 8.11 (the Minimum Maintenance
Requirements). IPA will annually update the Minimum Maintenance Programme on the basis
of:

(a) each Facilities Condition Assessment Report and corresponding Facilities Remedy Plan;
(b) the previous years’ record of all malfunctions, technical problems and repairs; and
{c) any Works scheduled for the subsequent year.

8.12 IPA shall also be required to undertake within the Port Sea Zone (including without
limitation, the Navigation Channel) all maintenance measures described in ANNEX 8.1 in
accordance with this Section 8.

8.13  The responsible HR Governmental Body shall, insofar as required pursuant to applicable
law, give its consent without undue delay to the initiation and pursuit of salvage procedures in
respect of shipwrecks (other than wrecks of archaeological significance) within the Port of
Igoumenitsa (including, without limitation, in the Navigation Channel), in accordance with
applicable laws:

(a) if so requested in writing by IPA;
(b) subject to IPA agreeing to advance associated upfront costs; and

(c) subject to satisfaction of all terms and conditions applicable to shipwrecks and any
applicable laws in force from time to time.

8.14  Without prejudice to its general maintenance obligations, IPA shall be responsible for
duly and timely maintaining any areas within the Concession Assets which are designated public
defence shelters, in accordance with applicable laws.

8.15  IPA shall keep a record (the Maintenance Record) describing the purpose, object and
timing of all measures undertaken in the Concession Assets (i) as required by law or (ii) if such
maintenance involves expenditure exceeding €20,000 (in words: EUR Twenty Thousand),
excluding VAT. Without prejudice to Section 14, IPA shall ensure that the Maintenance Record
remains available and can be reviewed by the Responsible Agency and/or the Independent
Engineer during normal business hours and following not less than two (2) Banking Days’
written notice, for the purpose of determining IPA’s compliance with this Section 8.

8.16  Without prejudice to any other right of the Hellenic Republic pursuant to this Agreement,
in case IPA does not comply with its obligations under Sections 8.12 and 8.14 herein above, for a
period exceeding one hundred and eighty (180) days, the Hellenic Republic may undertake
performance of the necessary maintenance works and impose to IPA all related costs.
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9. NON-DISCRIMINATORY ACCESS TO THE PORT OF IGOUMENITSA

9.1 IPA acknowledges and accepts that, as a resull of the fundamental legal nature of the
Port Zone as a public asset in the common use (Kowdypnoto Snpooio wpaypea), IPA shall be
required, throughout the continuance of this Agreement Lo:

(a) operate the Port of Igoumenitsa, its terminals and the Concession Assets in general as
public ports;

(b} subject to the Hellenic Republic’s rights under Section 20 hereof, provide access to all
facilities, infrastructure, superstructure and services of the Port of Igoumenitsa lo users
according to the principles of equal access, fairness and non-discrimination;

(c) not adopt or implement any commercial rules, commercial or tariff policies or practices
in respect of the Concession Assets (including without limitation, the grant of any
exclusive rights) which aim at, or have the effect directly or indirectly of limiting or
curtailing the rights of any person in any material respect;

(d) abide by and uphold the principles of reasonableness and proportionality in its dealings
with users, including matters associated with access to the Port of Igoumenitsa and the
grant of rights to use, any part of the Concession Assets; and

(e) ensure that all of the above principles are appropriately reflected in the respective
regulations adopted and applied by IPA pursuant to Section g.3,

save (other than in respect of sub-paragraph (e) above) to the extent expressly permitled by this
Agreemenl or justified by exceptional factors and following due consideration of the principles
listed in this Section 9.1

9.2 In granting access to the Port of Igoumenitsa and charging fees and Lariffs for the use
of its facilities, infrastructure, superstructure or services, IPA may distinguish between different
user groups as well as the different facilities, infrastructure, superstructure and services, to the
extent such distinctions are justified on objective grounds and remain aligned with the principles
of reasonableness, fairness and non-discrimination,

9.3 IPA shall, within not more than ene hundred twenty (120) days following the Effective
Date, adopt by resolution of its appropriate management body and publish (including on IPA’s
public website), a set of binding corporate regulations (the Minor Sub-Concessions
Regulations) to apply to all of IPA’s Minor Sub-Concessions (as defined below), as well as the
procedures applicable to the entry into, management, termination and renewal of Minor Sub-
Concessions and the selection of IPA’s counterparties in respect of those Minor Sub-Concessions.
TPA shall ensure that the Minor Sub-Concession Regulations:

(a) are supplemented or modified not more frequently than once annually (unless any
supplement or modification is required to comply with any change in applicable law);

(b) set forth transparent and easy-to-understand rules and procedures consistent with the
principles sel out in Section 9.1;

(c) are published without undue delay and remain current and are publicly available after
publication (and publication on IPA’s public corporate website at a prominent, readily
identifiable and accessible location shall be deemed sufficient for this purpose); and

(d) are applied consistently in practice.

In this Agreement, Minor Sub-Concessions shall mean concessions to third parties to use any
areas (whether inside or outside buildings) or to provide services within the Concession Land
Perimeter but excluding Designated Sub-Concessions and Sub-Concessions in respect of (i) the
operation of all or any substantial part of any of the Sectors or (ii) any of the services listed in
Section 11.1 and 11.2 where the cost to IPA of constructing the relevant new infrastructure has
exceeded € 150,000 (in words: EUR One Hundred Fifty Thousand) per annum or the revenue
from providing those services has exceeded € 25,000 (in words: EUR Twenty Five Thousand)
per annum.

9.4 Notwithstanding the provisions of Section g.1, IPA may temporarily refuse or restrict
access to parts of the facilities of the Port of Igoumenitsa, its infrastructure, superstructure or
services upon notification to the responsible HR Governmental Body on reasonable grounds,
such as for the duration of maintenance works or for safety reasons. Any such temporary
restriction will need to comply with the principles of reasonableness and proportionality in the
circumstances.

9.5 IPA acknowledges and accepts that, in addition to constituting a Breach (as defined in
Section 16.1 below) for purposes of this Agreement, failure on the part of IPA to comply with the
provisions of this Section g may give rise to a right of users of the Port of Igoumenitsa or other
persons demonstrating a legitimate interest to pursue legal remedies before the appropriate
courts, in the manner envisaged by the Ratification Law, the provisions of the Civil Code and/or
under any other applicable laws.

10. PORT REVENUES AND TARIFFS

10.1 In addition to charges to Sub-Contractors and Sub-Concessionaires appointed pursuant
to Section 12, IPA shall be entitled to levy, charge, and collect Port Service Charges and Port
Infrastructure Charges (together the Port Tariffs) in consideration for the services and ancillary
services supplied and infrastructure and superstructure provided by IPA and use of the
Concession Assets at its own risk and cost and in accordance with the terms and conditions of
this Agreement.

10.2  Port Service Charges shall mean any payment from or any charges to the users of
services or ancillary services provided within the Concession Assets. In regard to the setting of
Port Service Charges, the following shall apply:

(a) Port Service Charges for the use of the Main Port and/or the Additional Facilities and
related services, to the extent only relating to the provision of domestic Ferry Services,
may only be increased by IPA from their current level (be it by amendment of the current
level of Port Tariffs or by imposition of new types of Port Tariffs) with the prior written
consent of the responsible HR Governmental Body.
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(b) Port Service Charges for any service within the Main Port and/or the Additional Facilities
that are provided with no intra-port compelition are to be set in a transparent, objective
and non-discriminatory way, and shall be set in the context of the cost of the service
provided. IPA may revise Port Service Charges of this category:

(i) not more frequently than once annually;

(ii) following prior notification in writing to the responsible HR
Governmental Body;

(iii) up to a rate that is equal to the percentage change (increase] of the
consumer price index of the month of the indexation in comparisen to
the corresponding month of the preceding year (simple twelve-month
change), as published by the Hellenic Statistical Authority
(www.statistics.gr) or any other competent authority in the future, or,
as the case may be, in comparison to the month when the immediately
preceding revision look place (the Price Indexation); and on top of the
Price Indexation; or

(iv) save with the prior written consent of the responsible HR
Governmental Body and upon delivery of proper justification, al a rate
not exceeding in any event three per cent. (3%) by comparison to the
corresponding tariffs previously in effect, as adjusted in accordance
with the Price Indexation.

{c) By way of exception, in the event of extreme price rises directly affecting the cost of
services provided by TPA, IPA may revise the Port Service Charges of the above paragraph
(b) to reflect such extraordinary cosl increase:

(i) one (1) additional time only per annum;

(i) up Lo a rate that is equal to the percentage change (increase) of the
consumer price index of the month of the indexation, as published by
the Hellenic Statistical Authority (www.statistics.gr) or any other
competent authority in the future. in comparison to the month when
the latest adjustment of such Port Service Charges in accordance with
the Price Indexation took place;

(iiiy with the prior written consent of the responsible HR Governmental
Body and upon delivery of proper and substantiated justification, by
documentary evidence, of such extraordinary cosl increase; and

provided further that 1PA shall reinstate the Port Service Charges so adjusted, at the appropriate
level, immediately after the circumstances giving rise to the extraordinary cost increase cease (o

apply.

(d) IPA shall have due regard to the following factors when setting the charges for any other
services where there is intra-port or inter-port, local, regional or international
competition:

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(i) competitive operation of the Main Port and the Additional Facilities and
all related services;

(i) enhancement of sustainable economic activity at the Main Port and the
Additional Facilities; and

(iii) overall profitable operation of the services provided by IPA.

IPA shall ensure that these service charges reflect an adequate and balanced
consideration of these principles.

Section 9.2 shall apply to Port Service Charges.

Port Infrastructure Charges include any charge for the use of any Concession Assets

(including, without limitation, any superstructure, infrastructure or buildings) or any other
facilities or services that (i) allow vessels to enter and/or exit the Port of I[goumenitsa, including
without limitation the waterways of the Port Sea Zone giving access to the Port of Igoumenitsa;
or (ii) give access to the processing of passengers and cargo, including without limitation port
dues, cargo dues, tonnage dues, berth hire charges and anchorage fees. With regard to the setting
of Port Infrastructure Charges, the following shall apply:

(a)

10.4

Port Infrastructure Charges shall be proportionate to the cost (including reasonable cost
of capital) sustained by IPA in complying with its maintenance and construction works
obligations pursuant to this Agreement, with due regard to the legal nature of the
Concession Assels and otherwise in compliance with applicable laws;

Subject to paragraph (a) above, IPA may define Port Infrastructure Charges
autonomously in accordance with its own commercial strategy and investment plan,
provided that, save with the prior written consent of the responsible HR Governmental
Body and upon delivery of proper justification, IPA may not increase Port Infrastructure
Charges at a rate exceeding three per cent. (3%) by comparison to the corresponding
tariffs previously in effect, as adjusted in accordance with the Price Indexation;

Port Infrastructure Charges may vary in accordance with commercial practices related
to frequent users, or in order to promote a more efficient use of the port infrastructure
and superstructure and the criteria used for such variations shall be reasonable,
objective, transparent and non-discriminatory;

Port Infrastructure Charges may be integrated into other charges including, without
limitation, the Port Service Charges provided that the amount of the Port Infrastructure
Charge remains easily identifiable by the users of the Port of Igoumenitsa;

Sections 9.1 and 9.2 shall apply to Port Infrastructure Charges; and

For the avoidance of doubt, Section 10.2(a) shall apply to Port Infrastructure Charges, to
the extent only relating to the provision of Ferry Services.

No Port Tariffs shall be levied by IPA for the entrance and access to the Concession Assets

from (i) ambulance, firefighters, police, coastguard, custom service and/or Hellenic Republic
armed forces, as well as from vehicles of all the above, provided that such persons enter and use
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the Concession Assets in the course of performance of public obligations or services; or (ii) by
the responsible HR Governmental Body pursuant to Section 2.4. Furthermore, no Port Tariffs
shall be charged to individual persons for the access to the Concession Assets solely for
participation in or visits relating to social or cultural purposes (e.g., to museums, cultural ships
etc.).

10.5 All Port Tariffs must:

(a) be published in advance and remain current and publicly available after publication for
inspection (and publication on IPA’s public corporate website at a prominent, readily
identifiable and accessible location shall be deemed sufficient for this purpose);

(b) be expressed in transparent and easy-to-understand concepts, rules and procedures
consistent with the principles set out in this Section 10; and

(c) be levied in accordance with the foregoing.
10.6  TPA acknowledges and accepts that:

(a) Port Tariffs and IPA’s commercial policies and practices (whether or not relating to
rebates and whether or not bilaterally negotiated) may be subject to scrutiny by the
relevant regulatory authorities, in particular by competition authorities under applicable
competition and anti-trust laws; and

(b) in addition to constituting a Breach for the purposes of this Agreement, failure on the
part of IPA to comply with the provisions of this Section 10 may give rise to a right of
users of the Port of [goumenitsa or persons liable to make payment for any Port Tariffs
or other persons demonstrating a legitimate interest to exercise legal remedies before
the appropriate courts, in the manner envisaged by the Ratification Law, the provisions
of the Civil Code and/or under other applicable laws.

10.7  IPA shall not circumvent the restrictions of this Section 10 and may not impose any fees,
charges, rents or other payment obligations of whatever form or description which are in lieu of
Port Tariffs and/or have an effect equivalent to Port Tariffs unless it has fully complied with the
provisions of this Section 10.

10.8 For a maximum period until the first (1*) anniversary of the Effective Date, as shall be
more particularly determined in the Ratification Law, IPA shall not be entitled to revise the Port
Tariffs, or introduce new Port Tariffs, in comparison to the Port Tariffs in effect on the Effective
Date. Subject to the provisions of this Section 10 and to the provisions of Sections 9.1 and 9.2
and only to the extent compliant with the provisions of this Agreement and applicable laws,
nothing in this Agreement shall limit IPA’s right to impose, in its sole discretion, any fees, charges
and rents related to the exploitation of the Concession Assets which are not Port Tariffs.

11.  PORT SERVICES

11.1 Save as expressly otherwise provided under this Agreement, IPA shall at its own risk and
cost be respansible for providing all services and ancillary services required:

(a) for the operation of:

(i) the domestic and international Ferry (Passenger and Vehicle) berths,
which may also accommodate cruise activity, Ro-Ro ramps and
terminal areas;

(ii) the Cement Jetty;
(iii) the planned new marina at the north of the port;

(iv) any existing or future infrastructure or facilities capable of supporting
activity similar or comparable to any of the foregoing; and

(v) the Additional Facilities; and
(b) for the maintenance of infrastructure and ancillary services (jointly, the Core Services),

in a manner that shall ensure that all Core Services shall be provided and developed sufficiently
within the Port of Igoumenitsa and in any event shall satisfy or exceed the Minimum Service
Levels, unless and to the extent that such services or ancillary services are to be provided by an
HR Governmental Body pursuant to the terms of this Agreement or otherwise by applicable law.

1.2 Ancillary services which IPA is responsible for providing include, in particular:

(a) cargo handling and storage;
(b) container handling and storage;
(c) vehicle and rolling stock handling and storage;

(d) towing;

(e) Mmooring-unmooring;
(D) sewage disposal;
(g) all services and measures relating to port facility safeguarding/security under or

pursuant to the International Ship and Port Facility Security Code of the International
Marine Organization, in its up-to-date version (ISPS Code), as well as associated
legislation, including without limitation Regulation (EC) No 725/2004 of the Furopean
Parliament and of the Council on enhancing ship and port facility security and Directive
2005/65/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council of 26 October 2005 on
enhancing port security, P.D. 56/2004 (Government Gazette A’ 47) and Law 3622/2007
(Government Gazette A’ 281), each as in force from time to time (together, the Port
Security Norms);

(h) passenger services;
(i) public parking services;

() insect and pest control;
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(k} utilities (water, communication, electricily);

() vessel generated waste reception including without limitation sludge and waste oil
reception, sewage disposal and garbage removal, as well as cargo residue reception and
management;

(m) port waste reception including garbage removal, cleaning and transport for off-loading
al designated public waste processing/deposit sites outside of the Concession Assets; and

(n) subject to Section 4.4, Other Activities,

and, to the extent applicable or relevant, must be sufficient to allow for adherence to the
Minimum Service Levels, applicable laws, the Regulatory Rules and laws of general application.
Subject to the provisions of this Agreement, TPA may engage third partics, whether by way of
Subcontracts or Sub-Concessions, but {without prejudice to any other obligations of IPA
hereunder) TPA will remain responsible towards the Hellenic Republic for compliance with the
Minimum Service Levels.

11.3 For ail other services that will typically be carried out and offered in a port, IPA shall
generally promole competition by allowing access to required infrastructure and facilities
through granting of fair and non-discriminatory Sub-Concessions Lo external service providers
in accordance with Section 12.3.

1.4 Subject to Section g and without prejudice to the provisions of the Ratification Law, IPA
shall have the right and obligation to undertake the scheduling for the entry, berthing,
unberthing and sailing of vessels Lo, at or [rom the Main Port and the Additional Facilities,

11.5 The Hellenic Republic or another HR Governmental Body shall provide (or shall procure)
that the following port-related services (the HR Port Services) shall be provided at
internationally acceptable levels in accordance with good industry practice to help enable IPA to

comply wilh its obligations under this Agreement:

(a) maintenance of the port-related land infrastructure and superstructure outside the Port
Land Zone, to the extent stipulated in Section 19;

(b) vessel traffic service (VTS), navigational aids (lighthouses, buoys) and safety of
navigation;

(c) pilotage (if provided);
(d) customs control;
(e) permitting;

(f) port police and overall law enforcement within the Concession Assets (including
terrestrial and marine areas);

(g) vehicle and pedestrian traffic control and regulation within publicly accessible areas to
and from the limits of the Concession Land Perimelter;

(h} port state inspections / flag state inspections;
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(i) health, safety and environmental inspections;
G fire-fighting services;

(k) public transport services to and from the Main Port and the Additional Facilities outside
of the limits of the Concession Land Perimeter:

1) any other port-related functions or services from time to time to the extent that the
nature of such function or service is such that it can only be provided by a public
authority; and

(m)  such further functions or services as may be specified from time to time under applicable
Regulatory Rules.

From the Effective Date, the Hellenic Republic shall procure that sufficient personnel and/or
service-providers are hired by the appropriate HR Governmental Bodies, capable of fulfilling
these tasks and that a legal rule-making and regulatory framework exists empowering the
respective authorities, agencies or other governmental bodies to fulfil and supervise all such
services. IPA shall not be responsible for the failure to meet Minimum Service Levels to the extent
it demonstrates that such failure is attributable to the failure of the Hellenic Republic to comply
with its obligations under this Section 11.5.

1.6 Without prejudice to any rights which IPA may have in respect of any failure of the
Hellenic Republic to provide or procure the provision of the HR Port Services, if at any time IPA
has prima facie evidence that the HR Port Services are not being provided by the Hellenic
Republic at a capacity commensurate to the operational capacity then consistently achieved by
the Main Port and/or the Additional Facilities, IPA shall notify the Hellenic Republic in writing to
that effect. Upon receipt of such notice, the Hellenic Republic shall, without undue delay, engage
(and shall procure that the relevant responsible HR Governmental Body engage) in discussions
with IPA for the purpose of considering in good faith any substantiated and viable alternatives
available to increase capacity of the HR Port Services as well as realistic timeframes to implement
such alternatives.

1.7 Any additional port-related services which have not been included in this Section but are
or will become necessary for the operation of the Main Port and/or the Additional Facilities and
the satisfaction of the Minimum Service Levels will be provided by IPA as well, save to the extent
that the nature of the port-related service is such that it can only be provided by a public
authority. Any such additional services shall be subject to, and taken into account for the
purposes of, Section 10,

12. DELEGATION OF RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS BY IPA

12.1 IPA may use contractors, service-providers (including, but without limitation, a provider
of management services) or any other third party, whether affiliated or unaffiliated to IPA (the
Sub-Contractors) in order to fulfil its obligations under this Agreement as well as for any works
to be undertaken within the Concession Assets. Any such contract with a Sub-Contractor (the
Subcontract) shall be concluded, renewed, extended or amended only on an arm’s-length basis.
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122 IPA shall, not more than one hundred eighty (180) days following the Effective Date,
adoplt by resolution of its appropriate management body and publish, a set of binding corporate
regulations (the Subcontracts and Sub-Concessions Regulations) 1o apply to IPA's
Subcontracts, Sub-Contractors, Sub-Concessions (other than Minor Sub-Concessions) and Sub-
Concessionaires and may, from time to time, update, amend or supplement the Subcontracts and
Sub-Concession Regulations. The Subcontracts and Sub-Concessions Regulations shall include
the procedures applicable to the tendering of Subcontracts and Sub-Concessions, the selection of
Sub-Contractors and Sub-Concessionaires and any other related matters. IPA shall ensure that
the Subcontracts and Sub-Concessions Regulations:

(a) set forth transparent and easy-to-understand rules and procedures consistent with the
principles of transparency, proportionality, non-discrimination and equal treatment;

(b) set forth reasonable and market-based conditions and criteria to distinguish between
different tender and selection procedures and to identify which procedures would apply
to a particular type of Subcontract or Sub-Concession;

(c) are published without undue delay and remain current and available after publication
for inspection by current and potential Sub-Contractors and/or Sub-Concessionaires
(and publication on IPA’s public corporate website at a prominent, readily identifiable
and accessible location shall be deemed sufficient for this purpose);

(d) provide for the automatic disqualification of each person that is a candidate Sub-
Contractor and/or candidate Sub-Concessionaire or a member of a consortium or joint
venture that is a candidate Sub-Contractor and/or a candidate Sub-Concessionaire, if
one or more of the circumstances or criteria listed in Part | (Disqualification Criteria) of
ANNEX 12.2 (Mandatory Principles for Sub-Contractors & Sub-Concessionaires)
apply(ies) to such person;

(e) contain provisions enabling 1PA to review, assess and monitor compliance of persons
that are candidate counterparties and/or counterparties of IPA in the context of
Subcontracts and/or Sub-concessions with applicable obligations in the fields of the
international environmental, social and labour conventions and, where relevant, impose
sanctions, including without limitation (if appropriate) disqualification of candidate
economic operators and/or termination of Subcontract and/or Sub-Concessions; and

(f) are applied consistently in practice.

12,3 Subject to a grace period of eighteen (18) months commencing on the Effective Date in
respect of existing sub-concessions and subject in each case to adhering to the principles of free
and non-discriminatory access as set out in Section g or required by applicable law, IPA may
delegate any part or parts of ils rights under this Agreement by granting service-providers or
any other third party, whether affiliated or unaffiliated to IPA, sub-concessions  (the
Sub-Concessions and each third party a Sub-Concessionaire), provided that:

(a) no Sub-Concession, whether examined individually or in conjunction with other Sub-

Concessions, may lead to the delegation of all, or substantially all, of the rights afforded
to 1PA under this Agreement;

?
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(b) no Sub-Concession (save for Minor Sub-Concessions) to any person, may be entered into
without the prior consent in writing of the responsible HR Governmental Body, which
shall be granted in accordance with the terms of Section 12.5 below.

Save as specified in Section g, any such Sub-Concession shall be concluded, renewed, extended
or amended only on an arm’s-length basis and in accordance with the procedures set out in the
Subcontracts and Sub-Concessions Regulations. For the avoidance of doubt, unless otherwise
expressly specified, references herein to Sub-Concessions shall include both Sub-Concessions
existing on the Effective Date and future Sub-Concessions.

12.4  Inany case where for the entry into any Sub-Concession the grant of the prior consent
in writing of the responsible HR Governmental Body is required, in accordance with Section 12. 3
IPA shall file a written request to the responsible HR Governmental Body, accompanied by:

(a) a letter specifying in every detail:

(i) the direct and indirect shareholders, the persons exercising control
over and the ultimate beneficial owners of the candidate Sub-
Concessionaire and

(ii) if the intended conclusion of a Sub-Concession relates to any of the
activities set out in Section 11.1, the competence, experience and
expertise of the Sub-Concessionaire; and

(b) a draft of the relevant agreement.

12.5  The responsible HR Governmental Body is entitled to not grant its consent to the
conclusion of a Sub-Concession if:

(a) such Sub-Concession gives rise, at the responsible HR Governmental Body’s absolute
discretion, to concerns around national security, without the responsible HR
Governmental Body being required to disclose reasons for its determination; and/or

(b) the terms of this Agreement are breached or are likely to be breached by such Sub-
Concession.

In the event that the responsible HR Governmental Body does not reject IPA’s request in writing,
within a deadline of thirty (30) days from its receipt, the consent of the responsible HR
Governmental Body shall be deemed tacitly given.

12.6  Without prejudice to Sections 12.4 and 12.5 above, IPA shall submit to the responsible
HR Governmental Body:

(a) drafts of any Sub-Concession or Sub-Contract (including Minor Sub-Concessions) before
their conclusion; and

(b) within thirty (30) days at the latest after concluding or modifying the terms applicable
to any Sub-Concession in respect of any of the activities set out in Section 11.1, deliver to
the responsible HR Governmental Body a full copy of the relevant original contract, as
amended and in force.
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12,7 Without limiting Section 12.9 below or any other provision hereof, IPA shall, upon the
Hellenic Republic’s request, promptly deliver to the Hellenic Republic any information
reasonably requested by the Hellenic Republic in respect of any Sub-Contractor and/or Sub-
Concessionaire, as well as the direct and indirect shareholders, controlling persons and ultimate
beneficial owner(s) thereof. If IPA fails to timely deliver such information and/or the Hellenic
Republic has reason to believe that (continued) engagement by 1PA of a Sub-Contractor or Sub-
Concessionaire gives rise to concerns around national security, the Hellenic Republic shall be
entitled to request IPA in writing to terminate the relevant Subcontract or Sub-Concession,
without being required o specify the reasons for its determination. 1PA shall, within three (3)
Banking Days of receipt of the Hellenic Republic’s request in accordance with the foregoing,
terminate each contract with the relevant Sub-Contractor and/or Sub-Concessionaire. IPA shall
include in all of its Subcontracts and Sub-Concessions express and specific terms providing for
the exercise of a right of termination following a relevant request of the Hellenic Republic, in
accordance with the foregoing. Any breach of the abovementioned obligations by IPA shall
constitute an IPA Event of Default (as defined in Section 24.1). For the avoidance of doubt:

(a) without prejudice to the obligation of TPA:

(i) to include in all of its Subcontracts and Sub-Concessions appropriate
terms obliging each Sub-Contractor and/or Sub-Concessionaire lo
provide the information requested by the Hellenic Republic in
accordance with the foregoing; and

(i) to terminate any such Subcontract and/or Sub-Concession in
accordance with the loregoing,

IPA shall make every effort to ensure towards the Hellenic Republic that the Sub-
Contractors orfand Sub-Concessionaires shall submit the information required under
Sections 12.6 and 12.7 Lo the Hellenic Republic, otherwise it shall be liable; and

(b) the Hellenic Republic shall have no liability or obligation to IPA or any Sub-Contractor
or Sub-Concessionaire by reason of having exercised its rights pursuvant to this Section
12.7

2.8 Without limiting the stipulations in Sections12.2 and 12.3, IPA may only grant
Sub-Concessions and conclude contracts with Sub-Contractors on the basis of open, transparent,
competitive and non-discriminatory procedures. In the event that IPA concludes contracts
without adhering to these procedures, the responsible HR Governmental Body may request IPA
to terminate the respective contract(s) immediately and IPA shall bear all expenses and adverse
consequences of such termination. Without prejudice to the obligation of IPA to conclude
agreemients on an arm’s-length basis, the limitations of this Section 12.8 shall not apply to the
entry by [PA into any Subcontracts with any Affiliated Company of 1PA.

12.9  IPA shall maintain and continuously update a list of:

(&) all Sub-Contractors including the works and services provided by the respective Sub-
Contractors; and

(b} all Sub-Concessionaires including the rights that have been delegated o these
Sub-Concessionaires at the Concession Assets.

The list can be reviewed by the Hellenic Republic at any time during normal business
hours on at least twenty-four (24) hours’ written notice. An up-to-date copy of such list
shall be annexed to the Compliance Certificate to be submitted annually in accordance
with Section 14.1.

concludes, renews or otherwise extends or amends after the Effective Date, IPA shall ensure that:

Sub-Contractor or Sub-Concessionaire the HR Governmental Body has expressed
concerns or objections to the engagement of a Sub-Contractor or Sub-Concessionaire
related to national security, provided that the HR Governmental Body shall not be
required to specify the reasons for its determination;

such Sub-Contractors or Sub-Concessionaires have been made fully aware of and have
agreed in writing to comply with all the terms and conditions of this Agreement as
relevant to their position;

such Sub-Contractors or Sub-Concessionaires have understood and accept that
transparency in their financial dealings with IPA has a direct impact on the Hellenic
Republic’s rights and entitlements under this Agreement, including in particular for
purposes of calculation of the Combined Sales (as defined in Section 15.2(h) below);

within a period of sixty (60) days after the termination of this Agreement the Hellenic
Republic is entitled to step into the relevant contract on the same terms and conditions
that apply Lo IPA;

the duration of the contract shall not otherwise extend beyond the Concession Term as
described in Section 4.5; and

upon the Hellenic Republic’s request, each Sub-Contractor or Sub-Concessionaire shall
deliver to the Hellenic Republic written confirmation, in form and substance reasonably
satisfactory to the Hellenic Republic, in connection with the foregoing matters.

In relation to all contracts with Sub-Contractors or Sub-Concessionaires that IPA

concludes, renews, extends or amends after the Effective Date, IPA shall be liable to the Hellenic
Republic for discharging its obligations under this Agreement which relate to works and services
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provided or actions otherwise undertaken by Sub-Contractors and/or Sub-Concessionaires,
including the Affiliated Companies of IPA, as if these had been undertaken by 1PA itself. This
includes, without limitation, the accountability of IPA for any actions by the Sub-Contractors or
Sub-Concessionaires triggering liquidated Damages (as defined in Section 16.2) or causing IPA
Events of Default (as defined in Section 24.1).

1212 The Parties acknowledge thal, as at the Effective Dale, 1PA is party to Subcontracts and
Sub-Concessions and that these existing Subcontracts and Sub-Concessions may not [ully reflect
the obligations and liabilities imposed upon IPA under this Agreement. With regard to all

contracts/terms of sub-concession. IPA shall use all available lawful means of enforcing
compliance by all Sub-Contractors and Sub-Concessionaires with the terms and obligations of
this Agreement and shall ensure that Sub-Contracts and Sub-Concessions are only extended or
renewed if the terms of such Sub-Contracts or Sub-Concessions are not inconsistent with the
obligations and liabilities imposed upon IPA under this Agreement.

12.13  Subject to Section 12.12, if [PA:

(a) does not use all reasonable endeavours to enforce, by using all available means, a Sub-
Contractor’s or Sub-Concessionaire’s compliance with the terms of its appointment; or

(b) fails to properly supervise the compliance with the terms and obligations of this
Agreement upon Sub-Contractors or Sub-Concessionaires at the time of conclusion,
prolongation, renewal or otherwise extension of the respective contract with such Sub-
Contractors or Sub-Concessionaires,

[PA shall be fully liable and accountable towards the Hellenic Republic for all actions or omissions
of such Sub-Contractors or Sub-Concessionaires constituting a breach of this Agreement.

12,14 Save in accordance with or pursuant to applicable law, in no event shall any contract,
agreement or action of IPA give rise to any right, claim or entitlement of any nature of any person
(other than IPA itself) against any HR Governmental Body for damages caused to the Concession
Assels. Save in case the Hellenic Republic elects to slep into any contract with a Sub-Contractor
or Sub-Concessionaire, in accordance with the provisions of Section 12.10(e), the Hellenic
Republic neither bears any liability towards Sub-Contractors or Sub-Concessionaires nor is
bound in any way by the terms of their relevant agreements with IPA.

13. INTEGRITY OF CONCESSION, CORPORATE ISSUES AND FINANCING

13.1 Subject to Section 29 (Assignment & Financing), during the Concession Term, to the
extent permissible under applicable law and except as may be authorized otherwise by prior
written consent of the responsible HR Governmental Body, IPA shall not:

(&) proceed to any corporate transformation, amalgamation, demerger, merger or corporale
reconstruction of any kind;
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(b) save as permitted pursuant to paragraph (c) below, enter into or agree to enter into any
joint-venture or similar agreement with regard to activities or operations subject to this
Agreement; and

(c) transfer or assign, directly or indirectly, any rights and/or obligations under this
Agreement to any contractor, service-provider or other third party, whether affiliated or
unaffiliated to IPA, other than by way of a Subcontract or Sub-Concession entered into
in accordance with the terms of this Agreement.

13.2  IPA shall adopt and implement governance rules, and policies and procedures, ensuring
that IPA’s financial and risk management complies with sound and prudent standards and
practices.

13.3  Without prejudice to the requirements of the Shareholders’ Agreement (as defined in
the SPA) and subject to the provisions of Section 29 (Assignment & Financing), IPA shall not
register the issuance (whether by way of subscription, conversion of any convertible securities,
exchange of any exchangeable securities or otherwise), transfer, cancellation or encumbrance of
any shares or other equity interests in its capital, unless and until it has received, and complied
with the terms (if any) attaching to, the Hellenic Republic’s prior written and specific consent in
the manner envisaged by the Ratification Law. Furthermore, IPA shall be in position to to
establish, based on appropriate documentation held at its registered offices, that the Hellenic
Republic’s prior written and specific consent has been received in the manner envisaged by the
Ratification Law in connection with the issuance (whether by way of subscription, conversion of
any convertible securities or exchange of any exchangeable securities), transfer, cancellation or
encumbrance of any shares or other equity interests in the share capital of the Purchaser (as
defined in the SPA).

13.4  Any issuance, transfer, cancellation or encumbrance of shares or other equity interests
in the IPA and/or the Purchaser (as defined in the SPA) in violation of Section 13.3 or, as the case
may be, the Ratification Law, shall be null and void.

13.5 Section 13.4 shall not apply to any transfer of shares in IPA held by the HRADF or any
successor of the HRADF pursuant to the Shareholders’ Agreement (as defined in the SPA), that
is a person controlled (directly or indirectly) by the Hellenic Republic.

13.6  IPA shall procure that, prior to any Distribution or raising any new financial debt, at any
time during the continuance of this Agreement;

(a) the Total Equily as at the end of any Measurement Period is not less than EUR five million
(€5,000,000); and

(b) the ratio of Net Debt to Total Equity is not, as at the end of any Measurement Period,
higher than six (6).

13447 In Section 13.6:

(©) Total Equity shall mean, on a consolidated basis, the sum of share capital, reserves,
retained earnings of IPA and any Subordinated Debt;
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(d) Net Debt shall mean, on a consolidated basis, (i) the sum that includes any outstanding
loan, bond, or form of financial indebtedness or any obligation for the payment or
repayment of money, including, but not limited Lo, finance leases of [PA, but excluding
Subordinated Debt less (ii) all of IPA’s cash on hand, cash standing to the credit of any
account with a bank or financial institution and cash equivalents;

(e) Measurement Period or financial year shall mean the period covering one (1) financial
year of 1PA;

() Distributions means distribution of any dividend, any share capilal reduction or share
capital return or any other distribution to IPA’s shareholders directly or indirectly funded
by IPA;

(g) Subordinated Debt means financial indebtedness owing to a shareholder of TPA or the
controlling entity of that shareholder, to the extent expressly subordinated to Qualifying
Indebtedness pursuant to the provisions of the Qualifying Financing Agreements.

13.8  Notwithstanding this Section 13, none of the provisions of this Agreement shall afford
any HR Governmental Body a right to intervene in the governance or internal workings of IPA’s
corporate affairs, such workings to remain at all times subject to applicable laws of the Hellenic
Republic.

13.9 IPA shall ensure that its “Centre of Main Interests” (as Lthal term is used in Article 3(1)
of Regulation 848/2015/TC) remains at all times exclusively in Greece.

1310 Save with the prior written consent of the Hellenic Republic (to be provided or withheld
in the absolute discretion of the latter), IPA shall not create any “establishment” (as that term is
used in Article 2(10) of Regulation 848/2015/EC) in any jurisdiction other than Greece.

14. CONTRACT AND PERFORMANCE MONITORING

14.1 No later than six (6) months after the end of each financial year of IPA (and in each case,
not later than by the lime it submits the same to its shareholders), IPA shall prepare and submil
to the responsible HR Governmental Body:

(a) IPA’s annual report, balance sheet, a profit and loss account and a stalement of cash flow
drawn up in accordance with IAS/IFRS standards and applicable Furopean and Greek
laws and regulations (each consistently applied) and, for such purposes, TPA shall
account separately for each of the areas of activity representing ten per cent (10%) or
more of its gross revenues and/or ten per cent (10%) or more of its earnings before
interest, tax, depreciation and amortization (EBITDA); and

(b) a detailed statement of calculation of the annual Combined Sales, as defined and as
caleulated in accordance with Section 15, in accordance with IAS/IFRS standards and
applicable European as well as Greek laws and regulations (each consistently applied);

() a compliance certificate, substantially in the form set out in ANNEX 14.1, confirming the
levels of the Concession Fee payable pursuant to Section 15 hereof, together with any

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additional amounts as may be payable pursuant to Section 15.6, Total Equity, Net Debt,
Consolidated Revenue, Combined Sales and having annexed thereto:

(i) the Exhibits envisaged in respect therefor pursuant to ANNEX 14.1;

(ii) the report envisaged by Section 14.2 below, including (but without
limitation) IPA’s bona fide assessment of the levels of Liquidated
Damages paid or payable pursuant to the provisions of this Agreement,
and

(iii) astatement of IPA's calculations in respect of the Periodical Cash Flow
and the Preferred Investor IRR in reasconable detail,

signed by two (2) executive directors of IPA and IPA’s statutory auditors (taken together,
the Compliance Certificate),

in each case, in respect of the applicable financial year of IPA. The accuracy of the
calculations included in a Compliance Certificate may be confirmed by TPA’s statutory
auditors in a separate document.

Maintenance Record for the past calendar year and reasonably detailed information
regarding the maintenance measures scheduled for the coming year;

a detailed update on the status of fulfilment of the relevant Works pursuant to Section 7;

a detailed update on the status of implementation of measures foreseen according to the
Master Plan and reasonably detailed information regarding any Enhancement Works
scheduled for the coming year; and

a comprehensive self-assessment report as to IPA’s level of compliance with the
Minimum Service Levels, detailing instances of non-compliance in the course of the
applicable financial year and describing mitigation measures taken or to be taken to
avoid re-occurrence of each non-compliance reported.

The Hellenic Republic shall be entitled to appoint, at its own expense, its own qualified

auditor to verify the information provided by IPA pursuant to Section 14.1 and 14.2 and IPA shall
provide all reasonable assistance to such auditor, including (i) disclosure of all documentation
that has been disclosed to the auditors who prepared the reports pursuant to Section 14.1 and
(ii) access to the officers and staff of IPA who shall make themselves available to answer all
questions posed by such auditor to the best of their information and knowledge. Appointed
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auditors shall be required to treat all information received as confidential towards third parties
and shall be required to keep disruptions to the day-to-day business and operations of IPA to a
minimunt,

14.4  The responsible HR Governmental Body may inspect the Concession Assets to monitor
compliance by IPA with the obligations under this Agreement at any time during normal business
hours and upon prior written notice, but also without warning. IPA shall cooperate with the
responsible HR Governmental Body in relation to any such inspection and wilh a view to
accommodating all reasonable requests by the responsible HR Governmental Body in connection
with such an inspection as soon as is reasonably practical. This includes provision of all relevant
documentation that is deemed necessary by the HR Governmental Body to assess the fulfilment
of IPA’s obligations under this Agreement and appropriate assistance in the course of visual
inspections and technical assessments. In case of a Breach of IPA’s material obligations under
this Agreement, the responsible HR Governmental Body may appoint technical or other experts
(subject to those third parties entering into confidentiality agreements with IPA on reasonable
terms) in order Lo assist with its monitoring activities and 1PA shall assist any such experts in
the same manner as it is required to assist the responsible HR Governmental Body, subject only
to such experts demonstrating to [PA written documentation evidencing their appointment on
behalf of the Hellenic Republic.

14.5 No later than six (6) months alter the end of each financial year, IPA shall, upon the
Hellenic Republic’s prior written request, submit to the Hellenic Republic annual reports, balance
sheets, profit and loss accounts and statements of cash flow drawn up in accordance with
IAS/IFRS standards of any Affiliated Company of IPA and/or the Preferred Investor operating at
the Port of lgoumenitsa in a Significanl Manner (as defined below). In case such Affiliated
Conipany does not prepare its balance sheets and related documents in accordance with
IAS/IFRS, IPA shall submit the relevant documents drawn up in accordance with national
accounting standards. For the purpose of this Section 14.5 an Affiliated Company of IPA and/or
the Preferred Investor is deemed to operate at Lhe Port of [goumenitsa in a Significant Manner

if:

(a) the revenues directly and/or indireclly generated by IPA with such Affiliated Company
exceed an annual amount of EUR One Million (€ 1,000,000); or

(b) the revenue such Affiliated Company generates through its operations in the Port of

Igoumenitsa exceeds an annual amount EUR One Million (€ 1,000,000}.
14.6  For the purpose of this Agreement

(a) Affiliated Company shall mean any Subsidiary or Parent Company of IPA and/or the
Purchaser (as defined in the SPA) and/or the Preferred Investor and any Subsidiary of
any such Parent Company, in each case from time to time, as defined by 1AS 24;

(b) Parent Company shall mean any company which holds a majority of the voting rights
of another company, or which is a sharehalder of another company and has the right to
appoint or remove a majority of its board of directors, or which is a shareholder of
another company and controls a majority of the voting rights in it under an agreement
with other shareholders, in each case whether directly or indirectly through one or more

companies; and

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(c) Subsidiary shall mean any company in relation to which another company is its parent
company.

14.7  IPA acknowledges and agrees that responsible HR Governmental Body may make
available to the HRADF any and all information necessary in order for the HRADF to fully exercise
its rights and obligations under the SPA or the SHA.

15. CONCESSION FEE

15.1 The Hellenic Republic grants the Concession governed by this Agreement against an
annual fee (the Concession Fee) which shall be equal to three point five per cent. (3.5%) of IPA’s
annual Combined Sales,

15.2 For purposes of this Agreement:
(a) Consolidated Revenue of IPA shall mean:

(i) all revenues, without exception, derived from any source, that are
directly generated by IPA, save for the amounts paid to IPA as insurance
compensations for property damages on the Concession Assets (but not
for loss of revenues), to the extent that such amounts have been used
or committed by IPA for restoring the relevant damages in line with the
provisions of Section 17.5; and

(i) the income of any undertakings of whatever legal form in which IPA
maintains an interest (including, but not limited to, any Affiliated
Company of IPA), weighted on the basis of the percentage of IPA’s
holding therein, irrespective of whether IPA is required to or may
indeed consolidate such income for accounting purposes as attributable
to the applicable period of time; and

(b) Combined Sales shall mean:
(i) the Consolidated Revenue of IPA; plus

(ii) the arithmetic sum of the gross revenues of each person that, at any
time following the Effective Date, is awarded a Sub-Concession for the
provision of services operated by IPA in regard to the areas described
in Section 11.1 and Section 11.2 hereof; minus

(iii) that portion of the Consolidated Revenue of IPA which corresponds to
revenue derived from the persons and arrangements of sub-paragraph
(ii) above,

in each case, as attributable to the applicable period of time and (as may be the case) to
the relevant Sub-Concession and as derived from the financial statements, certificates
and calculations envisaged in Section 14 hereof or otherwise in accordance with this
Agreement.

15.3 The Concession Fee shall be due and payable:
(a) during the Concession Term:
(i} for each calendar year ending on or after the Effective Date; and

termination, as corresponding (to the extent applicable) to any fraction of a year,

Banking Day means a day other than a Saturday or Sunday on which bank branches are
open for business in Athens, Greece.

15.4 For the avoidance of doubt, as regards any payment required to be made following the
Effective Date in respect of a calendar year that includes a period of time prior to the Effective

Date:

(a) the portion of the Concession Fee that corresponds to the period of time from the
beginning of the relevant calendar year to the Effective Date shall be calculated in
accordance with the Existing Concession Agreement;

(b) the portion of the Concession Fee that corresponds to the period of time from the
Effective Date to the end of the relevant calendar year shall be calculated in accordance
with this Agreement; and

(c) the sum of paragraphs (2) and (b) above shall be payable at the time and in the manner

specified in this Agreement.

15.5 In addition to the Concession Fee, IPA shall pay all taxes, duties, levies, VAT, social
security contributions and charges as imposed by generally applicable tax law. Nothing in this
Agreement shall entitle IPA to benefit from any special privilege in connection with tax matters.

15.6  In relation to any financial year of IPA commencing on or after the eighteenth (18™)
anniversary of the Effective Date (each, a CF Increase Year), if at the end of that CF Increase
Year the Preferred Investor IRR exceeds twenty (20%) then IPA shall pay to the Hellenic Republic
in addition to the annual Concession Fee in respect of that CF Increase Year an additional
concession fee equal to forly (40%) of any Periodical Cash Flow in respect of that CF Increase
Year. Any payment pursuant to this Section 15.6 shall be made at the same time as the
corresponding payment of the Concession Fee in respect of that CF Increase Year pursuant to
Section 15.3.

15.7 For the purposes of Section 15.6:
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Periodical Cash Flow means: (i) any consideration actually and duly paid for the
acquisition of the Sale Shares (excluding any interest or penalties), plus the amount of
any share capital increase, to the extent subscribed for by the Preferred Investor or by
any member of the Preferred Investor Group and any subordinated or other debt
provided by the Preferred Investor Group to IPA (as a negative value); ); and (ii) any
cash receipt or the equivalent in cash of any consideration corresponding to any
divestment event related to all or any part of the Preferred Investor Group’s holding in
Sale Shares, the dividends or share capital decreases and/or other distributions received
by the Preferred Investor Group, as well as the amounts paid by IPA back to the Preferred
Investor Group to service the principal and interest of any debt provided to IPA pursuant
to sub-paragraph (i) above (as a positive value), in each case adjusted to reflect any
change in the Preferred Investor Group’s holding in Sale Shares;

Preferred Investor Group means the Preferred Investor, and any company of which 1PA
Is a subsidiary or a subsidiary of the Preferred Investor and any other subsidiary of a
holding company of the Preferred Investor (other than IPA) and in each case includes
the respective successors and assigns of any such person from time to time;

Preferred Investor IRR means the economic output which is expressed as a percentage
and, if applied (in the form of a discount factor) on the Periodical Cash Flow will result
in a zero net present value;

Sale Shares means:

(i) the six million five hundred fifty-two thousand six hundred (6,552,600)
shares in IPA being the subject-matter of the SPA; and

16. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES

IfIPA is in breach of any of its obligations under this Agreement (a Breach), to the extent

such Breach is capable of remedy, the Hellenic Republic (including, where appropriate, through
the responsible HR Governmental Body) may request IPA in writing to take all steps within its
control to remedy any such Breach within a period of time being reasonable in the circumstances,
with due regard to the nature and severity of the non-compliance and the likely time required of
a prudent, efficient and diligent port operator to remedy such Breach.
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16.2 I IPA commits a Breach as set out in the catalogue of liquidated damages attached hereto
as ANNEX 16.2 (the LD Catalogue) in yespect ol

(a) the non-fulfilment of Minimum Service Levels; and/or
(b) any administrative Breach set out in part 2 of the LD Catalogue,

then liquidated damages (Liquidated Damages) will be imposed in respect of such Breach
pursuant to the LD Catalogue, subject to the provisions of the following paragraphs of this

16.3  No lLiguidated Damages shall be imposed in respect of a Breach (if capable of remedy)
that has been remedied timely pursuant to the provisions of Section 16.1.

16.4  To the extent relating to a Breach in respect of the non-fulfilment of Minimum Service
Levels (as set out in part 1 of the LD Catalogue), Liquidated Damages shall:

(a) not be levied if such Breach is attributable to the period of time from the Effective Date
to the second (2nd) anniversary of the Effective Date;

(b) subject only to Section 16.5 below, be levied in each case in respect of a Breach
attributable to the period following the second (znd) anniversary of the Effective Date
or any subsequent date throughout the continuance of this Agreement.

16,5  Liquidated Damages shall:
(a) not be imposed in respect of a Breach il IPA is in a position to demonstrate that:

(i) such Breach resulted exclusively or substantially exclusively as a direct
consequence of a Force Majeure [vent or other event beyond IPA’s
control; and/or

(i) TPA has otherwise fully complied with its obligations under this
Agreement in all material respects;

(b) he subject to equitable adjustment in respect of a Breach, to the extent that [PA is in a
posilion to demonstrate that:

(i) such Breach would not have resulted but for the occurrence of any
Force Majeure Event or any other events beyond IPA’s reasonable
control; and

(ii) 1PA has otherwise fully complied with its obligations under this
Agreement in all material respects, to the extent such compliance
depends on factors within its control.

16.6 No more frequently than once per ten (i0) years during the Concession Term, the
Hellenic Republic (including, where appropriate, through the respensible HR Governmental
Body) may (but shall not be required to) invite IPA by notice in writing to consult with a view to
agreeing on amendments to the LD Catalogue to reflect the overall economic development of the
Concession Assets, including their output, functigys and capacity. If the Hellenic Republic and
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IPA fail to reach agreement, either Party may refer the dispute for resolution to the arbitral
tribunal of Section 28 and, subject to a ruling issued by that tribunal, the LD Catalogue shall
remain unchanged and in full force and effect.

16.7  Liquidated Damages will accrue over the course of each calendar year and will be due
and payable within five (5) Banking Days of the Hellenic Republic’s written demand, but not
unless and until the total amount of all Liquidated Damages incurred within any one (1) calendar
vear exceeds five per cent (5%) of the Concession Fee attributable to the most recent year for
which IPA has submitted a duly completed Compliance Certificate in accordance with Section 14
ar, in case no such Compliance Certificate has been submitted, of the Concession Fee attributable
to the immediately preceding year. If, during any calendar year, in respect of which a Compliance
Certificate has been duly submitted, the accrued level of Liquidated Damages has not exceeded
the above-mentioned threshold, or if it is not possible, for any reason whatsoever, to verify such
excess within the relevant year, then the accrued level of Liquidated Damages of such year shall
be added to, and taken into account for the calculation of, the accrued level of Liquidated
Damages of the immediately following year.

16.8  The amounts of Liquidated Damages specified in the LD Catalogue shall:
(a) save as otherwise specified, accrue separately per instance of any Breach;

(b) to the extent only relating to Breaches in respect of the non-fulfilment of Minimum
Service Levels (as set out in part 1 of the LD Catalogue), be subject to increase due to
recurrence or relapse to:

(i) One Hundred Twenty-Five per cent. (125%) of the respective amount
(i.e., @ 25% surcharge) in respect of a Breach of a particular type that
has occurred two (2) times within any annual period and/or three (3)
times in any five-year period; or

(ii) One Hundred Fifty per cent. (150%) of the respective amount (i.e., a
50% surcharge) in respect of a Breach of a particular type that has
occurred three (3) times within any annual period and/or four (4)
times in any five-year period,

in each above case, per Breach and without prejudice to any other right or remedy available to
the Hellenic Republic and provided that the Liquidated Damages will not be subject to increase
due to recurrence or relapse of any non-fulfilment of Minimum Service Levels where IPA is
complying with an agreed rectification plan,

(c) shall be payable in full, notwithstanding the fact that, for convenience purposes, a claim
therefor may be made in the minimum fixed sum specified therefor (if the LD Catalogue
specifies that a minimum amount is applicable); and

(d) may be recovered by the Hellenic Republic by means of a commensurate forfeiture of the
Performance Guarantee,

16.9  IfIPA fails to pay any Liquidated Damages timely as and when required according to the
foregoing, interest shall accrue on the unpaid sums, from the first day of delay until payment in
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full, at the maximum rate of default interest each time permissible under laws of general
application.

1610 The Liquidated Damages as set out in this Section 16 are agreed to constitute lump sum
penalties that are punitive in nature and shall in no instance or regard limit or rule out the
Hellenic Republic’s claims for damages or any other rights or remedies as they occur, including
the right to terminate the Agreement. The Liquidated Damages shall not be considered for the
determination of any compensation for damages the Hellenic Republic may claim and not be
deducted from any claims for damages the Hellenic Republic may have in relation to a Breach.
IPA acknowledges and accepts that the quantum and level of Liquidated Damages, as well as the
surcharges and the progression thereof envisaged in this Agreement are fair, reasonable,
equitable and commensurate to the characteristics of this Agreement, the likely impact to the
Hellenic Republic of 1PA’s potential non-performance of the corresponding types of Breaches, as
well as the intention of the Parties that such Liquidated Damages operate to deter such non-
performance on the part of IPA and compensate the Hellenic Republic through a remedy less
drastic than termination of this Agreement,

6.1 Without prejudice to the generality of Section 16.10, IPA acknowledges and accepts that
nothing in this Agreement shall preclude or limit the right of the Hellenic Republic or any other
competent HR Governmental Body to impose lines or other sanctions of an administrative nature
in accordance with applicable laws and Regulatory Rules in force from time Lo time.

1612 This Section 16 (Liguidated Damages) shall be without prejudice to the Hellenic
Republic’s right to terminate this Agreement pursuant to its terms.

17. INSURANCE

17.1 From the Effective Date and throughout the Concession Term, TPA shall at its own cost
lake out and maintain insurance in respect of:

(@) all of the Concession Assets and other assets comprised within the Hand-Back Assets (as
defined in Section 26); and

(b) civil Jiability (including but not limited to third party and environmental liability),
including IPA’s liability to indemnify the Hellenic Republic pursuant to the provisions of
this Agreement,

satisfying in all respects the insurance concept summarized in ANNEX 17.1, including by
reference to the categories of insurable risks addressed, the amounts insured, deductibles, special
covers and terms and conditions, in each case save only to the extent that such cover is not
available on the international insurance market on reasonable commercial terms, as more fully
set oul in ANNEX 17.1.

172 At least once a year, IPA shall make all necessary amendments to all aforementioned
insurance policies that are required as a result of any increase in value of the Concession Assets.

75 [PA shall maintain the aforementioned insurances on reasonable commercial terms
available in the international insurance market with reliable insurers of adequate financial
strength and a credit rating not inferior to (A-) from fandard & Poor’s Corporation, or the
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equivalent credit rating from AM Best, licensed to write risks in Greece and otherwise satisfying
the criteria of ANNEX 17.1.

17.4 In relation to all insurance policies, IPA shall, to the extent possible, ensure that:

(a) the Hellenic Republic (including officials and staff of the Hellenic Republic) is named as
an additionally insured party under such policies covering third party claims, to the
extent such claims relate to the Concession Assets, as well as to any other insurance
policy, as specifically provided in ANNEX 17.1, to the fullest extent of the Hellenic
Republic’s insurable interests;

(b) within a period of twenty-eight (28) days upon the expiration or termination of this
Agreement the Hellenic Republic is entitled to step into the relevant insurance policy on
the same terms and conditions that apply to IPA unless the relevant insurance policy
otherwise terminates upon expiration or termination of this Agreement; and

(c) all insurance policies can otherwise only expire or be terminated or their guarantee only
be suspended one (1) month after the insurance company has provided notification to
the Hellenic Republic in writing in that respect and that, if this is the case, any
compensation to be paid pursuant to the policies shall be spent on the repair or
restoration of any damage to the insured Concession Assets.

17.5  IPA shall apply or will procure the application of the proceeds of any claims under
property and casualty-insurance policies by way of full priority to the repair or restoration of any
damage to the Concession Assets, to the fullest extent legally permissible. Should IPA fail to make
any necessary amendments required according to Section 17.2, IPA will nevertheless be obliged
to spend the same amounts on the repair or restoration of any damage to the Concession Assets
that would have been paid out, had it made the necessary amendments or adjustments to
available insurance policies to ensure that amounts available under them sufficiently covered
insurable risks.

17.6 If a determination is made in accordance with ANNEX 17.1 that any type of risk or peril
of those required to be insured pursuant to this Agreement has become non-insurable and such
risk or peril materializes, the Parties shall negotiate in good faith in relation to the handling of
the matter and the continuation of this Agreement and/or the appropriate amendments to its
terms.

17.7  IPA shall retain and continuously update a list of all insurance policies obtained in
accordance with this Agreement and, on request of the Hellenic Republic, promptly provide:

(a) copies, appropriate endorsements, certifications or other satisfactory evidence of all such
insurance policies; and

(b) copies of receipts (or other evidence of payment) for all premium payments and, in the
case of renewals of any insurance, to produce evidence of such renewal and justification
of the terms thereof,

17.8 IPA undertakes to:
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(a) pay or procure the payment on a timely basis of all premiums as required by the terms
of the relevant insurance contracts;

(b) promptly notify to insurers any potential claim under any available insurance and
diligently pursue any valid claim;

(c) comply at all times with the terms and conditions of all material insurances and Lo take
all actions within its power to procure that nothing is at any time done or suffered to be
done whereby any insurance (or otherwise) that is required to be maintained hereunder
may be impaired or rendered void or under threat of being rendered void in whole or in
part, or availability of full payment in respect of any claim thereunder be prejudiced;

(d) evidence promptly by the provision of original or true copy documents at the request of
the responsible HR Governmental Body that IPA is fully in compliance with the
requirements of this Section 17, and to notify the Hellenic Republic in writing
immediately if IPA or any of its agents becomes aware that in any respect it has ceased
or is liable to cease to be in full compliance with the requirements of this Section 17;

(e) procure that all insurance policies and respective premium payments including
applicable charges and duties comply at all times with all applicable laws and regulations
and that all authorisations, consents and approvals required for the purchase and
maintenance of insurance required as provided in this Agreement are obtained and
remain valid and applicable;

) take or procure the taking of all reasonably practicable insurance risk management and
insurance risk control measures in relation to the Concession Assets; and

() forthwith notify the insurers (if required under the terms of the relevant insurance) and
(unless IPA is able to demonstrate that the insured risk is immaterial) the Hellenic
Republic of any increase or material change in any risk insured under any insurance.

17.9  Without limiting IPA’s obligations under this Agreement, if at any time any material
insurance shall not be in full force and effect for any reason, then, in addition to the other rights
of the Hellenic Republic under this Agreement, the Hellenic Republic may (but shall not be
required), at any time whilst that situation is continuing:

(a) procure at best available price such insurance on behalf of itself and IPA at the expense
of IPA; and
(b) without prejudice to any other obligations of IPA under this Agreement, require IPA to

take all such reasonable steps within its control to minimise hazard as the Hellenic
Republic may consider expedient or necessary.

1710  To the extent (only) relating to TPA’s own insurable interests under or in respect of any
insurance policy taken out by reference to this Agreement, Section 29 (Assignment & Financing)
shall apply mutatis mutandis to any assignment by IPA of claims against any insurer.

17.11  The insured amounts shall be expressed in Euro.
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1712 Allinsurance policies shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws
of Greece.

1713 IPA shall notify the Hellenic Republic of the occurrence of any insured damage of an
amount exceeding or estimated to exceed One Hundred Thousand Euro (€100,000) and shall
keep the Hellenic Republic continuously updated on the developments of the case, until the
relevant file is closed by the insurer.

17.14  The Hellenic Republic and the each time responsible Governmental Bodies (including
their officials and personnel) shall bear no liability throughout the Concession Term for any
damage to the Concession Assets, as well as to the users, visitors, any third parties in general,
products and equipment within the Concession Area, provided and to the extent that the damage
or harm is not attributable to a deliberate act or omission, or gross negligence of the above
entities.

18. PERFORMANCE GUARANTEE

18.1 IPA shall procure the issuance by an Eligible Bank (as defined below) and the delivery to
the Hellenic Republic, on or before the Effective Date of an irrevocable and unconditional demand
letter of guarantee, in the form set out in ANNEX 18.1, available in an amount of not less than
EUR Two Million (€ 2,000,000) and an initial term of validity of one (1) year as of the Effective
Date (the Performance Guarantee). The Performance Guarantee shall secure any and all
payment obligations of IPA to the Hellenic Republic under or in respect of this Agreement,
including without limitation payment obligations under this Agreement regarding the
Concession Fee, Liquidated Damages, compensation and damages of any nature and description,
any and all obligations of IPA to the Hellenic Republic in relation to Hand-Back as set out in
Section 26, as well as payment obligations concerning interest, charges and associated sums.

18.2 IPA shall:

(a) procure the extension or replacement of the Performance Guarantee by an Eligible Bank
on the same terms and subject to Section 18.5 below, in the same amount for successive
periods of not less than one (1) year following its initial expiry specified in Section 18.1
above, up to (and including) the date being six (6) months following the expiry of the
Concession Term;

(b) deliver to the Hellenic Republic the original instruments evidencing any extension, or
replacement pursuant to paragraph 18.2(a) above not later than sixty (60) days prior to
the expiry of each then current Performance Guarantee;

(c) procure the replacement of the Performance Guarantee by an Eligible Bank and the
delivery to the Hellenic Republic of the original instruments evidencing such
replacement, within ten (10) Banking Days of its issuer ceasing to qualify as an Eligible
Bank; and

(d) ensure that the amount available under the Performance Guarantee is reinstated in full
following any payment made thereunder (and notwithstanding any such payment) by
means of the issuance and delivery of a new/supplementary Performance Guarantee,
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provided that all provisions hereof applicable to the Performance Guarantee shall apply
to such supplementary/new Performance Guarantee.

18.3  The Hellenic Republic shall be entitled to request the forfeiture of the Performance
Guarantee:

(a) in full or in part, to recover any and all monies payable to it by IPA hereunder and which
arc due and payable pursuant to this Agreement; and/or

(b) fully, upon termination of this Agreement by the Hellenic Republic in accordance with
Section 25, other than termination by reason of protracted Force Majeure; and/or

(c) upon failure by IPA to comply timely with any of its obligations under Section 18.2;
and/or
(d} at any time following termination of this Agreement by either Party and for any reason

whatsoever, to recover any amounts payable by IPA pursuant to Section 26.

18.4 The Performance Guarantee shall be issued by (i) a bank or other financial institution
which is regulated by the European Central Bank as a significant supervised entity or (i} any
bank or other financial institution which has a credit rating for long-term unsecured financing
of BBB+ (or better) from Standard & Poor’s Corporation, or Baai (or better) from Moody’s
Investors Services, Inc., or BBB+ (or better) from Fitch Ratings or of the corresponding credit
rating that may replace the above in the future (the Eligible Banlk).

185 The Hellenic Republic will review the amounts of the Performance Guarantee every
three (3) years. In case inflation has led to a devaluation of the amounts of the Performance
Guarantee by five per cent. (5%) or more, the Hellenic Republic may request a corresponding
increase of the amount of the Performance Guarantee,

18.6 To the extent not forfeited in accordance with this Section 18, the Performance
Guarantee will be returned after this Agreement has been terminated on condition that all
obligations of IPA and claims of the Hellenic Republic under this Agreement, in particular in
relation to the Hand-Back according to Section 26 have been settled.

19. UNDERTAKINGS OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC

19.1 The Hellenic Republic shall procure that the infrastructure and superstructure outside
the Concession Area, in so far as IPA is not required to maintain this infrastructure and
superstructure in accordance with Section 8, which is required for, or supporting, the operation,
use or exploitation of the Port of Igoumenitsa or the Right will be sustained, maintained and
renewed in a manner that avoids interference with and supports the operation, use and
exploitation of the Port of Igoumenitsa and the Right. In the event that repair or replacement
and maintenance measures are required, the operation of any such infrastructure or
superstructure may be temporarily reduced. The scheduling of such maintenance measures will
be coordinated in consultation with IPA. The Hellenic Republic shall (and shall procure that each
competent HR Governmental Body shall) take steps reasonably available to it to mitigate
operational disruption to the Port of Igoumenilsa arising from such measures.

*
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19.2  The Hellenic Republic shall maintain the waterways leading to the Port Sea Zone
(excluding, for the avoidance of doubt, the Navigation Channel), in a manner that avoids
interference to and supports the operation, use and exploitation of the Port of Igoumenitsa and
the Right.

19.3  IPA shall notify in writing the appropriate HR Governmental Bodies, sufficiently in
advance, of the likelihood of any reasonably foreseeable material variation in the levels of
operational capacities of the Port of Igoumenitsa and envisaged impact on areas outside of the
Concession Assets.

19.4  The Hellenic Republic shall cooperate with IPA and assist IPA in good faith in obtaining
approvals, permits and/or licences required for the operation of the Concession Assets in each
case in compliance with applicable laws. To that end, in any case where, pursuant to the terms
of this Agreement or the applicable laws, IPA is required to obtain any such prior approval or
permit, the Hellenic Republic shall procure that either the Hellenic Republic or the each-time
responsible HR Governmental Body shall grant them, subject to IPA complying with the
conditions for their issue, within the deadline each time specified in this Agreement or the
applicable law. If no such deadline is provided in this Agreement or the applicable law, the
Hellenic Republic shall make all reasonable efforts, within its control, to procure for their issue
within a period of ninety (90) days of the filing by IPA of a duly documented application. Said
deadline may be extended for an additional period of up to ninety (go) days, provided that the
responsible HR Governmental Body informs IPA in writing, within the aforementioned ninety
(90)-days deadline, providing justification about the reasons making compliance with said
deadline not feasible.

19.5 The Hellenic Republic undertakes not to do, and to ensure that no HR Governmental
Body does, anything to knowingly frustrate IPA’s performance of this Agreement and/or with
the primary objective of materially preventing or adversely affecting:

(a) IPA’s ability to perform its obligations under this Agreement;

(b) IPA’s ability to operate, use or exploit the Port of [goumenitsa in accordance with this
Agreement (including, but not limited to the right to levy and collect Port Tariffs in
accordance with this Agreement from users of the Concession Assets); and/or

e) unobstructed access for users to the Concession Assets.

19.6  When fulfilling its public obligations and its obligations under this Agreement, the
Hellenic Republic shall (and shall procure that each HR Governmental Body shall) consider the
Right granted to IPA under this Agreement and undertake reasonable measures to minimise any
adverse effects on IPA’s ability to exploit and exercise the Right.

19.7  The Hellenic Republic shall be responsible for maintaining road access for users, means
of transport and citizens in general, up to the boundaries of the Concession Land Perimeter for
the purpose of:

(a) facilitating the smooth conduct of passenger and urban circulation and traffic of
pedestrians, vehicles and means of transport to and from the Port of Igoumenitsa; and
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(b) facilitating rapid access of the HR Governmental Bodies that are responsible, competent
for or capable of providing assistance or intervening for the safety of persons, vessels,
infrastructure and superstructure within the land and sea area of the Port of
Igoumenitsa.

i9.8  To the full extent of its competence, the Hellenic Republic shall ensure the continued
existence and availability of utilities networks (power supply, water supply, sewerage, etc.) up
to the boundaries of the Concession Land Perimeter.

19.9 Without prejudice to Section 11, the Hellenic Republic shall ensure the continued
existence and availability of security and law-enforcement services within the areas of the Port
of Igoumenitsa and up to the boundaries of the Concession Land Perimeter.

1g.10  The Hellenic Republic undertakes that any charges levied by any HR Governmental Body
on users of the Port of Igoumenitsa (or any particular category of user) shall be reasonable and
of a type generally paid by port users (or port users of that type) at other ports within the
European Union.

20. RIGHT OF ACCESS AND RIGHT OF INTERVENTION

20.1  Without limiting any other provision of this Agreement (including, without limitation,
Section g, Section 14 or Section 27), the Hellenic Republic (acting through any HR Governmental
Body on the instruction of the Hellenic Republic) reserves the right fo access the Concession
Assets through its HR Representatives al any Lime following the provision of reasonable prior
notice, including the right of access of the each time competent municipal or other agencies
and/or their sub-contractors to all areas within the Concession Area as required for the conduct
of inspections or the performance of maintenance works and/or imminent repair works at the
public utility networks, and especially at the parts of the water supply and sewage disposal
networks located in the Concession Area (including the pumping stations located therein), as
well as the right of unobstructed passage through the Concession Area of the vehicles of said
agencies and/or their sub-contractors for the purpose of entering or exiting the Igoumenitsa’s
wastewater purification facilities.

20.2  The Hellenic Republic may intervene in, interrupt or restrict the use of the Concession
Assets or certain parts or areas thereof for the following purposes:

(a) establishment of staffed and unstaffed stations for the fulfilment of public obligations;

(b) installation of infrastructure and equipment required for fulfilment of the obligations of
the Hellenic Republic and each other HR Governmental Body in respect of this
Agreement;

(c) national security and military issues including for the stationing or deployment of units

of the Hellenic Republic armed forces or allied forces;
(d) the harbouring and berthing of vessels of the port police or other law enforcement

agencies, the coast guard or the Greek navy, provided that IPA shall be entitled to express
its opinion as to the most appropriate and safest berfhing position;

x
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(e) customs and tax enforcement;

(f) to resolve environmental issues which have involved or are reasonably likely (in the
absence of intervention) to involve material pollution and which are not being
adequately dealt with by IPA in accordance with its obligations under this Agreement;

(g) to respond to natural disasters and crises which are not otherwise adequately dealt with
by IPA pursuant to the terms of this Agreement; and

(h) fulfilment of other public obligations of the Hellenic Republic.

20.3  With the exception of paragraphs (c), (f) and (g) of Section 20.2 above, prior to any such
intervention, interruption or restriction pursuant to Section 20.1 which occurs after the Effective
Date, IPA and the Hellenic Republic will consult (where possible) in good faith on whether the
relevant intervention, interruption or restriction will impact on IPA’s operations. To the extent
that any such intervention, interruption or restriction impacts IPA's operations, IPA shall not be
responsible under this Agreement for any failure to meet the Minimum Service Levels until a
reasonable period after such operations are no longer affected by such intervention, interruption
or restriction. No intervention, interruption or restriction will be made for a duration or to an
extent greater than is necessary having regard to the circumstances giving rise to the
requirement to interrupt or intervene, including, without limitation:

(a) the extent to which intervention is required to preserve an interest protected under
applicable law;

(b) the nature of the Concession Assets and the considerations set out in Section g, including
the concepts of reasonableness and proportionality; and

(c) the balance of public interests served by the proposed intervention and IPA’s private
interests in containing any disruptive effects of intervention.

20.4  Taking into account the criteria set out in Section 20.3, to the extent that the duration
and/or extent of the intervention, interruption or restriction is excessive in the circumstances,
the Hellenic Republic will in accordance with applicable law (including, in particular, Articles 281
et seq. of the Civil Code) make payment of adequate compensation to IPA for damages and losses
directly caused by such intervention, interruption or restriction provided that IPA submits to the
Hellenic Republic a report comprehensibly substantiating such damages and losses.

20.5  The provisions of this Section 20 shall in no way affect or limit any statutory rights of
access or any rights of intervention, interruption or restriction of the Hellenic Republic or any
other HR Governmental Body.

21. STEP-IN RIGHT

Zaal The Hellenic Republic (acting through any HR Governmental Body on the instruction of
the Hellenic Republic) may exercise its Step-In Right (the Step-In Right) if the circumstances
described jointly in paragraphs (a) and (c) below or paragraphs (a) and (d) below or paragraphs
(b) and (c) below or paragraphs (b) and (d) below apply:
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(a) IPA has committed a Breach of any material obligation under this Agreement, the
Hellenic Republic has requested in writing that IPA remedy such Breach within a
reasonable time period and IPA has refused to do so or did not remedy the material
impact of that Breach after the lapse of such time period;

(b) the Hellenic Republic has, based on factual evidence, plausible reasons to believe that
IPA will not meet any of its material obligations under this Agreement on time, the
Hellenic Republic has requested in writing that IPA provides a remediation plan within
a reasonable time period detailing the steps which IPA proposes Lo take to meet the
obligations on time, and IPA has refused to do so or did not provide a remediation plan
after the lapse of such time period or fails to comply with such remediation plan in any
malerial respect(s);

(c) a significant threat to the security or safety of the Port of Igoumenitsa, its installations,
employees or users exists;

(d) there is a reasonable likelihood that the continuity and/or availability of the Port Services
in the Port of Igoumenitsa would be substantially curtailed.

A time period set by the Hellenic Republic is considered reasonable if it is sufficient to allow IPA
to remedy the breach or to provide a remediation plan without undue delay, taking into
consideration the importance of the obligation, the severity of the breach, its impact on the
continued operation of the Porl of Igoumenitsa, the securily and safety of its installalions,
employees or its users, and the required remedial actions. Unless the Hellenic Republic has
previously exercised the Step-In Right two (2) or more limes since the Effective Date, if a period
of time exceeding three (3) months has elapsed since the exercise by the Hellenic Republic of its
Step-In Right pursuant to this Section 21.1, [PA shall be entitled, by notice to the Hellenic
Republic, to require the prompt hand back of the eperations of the Port of Igoumenitsa, and the
Hellenic Republic shall comply with such request, if an independent expert appointed by IPA and
the Hellenic Republic, is able to verify that the Breach has been remedied and is having no
material impact on the operation of the Port of Igoumenitsa.

212 Inexercising its Step-In Right, the Hellenic Republic may suspend the Right, intervene
in, interrupt or restrict the use of the Concession Assets or certain areas thereof (where
necessary) and undertake all required remedial actions itself or through third parties. TPA will
be required to provide all reasonable cooperation to the Hellenic Republic or any third party in
connection with the exercise of the Step-In Right.

213 During the period in which the Step-In Right is exercised, the Hellenic Republic shall be
fully responsible for the Concession Assels and all other matters as far as the Step-In Right relates
to a Concession Assel for which IPA would otherwise be responsible under this Agreement. The
Hellenic Republic shall provide reasonable notice to IPA of its intention te cease its exercise of
the Step-In Right and shall fully cooperate with IPA to ensure a seamless reinstatement of the
Right and hand-back of the Concession Assets to IPA.

21.4  Unless TPA can demonstrate that the exercise of the Step-In Right by the Hellenic
Republic was unjustified or disproportionate in the circumstances, IPA must compensate the
Hellenic Republic for any related cost and/or expenses (internal or external) which arise directly
out of the Hellenic Republic’s exercise of the Step-In Right. If a subsequent assessment of the
circumstances that led to the exercise of the Step-In Right prves that the exercise of the Step-In

Q
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Right was unjustified or disproportionate in the circumstances, the Hellenic Republic shall
compensate IPA for any damages caused or loss suffered as a direct result of the exercise of the
Step-In Right.

21.5  The provisions of this Section 21 shall in no way affect or limit any statutory step-in right
enjoyed by the Hellenic Republic or any other HR Governmental Body under applicable law.

22. CHANGE OF LAW

221 In the event of an enactment, modification, repeal or re-enactment (other than a re-
enactment which merely consolidates or codifies existing applicable law or which is required to
implement any EU Law of general application) of any new applicable law, regulation, ordinance,
policy or other similar provision having the force of law which was not reasonably foreseeable
at the Lffective Date and which:

(@) applies solely to IPA or to entities providing services similar to IPA under this Agreement
or which have entered into agreements similar to this Agreement with the Hellenic
Republic; and/or

(b) has an impact on IPA that is manifestly disproportionate to the impact on other entities
comparable to IPA (and especially those entities entrusted with the operation of ports
pursuant to a concession agreement with the Hellenic Republic), but only where such
disproportionate impact is not the direct consequence of objective factors (including,
without limitation, the fact that such entities may be engaging in activities of a type
and/or scale not comparable to those of IPA); and/or

(c) amends the provisions of this Agreement or renders material obligations of the Hellenic
Republic or material parts of the Right conferred upon IPA under this Agreement void
or unenforceable or prevents any HR Governmental Body from providing any services
in accordance with this Agreement which are fundamentally indispensable for the
operation of the Port of Igoumenitsa, to the extent envisaged pursuant to Section 19
hereof; or

(d) definitively renders all or a material part of the activities envisaged under this Agreement
and/or the exercise of the Right impossible or economically unviable;

and only to the extent such enactment, modification, repeal, re-enactment or amendment:

(e) does not relate to any change in the tax laws or other laws of general application save
where such change has an economic and financial impact solely on IPA or has an
economic and financial impact on IPA that is disproportionate to the impact on any other
Greek port conducting comparable activities;

() does not relate to the imposition of standards and/or conditions of operations,
maintenance, the environment, health and/or safety of a type that generally prevail in
the domestic and/or international port services industry; or

(g) in relation to paragraph (a) above only, is not part of the establishment or revision of a
regulatory framework in respect of the ports sector and/or the Hellenic Republic’s
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allocation of powers to the Port Authority as envisaged in Section 2.3 (but not the
excrcise of such powers),

(the Change of Law), IPA shall give written notice to the Hellenic Republic giving details of such
Change of Law and IPA’s analysis of the likely effect and impact on IPA.

22,2 Incase of a Change of Law, if IPA is able to demonstrate that:

(a) as a direct consequence of the Change of Law, the economic balance of this Agreement
has been disrupted materially; and

b) the disruption under paragraph (a) above is of a type that is inconsistent with the
principles set out in Section 22.3,

1PA shall have the right to request appropriate remedies by referring the matter for resolution
to the arbitral tribunal specified in Section 28.

22,3 The Parties confirm their fundamental understanding thal recourse to any adjudicatory
adjustment mechanism regarding their respective obligations and performance hereunder ought
to be limited, having considered the fact that:

(@) in entering into this Agreement, the Hellenic Republic does not undertake or assume any
risks directly or indirectly associated with the Concession, the Concession Assets and/or
any financial, technical, legal, operational, aspects of IPA’s performance hereunder, save
(to the extent applicable) to the extent expressly specified in this Agreement; and

(b) save as expressly specified in this Agreement, neither Party gives any commitment,
assurance or warranty as to the future economic or financial position, performance,
output or profitability of TPA.

22.4  The Hellenic Republic shall, in conducting its affairs in respect of this Agreement, afford
IPA fair and equitable treatment and refrain from engaging in arbitrary and unreasonable
measures seeking to impair the legitimate interests of IPA deriving from investments made in
furtherance of reasonable trust placed on the Hellenic Republic as a result of the entry into this
Agreement.

22,5  Without limiting the foregoing and without prejudice to any of the Hellenic Republic’s
rights or faculties under this Agreement or applicable law, if a Change of Law occurs and IPA is
able to demonstrate that the Hellenic Repubilic exercised its legislative prerogatives in violation
of Section 22.4 above, then the arbitral tribunal acting pursuant to Section 22.2 shall be entitled
to consider, authorize and direct the Hellenic Republic to make paymenl to IPA of compensation,
as necessary to equitably restore the balance of contract in respect of this Agreement Lo the status
that would have applied had the Change of Law not occurred. For the avoidance of doubt, to the
extent that compensation can be awarded pursuant to this Section 22.5, it shall be ordered as a
sole and exclusive remedy and may not be combined, in whole or in part, with any other remedy
or relief of the type that the arbitral tribunal would otherwise be entitled to award pursuant to
any other provision of this Section 22.
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23. FORCE MAJEURE

23.1  For the purpose of this Agreement, a Force Majeure Event means an event which is:
(a) beyond the reasonable control of a Party;

(b) could not reasonably have been expected to have been taken into account by the affected
Party at the time of the conclusion of this Agreement;

(c) could not reasonably have been avoided or overcome by the affected Party had it carried
out its obligations under this Agreement; and

(d) which makes the affected Party’s performance of any of its obligations hereunder
impossible or so impracticable or excessively and unjustifiably costly as to reasonably be
considered impossible in the circumstances.

Force Majeure Events include but are not limited to war, riots, civil disorder, pandemics,
earthquakes, fires, explosions, storms or floods and other events satisfying the criteria of
paragraphs (a) to (and including) (d) above. An accident may be considered a Force Majeure
Event, if (i) it was caused by a third party for which none of the Parties bears responsibility under
this Agreement, (ii) it could not have been prevented had both Parties applied all diligence that
could have been reasonably expected of them, and (iii) subject to Section 17, inadequate or no
compensation or remediation can be received from a third party (whether the relevant insurance
company or the third party that caused the accident).

23.2 A Force Majeure Event shall not include any event which is caused by the negligence,
wilful default or intentional action of a Party or such Party's consultants, subcontractors, sub-
concessionaires, agents or employees.

23.3  Upon occurrence of a Force Majeure Event, the affected Party shall give notice to the
other Party in writing as soon as reasonably possible, but in any event not later than fifteen (15)
days after becoming aware of the occurrence of the Force Majeure Event (Force Majeure
Notice). The Force Majeure Notice shall specify the cause for the Force Majeure Event as well as
a preliminary estimate of the envisaged duration and of the consequences of the Force Majeure
Event on the ability of the Parties to fulfil their respective obligations under this Agreement.

23.4  The failure of a Party to fulfil any of its obligations under this Agreement shall not be
considered a breach of or default under this Agreement for the period from the time of the Force
Majeure Event until such time as the impact of the Force Majeure Event on the affected Party
ceases, or would no longer be materially adverse if the affected Party had complied with its
obligations under this Agreement (the Force Majeure Period) and if the Force Majeure Notice
has been given in accordance with Section 23.3.

23.5  Ifthe recipient of the Force Majeure Notice disputes the occurrence or the consequences
of a Force Majeure Event, it shall give written notice of such dispute (Dispute Notice) to the
other Party within fourteen (14) days of receipt of the Force Majeure Notice, stating the grounds
on which the occurrence and/or the consequences of a Force Majeure Event are disputed. If
neither the Force Majeure Notice nor the Dispute Notice has been withdrawn within seven (7)
days of the date of receipt of the Dispute Notice, the Parties shall, within forty five (45) days of
the Force Majeure Notice, have the right to refer the dispufe for resolution pursuant to
Section 28,
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23.6  If the Force Majeure Nolice has nol been withdrawn or contested, the Parties shall
consult with each other with a view to agreeing on appropriate measures to be taken in the
circumstances no later than ten (10) days after a Party has given notice of a Force Majeure Event
pursuant to Section 23.3. Upon the occurrence of the Force Majeure Event and during the Force
Majeure Period, the Parties shall engage in good-faith consultations and shall use all reasonable
endeavours to mitigate the effect of the Force Majeure Event.

23.7  In the occurrence of a Force Majeure Event for which insurance exists, IPA shall apply
the full amount recovered under the insurance policies concerned (and including the amount of
any deductibles stipulated in such insurance policies which IPA shall pay) to seek to remedy the
effects of the Force Majeure. Where applicable, the proceeds from any insurance must, first, be
applied to rebuilding the Main Port. H no such insurance exists, and yet IPA would have been
obligated to obtain insurance pursuant to Section 17, IPA shall remedy fully the effects of the
Force Majeure Event at its own cost and within the shortest period of time reasonably possible
in the circumstances.

22.8  On the occurrence of a Force Majeure Event which IPA has no obligation to remedy
pursuant to Section 23.7 or pursuant to any other Section of this Agreement, the Parties will
negotiate in good faith about the continuation of this Agreement and/or appropriale
amendmenls lo its terms to reflect the changes of circumstances resulting from the Force
Majeure Event.

24. EVENTS OF DEFAULT

24.1 I'he events, circumstances or outcomes listed in this Section shall, to the extent
attributable to any period of time following the Effective Date and unless arising as a direct result
of a Force Majeure Event or a Hellenic Republic Event of Default, constitute an event of default
attributable to IPA (IPA Events of Default):

(a) Material Breach: IPA breaches its material obligations under this Agreement (a Material
Breach), including, indicatively, in respect of the non-timely payment of the Concession
Fee and the non-limely renewal of the Performance Guarantee. Without prejudice o
sub-paragraphs (b) and (¢} below, a Breach of this Agreement by IPA (whether resulling
through acts or omissions of IPA or otherwise) shall, in particular, qualify as a Material
Breach if it, due to its nature, qualitative or quantitative parameters, impact, duration or
other characteristics, satisfies one or more of the following conditions:

(i) has asignificant impact on the Hellenic Republic’s ability to fulfil public
obligations in relation to the activities of the Port of Igoumenitsa
and/or on the Hellenic Republic’s economical interest associated with
this Agreement and in the Port of lgoumenitsa as reflected in this
Agreement; or

(ii) has any material adverse consequences to the operation of any (or any
material part of any) of the Sectors as envisaged by this Agreement
(regardless of any consequences relating to any other operations)
and/or to the operation of the Port of lgoumenitsa taken as a whole
and/or any material part of thepConcession Assels; or

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(iii) demonstrates material failure to comply with the security, safety
and/or technical requirements or capabilities required pursuant to this
Agreement in circumstances that jeopardize the safe and secure
operation of the Port of Igoumenitsa; or

(iv) entails a material failure to satisfy the Minimum Service Levels; or

(v) has any other consequences comparable or equivalent to any of the
foregoing;

Breach of Applicable Laws: IPA materially breaches its obligations under applicable laws
in respect of security, safety, health, safety and/or protection of the environment at the
Port of Igoumenitsa and due to its nature, qualitative or quantitative parameters, impact,
duration or other characteristics, such breach has any of the outcomes listed in sub-
paragraphs (i) to (and including) (v) of paragraph (a) above;

Eraudulent Conduct: Any of IPA’s executive officers or other senior decision-making
managers are found guilty of criminal fraud or another criminal offense that is
punishable as a felony in the Hellenic Republic, but only under the following conditions
(cumulatively):

(i) such offense relates to the submission of a Compliance Certificate
hereunder that is known to such persons to be false, inaccurate or
misleading in any material respect; and

(ii) such conduct is attributable to the period following the Effective Date
and causes (or, as the case may be, attempts to cause) direct damage
or loss to the Hellenic Republic or an HR Governmental Body;

Port Development: 1PA:

(i) fails to comply with its obligations in respect of the Master Plan, the
Works, the Environmental Requirements and/or the maintenance of
the Concession Assets in any material respect;

(i)  fails to reasonably cooperate and provide assistance to the Independent
Engineer for the purpose of facilitating the discharge of its duties
pursuant to the Independent Engineer's Agreement and this
Agreement; and/or

(iii) substantially fails to develop and/or operate the Port of Igoumenitsa in
compliance with this Agreement and applicable laws, demolishes,
destroys or otherwise harms the Port of Igoumenitsa in a manner not
permitted by this Agreement or otherwise without the consent of the
Hellenic Republic.

Abandonment: IPA (without prior written consent of the Hellenic Republic or the
applicable HR Governmental Body) abandons substantial parts or all of the Concession
Assets or lerminates operation of any substantial part or all of the Concession Assets for
a period of more than five (5) Banking Days and does not promptly reinstate their
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performance following notice from the Hellenic Republic and/or deliberately obstructs
operation of ferries into or out of the Port of Igoumenitsa and/or abandons, discontinues
or suspends operation of all or any material part of any of the Sectors of the Port of
Igoumenitsa and/or the services envisaged in Section 11.1 and/or Section 11.2 over
protracted periods of time or repeatedly;

] Other Obligations: Without prejudice to the generality of paragraph (a) above, IPA fails
to comply with its obligations under Section 5.12, Section 12.3, Section 12.7, Section 13.4,
Section 13.9 or Section 13.10 of this Agreement.

{(g) Insolvency Event: Any of the following (each an Insolvency Event) occurs in respect of
[PA:

(i) IPA stops its payments admils its inability to discharge its payment
obligalions to its creditors in general as they fall due; and/or

(ii) any resolution is passed or order made for the bankruptey, winding up,
dissolution, administration, reconstruction or reorganisation of IPA, a
moratorium is declared in relation to any indebtedness of IPA or an
administrator is appointed to [PA; and/or

(iii) any liquidator, receiver, administrative receiver, administrator,
compulsory manager, pre-insolvency facilitator, restructuring or re-
organization administrator or other similar officer is appointed in
respect of IPA or any of ils assets and/or by judgment or order of a
competent court in accordance with applicable law IPA ceases to have
any pawers or has only limited powers to dispose of its assets and/or
conduct its respective business as envisaged in this Agreement or has
attached any of its material assets.

242  The following (unless arising as a result of a Force Majeure Event or an IPA’s Event of
Default) shall constitute the Hellenic Republic’s events of default (Hellenic Republic Events of
Default: 1PA Fivents of Default and Hellenic Republic Events of Default together Events of
Default):

(a) the Hellenic Republic breaches its obligations under this Agreement (other than its
ohligations in relation to the State Works) resulting in a material adverse effect on the
business and condition of the Port of Igoumenitsa, taken as a whole, to the extent that,
in accordance with pood faith and business usages, IPA's economic viability is
substantially adversely affected or IPA could not be reasonably expected to have a
material commercial interest in the further implementation of this Agreement; and/or

(k) the annulment or the unilateral amendment of this Agreement by the Hellenic Republic
in violation of this Agreement; and/or

(c) unless provided for in this Agreement or following the execution of a binding court order,
the Hellenic Republic confiscates, expropriates or nationalises 1PA or all or part of its
assets to which this Agreement relates or subjects [PA or all or part of its assels to which
this Agreement relates to a measure or measures having an equivalent effect, other than
where such expropriation or nationalisation applies to §on-material assets and IPA has

%
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received full and adequate compensation in respect of that expropriation or
nationalisation.

24.3  Upon the occurrence of any Event of Default as set out above, the non-defaulting party
may initiate termination of this Agreement pursuant to and subject to the stipulations in
Section 25.

25. TERMINATION OF THE CONCESSION AGREEMENT

25.1 Except as expressly otherwise provided in this Agreement, this Agreement may not be
terminated before the end of the Concession Term.

25.2 By executing this Agreement, the Parties acknowledge and affirm that, in assessing the
utility, equitableness and overall justification of potential termination or purported termination
of this Agreement by either Party, the Parties shall have due regard to the following key
parameters (for the avoidance of doubt, not necessarily listed by order of relative importance):

(a) the substantially long-term nature of this Agreement;

(b) the materiality and scale of the Parties’ respective promises, covenants and
undertakings, whether of a financial or a non-financial nature envisaged in this
Agreement and the fundamental trust invested by the Parties in good faith upon one
another in targeting a constructive and successful overall cutcome of this Agreement;

() the fact that this Agreement revises and consolidates the Existing Concession Agreement
and the Parties’ acquired experience over a significant period of lime to-date;

(d) the Hellenic Republic’s fundamental objective to have enhanced the overall operation
and output of each Constituent Port and of the Port of Igoumenitsa as a whole and
(without limiting the foregoing) the paramount condition of preserving and enhancing
transportation of passengers, cargo and vehicles to and from the Port of Igoumenitsa;
and

(e) the fact that this Agreement is to become effective in conjunction with the Hellenic
Republic ceasing to control IPA.

25.3  In case a Party intends to terminate this Agreement before the end of the Concession
Term based on an Event of Default as stipulated in Sections 24.1(a), 24.1(b), 24.1(c), 24.1(d),
24.2(a), 24.2(b) or 24.2(c), it shall deliver a written pre-notification to the other Party stating
that it intends to terminate this Agreement (Termination Warning). A Termination Warning
shall set forth the Event of Default thereby alleged in reasonable detail, as well as the perceived
consequences of its occurrence insofar as they relate to this Agreement. The Termination
Warning shall identify the period (Remedy Period) available to the defaulting Party to cure the
Event of Default which shall be a period reasonable in the circumstances and in each case not
less than ninety (go) days.

25.4  Following the Termination Warning the defaulting Party shall have the Remedy Period
to cure the Event of Default pursuant to which the Termination Warning was issued. During the
Remedy Period, the defaulting Party may continue to undertake efforts to cure the Event of
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Default, and the non-defaulting Party shall not, by any act or omission, impede or otherwise
interfere with the defaulting Party’s endeavours to remedy the Event of Default. During the
Remedy Period, both Parties shall, save as otherwise provided herein, continue to perform their
respective obligations under this Agreement.

255 A termination of this Agreement is effected by delivery of a written notice by the
terminating Party to the other Party (Termination Notice). By way of exception, this Agreement
shall terminate automatically (and no Termination Notice shall be required to be delivered) upon
IPA being declared bankrupt (xijpuén o mrwyguon).

25.6  The Hellenic Republic shall be entitled to terminate this Agreement:

(a) immediately upon the occurrence of an Event of Default as stipulated in Sections 24.1 (e)
or 24.1(f);
(b) in case IPA failed to cure an Event of Default as stipulated in Section 24.1 within the

applicable Remedy Period,;

(c) in case a Force Majeure Event for which no obligation for remediation by IPA exists
pursuant to Section 23.7 or other Sections of this Agreement, subsists for more than six
(6) months and the Parties did not come to an arrangement about the continuation of
this Agreement and the amendment of its terms within a reasonable period of time;

(d) in case the Hellenic Republic has over a rolling period of five (5) years issued three (3)
justified Termination Warnings and a forth (4™) Lvent of Default occurs justifying
issuance of a forth (4™) Termination Warning in accordance with Section 25.3.

25.7 TPA may terminate this Agreement:

(a) in case the Hellenic Republic failed to cure an Event of Default as stipulated in
Section 24.2 within the Remedy Period of Section 25.3;

(b) in case a Force Majeure Event for which no obligation for remediation by IPA exists
pursuant to Section 23.7 or other Sections of this Agreement, subsists for more than six
(6) months or would have subsisted for more than six (6) months even if IPA had
complied with its obligations under this Agreement and the Parties did not come to an
arrangement about the continuation of this Agreement and the amendment of its terms
within a reasonable period of time.

25.8  Fach Termination Notice and Termination Warning shall specify with reasonable detail
the reason for the termination and an explanation why the prerequisites for a termination under
this Agreement or the issuance of a Termination Warning, as the case may be, are fulfilled.

25.9  Other than in relation to an event set out in Section 24.1(e) or to automatic termination
hereof upon IPA’s bankruptcy, any dispute as to the validity of the termination that is referred to
arbitration pursuant to Section 28 will suspend the effect of such termination until the issue of
the arbitration award.

)
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2510  After a termination has become effective, the Hellenic Republic and TPA shall continue
to fulfil their contractual obligations to the fullest reasonable and practicable extent, and will
immediately work towards a timely and seamless Hand-Back as stipulated in Section 26.

25.11  In case of an early termination pursuant to this Section 25, the Hellenic Republic may
(but shall not be required to) request IPA to continue operation of the Concession Assets for a
further period of up to two (2) years (Termination Period). If the Hellenic Republic issues such
request, the Parties shall be obliged to fulfil all their obligations under this Agreement throughout
the Termination Period.

2512 Termination of this Agreement may only apply to the Concession as a whole, but not in
any part.

26. END OF TERM / HAND-BACK

26.1 Upon the end of the Concession Term or upon an early termination of this Agreement
has become effective, IPA shall duly hand back or cause to be delivered to the Hellenic Republic
all assets comprised in the subject-matter of the Concession (the Hand-Back Assets) and its
control over the Concession Assets to the Hellenic Republic including all rights, titles and
interests attaching to the Concession Assets (the Hand-Back).

26.2  The Hand-Back Assets shall include, without limitation:
(a) the Hand-Back Concession Assets, as per Section 26.3;

(b) any and all machinery and equipment, whether affixed to the Hand-Back Concession
Assets or movable, and/or existing on or used for the operation of the Concession Assets;

(c) all available spare parts, consumables and stock pertaining to the foregoing;

(d) the deeds and documentation necessary for actual transfer to the Hellenic Republic of all
title, enjoyment and control to and all rights and powers related to assets and interests
involved in this Agreement (aother than those owned by the Hellenic Republic), such
transfer to be effected free of any charge or encumbrance whatsoever;

(e) to the fullest extent reasonably practicable, the benefit of any warranty, insurance,
guarantee and deed of guarantee or similar in respect of the Hand-Back Assets listed in
the foregoing sub-paragraphs, if so desired by the Hellenic Republic; and

() the totality of the documentation, manuals, records, data required for efficient operation
of the various terminals of or within the Port of Igoumenitsa.

in each case appropriately maintained in accordance with the Minimum Maintenance
Requirements and, more generally, the provisions of this Agreement, and suitable to support and
sustain the continued exploitation for the respective services and ongoing operation of the Port
of Igoumenitsa at levels meeting or exceeding the Minimum Service Levels and (if applicable)
such higher or enhanced standards as IPA may have consistently achieved in the three (3) years
leading to the Hand-Back.

(a) the Concession Land Perimeter and Concession Assets, in a substantially similar or
improved state to their state on or about the Effective Date. Such state shall be recorded,
in detailed documentation and established in the form of a protocol supplemented by
technical assessments and photographs, to be delivered by the Parties, with the
assistance of the Independent Engineer, as soon as practicable and in any event within
five (5) months as of the Effective Date; plus

(b) all edifices, port works, superstructures, buildings or other constructions and fixtures
existing on or used for the operation of the Concession Assets and erected, constructed,
created or otherwise added at any time following the Effective Date; minus

(i) any constructions demolished or removed with the Hellenic Republic’s
consent and in accordance with applicable laws; and/or

(ii) any constructions which the Hellenic Republic directs IPA to remove
(to the extent the Hellenic Republic has the power to legally compel [PA
to do so); plus

(c) any constructions which the Hellenic Republic directs IPA to rebuild, to the extent the
Hellenic Republic has the power under this Agreement to do so and provided that in
respect of paragraph (b)-(ii) above and this paragraph (c), IPA shall rebuild or remove
the superstructures, buildings and/or equipment as per the Hellenic Republic’s request
and at IPA’s own cost and risks,

in each case in compliance with the Master Plan then in force, and in compliance with all requisite
planning, construction and environmental permits and approvals.

26.4  Upon Hand-Back, the Hand-Back Assets shall be in at least the same state as documented
in the Maintenance Record accounting for usual wear and tear in the course of operation, repair,
replacement and maintenance in compliance with the Standards and Specifications, as well as
considering the maintenance obligations, works and investments as set out in ANNEX 26.4 (the
Hand-Back Requirements).

26.5  Not more than thirty-six (36) months and not less than thirty (30) months prior to the
end of the Concession Term, IPA together with the Independent Engineer and the Hellenic
Republic must conduct a joint inspection of the Hand-Back Assets (the Initial Inspection). If IPA
does not co-operate for the purposes of the Initial Inspection, the Initial Inspection may be carried
out without IPA’s representation. The cost of the Initial Inspection must be borne by IPA. The
Initial Inspection must establish the extent to which the Hand-Back Assets would comply with
the Hand-Back Requirements pursuant to this Section 26 and, if no renewal programme was
carried out, what renewal works are required to meet the Hand-Back Requirements. Within
forty-five (45) days after the completion of the Initial Inspection, the Independent Engineer shall
provide to the Hellenic Republic and IPA a report on the condition of the Hand-Back Assets and
a notice setting out:

(a) a proposal as to the renewal works and how to carry them out; and

(b) an estimate of the renewal cost.
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26.6  The Hellenic Republic and/or IPA may, within thirty (30) days after receipt of the notice
from the Independent Engineer in accordance with Section 26.5, by notice to the Independent
Engineer object to the proposals in respect of any or all of the renewal works and the renewal
amount as set out in the Independent Engineer’s notice.

26.7  Within twenty (20) days from the date of receipt of such notice from the Hellenic
Republic and/or IPA, the Independent Engineer shall inform the Hellenic Republic and IPA
whether it agrees or rejects the comments and/or objections. In the case of disagreement, any
dispute shall be referred to resolution in accordance with Section 28.

26.8 Not more than twelve (12) months and not less than nine (9) months prior to end of the
Concession Term or, in case of early termination or reference to arbitration in relation to a
dispute connected to Section 26.7, as soon as possible, IPA together with the Hellenic Republic
and the Independent Engineer must conduct a joint inspection of the Hand-Back Assets to
determine whether the renewal works in respect of the Hand-Back Assets have been carried out
(the Second Inspection). The cost of such Second Inspection shall be borne by TPA.

26.9  Such inspection must establish the extent to which the Concession Assets would comply
with the Hand-Back Requirements if the renewal programme, renewal works, and renewal
amount remained as then agreed, and what, if any, revisions would be needed to meet the
Hand-Back Requirements pursuant to this Section 26.

26,10  Within thirty (30) days after the completion of the Second Inspection, the Independent
Engineer must provide to the Hellenic Republic and 1PA a report on the condition of the Hand-
Back Assets and a notice setting out:

(a) a proposal as to any revisions or additions to the renewal works required in order to
procure that all elements of the Hand-Back Assets, at the end of the Concession Term,
satisfy the Hand-Back Requirements; and

(b) an estimate of any changes in the renewal amount as a consequence of such revisions or
additions to the renewal works.

26.11  The Hellenic Republic and/or IPA may, within twenty (20) days after receipt of the notice
from the Independent Engineer in accordance with Section 26.10, by notice to the Independent
Engineer object to any proposed revisions or additions to any or all of the renewal works and the
renewal amount as set out in the Independent Engineer’s notice.

26.12  Within fifteen (15) days from the date of receipt of such natice from the Hellenic Republic
and/or IPA, the Independent Engineer shall inform the Hellenic Republic and IPA whether it
agrees or rejects the comments and/or objections. In the case of disagreement, any dispute shall
be referred to resolution in accordance with Section 28.

26.13  Not later than forty-five (45) days after the expiry of the Concession Term, or, as the
case may be, the effective date of termination of this Agreement, IPA together with the Hellenic
Republic and the Independent Engineer must conduct a joint inspection of the Hand-Back Assets
(the Hand-Back Inspection). The cost of the Hand-Back Inspection must be borne by IPA. The
Independent Engineer shall prepare and deliver to the parties a report in connection with the
Hand-Back Inspection and such report shall establish whether the Hand-Back Requirements
pursuant to this Section 26 are fulfilled as applicable to each element of the Hand-Back Assets.
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26.14 Within forty-five (45) days after the completion of the Hand-Back Inspection, the
Hellenic Republic must, acting reasonably, either:

(a) issue to IPA a hand-back-certificate; or

(b) notify IPA in writing of its decision nol Lo issue the hand-back-certificate and state the
reason for such decision,

26.15  The Hellenic Republic may only refuse to issue the hand-back-certificate if:

(a) IPA has failed to complete all renewal works; or
(b) elements of the Hand-Back Assets for any reason substantially differ from the Hand-Back
Requirements.

The Hellenic Republic must act reasonably and in accordance with this Agreement in respect of
any such refusal.

26.16  Any natice given by the Hellenic Republic in accordance with Section 26.14(b) must set
out each respect in which the renewal works have not been completed or any element of the
Hand-Back Assets does not comply with the Hand-Back Requirements and must state the
Hellenic Republic’s estimate of the cost of completing such renewal works and/or of procuring
that the Hand-Back Assets comply in all respects with the Hand-Back Requirements.

26.17  IPA may, within thirty (30) days following receipt of a notice given in accordance with
Section 26.14(b), by notice to the Hellenic Republic, object to any matter set out in the Hellenic
Republic’s notice. The notice from IPA must give details of the grounds for such objection and
must outline in reasonable detail IPA’s proposals in respect of such matters.

26.18  Within fifteen (15) Banking Days from the date of receipt of such notice from IPA, the
Hellenic Republic shall inform IPA in writing whether it agrees to or rejects the objections (failing
which, it will be deemed to have agreed to IPA’s objections). If the Hellenic Republic informs IPA
in writing that it rejects the objections, IPA:

(a) shall promptly take all steps necessary to comply with the Hellenic Republic’s directions
for the Hand-Back to complete in the manner and pursuant to the Hand-Back
Requirements directed by the Hellenic Republic; but

(b) may refer any outstanding dispute arising out of the Hellenic Republic’s rejection of any
such objections to resolution in accordance with Section 28.

26.19 No compensation will be paid to IPA at the end of the Concession Term or upon
Hand-Back, irrespective of the reason, save to the extent:

(a) Hand-Back occurs as a result of early termination of this Agreement by the Hellenic
Republic and the arbitral tribunal envisaged in Section 28 rules that the Hellenic
Republic exercised its right to terminate this Agreement in a manner that is justified and
consistent with the provisions of this Agreement and applicable laws. In such case, the
arbitral tribunal may award compensation against the Hellenic Republic which cannot
exceed seventy percent. (70%) of the undepreciated book value of the investments in
respect of Works (including, for the avoidance of doukt, Major Works), which have been

IPA and the Hellenic Republic have agreed by way of a written instrument amending this
Agreement on a compensation for certain investments to be paid at the regular end of
the Concession Term; and/or

Without prejudice to paragraphs (a), (b) and (c) above, IPA has terminated this
Agreement pursuant to Section 25.7(c) or the Hellenic Republic terminated this
Agreement pursuant to Section 25.6(c) and, in each such case, since the Effective Date
and until the time of such termination, IPA has made investments in Works in
accordance with Section 7, in which case, the Hellenic Republic will pay to IPA an amount
equal to one hundred per cent (100%) of the undepreciated book value of such
investments,

and provided, in each of the foregoing cases, that any compensation envisaged by
paragraphs (a) through (d) above shall be payable without duplication.

IPA guarantees that, for a period of two (2) years following Hand-Back, the Hand-Back

Assets shall comply with the Hand-Back Requirements, provided that IPA shall not be responsible
for any non-compliance with the Hand-Back Requirements, to the extent caused by normal wear
and tear, acts or omissions of the Hellenic Republic in the period following Hand-Back and/or
any Force Majeure Event.

The Parties shall appoint an independent engineering expert or firm of experts (the

Independent Engineer) to:
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(a) discharge certain technical advisory duties and functions and provide assistance in
relation to the Major Works and maintenance of the Concession Assets, as more fully set
out in Section 7 and Section 8, respectively;

(b) discharge certain lechnical advisory duties and functions and provide assistance in
relation to the Hand-Back, as more fully set out in Section 26; and

(c) perform such other duties as expressly specified in this Agreement and/or the
Independent Engineer’s Agreement.

272  Within three (3) months of the Effective Date, the Independent Engineer shall be
selected:

(a) through an appropriately advertised competitive process to be administered by IPA in
accordance with the Subcontracts and Sub-concessions Regulations; and

(b) amongst candidates that:

(i) have sufficient and appropriate experience and familiarity with the
design, design checking and supervision of works in respect of projects
and concessions in the ports/marine works sector; and

(ii) benefit from the qualifications outlined in ANNEX 27.2(b).

273 Il no Independent Engineer is then actively engaged in accordance with the provisions
hereof, an Independent Engineer shall be selected as soon as reasonably practicable prior Lo the
Initial Inspection or following early termination of this Agreement and Section 27.2 shall apply
to such appointment.

274 A Party may object to an Independent Engineer’s appointment on the grounds that such
appointment does not satisfy the criteria of Section 27.2.

275  IPA shall enter into a consultancy agreement with the Independent Engineer (the
Independent Engineer’s Agreement), the terms of which shall correspond to the Independent
Engineer’s responsibilities and rights under this Agreement. The Independent Engineer’s
Agreement shall be countersigned on behalf of the Hellenic Republic and shall specifically include
a duty of care for the benefit of the Hellenic Republic and IPA equally. IPA will be responsible for
the payment of the fees and other cost and expenses of the Independent Engineer, and the
Hellenic Republic shall have no responsibility for such fees, cost or expenses. The term of the
Independent Engineer’s Agreement shall not exceed the requirements of its role.

27.6  The Independent Engineer may only be replaced and the Independent Engineer’s
Agreemenlt lerminated or amended:

(a) with the wrillen consent of the Parties;
(b) for reasons of national security upon request by the Hellenic Republic;
(c) in the event that the Independent Engineer no longer fulfils the criteria determined in

ANNEX 27.2(b) or breaches its material obligations provided in the Independent
Engineer’'s Agreement; or
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(d) at the request of either Party, if the Independent Engineer’s tenure has exceeded seven
(7) years.

27.7  Promptly upon termination of the Independent Engineer’s Agreement, the Parties shall
pursue the appointment of a replacement Independent Engineer. The requirements of Sections
27.1 through 27.6 shall apply to any such appointment.

27.8  The Independent Engineer shall have the duties envisaged by this Agreement. Without
limiting the generality of the foregoing, the Independent Engineer shall:

(a) review any draft Master Plan and any draft Facilities Remedy Plan and suggest changes
where appropriate in accordance with Sections 6, 7 and/or 8 hereof;

(b) approve the form and content of the protocol to be signed by the parties in accordance
with Section 26.3 hereof;

(c) check and approve the Designs in respect of Major Works;

(d) supervise the Major Works which are undertaken in accordance with Section 7,
irrespective of the lime required by IPA to complete them and in the course of such
supervision shall be entitled to conduct any investigations and request any information
considered necessary;

(e) inspect Major Works and ensure compliance with applicable standards, laws and time
schedules and suggest necessary changes and issue certificates of completion;

3] perform the duties deriving from Part 11 (Provisions on State Works) of ANNEX 7.20;

(g) assist in any other technical aspects as might be required by IPA and the Hellenic
Republic;

(h) prepare and keep full and proper records of all tasks undertaken and make such records
available to the Hellenic Republic upon request; and

(i) have any other rights and obligations expressly provided for in this Agreement and/or
any duties reasonably incidental thereto and/or as may be further provided in the
Independent Engineer’s Agreement.

28. GOVERNING LAW AND DISPUTE RESOLUTION

28.1  This Agreement and any non-contractual obligations arising out of or in connection with
this Agreement will be governed by, and interpreted in accordance with, the substantive laws of
the Hellenic Republic.

28.2 Any dispute that may arise in connection with the interpretation, performance and
effect of this Agreement, save in case of a Technical Dispute (as defined in Section 28.12) and
with the exception of disputes which are related to European Union law, as well as of disputes
arising out of, or in connection with, the rights of the Hellenic Republic referring to matters of
national security and defence and their exercise, shall be settled by arbitration, in accordance
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with this Section 28. The rules of arbitration (the Rules) of the International Chamber of
Commerce (ICC) as in force at the date of commencement of the relevant arbitration proceedings
shall apply supplementarily, insofar as they are not contrary to the provisions of this Section 28.
Any reference of the Rules to the “Court” or the “Secretariat of the Court” shall be considered as
a reference to the arbitral tribunal. The arbitral tribunal shall apply the provisions of this
Agreement and the substantial provisions of Greek law. It is hereby explicitly agreed that the
participation of third parties for whatever reason to the arbitration proceedings shall not be
allowed. in no event shall the participation

28.3 Without prejudice to the provisions of Section 28.12 and subsequent on Technical
Disputes’ resolution, each Party shall be entitled to refer any dispute to arbitration. If a Technical
Dispute is pending, the Parties may not refer to arbitration before a decision on the Technical
Dispute is issued. If a dispute is referred to arbitration without been previously referred to the
Technical Disputes’ resolution procedure, and one of the Parties raises the argument that such
dispute is a Technical Dispute, the arbitral tribunal shall decide upon its nature within a deadline
of twenty-one (21) days of its becoming aware of such argument and said decision shall be final
and binding. If it is decided that it is a Technical Dispute, then such dispute must be referred by
the Parties to the Technical Disputes’ resolution procedure and may not be examined by the
arbitral tribunal until after the issue of the findings of the Technical Dispute Resolution Panel (as
defined in Section 28.12) and to the extent the conditions of this Section 28 are met. The
argument of a Party that the dispute referred directly to arbitration constitutes a Technical
Dispute may only be raised before the summary of claims is drawn up (Terms of Reference -
article 23 of the current Rules). Save as otherwise provided explicitly in this Agreenient, reference
to arbitration does not suspend the performance of the obligations of the Parties in accordance
with its terms.

28.4  The seat and place of the arbitration, as well as the place of the hearings and the oral
procedure, shall be Athens. The language of the arbitration shall be Greek, and any hearings shall
be conducted in the Greek language. For the avoidance of doubt, any participant in the arbitration
proceedings, except the arbitrators and the president, may communicate in English (or in any
other language of its choice), in which case translations to Greek (for documents) or
interpretation (for oral communications) shall be provided by, and at the cost of, the Party
concerned.

285 The arbitral tribunal shall be consisted of three (3) arbitrators. The arbitration
proceedings shall commence upon the service by the Party referring to arbitration lo the other
Party, of a request for arbitration (“Request”), in which its Arbitrator shall be nominated. The
second arbitrator shall be nominated by the other Party, in its answer to the request (“Answer”).
For the purpose of nominating the arbitrator on behalf of the Hellenic Republic, the provisions
of article 7 par. 4 subpar. b and 5 of law 4831/2021 “Organisation of the State Legal Council
(5.L.C.) and status of officers and employees and other provisions” (A" 170), as each time in force.
The request and answer to the request are serviced to the other Party in accordance with the
requirements of the law, withoul having to be submitted Lo the Secretarial of ICC. The request
for arbitration (“Request”) towards the Hellenic Republic is mandatorily served upon the Central
Agency of the State Legal Council, following which the deadlines for the relevant actions of the
Hellenic Republic commence. In case the Party receiving the request, either does not serve an
answer to the request or does not nominate the second arbitrator with such answer, the latter
shall be nominated by the International Court of Arbitration of ICC, following a relevant request
of the requesting Party. The third arbitrator, who shall act as president, shall be nominated,
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within a deadline of thirty (3) days from the service of the answer to the request, by the two
arbitrators nominated by the Parties and shall be notified to them within five (5) days of his/her
nomination. In case the two arbitrators fail to agree on the identity of the third arbitrator within
the aforementioned deadline, this shall be nominated by the International Court of Arbitration
of ICC, following a relevant request of any Party. In all above cases, the ICC Court shall act solely
as the Appointing Authority (“Appointing Authority”). The Parties explicitly and irrevocably
agree that each arbitrator, including the president, may be a Greek national. The arbitrators,
including the president, are obliged to know very well the Greek language, be aware of the Greek
law and be independent and impartial. Nomination of an arbitrator by the International Court of
Arbitration of ICC for any reason, shall take place on the basis of the criteria of the two foregoing
sentences. Any exclusion application against an arbitrator shall be filed before the Single-
Member Court of First Instance of Athens in accordance with the relevant provision of the Code
of Civil Procedure.

28.6 If the replacement of an arbitrator becomes necessary, the replacement arbitrator shall
be nominated by the Party that have nominated the replaced one, within a deadline of twenty
(20) days from becoming aware that the replaced arbitrator ceased to perform his/her duties;
otherwise, in case of lapse of the above deadline, by the International Court of Arbitration of ICC,
following a relevant request of the other Party. In the event of replacement of the third arbitrator,
the provisions of Section 28.5 on its nominations shall be applied.

28.7 If two or more arbitration proceedings have commenced pursuant to this arbitration
clause, either of the Parties may file a request to any arbitral tribunal that has been constituted
to rule upon any of them, for the purpose of ordering the consolidation of all pending disputes
to a single arbitration before the same arbitral (the Consolidation Order). For the purpose of
resolving whether to accept the consolidation request, said arbitral tribunal shall assess whether
joint or substantially the same legal or factual matters are raised in the pending arbitral
proceedings and whether consolidation serves the faster and more efficient resolution of the
disputes. The arbitrators already nominated in an arbitration procedure, which has been made
subject to consolidation before another another arbitral tribunal, shall cease to have competence
over the dispute in arbitration as of the date of notification to them of the Consolidation Order.
In case there are two or more contradicting Consolidation Orders, the Consolidation Order
ordered first shall prevail.

28.8 Either Party shall have the right to file an application for preliminary and/or interim
measures, including confiscations or court orders prior to arbitration, to every competent
ordinary court. Any such application shall not be deemed contrary to the arbitration agreement
or as a waiver from the right to appeal to arbitration. The Parties explicitly agree that the arbitral
tribunal shall not have the power to order preliminary or/and interim measures and that the
appointment of an emergency arbitrator before constitution of the arbitral tribunal to order such
measures, as well as the expedited procedure for resolving a dispute, are hereby excluded.

28.9  Incases of disputes arising out of or in connection with this Agreement, in particular but
not limited to the fulfilment of obligations by IPA, IPA shall undertake the actions, as the case
may be, in the form demanded by the Hellenic Republic and continue to make payments of the
Concession Fee until the dispute has been settled. For the avoidance of doubt, this Section 28.4
does not prevent the Hellenic Republic from requesting the forfeiture of the Performance
Guarantee as stipulated in Section 18. In case the claims made by the Hellenic Republic are found
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to be unjustified by the arbitral tribunal, the arbitral tribunal shall have the powers to order an
adequate reimbursement as part of its award.

28.10 The arbitral award shall be final, irrevocable and not subject to any ordinary legal
remedy, and shall constitute an enforcement order without having to be declared as such by the
ordinary courts, whereas the Parties commit to immediately comply with its terms. Articles 27(b)
and 34 of the Rules providing for the notification of the issue of the arbitral award to the
Secretariat of the International Court of Arbitration shall not apply.

2811 The arbitral award shall determine the cost of arbitration and the final allocations of
costs between the Parties, including the arbitralors’ fees, which are determined in accordance
with the relevant provisions of the Code of Civil Procedure (articles 882 kou 882 A). Translation
and interpretation costs burdening each Party concerned are explicitly excluded. Each Party shall
undertake with all fees and expenses (including those of its own attorneys, experts and
witnesses) required for the preparation and preparation of its position. Subject to Section 28.3,
the arbitral award shall be issued at the earliest possible and in any event not later than after
four (4) months from the date of execution of the summary of claims by the arbitral tribunal and
the liligant Parties. The arbitral tribunal has the power, following an application of either Party
or on its own initiative, to extend such deadline.

2812  Bach Technical Dispute, including in relation to the approval of TPA’s deliverables under
this Agreement by the Independent Engineer, shall be referred exclusively for resolution to a
panel (the Technical Disputes Resolution Panel} of three (3) independent, appropriately
qualified and experienced individuals (including engineers, or other professional experts) or
firms (each an Expert). For the purposes of this Agreement, Technical Dispute shall mean any
dispute in respect of a contested matter that is substantially of technical context, or which is
explicitly defined in this Agreement as a technical matter that should be referred to the Technical
Digputes Resolution Panel for resolution,

28.13  The Technical Disputes resolution procedure commences when either Party notifies the
other of its intention by a relevant document which is served by a court bailiff and which is
required to specify the matter of the dispute, as well as the claims of Lthe Party appealing to this
procedure, and nominate one (1) FxperL.

28.14  Within a period of twenty (20) calendar days, the other Party is obliged, by notification
in writing, to appoint the second Expert and present its arguments on the dispute. Refusal of
such Party to appuint the second Expert or the lapse of the 2o0-days deadline, gives the Party
appealing to said procedure the right to request the appointment of the second Expert by the
Technical Chamber of Greece (TCG). The request to TCG is submilted with a deadline of ten (10)
days from the refusal of appointing the Expert or the lapse of the above 20-days deadline and
must be accompanied by a copy of the appeal. The TCG appoints the second ixpert in accordance
with the procedure specified by it, within a deadline of ten (10) calendar days. For the purposes
of the appointment of the Experts the provisions of Sections 28.5 and 28.6 shall apply mutatis
mutandis.

2815  Within a period of twenty (20) calendar days from the appointment of the second Expert,
in accordance with the above, the two appointed Experts shall appoint the third one. If agreement
on the Third Expert cannot be reached, the Hellenic Republic shall provide IPA as soon as possible
with a list of three (3) candidate Experts with suitable credentials and IPA shall be entitled to
select the Expert to be appointed as the third Expert. Any Experts appointed to the Technical
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Disputes Resolution Panel in respect of a specific dispute may not be appointed as Arbitrators
should the matter be subsequently referred to arbitration in accordance with the provisions of
this Section 28. If agreement on the Third Expert cannot be reached, each of the Parties may
cause the appointment of the third Expert by TCG in accordance with the provisions of Clause
28.14.

28.16  The Technical Disputes Resolution Panel shall decide within fourteen (14) days from
appointment of the third Expert, whether the dispute referred to it constitutes a Technical
Dispute. If the Technical Disputes Resolution Panel determines that said dispute is not a
Technical Dispute, it shall immediately inform the Parties of such determination and the Parties
may subsequently refer the dispute to arbitration in accordance with the below provisions. If the
Technical Disputes Resolution Panel determines that a Technical Dispute exists, it shall
immediately inform the Parties of such determination and thereafter decide upon the dispute.
The Parties agree that they shall be allowed to refer to arbitration a matter that the Technical
Disputes Resolution Panel has determined as a Technical Dispute, only after the issue of its
findings and only to the extent permitted.

28.17 For the purpose of resolving a Technical Dispute, the Technical Disputes Resolution
Panel applies this Agreement and the substantial provisions of the Greek legislation. The
Technical Disputes’ resolution procedure must be concluded with the issue of duly substantiated
findings, within a period of three (3) months commencing on the date of appointment of the
third Expert. Articles 867 to go3 of the Code of Civil Procedure apply mutatis mutandis to the
Technical Disputes’ resolution procedure, to the extent not otherwise provided in the present
Section. The costs of Technical Disputes’ resolution procedure is determined by the Technical
Disputes Resolution Panel and is paid in advance by the Party concerned. The Parties are jointly
and severally liable for the costs of the procedure and pay such costs in equal shares.

28.18 The Technical Disputes’ resolution procedure is conducted in Athens and in the Greek
language. The Experts are required to be fluent in the Greek language (spoken or written). If a
Party selects an Expert that is not fluent in Greek. For the avoidance of doubt, any participant in
the said proceedings, except the three (3) Experts, may communicate in English (or in any other
language of its choice), in which case translations (for documents) or interpretations (for oral
communications) shall be provided by, and at the cost of, the Party concerned.

28.19  Each of the Parties may submit remarks to the Technical Disputes Resolution Panel and
provide (or procure the provision of) such documents to the Technical Disputes Resolution Panel
as the Technical Disputes Resolution Panel may reasonably require in order to render its ruling.
The Parties shall, within a reasonable period of time, provide to one another all information and
access to all documents and personnel reasonably required, in order to deliver their remarks to
the Technical Disputes Resolution Panel pursuant to the foregoing.

28.20 The decision of the Technical Disputes Resolution Panel shall be final and binding upon
the Parties, subject to their right to submit a dispute to arbitration, pursuant to Section 28.3, to
the extent (only) the decision relates to any of the following: (a) financial matters, (b)
termination of the Agreement, (c) allocation of fault, (d) allocation of expenses between the
litigant parties.
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29. ASSIGNMENT & FINANCING

29.1 Save as specified in Section 29.2 below, the rights of IPA given under this Agreement
cannot be assigned to any third party save with the prior written consent of the Hellenic Republic.
Any assignment or purported assignment in violation of this provision shall be null and void.

29.2 By way of derogation from any contrary provision of this Agreement, IPA shall be
entitled, without the Hellenic Republic’s prior consent, to (i) register any pledge over the shares
issued by TPA or/and (ii) assign, pledge or transfer its rights or claims of a financial nature under
or pursuant to this Agreement, in each above case subject to prior written notification to the
Hellenic Republic and only as security to Qualifying Lenders with whom a IR Direcl Agreement
(as defined in Section 29.6 below) has been entered into, in respect of Qualifying Indebtedness
provided to 1PA as part of Qualifying Financing Agreements (each as defined herein below).

26.3  Any grant of security pursuant to this Section 2g by IPA to its Qualifying Lenders shall
be valid and binding as regards the Hellenic Republic if evidenced by a document having a date
certain and subject to the Hellenic Republic being notified thereof in the form and in the manner
each Lime prescribed under applicable law.

29.4  Exercise by IPA’s lenders of any rights or remedies available to them pursuant to any
contract or instrument giving rise to or evidencing security in any of the forms envisaged by this
Section 2g shall not affect or limil IPA’s obligations or liabilities hereunder.

24.5 in this Agreement:

(a) Qualifying Lender means an Eligible Bank that is permitted (by virtue of a valid license
or a law(ul and valid exemption from the requirement to possess a license), Lo engage in
the activity of lending funds to corporate entities generally on a professional scale within
the territory of the Hellenic Republic and are subject to (or lawlully exempt from)
prudential supervision, in each case in accordance with the laws of the Hellenic Republic;

(h) Qualifying Indebtedness means senior debt capital financing and/or senior financial
credit extended to IPA by Qualifying Lenders under Qualifying Financing Agreements, to
the extent only relaling to financing or refinancing of Works (including, tfor the
avoidance of doubt, Major Works).

(c) Qualifying Financing Agreements means the agreements between Qualifying Lenders
and IPA in respect of the grant of the Qualifying Indebtedness that are:

(i) entered into on or after the Effective Date; and

(ii) nofified, and delivered by IPA in full and certified copy to the
responsible TIR Governmental Body within thirty (30) days as of their
exccution and (if applicable) any amendment thereto.

20.6  IPA shall be solely responsible for assuring the availability of financing required from
time to time for the full and proper discharge of its obligativns under this Agreement.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Hellenic Republic acknowledges that IPA may raise
Qualifying Indebtedness through limited recourse project financing. The Hellenic Republic shall,
if so requested by IPA, consent to the entry into a direct agreement with IPA and the Qualifying
Lenders on terms to be negotiated by the Hellenic Republic in accordance with applicable law

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and within the confines of established practices of the Hellenic Republic in the context of
infrastructure concessions which (terms) shall include, indicatively, a step-in right in favour of
the Qualifying Lenders, so that the latter, subject to the approval of the substitution and the
remediation plan by the Hellenic Republic, may rectify or restore the IPA Event of Default (the
HR Direct Agreement).

30. MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

301 Either Party may set-off any amount due to the other Party under this Agreement against
any amount due under this Agreement provided that the amount has been due for thirty (30)
days, has not been paid and has not been disputed by the other Party in good faith in accordance
with Section 28.

30.2  No amendment or waiver of any provision of this Agreement, nor consent to any
departure by any of the Parties therefrom, shall in any event be effective unless in writing and
signed by the parties hereto. Such waiver or consent shall be effective only in the specific instance
and for the specified purpose for which given.

30.3  Negotiations between the Hellenic Republic and IPA will always be held in good faith,
with the intention of maintaining the allocation of risks and the distribution of rights and
obligations of this Agreement and to achieve an economic result that comes closest to what the
Parties intended upon entering into this Agreement.

30.4  This Agreement shall not restrict or limit in any respect the Hellenic Republic’s powers,
prerogatives, faculties, discretions or rights to decide on any matter pertaining to the protection
of national security, security and safety of navigation, public health, public order, the
environment, cultural and underwater heritage and/or any other matters enshrined in the
constitution of the Hellenic Republic.

30.5  Each provision of this Agreement will be valid and enforceable to the fullest extent
permitted by law. If any provisions of this Agreement are declared to be invalid, unenforceable
orillegal by any competent arbitral tribunal or court, such invalidity, unenforceability or illegality
shall not prejudice or affect the remaining provisions of this Agreement which shall continue in
full force and effect. If any such provision of this Agreement is held to be invalid, unenforceable
or illegal, the parties will promptly endeavour to negotiate new provisions to eliminate such
invalidity, unenforceability of illegality and to restore this Agreement as nearly as possible to its
original intent and effect.

30.6  Except as expressly provided for in this Agreement, a person who is not a party hereto
will have no right under any statutory provision to enforce any of its terms.

30.7  Except as expressly provided in this Agreement, no failure or delay by any Party in
exercising any right or remedy relating to this Agreement will affect or operate as a waiver or
variation of that right or remedy or preclude its exercise at any time. No single or partial exercise
will preclude any further exercise of it or the exercise of any other remedy.

30.8  Any notice to be given under this Agreement shall be in writing and shall either be
delivered personally or sent by registered post, facsimile transmission, electronic mail or other

2. It is hereby explicitly agreed that IPA shall grant to the Hellenic Coast Guard the sub-
concession of the special right of use (the "Sub-concession") of the following areas located

Appendix hereto,

(d) of three (3) mooring positions for the vessels of the Hellenic Coast Guard, which will be
moored sideways, in the position between points B4 and Bs of the pier and with edge the
Bs, they will occupy a platform at a length of 30 meters towards the direction of point Bé,
as depicted in drawing A.3 of the Appendix hereto,

(e) of a platform area of 480 square meters, on which a cabin for the storage of the vessels
of the Hellenic Coast Guard will be placed, as depicted in drawing A.3 of the Appendix
hereto,

B. Within the Concession Area in respect of the Plataria Fishing Shelter:

(a) of two (2) mooring positions, which will occupy an area at a length of 30 meters across
the jetty and at a width of 10 meters across the vertical platform for the mooring (sideways)
of two (2) vessels of the Hellenic Coast Guard, as depicted in drawing B of the Appendix
hereto,

(b) of an area of total surface of 40 square meters for the construction of a port outpost, in
which materials for the maintenance of the vessels of the Hellenic Coast Guard will be also
stored (lubricants, spare parts, tools, paints, consumables), as depicted in drawing B of the

Appendix to the present,

C. Within the Concession Area in respect of the Sagiada Fishing Shelter:

(a) of one (1) mooring position, which will occupy a space at a length of 15 meters for the
mooring (sideways) of one (1) vessel of the Hellenic Coast Guard, as depicted in drawing D
of the Appendix hereto,

(b) of a platform area of 60 square meters, on which a cabin of 8 square meters
(approximately) will be placed for the storage of materials of the Hellenic Coast Guard’s
vessel, as depicted in drawing D of the Appendix to the present.

Building 20, referred to in the table of clause 1.1 under nr. 1, constitutes an Excluded Area
(see also Annex 3.3 (d)) and does not constitute a subject of the Concession Agreement.

II. Term of the Sub-concession and terms of Relocation of the Hellenic Coast Guard.

1.

Subject to the terms of this Annex, the Sub-concession of the Sub-conceded Areas shall begin
from the Effective Date and shall end upon expiration of the Concession Term.

In particular, the Sub-concession of the Sub-conceded Area which is described in clause I.2.A
(a) shall begin following (a) the relocation of the agencies of the Hellenic Coast Guard, which
are described in the table of clause 1.1, as well as PPA's services (the "Relocation"), and (b)
the hand-over of the buildings under nrs. 2 to g of the table of clause I.1 vacant from the
Hellenic Coast Guard to IPA, the completion of which will be confirmed by the signing of a
delivery - receipt protocol between IPA and the Hellenic Coast Guard (the "Hand-Over").

By way of exception, the use and possession of the ground floor and the roof of the Sub-
conceded Area described in term 1.2.A(a) shall be granted to the Hellenic Coast Guard and
PPA from the Effective Date, in order for the Hellenic Coast Guard or the Hellenic Republic
for the benefit of the Hellenic Coast Guard and PPA to perform, exclusively with its own
care and at its own expenses, the remodeling works required for the Relocation, in
accordance with the specific provisions of clause IV hereof and without hindering the proper
operation of the services of IPA located at the first floor of such Sub-conceded Area.

The Relocation and the Hand-Over will take place within eight (8) months from the
completion of the remodeling of the Sub-conceded Area described under term I.2.A (a) by
the Hellenic Coast Guard and/or the Hellenic Republic for the benefit of the Hellenic Coast
Guard and PPA, which will be certified by the relevant certificate of completion, which will
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be issued by the competent authority for the receipt of the remodeling works of the said
Sub-conceded Area by the Hellenic Coast Guard.

5. Until the completion of the Relocation, the services of the Hellenic Coast Guard shall
continue to be installed in the buildings, in which they are already installed, according to
the table under clause 1.1 hereof. Upon the Relocation and Hand-Over, buildings 5, 4D, 21,
14, 22, 23 and 24, listed in the table of clause L1 hereof under nrs. 2 to 9, will return to the
use of 1PA.

6. Inany case the Relocation and Hand-Over must have taken place within thirty (30) months
from the Effective Date, otherwise (a) the Services of the Hellenic Coast Guard shall remain
in the buildings of the Main Port of lgoumenitsa, as depicted in the table of term L1, whilst
(b) the Sub-concession of the Sub-conceded Area described under clause 1.2.A (a) shall cease
to be valid,

I11. Financial consideration

The Sub-concession is agreed without consideration for its entire term.

IV. Special conditions

1. In case the execution of port works or other works serving public interest or common use
is decided in the Sub-conceded Areas, the Hellenic Coast Guard or/and PPA (as the case may
be) are obliged to temporarily attribute to IPA the use of the areas required for the execution
of the above works, within a time-limit set by IPA. For this period, IPA will temporarily
concede another area to the Hellenic Coast Guard or/and PPA (as the case may be) for the
accommodation of its services.

2. The limits of the Sub-conceded Areas may be modified to accommodate the need for
construction of port works or implementation of spatial or other study or to serve general

port purposes.
3. The Hellenic Coast Guard is not allowed to sub-concede in whole or in part the right of use
of all or part of the Sub-conceded Areas to a third party, either with or without

consideration, in any way (e.g., sublease, sub-concession, etc.).

4. The provisions of the legislation on commercial leases do not apply to the Sub-concession
and the Sub-conceded Areas.

5. The Hellenic Coast Guard and PPA (as the case may be) shall provide to IPA throughout the

term of the Sub-concession free access to the control room currently operating in building

0

7 (Passenger Terminal Tz2).
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IPA shall not bear responsibility towards the Hellenic Coast Guard and PPA for the actual
state of the Sub-conceded Areas, which is presumed to have become known to the Hellenic
Coast Guard and PPA.

The Hellenic Coast Guard and PPA are obliged to comply with the applicable law, regulations
and other provisions with regard to the exercise of their activity and they shall bear full
responsibility for any of their own or their staff's violations. IPA does not bear any
responsibility for any interventions of public authorities in the activities of the Hellenic
Coast Guard and PPA.

IPA throughout the validity period of the Sub-concession shall not bear any responsibility
for damages or malfunctions or repairs or expenses with regard to the Sub-conceded Areas,
even if necessary or beneficial, as well as for those resulting from a Force Majeure Event or
by chance. It is explicitly stated that IPA has no obligation for fencing the Sub-conceded
Areas.

The Hellenic Coast Guard and PPA are obliged throughout the term of the Sub-Concession
to maintain the Sub-conceded Areas in good condition, clean and decent. The Hellenic Coast
Guard and PPA are obliged to perform all necessary actions for the operation, cleaning,
guarding and maintenance of the Sub-conceded Areas, with their own care and at their own
expenses. All kinds of expenses, taxes and fees (with regard to cleaning, lighting, etc.)
resulting from the use, exploitation and operation of the Sub-conceded Areas and the
payment of all utility bills (indicatively electricity, telephone, water consumption, any water
leakage, etc.) and all co-collected fees with regard to the Sub-conceded Areas are borne
exclusively by the Hellenic Coast Guard and PPA.

The Hellenic Coast Guard and PPA are obliged to take all the necessary fire protection
measures in accordance with the applicable legislation and shall be solely responsible for
any damage caused to the surrounding areas due to a spread of fire which may be caused at
the Sub-conceded Areas. In the event of failure by the Hellenic Coast Guard or/and PPA (as
the case may be) to comply with the above, the Hellenic Coast Guard or/and PPA shall be
solely responsible for repairing any damage or accidents which may occur.

IPA is fully released from any responsibility (civil, criminal, administrative) for the Sub-
conceded Areas.

The Hellenic Coast Guard or/and PPA shall bear and assume exclusively full criminal and
civil liability for anything that may happen to persons, including explicitly IPA’s staff, and
things which are located at the Sub-conceded Areas. In particular, the Hellenic Coast Guard
or/and PPA (as the case may be) shall be solely responsible for the safety of their personnel,
which works or is at the Sub-conceded Areas and shall be obliged to undertake each time
the measures required by the applicable law and the circumstances for the avoidance of any
damage or accident to the facilities or to third parties at the Sub-conceded Areas.
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13. In case of destruction of the Sub-conceded Areas due to a Force Majeure Event, IPA shall not
have any obligation for restoration towards the Hellenic Coast Guard and PPA, irrespective
of any restoration obligations towards the Hellenic Republic which may arise under the
Concession Agreement.

14. The Hellenic Coast Guard or/and the Hellenic Republic may perform any construction of
permanent or temporary character on the Sub-conceded Areas for the benefit of the Hellenic
Coast Guard orfand PPA following the issuance of all required permits and approvals
pursuant to the applicable legislation under the care of the Hellenic Coast Guard. In this
respect, the Hellenic Coast Guard is obliged, throughout the validity period of the Sub-
concession, to undertake all necessary actions, under its own responsibility and care, for the
issuance, renewal and/or extension of any license necessary for the execution of
construction, renovation, configuration or reform works and the subsequent operation of
the Sub-conceded Areas for the agreed use, for the issuance or non-issuance of which IPA
shall bear no responsibility. IPA reserves the right to request the full removal or change in
the construction of any constructions and works performed by the Hellenic Coast Guard
or/and the Hellenic Republic on the Sub-conceded Areas for the benefit of the Hellenic Coast
Guard or/and PPA, in order for the service of other port purposes in this area or other
operations of the port of general importance not o be hindered.

15. The Relocation, as well as all the works that will be executed for the construction,
installation, configuration and operation of the buildings and installations which will be
installed within the Sub-conceded Areas, as well as the renovation, remodeling and
operation works on the Sub-conceded Areas will be executed at the sole care, responsibility
and expenses of the Hellenic Coast Guard or/and the Hellenic Republic, pursuant to
applicable legislation, including obtaining the necessary permits, where required. The
Hellenic Coast Guard is obliged to implement and comply with and observe, both at the
stage of all the above technical works and at the stage of the operation of the Sub-conceded
Areas, all the terms and conditions provided for by the applicable legislation for the legal
construction and operation of buildings and installations on the Sub-conceded Areas, as well
as for the configuration and operation of the Sub-conceded Areas and the buildings and
installations which may exist or will be constructed thereon. In addition, it is agreed that
the remodeling, the buildings and installations that will occur from the above works shall
remain for the benefit of the Sub-conceded Areas.

16. The THellenic Coast Guard is solely responsible for insuring the Sub-conceded Areas, its
equipment, the constructions, installations, buildings, renovation works, remodeling works
and those deriving from the general technical works, pursuant to the provisions of clause
IV.14 hereof, for civil liability towards third parties, as well as against any risk (indicatively
earthquake, fire, etc.), in the value of their replacement, throughout the term of the Sub-
concession and at its own expenses. In addition, the Helenic Coast Guard is solely
responsible for insuring employees working in the Sub-cofceded Areas for the entire
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duration of the works which will be executed at the Sub-conceded Areas, in accordance with
the specific provisions of clause IV.14 hereof, and is responsible for any accident that may
happen, for the payment of the remuneration of the employees who will be working on such
works, indicatively workers and engineers, for the payment of insurance contributions, fees,
expenses for the issuance of licences, compensation for accidents to persons or other areas
falling under IPA’s jurisdiction, the latter bearing no responsibility for anything related to
the works of the Hellenic Coast Guard in the Sub-conceded Areas or resulting from such
works.

The Hellenic Coast Guard or/and PPA shall take all protective measures for the avoidance
of adverse effects on the terrestrial and marine environment, in accordance with applicable
legislation, traffic congestion or nuisance of the neighbors and the safe and smooth
movement of pedestrians and vehicles will not be hindered. In the event of failure by the
Hellenic Coast Guard or/and PPA to comply with the above, the Hellenic Coast Guard or/and
PPA shall be solely responsible for repairing any damages or accidents that may occur.

Upon expiration of the Sub-concession, the Hellenic Coast Guard orfand PPA shall be
obliged, without notice, to hand over the Sub-conceded Areas in good condition to the
Hellenic Republic or to a person that the Hellenic Republic will appoint in case of early
termination of the Sub-concession (namely before the expiration of the Concession Term)
to IPA.

Any amendment to the terms of the Sub-concession shall be performed in accordance with
the specific terms of the Ratification Law.

2.1.1  The Hellenic Republic shall notify the Independent Engineer and IPA that a State
Waorks Completion Certificate has been issued in respect of the relevant Stale Works, inviting the
Independent Engineer and IPA to inspect the relevant State Works to determine whether such

State Works in accordance with Section 7.21 and in such circumstances the consent of the
Hellenic Republic shall be deemed to have been given.

4.7 Any costs that may be incurred in respect of the State Works during the obligatory
warranty period provided by the relevant State Works Contract and the applicable State Works
legislation shall be for the account of the Hellenic Republic to the extent that such costs are not
attributable to the use of the State Works by IPA or any of its Sub-Contractors or Sub-
Concessionaires.

The FCA Manual shall specify: the scope of the assessment, safety
requirements for execution of the assessment, and the reporting standards for the
deliverable.

The FCAR will classify the facilities assessed into the following categories:

Excellent: no operational deficiencies, minimum requirements are exceeded,;

Good: minor operational deficiencies, minimum requirements are exceeded or met;
Fair: minor operational deficiencies, most minimum requirements are met, some capital
improvements or corrective actions need to be considered, intermediate-term
improvements should be identified;

Poor: significant operational deficiencies, facility fails to meet minimum requirements,
near-term capital improvements or corrective actions must be taken; and

Critical: major operational deficiencies and / or safety issues are identified; urgent
corrective action must be taken. This category may also include improvements
necessitated by new laws or regulations.

Facilities Remedy Plan (FRP)

The Facilities Remedy Plan (FRP) will be based on a Facilities Condition Assessment
Report (FCAR) which will be prepared annually by IPA setting its proposed response to
any shortcomings or problems identified in the FCAR

The FRP shall outline the near-, intermediate-, and long-term Remedial Works planned
to address the findings of the FCAR, as well as any other planning studies (e.g. master
plan) conducted by IPA.

The FRP should prioritize the projects, and identify the environmental requirements that
need to be satisfied for their implementation,

For facilities classified in the FCAR as fair, poor, or critical, an improvements action plan
must be established within the FRP. The recommended improvements shall be allocated
into three categories based on the priority for action, as follows:

Critical: Remedial Works need to be executed immediately, or as soon as practicable;
High: Remedial Works need to be executed in the near-term; and

Low: Remedial Works need to be executed in mid-term These improvements may be
justified to be executed in the near-term to improve the performance of the respective
facility; they may be elective to some extent.

The FRP shall provide a brief description and justification of all planned Remedial Works.
It shall also include a cost estimate for each of the planned remedial improvements for
all projects for the near- and intermediate-terms (0-10 years).

The FRP shall at least comprise the following:

Executive summary;

Introduction and background on previous development actions;

Methodology used to prioritize the remedial improvements, and description of the
studies or work undertaken to identify the remedial improvements required; and
Recommendations for remedial improvements over the next five years, with the greatest
detail given to projects scheduled to be completed within the first year of the FRP,
General Requirement

All elements, materials and finishes which will be used in works shall be structurally
safe, durable and robust, suitable for their intended purpose and performance, easy to
maintain and repair, resistant to accidental or malicious damage, compatible with the
Standards and Specifications, the Minimum Maintenance Requirements and must have
a minimum life expectancy according to the Hand Back Requirements.

Note: This Annex covers more facilities that are currently at the Port of Igoumenitsa. These
facilities are likely to be included in the Port of Igoumenitsa during the Concession Term.

6.2 To the extent that the unavailability of insurance or the unacceptability of its terms is
particular to the Port of Igoumenitsa and the result of a failure of IPA to operate and maintain
the Concession Assets in accordance with the Standards and Specifications, IPA shall not be
relieved of any of its obligations under this ANNEX 17.1.

6.2 In circumstances where paragraph 6.1 above applies, IPA shall approach the
international insurance markets at reasonable intervals, but not less frequently than every
three (3) months, to determine whether the relevant circumstances have ceased to apply,
shall keep the Hellenic Republic fully informed of the results of such approaches by

Banking Days with a view to reaching agreement on the relevant matter. If agreement is
reached during such period then IPA shall forthwith effect or maintain the Material
Insurance in accordance with the Agreement.

7.3 Any disagreement between IPA and the Hellenic Republic over the availability of cover
in the international insurance market shall be referred on the application of either party for
determination to an independent insurance broker with expertise in the insurance of port
projects in Europe agreed between IPA and the Hellenic Republic or failing agreement within
fourteen (14) days of either such party requesting that the dispute be referred to an expert
(appointed on the application of either such party by the President for the time being of the
Association of Insurance Companies of Greece or the Chairman for the time being of Lloyd’s).
The appointee shall act as an expert not as an arbitrator. The expert's decision shall be final
and binding on the parties hereto. The expert's fees and disbursements shall be borne by

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ANNEX 26.4 - Hand Back Requirements

Service Life of port elements

All port elements and finishes must be in a structurally sound, safe and secure state,
must function correctly and must be in full working order. In addition, all elements must
be provided as necessary to enable 1PA to meet the Minimum Service Levels with
minimal disruption to the normal activities and day to day running of the Port.

USE OF MATERIALS

Materials must be selected with due regard to their suitability for purpose and
performance, durability, ease of maintenance and repair, resistance Lo accidental or
malicious damage, and to their environmental impact.

With regards to the marine infrastructure, IPA must use appropriate materials and
follow all available Standards and Specifications so that the materials resist to the best
possible degree the effects of the corrosive nature of the sea water environment.
Underwater structures shall be periodically checked for potential degradation (scour in
the case of quay walls, corrosion in the case of steel structures elc.).

With regards to the buildings, IPA must use appropriate and robust materials and
finishes that stand up well to the prevailing weather conditions, the ingress of ground
and surface water and heavy use, while maintaining their appearance over the long terni.
All areas of the buildings must be easily and safely accessible for cleaning and
maintenance while preventing unauthorised access. It is imperative that the buildings
are not aesthetically affected (even if only superficially) by the weather and the design
must ensure no breakdown in the building’s fabric.

3.2 The service lifespan assessment of any item will be defined as follows:

3.2.1  In the case of a manufactured element, the period of lime, as declared in writing by the
manufacturer of such element, for which the element will continue to perform as
intended after incorporation in the port in a manner, and operating under design
conditions, accepted by the manufacturer, and subject to maintenance in accordance

with the manufacturer’s written recommendations; and

3.2.2  In the case of any other element, the period of time for which the element is expected to
continue to perform as intended after completion of construction of the relevant port
facility, as defined in accordance with 1SO 15686: Buildings and Constructed Assels -
Service Life Planning or any other equivalent internationally accepted standard.

Throughout the Concession Period, IPA shall ensure that:

All elements, including those that have been built or manufactured before the Effective
Date, meet their performance specifications (i.e. must be structurally sound, in a safe
and secure state, must function correctly and must be in full working order);

The elements will achieve their anticipated life span, and that, when replaced during the
Concession Term, the replacement has a service life at least equal to the facility it
replaces; and

The elements comply with all applicable Specifications and Standards.

Hand Back Requirements

At the end of the Concession Term, IPA must ensure that apart from complying with the
above-mentioned requirements 3.3.1, 3.3.2 and 3.3.3, all the elements, are in compliance
with the minimum residual life requirements, as set out in Table 1 of this Annex.
